clergy  to  carnestly co-operate, in

An Irishman  named James
MeNully, an iumale of Si. Peter's
Houze, South Lambeth, enjovs the
distinction of being the oldest nan
in London.

Racial ™ hatred
was strong -then, and - the. .white
members of the congregation protes-
ted vigorously against having ‘ nig-
gors ' ocelipying their pewxy  Their
objeciions were in vain. Bishop
Keane, like the Aposiles of old, re-
cognised not the ecolor of a- man's

skin, hul was concerned a'b'out_. the
salvation of souls. Accordingly,
when the mecling was opeched on

Sunday. the Catholic Cathedral of
Richmond was erowded with colored
persons  Every negro in the town
becaune interested, and lent his sup-
port by heing present. Bishop Keane
addressed the nesroes, and on each
Sunday succeeding he held meetings
for  the exclusive benefit of the
colored population, The result was
