NEGOTIATION® have been cirried on lately by the Aguont-
General with steamship builders in the old country with a view to
obtaining a smitable vessel for Lake Wakatipu, The Cabinet has
now decided to authorise the Agent-General to close for a steamer
at an estimated cost of £23.000, 8he will run in connection with
the railway service.

SATISFACTORY progress is being made with the erection of the
machinery of the Bruce Woollen Mills, The several machincs for
the various departments are all approaching vompletion, The
period at which the miil will start is varicusly estimated (says the
Herald) at from five to pix weeks from date, but it will hardly be
in a position to do anything in the way of manunfacturing before at
least two monihs.

INgPECTOR PENDER has been pregentel with a purse of sove-
reigns by the Wellington branch of the Law Society, on his retire-
ment from the force after 56 years’ military and police eervice.

of 63 and are in receipt of £200 a year or more are to be retired
forthwith, and that the date of the retiremint of those officials who
are 66 or over and whese salarie2z are under £200 per annom will
be left to the discretion of Ministers, At the same time, the
Government ia going in pretty extensively for the employment of
young girls in the service, To.day in one departinent five girls
were taken on,

Martip,
the driver of the same train, was severely shaken. The passengers
on this train being protected by a number of waggons did not ex-
perience more than a rough shaking. The passengers on the down-
train fared much worre, and those injured were Sergeant-major
Curdale, of the local Deteuce Office ; Mra J, R id, of Wedderburn;
a,d Mr Taylor, of Middlemarch. The accident occurred on an in-
ward curve, and when the engine of the down-train left the rails it
struck the emb.nkment It must be regardel as little short of
providential that it oscurred where it did, instend of a little higher
up, where the whole truin must have gone into the river, and an
appalling catustrophe resuited, Awg it was, two trucks overhung the
river, and the strength of the coupling» prevented them from going
down the ¢embankment.
