Itappears the d> ceastd vsiih out driving with
Mrs Burt, of the Grand Hotel, Healesville, on May 19, in the
vicinity of Tarrawarra, and hada loaded gun in his possession for
the purpose of shooting rabbits. Suddenly Mrs Burt heard the
report of the gun and on looking towards her companion saw that
it had exploded, the deceased receiving the contents in the left side
Mrs Burt drove back with the deceased to Healesvillo with all
possible haste, and the services of a local doctor wererequisitioned.
After temporary aseit-tnnce wis rendered to the sufferer he was
removed to the Alfred Hospital.Melbourne. For a time thehospital
authorities werehopeful of his recovery but on the ninth day after
admission tetanus set in, and he pas-edav.ny as jreviously stated on
the let in«t. The late Mr Pastorel i was21 yearsof age, and had
gone to New South Wales last D.cember for the benefit of his
health. He was Bteying with Mr Burt, who was a relative,at the
time of the sad occurrence. The deceased waß attended by the Rev.
Father Glce«on during his illnesn, a.nd reoi ived the la«t ritew of the
Church immediately beforehis demise. To his mothtr, who resides
inSouthDunedin, the pincerest tymp^thy of the many tritnds of the
deceasediB extendedin her bereavement. Theiate MrPa«torelli had
beenan activemember of theDuuediuCatholic Literary Society,and
was also connected with St. Jos-ph's Men's Club prior to hia
departurefor Australia.

According toSir Joseph Ward since resuming control of the
railways on Ist January, 1895, the Government has made conces-
sions in passenger fares and on freight of articles of everydayuse
or of localproduction amounting approximately to £420,239.

A return is published in the Gazette giving particularsof the
occupations followed by 2857 Chinese residents in the Colony.
From this it appears 1303 are engaged mining, 660 market gar-
deners, 258 storekeepers, greengrocers,and fruiterers, 95 ordinary
laborers,and 86 laundrymen. The others are distributedamong
allkinds of occupations from billiardroom-keepertomissionary.

Consequent on the ear3ier arrival of the express from the
southat Christchurch after July 1, the Union Company's steamers
for Wellington, which connect with the express, will leave about
an hour earlier than at present, and passengers should, under
favorable circumstances, arrive in Wellington between 9 and 10
o'clock thenext morning.

The revenue expenditure of our Colony (said the Acting-
Premier,addressing his constituents at Winton last week) for the
yearending 31st March, 1902,iB of a most reassuring character.
The total revenuefor the year is £6,152,800. The balance from the
preceding yeir was £532,500, making a total of £6,685,300. Of
this amount £500,000 was transferred to the Public Works Fund.
The expenditurefor the year was £6,414,900. If you deduct that
amount from the £6,685,300 you get the balance for the year of
£270,400 ;and, considering that the remissions ia the Customs
duties, the reductions upon the railway charges, and the introduc-
tion of the penny postage system have been made, as youknow, by
the Government,running intoround figures reductions of £300,000
per annum,itcannot be regarded as cthtr than a wonderful result
for the balance of £270,400 to havebeen the outcome of the year's
operations.

Speakingat Winton the other night the Acting-Premier said :'During the seven years endingMarch 31, the Advances to Settlers
Departmentshows whatIcan only call a magnificent result. On
the 31st March last £3,074,000 had been advanced. The 1per cent.
sinking fund which had been retained by the Public Trustee has
already produced £95,960. The net profit for the year amounted
to £23.023, and there was a sum of £20,128 to credit on the 31st
March, 1901, and withinterest £719 thiß makes a total sum now to
credit of the assurance fund, in round figures, of £43,900 ;and,
further,although the office has been seven years in operation, it
has not made a loss on any of its transactions, nor is there any
overdue interest ; so that the stoutest of the opponents of the sys-
tem cannot do other than say that the results achievedby it have
been excellent.'

OnThursday afternoon of last weekSir J. Ward was presented
at Invercargill with anilluminated address by thepeopleof South-
land. The address bears the signature of the mayor of every
borough in the provincialdistrict and the chairman.of everypublio
body. After expressing the signatories' pleasure at the honor of
knighthoodhavingbeen conferred on Sir Joseph,and making eulo-
gistic references tohis efforts in respect to the Advances toSettlers
Act,penny postage, the Pacific cable, and to the business acumen
displayed by him as Minister of Railways, the address proceeds:
1To enumerateall you havedone for the Colcny as a whole,and for
Southland inparticular, is out of the question in an address of this
nature. All we havebeen able to do is to touch briefly upona few
salient features of yourpublic life,which has been marked by vigor,
originality,and statesmanship, and which, we feel confident, haß
still before ita long record of distinguished public service.' The
presentation was made by MrLonguet, theMayor of Inveroargill.

On Wednesday evening la-t (writes a Greymouth correspondent)
Mrs Annie Ainsworth, wife of Mr S. Aiusworth, and mother of the
Rev.Father Ainsworth, SM.. met her death evidently through her
clothes catching fire. At half-pa?t five on the evening in question
Mr Ainsworth left the deceased lady alone in thehouse, and when
Miss Mary Swift,her companion, called an hour later no response
oould be obtained to her repeated knocking. Being alarmed, Miss
Swift went for her brother, whoon coming burst in the door and
found the deceased lying on the floor unconscious and her clothing
in flames. Assistance was immediately sent for, and Drs. Mcßrearty,
father and Bon, were soon in attendance and did everything that
medical skill could suggest. Father Kimbell, S.M,was also pre-
sentand administered the last rites of the Church. At eight o'clock
the deceasedbreathedher last, fortified by the Apostolic Blessing of
our Holy Father Leo XIII..obtained for her by her son, the Rev.
Father Ainsworth, during his late visit to Europe. News of the cad
accident was immediately telegraphed to Father Ainsworth, who
wasconcluding a mission in Westport,and he forthwith drove all
night to Reefton, catching the morning train. He arrivedin Grey-
mouth at 11 o'clock on Thursday morning. That evening there-
mains of thedeceased were taken totheparishchurch,where faithful
friends kept vigil through tbe night ; and on next mornin-j— the

The greatest sympathy is felt for MrAinsworth and family in
their sadbereavement, and messages ofsympathy havebeenreceived
from every part of the Colony, including telegrams from his
Excellency the Governor, Sir Joseph Ward, the Archbishop and
Bishops, andclergy, and a great number of friends of every class
and denomination. One fact that tends to make the death of the
deceased themorepathetic is that &he wasexpectingher sod. Father
Ainsworth,home on Friday, and had everything in readiness for
his coming.

For the last 28 years the deceased lady had been totallyblii.d,
and though laboringunder this sad affliction yet she was the most
cheerful of women and was never beard to complain of her lot.
She was a devout client of the Sacred Heart of Jesup.and the first
Friday of each month found her at the altar. Itwasher custom
tobe led tochurch on the day preceding the first Friday to prepare
for the followingday,and for the last time on the same day she was
brought to the church and laid in front of the altar, before which
it had been her delight to paps hours in pray*r. On the first
Friday of June, and the very feast of the Sacred Heart, it wbb her
privilege to lie before God's altar whilst the Adorable Sacrifice was
offered for the repose of her soul. ' Precious in the sight of the
Lordis the deathof the just.'— R.IP.
