
DIOCESE OF CHRISTCHURCH.

In tho quiet little township of St. Andrews, situated12 miles south of Timaru. the public at large and trav-el!era by train for some time back have noticed the erec-tion of a church not more than a hundred yards fromthe railway station. The foundation stone was laid by
his Lordship Bishop Grimes six months ago. It is nowcomplete, and certainly 'a thing of beauty.' The style
is purely Gothic, with- its pointedarches. The walls are ofbrick, cemented, which gives it the appearance of stone.Considering the locality, its dimensions and seating cap-acity are everything to be desired. It is capable of ac-commodating twice the number of the present congrega-
tion. Three hundred, at least, could find seating roomwithin it. It contains a porch, beltry, and sacristy.
The walls being 18ft. high give it a commanding appear-
ance from a distance, beyond that of its compeers. Itis very handsomely finished, and reflects the greatest cre-
dit on all who had a share in its erection, especially the
architect and builders. The congregation have beenhearing Mass for the past 10 years in the public school-room, waiting patiently, contributing generously, andlooking forward anxiously to the day when they could
offer better accommodation to
