Our Cancer Patients

Two and a half cenluries ago, when Bernini made his
famous statue of the Nile in llome, he represented it
as a human figure with its head concealed by the Sold of
a mantle.  For at that time, and till far on in our own
day, the head or scurce of Egvpt’s weallh-bearing river
had not yet hecn discovered. 1f some grotesque sculptor
of our time were Lo personify cancer, he niight aptly
treat his subject ns Dernini treated the Nile., TFor the
source or origin of cancer still remains one of the unread
riddles of medical science. Leprosy is a medienl mys-
tery, but (to use ‘ the geninl showman’s ’ term) cancer
is / mysterior.® Dr, Fell, a well-known New Zealand
practitioner, has expresscd the opinion that gancer is a
disease of comparatively modern growth., No mention is
made of it in the Bible. Hippocrates wrote four cen-
turies before the Christian era. He was the most fam-
pus physician of that far-off time, and described many a
human i1 of his dey ; but he is silent about cancer, and
1f it existed at all at that remote pericd, it must have
been comparatwvely rave. Dr. Snow, ithe English phy-
sician who has made cancer him subject, says, in an
article before us, that it i»s not hereditary, but ia due to
“ the increased etress of our mwodern life.” And he adds
that < umtil society emerges into some calmer sea,” 'a
progressive increase of cancer, duly proportioned to the
growing severity ol the struggle for existence, may be
predicted as a matter of course.’

Whatover may be the value of Dr. Snow's theory
as to the causation of cancer, there gan be no doubt
about the menacing rapidity of the spread of that
fearful malady. Tuberculosis is the over-king of all the
illas that flesh is heir too. Cancer comes next to it as a
glayer of our kind. In New Zealand, the deatha from
this noisome parasitical disease rose steadily from 307
in 1892 to 515 in 1901. This represents on increase
during that period, from 4.78 to 6.62 deaths per 10,000
persons in the population, and from 4.73 1o B6.75
per cent. of the total deaths in the Colony. In the
British Isles the proportion of deaths from this dresd
scourgs {s evem greater. A report recently published by
the Registrar-General shows that cancer is steadily in-
creasing In every country in the United Kingdom. In
Ireland, in 1884—the first year in which the registration
system was in force—the rate was 2.7 per 10,000 living.
In 1871 it had risen to 3.2, in 1881 to 8.7, in 1881 to
4.6, and in 1901 it reached 8.5. In England (including
Wales) inl1864 the rate was 3.9, in 1871 it was 4.9, in
1881 5.2, in 1861 6.9, and in 1900 it had risen to 8.8.
In Scotiand in 1864 the rate was 4.3, in 1871 it was
4.4, In 1881 5.2, in 1891 6.8, and 1900 8.0.

In reviewing the detailed figures presented in his re-
port, the Registrar-General draws nttention to certain
main facts which they disclose—~facts which, however,
serve only, in a way, 1o emphasise the strange and pain-
iul mystery that still surrounds this fell disease., Here
are the points to which the Registrar-General directa at~
iention i~

"1, That in many cases cancer occurs in the B&Ime
family, grand-parents, parents, end other relatives of the
person afleeted having suffered from that disease,

' 2, That frequently, where the member of a family is
afflicted with cancer, other members of the family suffer
from tuberculosis.

‘8. That in a number of instances where members
of a family are afflicted with cancer, other members of
Lhe family sufifer from lunacy, idiocy, and epilepsy,

‘4. That in some cases the disease has occurred in
persons whp bave been in direct contact with cancer
patients.

* 5. That the disecase has manifested itself jn indi-
viduals who have used the tobacco pipes of persons suf-
fering trom cancer of the lip.

‘6. That in some instances more than one case of
cancer has occurred among different families living in the
same house, oF among sucressiva gccupants of the same
house.

* 7. That in o fow cases the disease has appearsd in
different houses in the same lgeality about the same
time.’

And he said to his wife
‘I pray God I hear pot the death of some great person,
ithis wind is so high.* Pepye gave volcs to a guper-
stition that is by no means dead, although it is within
precisely a month of 200 years since the famous diary-
writer passed over t¢ the majorily. 1f there were any-
thing in the aged superstition, the past few weeks would
have coffined a Lig percentage of the ¢ great persons? of
Hurope ard Australia, ¥For the wind has been hlowing
furipusly on and off Lill it slit its bellows., It left Mr,
Lipton's * Shamrock 111.," Iike poor Tom Bowling, a
* sheer hulk ' off Weymouth ; {t wrecked and foundered
vessels in Marsellles harbor ; and a few weeks ago it
prlayed red havoc over the Dritish Isles, but especially in
Ireiand, uprooted valuable park trees by thousarnds,
fiailed the forests, ripped housea into flying smithercens,
sent people flying out of jerry-built tenements to the
safer shelter of the more wolidly-built police stations,
and repeated most of the destructive antics aswociated
with that epoch in Jrish history, ‘ the night of the big
wind ' o! 1839, Soms of {ts reputed exploits remind
us of a newsparer description of & cyclone in North
Dakota, which {s said to have ‘ turned a well inside out,
a cellar upside down, mroved a township line, changed the
doy of the week, Llown & mortgage off a farm, and
knpeked the wind out of a stumping politigan,”
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The storm In Great Britain is said to have been mov-
ing at a high velocity when it struck things in a heap
and tore arcund among the wreck. It is eredited with
& Bpeed of a hundred miles an hour. 'This was what
our American cousins would call a pretty *slick’ per-
formance ; for the pace of European siorms strike an
-average of only 17 miles an hour. ‘Those of the United
States hold the world’s championship with an average
of 28 miles. Much better running is, however, frequently
made, for, like Mr. Dooley’s Admiral Dewey, a wind-
storm can take things easy and be calm ‘ when they'se
anything to be calm about’ Dut it can alse - light
out * like a grizzly o! the Rockies when it is ' so dis-
poged.” 1In 1872 for ‘instance, a hurricane—or whatever
else you prefer to call 1it—tore along at the rute of 78

* miles an hour from Texas to Maine. WNine years pre-
vicously (according to Mulhall) another rushing wind-
storm swept over Liverpool at a pressure which indicated
90 miles an hour. And there are records of intermittent
gusts in Great Dritain which, for a briel space, did o
sprint of two miles in a single minute, The tropics lay
claim to typhoons and cyclones thot carcer over the sur-
face of sen and land at even greater speed than this.

VII.—CANADA’S GREAT TRANSCONTINENTAL.

By the Editor.

Two Canadians—one returning from Australia, the
other ifrom Honolulu—stood beside me on the Moana's
upper deck as we rounded the Altey-Sloper nose of the
bulbous promontory at the further end of which Vancou-
ver stands. As the city came suddenly into view, one
exclaimed : * There she is, the Melbourne of the North !’
The other replied : ‘ The Glasgow of the West !-—I reckon
that’s about her name.” This latter T found to be a
sort of descriptive local pet-name bestowed on Vancouver
by people who are firm believers in the destiny which 18
to raise their city into a foremost emporium of the com-
merce of the north-western world. Another and less
familiar designation was applied to Vancouver by Doug-
lag Sladen :—* The Constantinople of the West.” These
titles give diverse expresion to the three features of Van-
couver that appeal with greatest force to ihe stranger
within its gates. 1ts rapid rise recalls the swiit growth
of the great Australian city that stands on Port Phillip
Bay. Its position, 1ts present commercial importance,
and its roseate prospects justify the comparison with
* Glaisgic.’ Constantinople is a gem of picturesque ef-
fect when seen from the surrounding hills or from the
further shore. Dut for the seenic grandeur of its setting
Vancouver is, perhaps, not surpassed by any city in the
world. 1L does not present the parti-colored and pie-
turesque tatterdom that in Stamboul ig reminiscent of
the glowing East; but its sidewalks and stores and fac-
tortes and sawmills and homes are alive with the dapper
Jap and the stolid-faced Chinaman, who lend to its
brosul and open streets an air that is redolent of  the
distant Orient

Vancouver is a city of yeslierday., Seven and twenty
veurs ago its site was o dense primeval forest where the
panther had his lair and the wild deer and bear their
abude. Tt owes ats existence and prosperity to the

Canadian-Pacific Railway.

