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with a purse, suitably inscribed, and filled with sover-
eigns. Under ordinary cireumstances, said the PBishop,
the duty which devolved upon him would have been a
pleasing one, but disavowing rhetorical phrasing, it was
a duty he performed with mingled feelings of regret and
pleasure. The present was the first occasion on wWhich
he had appeared in public for more than a month, but it
was one he felt he cquld not absent himself from: he would
have even arisen from @ sick bed rather than allow such
an excellent opportunity pass of testifying the great re-
gard in which Miss Funston was held by both %rgy and
people. He (the Bishop) and the priests al y¥s had
such absolute confidence in Miss Funston that no misgiv-
tngs were ever entertained, but that under her discreet
and skilful guidance Llhings would be right. His Lord-
ship reiterated much that has been on recent occasions
expressed regarding Miss Funston, and asked her accept-
ance of the gift as an expression of the greatest possible
esteem and gratitude, at the same time most heartily
wishing her long years of health, strength, and happi-
ness in her new career. Mr. H. H. Loughnan, after
paying a tribute to Miss Funston’s invaluable services
and talents, explained that the presentation was but a
smeall token of esteem on the part of the choir, and ar-
ranged at short notice. Mr. James Mercer, on behalf of
Miss Funston, cordially thanked those present for their
expressions of good-will and their valuable gift. He was
directed to say that Miss Funston's eflorts were truly a
labor of love and duty, and that such a tangible proof
of their appreciation was wholly unexpected. At the
terminalion of the proceedings, Mr. E. O’'Connor spoke
eulogistically of Miss Funston on behalf of the parish-
ioners.

Early in the morning cabs were fying in all directions,
aad I knew the day was going to be a memorahle one.
The ceremonies Were timed to begin at 10 am. The
doors of the hasilica were opened two hours before the
time, and when I got there at half-past. eight the placoe
was well filled. Outgide St. Peter’s there were scores
of soldiers keeping order ; inside the Swiss and Palatino
Guards, cte., were kept busv in trying to prevent con’
fusion. By 10 o’clock it was utterly impossible to get
standing room in many parts of the church~people Wers
crushed into every nook and corner. 'The heat was aw-
ful, and little infirmaries (inside St. Pater's) were erect-
ed for those who fainted, as it was utterly fmpossible to
bring them into the open air through {fhe masses of
peonle. It was after 11 when the Holy Father appeared
in his chair, Such a reception as he got ! The -effect
was magnificent. ‘The Pope was carried slowly towards
the altar, amidst the wildest excitement. Mass was then
begun. While it was going on the Pope remained near
the altar. At the conclusion of the Mass he gave his
blessing. Immediately afterwards o 'Fe Deumn was sung :
the Holy Father was again placed in his chair, wearing
his new tjara, and was again carried through the excited
crowd hack to the Vatican. It was hall-past one when
the crowd left St. Peter’s. 'Thore were immense numbers
of "English people there, The illuminations at night
wers more or less spoiled by the rain. On the whole,
the ceremony was something to bho rememhered, and the
jubileéa of a Pope is an event that history ecannot often
record.’

The funeral of the late Hon. Dr. Grace (writed our
Wellington correspondent) took place on Tuesda.ly morn-
ing, and was ope of the largest yet seen in Wellingtom.
A Solemn Requiern Mass was celebrated at the Church of
the Sacred Heart at nine o'tlock by the Very Rev.
Father Lewis, Adm., with Rev. Father Hills deacon,
Rev. Father O’Shea sub-deacon, and Very Rev, Dean
McKenna, of Masterton, master of ceremonies. His
Grace the Archbishop, the Ven. Archdeacon Devoy, Very
Rev, DNean Grogan (Wanganui), Very Rev. Dean Bins-
field (Meance), Very Rev. Father Lane and Rev. Father
Walsh (Hutt), and Rev. Fathers Delach (Otaki), O'Mearaq,
(¥eilding), and Cahill (Carterton) were present in the
sanctuary, The iollowing priests, assisted by Mr. R.
Loughnan and other members of the choir, rendered _t,he
Gregorian music during the Mass : Rev. Fathers Ains-
worth, Molonev, Holley, Servajean (Blenkeim), Maples
(F'etone), Power (Hawera), and Dean Lightheart.
