The Drink Bill of the United Kingdom

According to a well-known authority on the sub-
ject, the drink il of the United Kingdom was, in the
vear 1902, L179,499,817, as against L£181,738,245 in
1901, The average expense per head of the population
was £1 05 03d, divided up into £1 7s 104d on spirits,
L£2 10s 43d on beer, 68 7d on wine, and 83d on other
hguors.  Scotland takes the had pre-elninence of spirit-
drinking with £2 Bs 6d per head expense, Irelapd s
next with £1 8s 21d, and England last with £1 4s 112d.
England makes up, however, with far pre-eminence in
heer-drinking. ber population spending £2 17s 84d per
head on beer. Ireland 1s second also in this, hut by a
long interval, the consumption of beer per head in the
Green Jsle heing to the value of £1 12s 103d, Scotland
iz a_small third with 173 4d on beer per head. England
1 also first 1in wine-drinking, though the expenditure all
through is not heavy—7s 11d against Scotland’s 6s 14d,
and Ireland's As 1id. There is one satisfaction in the
figures. Ireland spends on drink less per head than the
other nations, but her £3 4s 2d is still too much. The
aniaunt spent by the poople of the three countries per
head of population 1s as fellows —England, £4 9s 4d :
Seotland, £3 11s 11d |, Licland, £3 4s 2d.
