pver £200 béfore the buwlding was destioyed by lue iur
the plantation of the property and other purposes. It
is hoped that these poor neglected childien will one day
be respectable members of society, and we want them to

have o tawr start in life; we want them to hive a
sound education, to be able to hold their own in  tem-
poral affairs ; we want them to be {rmuned in religion

that they may have the requsite force of character,
that they may have consolation in their suffermes, thut
they may have the means of strugpgling aginst tempta-
tions  and  become useful and happy members of  the
commumty. We wish to give them « good plam cduca-

tion and good Catholic instruction, so that they mav
b‘c turned out good creditable citizens in the Colony.
That is the position that stands before us. Now 1L 1s

for this purpose that you are here in such lurge npulu-
bers ; and allow me to tender to you my sincere thanks.
I am delighted Lo see so many members of all Churches
who sympathise with us and desire to ussist us 1n this
great work.
