To secure dryness, all
its outer walls are cemented ; and to guard against
fire, the inner walls are plastered and the ceilings built
in steel. The dormitories are large and lofty, the class
rooms well lighted and ventilated, and the baths sup-
plied with water hot and cold.

For a Boarding School, Auckland possesses unique
advantages. It enjoys an immunity from extremes of
heat and cold, possesses a mild and salubrious climate,
and has scenic surroundings that have made it the
Ja\orite city of New Zealand to reside in.
