In a recent issue of the ' N.Z. Tablet ' we gave a
short account of the wvisit of King IEdward to a Domi-
nican Convent during his stay in Lisbon. The follow:ing
is a fuller account of the event by a correspondent of

The King of Inpland's visit to Lasbon may without
fear of correction he said Lo have been a most brillianl
success. Ivery circumstance coantlritbuted 1ts share  1n
bringing about this happyv result. The weather was en-
ceptionnlly fine, even tor Lisbon weather, the people of
all clagges were most enthisiastic, the various items of
the programme passed off without a hiteh, and the King
made a most pleasing unpression on all, whilst he him-
self professed surprise and delight at the hearty tone
ol his recepuion.  One of the items that attracted a
great deal of attention was the King’s visit 1o the
Dominican Convent of DBom Successo. His Majesty had
sent word hefore he left England that it was his inten-
tion to wvisit the Convent on his arrival Accordingly
the Sisters =sent  him through the DBritish Minister «
irtile notoe of greeting on his arvival, Hiy Majosiy sent
10 thapnk them, and said that if possible he would fuinl
his pronise of going to see them. On Saturday mornings
the I'rior of the Ivish Dominican (College of Corpo Santo
received a telegram from the Lerd-in-waiting on s
Majresty, (‘ount Tarouca. saying that his Majesly would
visit the convent on Mondav morning at 10 30 o'clock.
The message was a signal of great joy. The Irish Do-

Ile visited the convent when he was in Lisbon as Prince
of Wales 23 years ago, and carried away very pleasing
reécollections of it. No one can tax hun with  forgetinl-
ness. IFrom time to time he has sent messages during
ithis interval to the nups, and when the royal yacht pas-
sed the convent on its entrance to Listyon it responded to
Lthe various signals made from the college Sir IFrancis
Laking, making some mguries during the course ol the
visit as to the clunate, the health ot the children, etc.,
added : * Of course L Lnow sowmething of the convent.
