A model
of industry, unrightness, manly independence, and un-
wavering devotion to his country and creed, he won the
respect of all in a district in which he was the only
Catholic landowner. Being blessed with a devoted and
exemplary wile, his affairs prospered, and no.man better
realised the necessity of returning to God a proportion-
ate shore of his bounty. He was one of the foremost
With material help m every undertaking for the promo-
tion of religion in the parish. Living a distance of
eight miles from his parishchurch, he was, nevertheless,
one of the most regular in attendance at Sunday Mass
and monthly Communion, thus giving an example which
could not fail to have its effect on the rising generation.
He left no issue his surviving blood relations being two
married sisters, to whom, and to his sorrowing wife,
deep sympathy is extended.—R.l.P.