The histery of that remarkable corporation is, in effect,
the history of the development of all North-western and
Western Canada trone the shores of Jake Superior to the
waters ol the hroad Daciic In 1611 the preat Jesuit

Like them, the Scottish fur-trader * blazed ” a track for
1he future [uonect, 1le tortured a route for himself
through the Nocky mountains, got alloat n his canoce
swiftly-rushing, and boulder-strewn
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Fraser River—to which he gave his name—and followed
its wild course to the sea. 'That was in the distant
forties. Tt was a deed of great daring ; for the Fraser,
like the Columbia and the Thompson, and nearly all the
rivers of this rugged region, rush at headlong speed in
wild qpd turbulent career through the rocky gorges of
the coastal ranges. How Fraser navigated his crait
through the steep and stormy rush of Hell-gate canon,
Iz a mystery which I cannot pretend to fathom. ‘The
discovery of gold in British Columbia brought long
wagon-teams over the Rockies, past camps of hoslile
Indians, up steep mountain slopes, and down deadly in-
clines with locked wheels and logs serving as brakes.
and dragging astern. 'Those were the days when only
intermittent Indian trails—traces of which you still sece
along the Thompson and the Fraser—pointed the way
across the mountains, and before the sappers cut the
track for pack-animals and the

which you see in the various stages of ruin as you tread
the gorges in the vestibule car of the Canadian-Pacific
Ratlway. But these were comparatively recent develop-
ments, And, at best, they +wwere passing makeshifts,
and, for commercial purposes,, of little practical valua,
And so the rich western land remained cut off from the
east as though it were in remote Kamschatka, the only
way to it around Cape Horn, and its nascent commercial
and political and geographical - affinities * being all with
the adjoining land of Uncle Sam. And thas, political
a3 well as commercial reasons made it every year moro
urgent to bring Canada’s Pacific seaboard nearer to the
centre of its life in the eastern provinces. McTaggart
was one of those who long ago spoke of a railway Line
that would link ocean to ocean. People

Voted him a Madman

for his pains. I find the scheme dimly outlined in =a
corpulent volume published two generations ago by
Montgomery Martin on the resources of Canada, and
more clearly and decisively in some speeches delivered
hal! a century ago by Judge Haliburton (better known
by his literary name * Sam Slick’), and in a printed
volume of addresses given in 1858 by Hon.
Alexander Morris, who had been Covernor ol
Manitoba, the North-western Territories and Xeewatin.
It was voted a pleasant dream and its advocates vision-
aries. DBut the impossible of to-day is often the matter-
of-course of to-morrow, When the first Napoleon thought
of re-opening the sand-encumbered Suez ship-canal made
by old Rameses I1. somewhere about the days of Moses,
the engineer Lepere, who was deputed to report upon the
matter, declared it impracticable. Napoleon dropped the
project like a red-hot poker. But Ferdinand de Lesseps
brought it to a successful issue, and on a vastly greater
scale than the work of the Egyptian monarch of the
misty past. ¥istory repeated itself in the case of the
projected Canadian transcontinental railway. In pro-
portion as political, military, and commercial considera~
tions pressed for its construction, mountains of impossibi-
lities shrank to the dimensions of ant-hills, Objections fin-
ally vanished, and the dream of the forties and fifties bhe-
came the hope of the sixties and the resolve of the soven-
ties. The confederation of the Iritish North American
Provinces in 1867 brought

. The Realisation

of the undertaking nearer, just as the federation of the
Australian States has slready brought the project of a
great transcontinental reilway from Port Augusta to
Fort Darwin within the scope of practical politics. A
sparsely peopled nation, as Canada was 30 years ago,
might well pause, hesitant and trembling, on the brink
of g0 vast an enterprise. For, as a history of this great
project says, it was ‘a work of such vast proportions
that the richest empire of Europe might well have hesi-
tated before entering upon it.’ West from the Red River,
in Manitcoba, there lay 800 miles of rolling plains known
only to the Indian and the fur-trader. Dehind those far-
extending prairies rose, tier above tier, the massive and
upexplored barrier of the Rockies, the Selkirks, and the
Cascades, soaring to an elevation as great as 13,000
feet, and extending in unbroken succession for 600 miles
to the Pacific. The survey alone of the line was a long
and arducous and costly work, The construction would
represent the ransom cof a kingdom. Patience is power.
But it takes strength to sit still and weit. And many
in Canada lacked that strength, They lost patience. It
was only & short step from that to loss of faith in the
work. Thera were hints of national bankruptcy. ‘The
great railway question formed the line of cleavage be-
tween political parties in Canada. There were bickerings
and delays, and
The Construction

ol the tramscontinental line did not begin till 1875. It
began in political fears and party jealousies. These con-
tinved to pursue it. Administrations changed, fresh de-
lays occurred, and in 1880—five years after the work
had been inaugurated—the Dominion Parliament decided
to surrender the work to a private company.

‘ The explorations and surveys for the railway,’ says
the story of this great enterprise, ‘' had made known the
character of the country it was to traverse. In the
wilderness east, north, and west of Lake Supericr, for-
ests of pine and other timber, and mineral deposits of
incalculable value, were found, gnd millions of acres of
agricultural land as well. The vast prairie district be-
1ween Winnipeg and the Rocky Mountains proved to be
wonderfully rich in its agricultural resources. Towards
the mountains great coal-fields were discovered, and
Dritish Columbia bheyond was known to contain almost
every element of traffic and wealth. Thousands of people
had setiled on the prairies of the North-west, and their
succesd had brought tens of thousands more. The poli-
tical reasons for building the railway were lost sight
of and commercial reasons took their place, and thera
was no difficulty in finding o party of capitalists ready
and willing to relieve the (Government of the work and
carry it on as a commercinl enterprise. The

Canadian-Pacific Railway Company

was ovganised early in 1881, and inunediately entered
inte a contract to complete the line within ten years,

‘ The railway system of Fastern Canada had al.
ready advanced far up the Ottawa Valley, attracted
mainly by the rapidly prowing traffic from the plne
forests, and it was from a point in connection with this
system that the Canadian-Pacific Reilway had to be
carried through to the Pacific coast, a distance of 2550
miles. Of this, the Government had under construction
one section of 425 miles between Lake Superior and
Winnipeg, and ancther of 213 miles from PBurrard Inlet,
on the Pacific coast, eastward to Kamloops Lake In
British Celumbia. The Company undertook the build-
mg of the remuining 1920 miles, and for this it wasto
receive from the Government 25,000,000 dollars in money
and 25,000,000 acres of agricultural land. The two
sections of railway under construction were to be fini-
shed hy the Govermment, and together with a Ybranch
line of 65 miles already in operation from Winnipeg
southward to the boundary of the United States, were
to be given to the Company. in addition to its subsi-
dies in money and lands ; and the entire railway, when
compleled, was to remain the properiy of the Company.’

A somewhat similar land-grant system is being pro-
posed in connection with the projected transcontinental
railway across the interior of the Australian continent.
As things stood, it is clear that the political fears and
jealousies of the time threw a rare bargain into the
hands of the Canadian-Pacific Company. Without tak-
ing mto account the well-filled national purse and the
completed railway lines presented to them, the broad
Lingdom of 25,000,000 acres with which they were en-
dowed was only o seventh less in area than the North
lsland of New Zealand, and almost exactly equal in ex-
tent to Ireland and Wales, and comprised magnificent
farm-lands, the like of which is only to be found in the
favored United States of Ohio and Illinois, With flowing
coffers, the Canadian-Pacific Company threw off thelr
coats to the task. Armies ol men were engaged upon the
work., Everywhere the track was so perfectly construe~
ted that trains were able to pass safely over it at
high speed &s soon as the rails were spiked and bolted.
On the rolling prairies west of Winnipeg the rails were
laid at & rate that varied from three to six miles a day,
Eastward, along the northern shore of Lake Superior,
there waos

When the Russian railroad engineers consulted the Czar
as to the direction to be followed by the iron road from
St. Petersburg to Moscow, he drew q straight line on
the map, and it was followed as closely as circum-
stances would permit, But the road that skirts the
upper shores of the world's greatest fresh-water lake
is as sinuous as the path of a mountain brook. It
‘ windg about and fn and out ' through piled up hillg
and jagged promontories and tall cliffs and massive boul-
ders of Laurentian and Huron rock that is almost eas
hard and refractory as flint. That rugged region is an
affliction of epirit for the railway builder, as it is =&
happy hunting ground for the sportsman and a paradise
for the lover of the picturesque. According to Livy's
storied legend, when Hannibal was leading his seasoned
Carthaginian cohorts across the Alps to the conguest of
ltaly, he split the impassable rock-walls and intrusive
mountain-peaks with fire and then softened and crumbled
them to pieces with heavy doses of vinegar. The Cana-
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dian-Pacific Railway engineers treated the tough rocky
barriers of the Lake Superior shore with more energetic
prescriptions. They employved thousands of tons of dy-
naemite end every rock-racking contrivance that was
known at the time and slowly crunched their toilsome
way through to the prairie lands beyond Fort William.
The average cost of their far-stretching line was
£10,700 per mile, But there was one section of the
deep-cut, many-tunnelled rorth-shore track that ron into
an expenditure of 700,000 dollars (about £140,000) per
mile : perhaps the wost costly bt of rallway construc-
tion of equal length upon the surface of the carth. In
the meantime the Company’s army-divisions of navvies
had been gouging away at the great mountain-barrier of
the Rockies both from the eastern and the western side.
The year 1884 saw them at the summit. And one morn-
ing in the following year—it was November 7--the wor-
kers met and
Joined Hands

at Craigellachie, in Eagle Pass, in the Columbia (or Gold)
Hamge. And thus in less than one-half oi the stipulated
time the last rail of Canada’s great transcontinental
iron commercial road was well and truly laid. * It was
a wet and woolly morning, and raw as u beclsteak,” said
a superintendent to me as he pointed out the spot
where Canada’'s Maritime Provinces and her great North-
west. came arm in avn and clasped hands with the T'acific
in the mountains. Beside the scene of this historic tablean
runs & noisy mountain stream, and round about on every
gide is & dense forest of the giant spruce and hem-
lock and bhalsam and Douglas fir that clothe the
steep walls of the narrow I’ass and peep into the sleep-
ing waters of its lovely lakes., In 18721 DBritish Columbin
entered, on paper, into the Canadian Union. The actual
and effective union took place when the last spike +was
driven into the last tie of the Canadian-Pacific Railway
at Craigellachie.

There are three railway lines Lhat cross the American
continent from shove to shore, Only one of these—the
Canadian-Pacific Railway—ig the property of a single
company. It was pushed through with the greatest speed

and the most thorough workmanship of all, the cut-

tings bemmg unusually wide, the embankinents remarkably
golid, and the bridges made of steel of extraordinary
strength, resting upon massive consiruetions of solid
stone. The mileage owned by the Canndian-1'acific Com-
pany has been raised to over 10,000 nules by the pur-
chase of eastward lines and the construction of branches
that. feed the cnergy of the centrul track like the tribu-
raries that swell the mighty volume of ithe St Lawrence.
Its main line from Vancouver to Qucbec measures 3054
miles ; and you can travel in its carsg, without chaupe
or break, from the Paciic to Halifux, a distance of
3666 miles.

For a brief space, the terminus of the Canadian-
Pacilic Railway was where ithe Donmiumen {Government
had placed it, at ort Moody, thirty-three miles avnuay

ARMAGH.—The Work ef the Christian Brothers

In the ccurse of an eloquent appeal in behalf of the
Christian Drothers’ schools in Armagh, the Very Hev.
Canon Quinn, of Magherafelt, drew attention to some
points in connection with this self-sacrificing community
that are too frequently lost sight of in the whirl of
educational controversy. The very rev. preacher pointed
out in_ respect of the improved condition of Irish
national education, that while the Catholic clerical man-
agers and the good loyal Cathdlic teackers of the nat-
ional schools are directly and primarily responsible for
the improvement, the ,irish Christian Brothers are in-
directly to be thanked for it. ‘“The number and success
of the Brothers’ schools in the principal cities and towns
compelled the commissioners of education to give way
and to modify their scheme and their rules. hat the
presence of the Christian Drothers has conduced much to
the improved state of educational matters in Ireland has
been acknowledged again and again by the Irish hicr
archy, who are the best judges in these matters. ‘The
work of the Brothers, who are solely dependent on vol-
untary support, as they receive no State aid of any
sort, has always been appreciated by the
people of Treland, and their periodic appeals have been
generously responded to.

A Hoax

Some time ago a paragraph went the rounds of the
anti-Irish Press to the effect that Hugh Carbery, a memy-
ber of the Irish Brigade in the South African War, and
to whose memory a monument was unveiled in Armagh
last year by Mr. Michael Davitt, was alive and anxious
that the memorial should be sold and the money for-
warded to him. The statement is declared to be a fab-
rication, as Carbery’s death has heen vouched for by an
eye-witness of the event.

DUBLIN. Death of a School Teacher

An_Irish exchange reports the death in Dublin of
Miss F. Magennis, one of the oldest fewale national
teachers in Ireland, at the age of 88 yvears, fortified by
all the rites of the Catholic Church, of which she was &
devotefl ;jmemher. She helonged to one of the most gift-
ed families in the North of Ireland, her father, who was
a very clever mathematician and an  uncompromising
Catholic and Nationalist, having taken a prominent part
in the Repeal and other movements. Her mother, who
was a Presbyterian, but a sincere convert to the relig-
ion of her Iamily hefore her death, was a lady possessed
of a high order of intellect, and wrote some fine verses of
poetry.  The present venerable Dean Dermingham, P T,
Carrickmacross, receiverd her into 1he Church, and assid-
uously attended her on her deathbed She loved  her
country intensely, and fasored cvery movement for its
national regeneration. To the late Miss Magennmis, who
had the care of her for manv years, was 10 a great extent
due her conversion to the Catholic Jaith. Miss Magenms
had varied episodes in connection with the Notional
Board. She taught the Anngallon (parish of Clonti-
bret) National school, County Monaghan, of which the
Rev. T. Tierney, P.P’., who was one of the '48 traver-
sers, was manager, and she subsequently was for some
time teacher of the Shantonagh (Castieblayney) Nat-
ional school, in which she was desired to give Protestant
teaching, prohibited by the Bishop (then Most Rev, Dr.
MeNally). She refused to do so, and the result was hor
dismisszal The * Dundalk Democrat,’ then edited by Jos.
Carton, printed scveral articles on that matter, and 1n-
augurated a testimomal to Miss Magennis, which was
popularly taken up.

The Irish Language

On February 17 (says the Dublin * Leader ') there
was a notable gathering of the Gaels at St. Mary’s Uni-
versity College, Donnybrook, when the College Literary
Academy and Debating Societv held a meeting of a kind
unique so far in the annals of ihe institution. For it
was all in Trish, not a syllable of Fnglish being heard
till the meeting reluctantly adjourned The minutes of
the previous mceting were read in Irish by a young lady
of the college The immediate cause of the gathering
was a paper by Miss M. O'Keunedv. AL, an alumna of
St. Mary's She chose a theme * whose infinite variety
age cannot wither nor custom stale '—the legendary
glories, if legendary thev he, of the Iled Cross, and,
clothing her ideas in exceedingly graceful language, she
not only plucked out the heart of the subject. but went
straight to the hearts of a numerous and attentive aud-
ience Several prominent (aclic Leaguers, from the cen-
tral and cother bhranches, were present and made admir-
able speeches. What was more remarkable, several of
the college <tudents, sweet girl graduates, and ecven
younger pupils, spoke also, showing a praiseworthy com-
mand over the cadences of their ancestrnl tongue. All
honor to the good Dominican Sisters, who, unaided and
almost unencouraged, have brought matters to this
splendid pass, and have so wrought that their pupils
stand, cheerful and ready, on the threshold of life, with
lamups well garnished, like those of the prudent maidens
in the Gospel parable.

GALWAY.—The New Member

The new member for Galway, Mr. ¢, R. Devlin, is
Canadian emigration agent in Dublin, He pledged him-~

sell to follow and vote with the Nationalist party in
everything.

LEITRIM.—Proposed Railway

A Bill has been promoted for introduction in Parlia-
nent for the purpose of making a connection between the
Clogher Valley and the Cavan and Leitrim Light Rail-
ways by a link commencing at Maguire's bridge and ter-
minating at the Bawnboy Road Station., That link
would go through the counties of Fermanagh and Cavan,
and would be 21 miules i1n length, At the further end of
the Cavan and Leitrim line it is proposed to make an
extension up the Arigna Valley, Lo connect them with the
coal mines there and with other possible mineral develop-
ments. In order to facilitate the Shannon tourist traf-
fic and to connect them with a district of country which
ralses an enorinous amount of stock, and with one of the
largest stock fairs in the country, it has been decided to
continue the Cavan and Leitrim line from Dromod to
Ruskey on the Shannon, The Lourist traffic could then
be brought from that part of the country to Lough

Neagh, to Carlingford, Lough Rostrevor, and on round to
Kilkeel and Newcastle,

LIMERICK. A Cogrcion Prisoner

Mr. Jeremiah Buckley, proprietor of the f Limerick
Leader,” has been released from Limerick Prison, before
his  sentence of four ntonths’ imprisorment un-
der the Coercion Act had expired. Other Co-

A Writ

Tt is reported that a writ has been served pn the Lim~
erick Corporation and the Amalgamated Society of En-
gineers, under the following circumstances : A member of
the Corporation recently drew the Council’s attention to
the fact that a workman employed in erecting machinery
at the Electric Power House was not recognised by the
local guild of the Amalgamated Society of Engineers.
He was subsequently dismissed, and he has issued a writ
againsgt the Corpocation and the Society as co-defendants
1o recover £50 damages.

WEXFORD. Catholic Holy days

The general desire to haie the feast of St. Patrick
observed as a National hobday in Dublin reminds a cor-
respondent ¢f an Irish exchange that not only St. Pat-
rick’s Day, but also every Catholic holy day of the year,
has been ~ohserved throughout the diocese of Fernseem-
bracing the whele of County Wexford, with a few par-
ishes in counly Wicklow—for almost 30 years past. On
January 20th, 1874, the =zealous Bishop Furlong, of
Feins, the founder of the House ol Missions, Enniscorthy,
called a meeting at Enniseorthy, as a resuit of which a
diocesan legislation was agreed to tkhat all Cathelies of
the diocese, more particularly those concerned in the sale
of intoxicating drink, should close their places of busgj-
ness on ail holy days of obligation. This diocesan law
has heen religiously complied with ever since, and 1t is
gratifying to add that non-Catholics throughout the dio-
cesn also followed suwit, with the result that all shops are
closed on the greater feasts of the year. The saintly
Bishop Furlong died at St. Peter’s College, Wexford, on
November 12th, 1875, and was succeeded by an equally
determuned advocate of temperance, Dr. Michael Warren,
who founded a great Total Abstinence Sociéty on the
ist of November, 1876.

WICKLOW.—The Men of '98

The statue to the memory of ‘Father Murphy and his
followers who fell in ihe Baitle of Arklow on the 9th
June, 1798, is now complete, and the committee has
fixed Sunday, the 28th June next, for the unveiling, The
statue is a very fine specimen of Dublin art, and reflects
great credit on all concerned. It is only natural that
an cnormous gathering should be anticipated at the un-
veiling cercmonyv. Many Americans have signified their
intention of being present, including at least two mem-
bers of the Congress, the Hon., James Muntown and the
Hon. James Rooney.

GENERAL

Lord Spencer on the Situation

Speaking at a luncheon at the Birmingham Liberal
Cluh Rarl Spencer said there was & sirong feeling
amongst Liberals as to the conduct of the Irish ?art&r in
votmg against them on matters which they believed to
be of the utmost importance. He regretted such con-
duct, hut he was not surprised at it._ 1f the Irish Party
had voted with the Liberals on the Education Bill they
would have mpone against principles which they and their
religion held in the greatest love and admiration.

That was one of
the signs of had government which they wanted to cure.
Ireland could only be satisficd by a measure of self-
gorernment, but apything like such a measure was very
distant, Tt would be imprudent of anyv politician to
try and bring it forward. He always believed it was
more probable that the Unionists wounld carry such a
great measure for I[reland than that the Liberals would,

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has passed triumphantly through Parliamentary shoals
and guicksands and reached the safe harborage of g third
reading. So the race i8 now assured. French experts
concur with the Dritish in the view that an excsllent
venue has been selected. If the roads are in some parts
of the course narrow and the curves sharp the reliability
as well as the speed of the car will be the more efect-
ively tested. The race will undoubtediy bring motors
and motorists apart from the racing machines in this
country. It will meanh money to many industries. But
perhaps the greatest advantage of all will be the stirmu-
lus daﬂorded to the scientific making and mending of
roads,

Lord Rosebery’s Views
Speaking at_Paisley Lord Rosebery said. that in a

speech ad Paisley years ago he urged
that TIreland should be treated as they <would
treat England, placing her on the same foot-

ing with regard to local gavernment and the like,
and if they made any difference making a difference in
the matter of generosily on account of Ireland’s long
suffering and ancient oppression. The policy he then
ventured to advocate was now being carried out. The
main causes of the Liberal parly’s failure in the present,
to impress the country with itself were not those two
guestions of Ireland and Empire of which he treated in
1895, and, therefore, it wag not difficult to reflect whe-
ther it would not be possible when the hour of power
might be approaching to frame a policy which was not
necessarily that which suited the country 12 years ago,
His Lordship advocated some strong reconsideration of
policy, some new methods and fresher ideals to enable
the Party mnot merely to acquire greater strength, but
to be in a position of more sympathy with the country.
A Challenge

Speaking at Dradiord recently, Mr. Wanklyn, M.P.,
said the action of Sir George Bartley, Lord Hugh Cecil,
and Mr. Ian Malcolm, in the matter of the writ for Gal-
way, was contemptible.  All their mandarins had joined
hands to prosecute Colonel Lynch for treason, but they
had neither the moral nor the political courage to pro-
ceed against Professor DBryce for sedition, Lawyers of
good standing had civen it as their opinion that Profes-
sor Dryce, in publishing in a foreign journal in Decem-
ber, 1899, during the war, an article which contained an
indictment of his country—an appeal for the intervention
of foreign Powers, and an incitement to the Dutch of the
Cape to rise—hnd undoubtedly been guilty of a serious
act of sedition. The Lord Chief Justice had said that
of Inte years there had been too much belittling of trea-
son and sedition, and last week he (Mr. Wankiyn) had
demanded of the Cabinet that they should either insti-
tute procecdinugs against Professor Bryce or release Mr,
Lyngh. Let it not bhe said there was one law foy rich and
poweriul and another for poor and obscure, Justice
should be impartially administered.

Railway Reform

The debate initiated by Mr. O'Mara in the House of
Commons on the question of railway rates in Ireland
clicited a very significant statement from Mr. Wyndham.
The Chiel Seeretary fully acknowledged the vast import-
ance of the subiect, and in effect gave a pledge that as
s00n as the land controversy was finally settied (whirh
he hoped would he at once) the Government would deal
with the question of railway rates 1n Ireland. Tis pro-
nouncement was, of course, a guarded one, but he gave it
to te understood that he is inclined to favor a scheme
by which the rates would be automatically and compul-
sorily reduced ard the railway companies he guaranteed
a certam dividend until the reduced rates will biing
about a volume of traflic sufficient to pay the usual di-
vidend. Such a reform would, needless to sav, be of in-
calculahle ~alue to the trade and industries of Ireland.

A Step towards Home Rule

Mr. John Moilev, B.P., speaking at Montrose last
week, protested against the cost of militarism and  the
spendthrift. demnralising extravagance of the overn-
ment, which he declavred was extraordinary, The new
Irish ILand Bill was a confession that the resolute gov-
ernment of Ireland was an abject failure. He agreed
with Mr .J. F, Hedmond, M. P., that the settloment of
the land question would he an enormous step towards
Home Rule.

A Praiseworthy Scheme

Through the instrumentality of Mr. Joseph Maguire,
barrister-at-law, a praiseworthy scheme has been set on
foot for the muaintenance and training of a number of
girls from the congested districts for domestic service in
Ireland. The 1dea was started by a philanthropic lady,
who does not wish her name to be disclosed : and at her
request Mr. Maguire is publicly identilying himself with
the project and will  superintend its initiation The
foundie-s of the home is a lady of independent means,
and is prepared 1o advance the travelling capenses  of
yvoung women who come from the country to qualily for
admission., This money i8 Lo Le paid back by the girls
in successive smwall instalments when they were provided
with situations Until they obtain employment, and
while being trained, the candidntes will e boarded free
of charge The conditian is that thev shall onlvy lopk
for places in Treland—of which there are always an abunc
dance vacant—and in this wav it is hoped Lhat the emi-
gration of active young women will be checked 1 some
degree.

his views—adopted after olose -and 'extended: observm~ -
tion on the spot-—as to the: pacific éffect of the mew
measare upon Irish sentiment in the great American Re- .
public, and, throngh it.upon the -future-relations besween
Great Britain and the United States. The Captain is a
Protestant, & landlord, and was secretary to the memorabla
conference that took dplaoe-between the representatives.of-
the tenant-farmers-and of those who own the soil of Ireland;
In alater interview he spoke sa follows :— oo

‘ Lest the effect of the aettlement of the Irish Land
Question as aflecting Anglo-American relations should be
in any way minimised, the following perticulars of the
wrecking of the original Hay-Pauncefote Treaty between
England and America by the Ivish-American Party may
be of interest :—

*An lIrishman visited Washingion and ascertalned
that the Treaty was on the peoint of being agreed to by
the American Senate, all being sgreed that no further
controversial matter existed, He then vigited 27 mem-
bers of the American Senate, and pointed out to them
that the effect of the Treaty would be most prejudical
to Irish interests in the present juncture, as likely to -
give an impression on the Continent that England and
America had settled their differences., He found that 19
out of the 27 Senalors he visited had Irish mothers,
Twenty-four Senators were induced to record their vote:
against the Bill, three remained absent owing to illness,
end the Treaty was thus wrecked.

‘ This is but one of many incidents, and I mention it
that England may see in something like its true propor-
tion the effect on Impevial interests of an equitable Irish
Land Settlement.’

That coming settlement is already beginning to undo
some of the evil results of that crmel class legislation
which drovs & long stream of Irish emigrants, with anger in
their hearts, to foreign flags, and gave other nations the
benefit of brawn and brains that, under happier circums
stances, might have been retained for the buiiding-np and
defence of the British Empire.

than 3,841,419 emigrants left ¢ the greph shores of Enin ;’
from the year of Waterloo to the present time, close on
6,001,000, Judicious blood-letting may sometimes serve'a
nation as well as an individdal. But this was a deadly’
hemorrhage. Over 80 per cent. of this vast tide of haman
beiugs went forth, most of them with a rapkling senss of
wrong, to seek a home or find a grave under the Stars and
Stripes.

WorpsworTH desribes ‘a bold ntry® as ‘theil
conntry's pride.’ But they are sometlEing more. They are
the first, the second, the third, and every line of its defence
when the evil day comes, and its rights \vmve to be guarded
by the last argument of peoples and of kings. Ireland has
long been, in proportion te its population, by far the best of
England’s recruiting grounds. According to MULHALL,
Beotland in 1896 gave the British army fonr soldiers per
thousand inhabitants, England five, end Ireland six. The
placing of its chief industry—the land—upon a permanent
and satisfactory basis may at leagt stannch the hewmeorrhage
that has been slowly bleeding the nation to death : Treland
may retain her peasnnbr{. though she can unever recsll more
than a meagre few of the still living emigrants that have
left her shores.

The Worst Infirmity

To judge from the Registrar-General’s statistics, it
would seem as if New Zealand is, like Xipling’s match,
probe to go off its head at a faster rate than its neigh-
bors. The proportion of insane people to our popula-
tion bas risen steadily from 19.93 per 10,000 inhabi-
tants in 1874 to 34.47 in 1901. And the statistics shows
that ‘ there is considerably more lunacy among the male
alement than the female '—almost exactly one more for
every thousand of the population, Our proportion of
persons with dethroned reason was, in 1901, greater
than that which prevailed in the Australian States at
the census of 1891, Victoria then had one lunatic in
every 203 persong, New South Wales one in every 359,
Southy Ausgtralia one in every 376, Tasmania one in
every 383, Western Australia one in every 386, while
New Zealand, in 1901, had one in every 289, As a
get-off to this, New Zealand has fewer idiots in propor-
tion to population than any State in the Australian
Commonwealth,

Sizing Them Up

The clever caricaturist, like the skilled comedian,
holds the mirror up to nature. Ioth exaggerate, each
in his own way, and yet their pictures of current man-
fiers are, in the main, true 19 life. Such is the clever
skit which appeared in a recent issue of the Cumberland
* Herald ’ in the course of its description of the purport
of an anti-Catholi¢ lecture by a notorious female in
Parramattsa :—

‘Owing to a heavy snowstorm in Iceland, a very
small audience turned up at the Town Hall on Thursduy,
19th instant.

Anti-Treating

Sancho Panza drank when he had occasion. He
also drank when he had no occasion. The foolish and
irrational habit of treating (in colonial, ‘ shouting ’) has
iurned a bulky percentage of our population into Sancho
Yanzas, se far as our drinking habits are concerned. We
have time and again urged the formiation of a league to
cambat this rampant evil that constitutes one of the
most, objectionabld. of our social and domestic habits.
Some time ago, in our leading columns, we detailed the
conspicious success that has attended the Anti-treating
League {or League of &i. Patrick). which originated
some eighteen months ago in the diocese of Ferns, Ire-
land. More recent reports conflrm .and extend the story
of its onward march, The movement has the warm and
practical support of the Catholic hierarchy of Ireland,
as expressed in their Lenten pastorals, and is daily
spreading and gathering momentum and pace. Such a
movement would be a boon, especially te our young
men, in New Zealand. If they were practical members
of an Anti-treating League, they could meet, as now,
for business or amusement and yet say, in the words of
‘ rare Ben Jonson * :— L.

‘ Nor shall our cups make any guilty men ;
But at our parting we will he, as when

It was handed down to tha com-
munity from the days of Dom Garnier, who had received
it from one of the brethren who had died. Dom Garn-
ier resumed the preparation of the while ligueur after
the French Revolution, and to this day each bottle bears
his name. Some two million bottles of the preparation
are sent out annually, 'The receipts leave a net balance
of about £120,000, every pemny of which is spent in
works of charity and public utility—in the erection and
maintenance of hospitals, orphanages, ete., the cop-
struction of bridges, roads, and water-supplies to towns °
and villages, the repair of poor churches, the support of
aged and indigent persons, ete. Petitions from every
part of eastern France have been poured in upon the Gov-
ernment for their " authorisation ’ to allow those public
benefactors to live in peace and continue their charitable
work. But the Combes ministry has thus far turned a
deaf ear. 'The Fathers will neither apply for ° authori-
sation ' nor will they ° contaminate their fingers with

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THE VERY REV, DEAN MAHONEY, NELSON.

It is with no ordinary feelings of regret we have to
record the death of the Very Rev, Dlean Mahoney, S.M,,
late pastor of Nelson, who passed 1o his eternal reward
mm Dublin on Faster Sunday. “The news of the sod event
came in a cable message from the Very Rev, D, Wat-
ters, S. M., to the Ven. Archdeacon Devoy, S .M., Provip-
cial, Wellington, The late Dean Mahoney was born in
1848 in County Limerick, Ireland. He commenced his
cducation in the famous Trappist Monaslery, Mount Ml
lary Abbey, Waterford, and, aiter a few years there, in
1866 he joined the Marist Fathers Scholasticate College
in Dundalk, and finished his theological course in the
scholasticate connected with the Catholic University
Schools, Tuhlin, in 1872. After his ordination to the
priesthood he was profedsor in the college at Dundalk for
two years, In 1874 Archbishop Nedwood was conse-
crated Bishop of Wellington, and as he wanted mission-
aries for his diocesc, the late Dean Mahoney, with several
other priests, voluntecred to come with hkim. Father
Muhoney landed in Wellington in 1875, and was immed-
jately sent to Welson as assistant-priest. to the Vener-
able Archpriest Garin.  After the latter’s death, several
years ago, the deceased became parish priest, a position

which ke beld to the time of his déath. Dean Mahones
resided in Nelpon for 27 -vears. ' Heé worked zéal:u"’s‘%‘f
for the salvation of those tommitted to his care..: He-
has left many monuments io perpetuate- his memory;
amongst others, a beautiiul church and-the fine pi'ope%f
and buildings known as the Stoke Orphanags. He and:
his venerable predécessor worked hard for the orphans.;:.
it may be said that his heart and soul were in that. w k.
He left Wellington about a year ago on a voyage 'to%-hs )
Old Country, in order to recruit his henlth, - There is{
no doubt that the worry and trouble caused by the_ pars:,
secution of the Marist Brothers in charge of the Stoke,.
Orphanage was responsible for his illness, as up to thit -
time he enjoyved excellent health. Al through his {lindes™:
he was atiended by his old friend, the VYery Rev. Dr,
Waiters, It had been his great desire prior to his
death that he might be spared to see Nelson once again
and die there, but Divine Providence willed it otherwise;"
and his remaing now lie in the churchyard of his pative
parish.—R.1.P, ‘.

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HON. DR. GRACE, M.L.C., C.M.G. C Lt

.The death of the Hon. Dr, Grace, M.L.C., C.M.G., .
which occurred at his residence, Wellington, on Sunday..
morning, was not wholly unexpected, as it had been well
known. that he had been sericusly ill for & considerdblo -
time, little hopes being entertained for his recovery for.
some weeks.  Nevertheless the news of the sad event
came as a shock 1o the public not alone of Wellington
but of the whole Colony, for the geninl doctor had been
so long identified with the public life of New Zealatd
that his name was beld to be synonymous with purity
of motives and independence of action. Not alone was
he an able politiciap who approached every public ques-
tion that came before the legislature with the high ideal -
of constdering whether it would be for the wellare ol the .
people as a whole, but he was a shrewd business man,
having taken & part in the starling and conducting -of
many of the most successful enterprises inaugurated in-:
Wellington during his long residence in that city, where
for many years he was the head of his profession until
ill health compelled him to confine his visits to some of
his older patients. Ever since the A.M.P, Soglety cam-
menced business in New Zealand the late Dr. Grace
occupied a. seat on the Jocal DBoard of Directors, and to -
his shrewd bhusiness ability and far-seeing commereial
knowledge may be attributed in no small degree the
success of that cotpany in this Colony.

. The late Dr. Grace was born in Clonmel, County
Tipperary, on Yebruary 28, 1837, his father being Mr,
Jamgs Grace, of Sheffield House, Queen’s County. He
received hig- erucation at the famous Jesuit College of
Stonyhurst, England, and studied for his profession in
Dublin, Edinburgh, and Paris, obtaining his degree in
medicine in 18568, He entered the army in 1859 as
staff assistant-surgeon, and arrived in Auckland in 1860 -
as surgeon to the 65th Regiment, and served with it
under General Pratt and Captain Cameron, receiving for
his services the N.Z. medal and the Cross of St. Mitﬁlael‘
and St. CGeorge, He was appointed principal medical -
oflicer to the New Zealand forces in 1863, and five years

“later he was appointed to the Legisiative Council.” In

I866 Dr. Grace commenced the practice of his profession
in Wellington, and in the 3ame year married a daughter
ot the late Hon. C. J. Johnston, M.L.C., who survives
kim. In  recognition of his services to the Catholic
Church, of which he was a devoted member, Dr. Grace
was, 1n 1890, made a Count of the Holy Homan Em-
piie.  For many jeiwrs he was almost the sole owner of
the Wellington Tramways, which he disposed of to the
Uity Council a year or two ago. 1. Grace was apn en-

thusiastic  Jever of his  native land, and never
nugsed an opportunity of  speaking ar acting
on ity behalf, his  purse heing always eopen
1o the call of nationality. He was a gene~ .

rous and fervent Catholic, and the high honor con-

ferved upon him in 1890 by the present Supreme Pon- *
Liff shows the estecrn in which he was held by those in
autherity in the Church. One of his brother's occupies

a leading position in New York, of which city he was

Mayor a few vears ago, and a home erected and endewed

by the Grace family for the reception and instruction of

voung girls secking employment is one of the many phil-

anthropic works for which the family has been con~

conspicuous.

In private life ithe late Dr, Grace was the most gen-
ial and considerate of men, always having a Xindly
word and smile for the humblest in the land. As a
public speaker he was ready, fluent, and was even some-
times eloquent, his speeches being always noted for themr
polish and their rapier-like thrusts. He was also a
farceful writer, having at one time or another done some -
good journalistic work. Had his professional duties per-
mitted, he would have undoubtedly have, at one time or
another, aitained the rank of Minister of the Crown,
but it is doubtful if he would have hbeen a success, as
he was too candid and sincere to please either Govern-
ment, or Opposition. In the Legislative Council he
spoke his mind freely and comipended or condemned o
measure or proposal on what he helieved to be its
merits, no matter from what party it emanated,

On Monday evening the remains of Dr. Grace were
removed to the Sacred Heart Basilica, and on Tuesday
morning a Solemm Requiemm Mass for the repose of his
soul was celebrated. The Very Rev. Father Lewis,
V.G., was celebrant, Rev. Father Hills deacon, and Rev,
Father (O’Shea sub-deacon. His Grace Archbishop Red-
wood and the Ven. Archdeacon Devoy, Provincial of the
Marist. Order, were in the sancluary, and the impressive
mustt of the Mass was rendered by a large number of
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clergy, who had come from all parts of the archdiocese
for the purpose. Archbishop Redwood preached, paying
an eloquent tribute to the worth of the deceased, dweli-
ing on the great loss which would le felt by all sec-
tions of the community in the death of one who had
lived among and had been associated with them for
many years. Who, he asked, could enmmerate all his
acts of kindness, chdtity, and philanthropy ? The Arch-
hishop also paid a tribute to the religious character of
the deceased and 1o his practical philanthropy and
charity. )

There was.a crowded congregation, and the funeral
was pttended hy members of Parliament, the Premier,
and other Ministers of the Crown, Government ofticials,
and representatives of all classes of the community.

The Minisier of Defence, 1n consideration o1 I,
Grace's long and honorable connection with the British
forces during the Maori War, suggested that the re-
mains should he buried with military honors, but, in
deference te the wishes of the family, the proposal was
abandoned.

By the death of Dr. Grace & void in public and
private life has been created which eannot he easily
filled, and to his sorrowing family will e left. the consola-
tion that his was g noble life, without stain and with-
out reproach, and that he died as he had lived—a fervent
and practical Catholic.—R.1.P,

MR. P. 5. CASSIDY, CHRISTCHURCH,

The death occurred in Christchurch, on Friday, the
17th inst., of Mr, DPatrick Sarsfield Cassidy, a very well-
known Irish-American journalist, whose work in the
great Amencan cily commenced in 18635, Mr. Cassidy
was born in Dunkineely, County Donegal, on Hallowe'en
of 1849. When 16 years of age he left for Amnerica, to
find a home among a people whose sympathics have al-
ways been strung to accordance with ilhe dear old land.
Shortly after his arrival he adopted journalism. For
many years he worked hard, a young and enthusiastic
Irishman, with no assistance bevond a determination to
get on, o Dboundless and ardent love of his
native country, a  warm and imaginative {em-
perament, and an inexhaustible fund of enthu-
sinsm. He pgraduated throupgh several of  the
great oflices of New York, and was finally ap-
pointed to the editorial chair of the * Mercuryv.,’ a posi-
tion which he held till his heaith hegan to fail in 1895,
At the beginning of 1898, he came to New Zealand  to
assume the management of the ' N 2. Times,” and 1o
assist in the editorial work of that iournal, whose far-
tunes Were than at a very low ebb. His up-to-date Am-
erican ideas were inadequately appreciated by a colonial
audience trained to Conservatism in their newspapers,
and Mr. Cassidy left the * Times ' in November of 1896,
badly broken in health. A long sojourn with his  tels-
tives in Canterbury, followed by a visit to New South
Wales and a cruise among the Pacifie Islands, left him
no stronger than hefore, and he paid a vigit to America
and Ireland. He returned with his health utterly shat-
tered, and after remaining for a year in New South
Wales, he crossed over to Christchurch, where he had
been an invalid till his death,

In earlicr years Mr. Caszsidy’s name was a farmniliar
one to ‘ Tahlet ' readers, appearing under various poems
reprinted in these columns from various American and
Irish journals, My, Cassidy had the poetic temperament
and the poetic fire (two often rarely associated gualities
of intellect) in no small degree. Allicd to the most fer-
vent and passionate patriotism, Mr, Cassidy’'s natural
gifts inspired him to produce a jarge number of stirring
lyrics, ¥e published a novel dealing with Irish life, and
& volume of verse, ' The Borrowed Dride,” embodying the
most famous of the legends of Donegal. Tintil his health
gave way his name was known wherever Catholic maga-
zines and journals had anv eirculation

The funeral of Mr. Cassidy, which, owing to his long
jllness, was o private one. attended only by his rela-
tives and nearest friends, took place on Monday. The
Rev. Father Marnane, of St. Mary’s, officiated, after a
Requiem Mass.—R.1.P.

MIt. JOIIN H'GGINS, DARFIELD.

It is with regret that we announce the death, which
occurred at Darfield recently, of Mr. John Higgpins, a
very old colonist and resident of Darfield district, Mr.
Higgins exceeded the allotted span of life, having at-
tained the advanced age of 95 years, a fact which says
much for his habits of living and vitality. Fle was born
in the County of Kerry, Ireland, from whence he emi-
grated to Australin, where for some time he wus con-
nected with the gold diggings. Subsequently he was en-
gaged in shipping horses from Sydney to this Colony.
On Lthe occasion of hig arrival with his first consignment
for Canterbury, the ship was unable, at first, to come
alongside at Lyttelton to land her freight. This fact,
however, did not deter My, Higgins from coming ashore.
With all the daring and impetuosity of the Irishinan, he
jumped upon one of his horses, forced it into the water,
and swam 1t to land, This incident was characleristiic of
Mr. Higgins' whole career ; nothing could daunt, nothing
discourage him. At a later stage of his life he was oc-
cupied in carting round the Sumner road before the con-
struction of the tunnel. Later on Mr. Higgins engaged
in farming at Shands Track, which he continued for a
lengthened period, He then moved on to Springston and
Leeston, following a similar pursuit. In 1872 h(_;‘ scitled
at Darfield, where he hrought up a large family Mr,
Higgins was a large-hearted, generous man, of  broad

sympathies, and in his death the Catholic Church, of
which he was a devout member, lotes a warm son and
a liberal supporter. His wife survives him —R.LP.

The Right Nev. John Dilsborrow, Bishop of Salford,
died at Babbacombe on March 3. 'The deceased prelate,
who had been in failing health for the last two years,
was harn at  Simgleton Lodge, near Kirkham, Lanca-
shire, on March 30, 1836, and after receiving his early
education at a loeal commercial school he went to
Ushaw in 1851 and remained there until 1865, when he
was ordained priest by Bishop Goss, who appointed him
to the arduous task of establishing a new mission at
Barrow-in-Fuyniss Later on he was sent to Newsham,
near Preston, and in 1833 was appointed Vice-President
ol the new diocesan senmnary at Upholland, near Wigan,
succeeding to the Lectorship two years later. In 18392
he succeeded Cardinal vaughan as Bishop of Salford.

Benedictines in Wales

commodation from the executars of the late Mr. Astley
Thomson, a former High Sherif of Carmarthenshire. 1t
is reported that several other expelled monastic com-
munities have acquired settlements in North Wales.

Westminster Cathedral

The total mumber of founders of Lhe new Westminster
Cathedral—that is, those who have given or promised
£1000—since May, 1894, is now 89, The list includes
the Pope, £1000 ;: Cardinal Vaughan, £5000 ; the Duke
of Norfolk, £10,000 ; Lord and Lady Drampton, £5100,
of which £3000 was to defray the cost of the erection
and decoration of the chapel of Saints Augustine and
Gregory. Other ijounders are the late Marquis of Dute,
the Marquis of Ripon, Viscount Llandaff, the FEarl of
Ashburnham, the Dowager Duchess of Newcastle, and
the Lady Herbert of Lea. The total expenditure up to
date is about £175,000, which includes paymenis for
the chapter hall and for the cloisters connecting the
cathedral with the hall and with the new Archbishop’s
house. No part of the cost of the house hes been borne
by the Cathedral Fund.

The Late Bishop of Plymouth

It has been decided to erect a memorial to the late
Bishop Veughan in the Catholic cathedral at Piymouth,
The memorial will include a large stained glass window
mm the southern transept, and, 1 possible, a new altar
in the Blessed Sacrament chapel, where it was hoped the
Bishop’s remains would be buried. Other parts of the
memorial will be a tomb over the late Bishop's grave
and & large brass tablet in Plymouth Cathedral. D
Vaughan presided over the spiritual interests of Catho-
lics in the west of England for nearly fifty years.

FRANCE.—Protecting Catholic Interests

Following hot foot upon the expulsion of the nuns
from the schools of the parish of St. Roch, a roup of
French parents have founded an ‘' Alliance Cat olique,”
with the object of establishing between Catholic families
in France a bond that will enable them to extend to one
ancther mutual aid in the protection of their religious,
moral, and material interests,

INDIA, —Cathelic School Successes

From the resulis of the last High Schoel Pass examina-
tion in Bengal (says the * Indian Daily News 'y our read-
ers will be struck bv the phenomenal success of the
Catholic institutions. Qut of a total of 69 successful
candidates they have supplied no less then 43. A pupil
of St. Fiancis Xavier’'s College tops the list in the
honors for candidales under 17 years of age, a pupil of
St. Joseph's College, Darjeeling, belng second, Dut
more significant still is the fact that out of a total of
15 first—lass passes, the Catholic schools claitn no less
than 12, ov exactly 80 per cent. In the honors list of
candidates over 17 yecars of age the community takes
Lhe foremost place. Nothing, we think, can better prove
the educational efficieney of Catholic methods, We
are giad to note that our old friends—the Irish Chris-
tian Drothers—have gained 19 passes, which is hearly
half the whole list.

view, but was obliged to offer excuses, remarking : ° Wae
are told we must be careiul.’ The reception lasted 33
minutes. His Holiness appeared in good health.

Pilgrimage to Rome

In all the Cathelic churches in Edinburgh on the last
Sunday in February the following circular [rom his
Grace Archbishop Smith was read :—’ Please announce to
your congregation that the arrangements for the nat-
ional pilgrimage to Rome, intimation o¢f which has al-
ready been made to you, are now all hut completed. Full
particulars will be circulated by the organising commit-
tee as soon as possible, and it 1s earnestly requested
that all who purpose joining the pilgrimage will, there-
fore, give in their names at their earliest conven-
jence. 1 hope to be associated with several other mem-
bers of our hierarchy in personally offering our homage
and congratulations to the Sovereign DPontiff on the

occasion of his jubilee, and I am glad to learn that al-
ready there is reason to hope that we shall be accom-
panied by a goodly number both of the clergy and laity,
Starting from Scotland early in Low Week, we shall
reach Home in time to participate in the special solemny
ities which will attend the Holy Father's attainment of
the traditional vears of Peter, On March 4th, 1878, the
very day after his coronation, his Holiness restored the
Scottish hierarchy. To commemorate the jubilee of this
(for us) momentous event there will be a common cele-
bration in which our whole Episcopate will take part,
as well as special celebrations in the several dioceses, It
has been arranged to hold the joint function in the
Cathedral, Edinburgh, on Thursday, March 5th.’

A Memorial

A memorial window to Archbishops Macdonald and
Strain apd Bishop Gillis has just been placed in the
sanctuary of St. Mary's Cathedral, Edinburgh. The
idea. of the central light has been taken from s, great
painting formerly in the Trinity Church of Scotland’s
capital before the Reformation, and which is now in the
piclure gallery of Holyrood Palace. St. Andrew is
represented in the painting as blessing Kings James 111,
and IV., father and boy. TInstead of the ings, a very
faithful portrait of Archhishop Macdonald is given, and
beneath is the Scottish lion rampant. The other two
lights represent respectively St. Peter with the keys and
St. Paul with the sword. Archbishop Macdonald was
Archbishop of St. Andrew’s and Edinburgh and Metro-
politan of Scotland from the 7th July, I892, until the
29th April, 1900—the date of his death. Archbishop
Htramn ruled over the same diocese from the 15th March
(shortly atter the restoraiion of the Scottish hierarchy)
until his death on the 2nd July, 1883, and Bishop Giiiis
was Vicar-Apostolic of the Eastern District of Scotland
from July 22nd, 1888, until February 24th, 1864,

Mr. Adrian Iselin, tho banker, whose family has spent
730,000 dollars in building Catholic churches and schools
in New Rochelle, N.Y., on February 28 made a contract
with George Galgano to build a 30,000 dollar church
and parish house for the Italians in that city. Thea
church is to he completed without any expense to the
Ttalian colony, Mr., Iselin will also furnish the rectory
and supply the priest with vestments and everything
necessary for the conduct of the affairs of the parish.
'The gift was made because Miss Georgina Iselin has
taken such a liking to the Italian children of the town,
whom she met at the Sundayv school of St. (Gabriel’s
Church, which the banker built a few years ago as a
mewmorial to his wife.

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The Irish Language Revival

We are in receipt of the * Annual Heport of the
Gaelic League ’ for 1901-2, and its 116 pages make  in-
teresting reading to all whoe are interested in the revival
of the old language in Ireland., "the movement has
‘ caught on’ not alone in the. Old Land, but has firmly
established itself in England, Scotland, and the United
States, and is even represented in South Africa, Aus-
tralin, and New Zealand. In New Zealand there are
two branches of the League, one at Milton (secretary,
Mr. JPP. Walsh), the olher at Balclutha (secretary Mr. A.
V. Dunne) ; and the Very Rev, Father O'Neill and the
Vory Rev. Monsignor O’Leary are ardent and practical
{friends of the movement,

One of lhe cheap, slap-dash order of London . wri-
tfers recently deseribed the lrish language and literary
revival as * the maddest of all literary crazes,” and as-
serted that not more than five people have ever wasted
their tune 1n learning an obsolete language without a
literature to repay the trouble. The real facts of the
case are gtven mm & recent issue of the New York " Sun.’

Up to the great famine in lreland in 1847 the lrish
language may be said, roughly speaking, to have been
the language of the whole of lreland, except the norih-
east corner, and it had been spoken there for 2000 years
not only by the Milesiana themselves, but also by the
children of every invader who gained footing in Ireland—
Normans, Danes, FElizabethans, and Cromwellians. De-
cause of the enforced emigration the population of Ire-
land since the famine hag diminished over one-half. Dur-
ing that time the Irish language, because of the efforts
of the so-called ‘ natiomal schools ’ which exciuded Irish
from their courses, and the poverty of the people which
made them unable to provide Irish teachers of their
own or to print and buy Irish books for themselves, was
threatencd with extinction. Conseguently the QGaelic
League was formed, not p8 ‘ a lilerary craze,’ but with
the noblest object of preserving 1o the Irish people the
priceless heritage of their language, in which was con-
shrined their history, their traditions, their poetry, their
great epics, and the very soul and genius of their race.

The Irish language bas mever died out. It has al-
ways been a living language, largely as the result of
the propaganda of the Gaclic League during the last
fifteen years. The official census of Treland  for 1901
shows that the number of persons returned as speaking
only Irish was 38,192, and the number speaking both
Trish and English was 610,963, making a total of Irish
speakers in Jreland in the year 1901 of 679,155, Look
at these statistics of those who spoke hoth Irish and
English —

Irish 3s also largely spoken in the Iighlands of
Scotland by nearly as manv people who know no English
as i!} Ireland itself, the number Leing estunated at about
40,0100,

To-day the CGaelic League, under the presidency  of
Dr. Hyde, has over four hundred branches throughout
Ireland, each bhranch with a membership of from fifty
to four hundred members Many thousands of Trsh
children are studving Imish in the schools. The Gaelie
Leapgue has sold 50,000 of its Iiish text-hooks in a
single year, Fime plays are written and  successfully
performed in Irish

So far from being the " maddest of all literary cro-
res," Luropcan scholms like Zeuss, Bopp, Grim, Fbel.
Zunmer, Windisch, Yimmerman, IV Arbois, Tle Jubainville,
r. Whittley Stokes, Dr. Standish Hayes O’Grady, Pro-
fessor Kuno Meyer, and Dr. Douglas Hyde, to name only
o few out of many, have fdevoted o large part of their
lives to the study of Jrish liternture and the Trish lan-
guage, The 22 volumes of the * Ilevue Celtique ” are de-
voted to the Celtic lapguage and literature, and there
are kindred German publications, the © Zeitschimft  fud
Celtische Philologie " and the ' Irische Texte,’ ediled by
. FErnest Windisch, ot the University of T.eipsic.

Standish  Hayes O'Gradv’s great catalogue of the
Irish manuscripts in the Dritish museum, of history, law,
medicine,  toaetrv,  and  folklore, occupies nearly 7O
pages, and is one of the most {a<cinating Trish hooks
ever published It {8 estimated by o competent scholar
that there is stjll in muanuseript in Treland encugh of
Irish written within the last two thousand wvears to fill
a couple of hundred octavo volumes The RRoyal  Irish
Academy has catalogued about one-half of the manu-
scripts in it, and the catalogue is contained in 13 wvol-
umes, with 8448 pages, and contains ghout 10,000 pieces,

varying from perhaps a single verse of a song up to a
long cyic.

Irish literature possesses an nlmost perfect system of
rosody, self-evolved, self-invented in {lrish, that no other
Turopean country possesses. fis early even as the year
750, 1rish poetls were making most perieet rhymes, o
thing not known for at least two centuries later in anv
othor modern vernacular : and the great scholar Zeuss,
who put Celtic studies en a sure foundation, and Con-
stantin Nigra have strongly urpged the fact that it is to
the Celts that Furope owes the verv invention of rhvme,
and the modern poets of Jreland have carried rhvme to
a perfection that peopte who have not actuallv read their

voems cannot even dream of. Dr. Hvde’s monumental
* Literary History of Ireland ' will reveal to any person

interested in the subject conclusive evidence.that the Irish
language is one of the richest and its older literature
among the greatest of the older literatures of the world,
Dr. Sigerson’s ‘' Bards of the Gael and Gaul,” an antho-
logy of nearly 150 pcems metrically translated from the
Irish and covering the ground from the earliest unhymed
chant down to the peasant days of ithe 18th century,
puts it into the power of any English reader to judge of
some of the qualities ol Irish poetry for themselves. The
Irish translation of the New Testament is older than the
English version or than the Dousy edition of the Qld
Testament,

In 1859 or 1860, according to a reliable journal,
Gailiard, the fumoua‘ French engraver, became acquaint-
ed with a young artist, who, like himseli, was studying
the works of Perugino. They grew to be friends, found
themselves in Rome together, and from the beginning of
thg{r icq\uamtance were very fond ol discussing religious
subjects.

At that time M. Gaillard was an unbeliever, and
took a certain pride in combating matters of faith. Hia
young companion defended the points to the hest of his
ability, with firm conviction, yet displaying a great
sweectness, which, while it did not convince, never failed
to win the admiration of his adversary.

The last time they met was at the Villa Medicis.

Gaillard again resumed the discussion, vainly endeavor-
ing 1o impress his own ideas on the mind of his friend,
Finally he left him with these words :
‘ ‘¥ou are still very young : I will meet you again in
Paris 10 years from now, and we shall see, You will have
entirely changed your views., Your faith is beautiful, but
it is absurd. You will become convinced of this and
alter your opinions.’

" No,” replied his opponent, simply, ‘T do not count
on sceing you again in_ Paris; and it is possible I may
never see vou again, But I promise to meet you at the
Last Judgment, and you will see then who is right.’

An ordinary man. a frivolous one, Would have laugh-
ed ; but Gaillard’s serious mind was struck by the firm
faith which had made this audacity possible. 'He looked
at the young man for an instant, stupefied, touched to
the heart hy the sincerity of his belief.

" 1Z_Adieu, then !’ he murmured. ‘I will remember
1at.

The two adversaries never met again: they are
awaiting the Judgment Day. What became of the youth-
ful artist is not recorded ; hut the seed sown in the heart
of Gaillard took root and bore fruit—he died a Francis-
can friar.

Sts. Cletus and Marcellinus, Popes and Martyrs.

5t¢. Cletus, the third Bishop of Rome, suffered martyr-
dom under Domitian about the year 89, St. Marcel-
linug occupied the throne of St. Peter during a period
of eight years. He died in 304, after having endured
many sufferings for the Faith in the eruel persecution of
Iocletian.

St. Anastasivs I., Pope and Confessor.

St. Anastasius, a Roman by birth, held the Ponti-
fical office from 398 to 401, St. Jerome refers to him
in terms of high commendation and declares him to
have been 'a man of hoiy life, endowed with an apos-
tolic solicitude and zeal.’

St. Paul of the Cross.

St. Paul was born near Genoa, in Italy. From child-
hood he showed a special devotion to the Passion of
Christ. He founded the Congregation of the Passion,
the members of which, besides the usual three vows,
make a fourth—that they will do their utmost to keep
alive in the hearts of the faithiul the memory of our
Lord’s Passion. St. Paul died in Rome in 1775.

St. Peter of Verona, Martyr,

St. Peter was born at Verona, in Italy. At the
age of 15 he was received into the Dominican Order hy
the great &St, Dominic. To a profound humility he
joined exceptional talenis. He was very successful as a
preacher, and in particular hrought about the conver-
sion of many Manichaean heretics, a sec€ which was still
very numcerous in the neighborhood of Milan., He met
his death at the hands of some sectarians who, remaine-
ing obstinate in their heresy, were cnraged at his sue-
cessful efforts to  propagate the genuine teaching of
Christ, A D, 1252,

St. Catherine of Siena, Virgin.

St. Cuitherine was Dborn at Siena on March 25,
7347, and died at Reome, April 30, 1380, She entered
the Donunican Order about 1364. Her spirit, eloquence,
atsterity, zeal, eestacies, and revelations soon rendered
her name famous., Catherine played an important poli-
tical role In the war which the united Guelphs and
CGlhihelhines made on Pope Gregory XT., she retained the
cinies of Arezvo, Lucea, and Sienn for the Pope.  After
that she went Lo Avignon to see the Sovereign Pontift,
tevonctled himm with the Florentines, and induced him to
1etirn Lo Rome  She was canomsed by Pius IIL in 1481,

St. Athanasius,

~1  Athanasius, surnamed the Great, the greatest
laminary ameng the Onental Doctors, was the defender
ol the Church against the Arian heresy. He was born
at Alexandria, abeut the year 296, ordained deacon in
319, and was chosen by Alexander, his bishop, to ac-
company him to the Council of Nice. To his acuteness,
learmng, and eloquence m that Council was principally
owing the condemnation of Arianism. On the death of
Alexander in 828 Athanasius became Patriarch of Alex-
andri, and during 45 vears he withstood, often almost
wlone, the whole brunt of the Arian assault. He stood
nnmoved against four  Romun emperors, was banished
five times, was the butt of every wrong and calumny the
Arians eould devise, and tived 1n constant peril of death.
Iietn and unbending in defence of the Catholic faith, he
merited the  honerable title of ¢ Father of Orthodoxy.*
He closed  his stormy life in peace in 373, With few
exceptions, the numerous works of St. Athanasius have
an apologetical and polemical tencor, having been written
in defence of Catholicity against paganism and heresy.
Ihs dictation and style are clear. full of deep sense,
ctrenpth, and solid reasoning. The first of his works are
his two discourses, ‘ Against the Gentiles ' and ‘ On the
Tuearnation, which form one work addressed to a convent
irom heathenism, and which were written before the
Avian controversy had broken out. Most of his eother
works have n  direct bearing upon that heresy. St.
Athanasius is, however, hot the author of the famous
C'reed hearing his name, as it was compiled in Latin in
the fifth or sixth century.
