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thought that the German Government will shortly be
officially declared by the Holy See to be the official pro-
tector of all German Catholics in Eastern countries. For
many centuries the Eastern protectorate has belonged to
Yrance, ‘ the eldest daughter of the Church.” Neow that
it i too late, even the anti-clerical seetlon of the French
press is awakening to the far-reaching consequences of
the Kaiser's respect for the Holy See, and of French at-
taecks on religious liberty.

S0UTH AFRICA.—Church Progress

A South African priest writes as follows : The new
Catholic Cathedral at Durban, now nearly finished, will
be ihe fiuest church in South Afriea by a long wayv
Bishop Jolivet is also building a very fine schoo!, and
you wouldd be surprised and pleased if you conld witness
the grand work which the Trappists are doing for the
natives. The Oblatc Fathers have many large missions
in Zululand and Basutoland. besides missions and schools
for Indians and schools for colored children. On Sun-
days you could hear scrmons in English, German, French,
Zulu, Kaffir, and Dutch. Some day, please God, we
hope to bear o sermon in the grand old Irish tongue.

SCOTLAND.—Australian Visitors

Drother Stanislaus, Provincial of the Marist Brothers
in Australia, and Brother Denis, of Sydney, after vigit-
ing France on business, paid a visit to the principal
schools in the British Isles, spending some time in Glas-
gow, where they visited St. Mungo’s Academy and St.
Mary's and St. Andrew’s schools.

Voluntary Schools

The ‘ BEducational News ' states that Scotland has
284 voluntary schools, 189 of which are Cathelic, 67
Episcopalian, and the remainder Presbyleriun., Thaese
schools employ 869 teachers, 606 of whom are Catholic,
147 Episcopalian, and 116 Presbylerian. ‘Fhe non-certi-
ficated teachers number 583, 476 of whom are Catholic,
89 Episcopalian, and 19 Presbyterian  There are 56,484
pupils in the Catholic schools, 10,691 in the Episcopal-
ian schools, and 5698 in the wvoluntary Presbyterian
schools. The I’arlinmentary grant made by the Bduca-
tion DPepartment totals for the Catholie schools in Scot-
land £58,423 ; for the Episcopalian £11,135; and for
the Presbyterian voluntary schools, L£6636,

Was‘ Amongst the early pioneers of the Western Stete

Mr. Sampson.

For some years he was honorary postmaster of the
State’s chief port. The mails came at rare and uncer-
«ain intervals, The ship’s arrival was timed for once in
about every eighteen months, Ag postmaster Mr. Samp-
=on boarded cach vessel. 1 had it from his own lips
that the EuroPean mail for the Western State, including
papers as well as letters, never unduly taxed the capa~
city of the breast pocket of his overcoal. Mr. Sampson
was the kindliest-hearted of men, and somehow in a
happy moment Father Salvado crossed his path. The
story wus soon iold, and Mr. pson’s sympathies
were at once aroused, Mr. Sampson had at this time
just built for himsel! a new residenee in Perth, The
house was the wonder of the time. Forming part of the
house was a large drawing-room. Mr. Sampson’s mind
was made up at once. Father Salvado was a very cul-
tured musician, T do not mean that he was an instru-
mentalist only. His skill was of the highest in theory
as well as in practice, and he was an improviser on the
orngan of very exceptional skill. I have often sat and
listened to him ag he played a hymn tune of my giving—
rlayed it twenty times through and always with har-
monies of a different kind. Mr, Sampson had immedia-~
tely tickets printed for a concert to he given in his own
drawing-room. Me acted as unpaid cunvasser for the
sale of the tickets. He found the piano—a rare article
of Tuxury in those early days—and when the hour arri-
ved had the concert room packed. A few days later
Father Salvado set his face homewards. He wore hig
jumper and his belt, and carried his whip again. His
team was well laden. He had flour and rice and sugar
and lea in sufficient quantities to last him for a whole
twelve months,

‘ Father .Salvado, then Dishop Salvado, was already
advanced in years when it was my privilege to make his
acquaintance, T was young and had all the impression-
ableness of youth. His words sank into my heart.

I Never Torgot the Lessons

he taught me of gratitude towards those of the Jewish
tarth, and of kindliness towards their race. For Austra-
ban eitizens of the Jewish faith I am conscious of no
feelings save those of respect and goodwill. For over
thirty vears I have been trving to labor in the interests
ol the weak, the suffering. the afflicted. I take no cre-
dit to myself for what I have done. 1 have acted as
best T could, and yet T know my acting has oft been
amiss  let me say this. I have never made an effort
te aid the helpless among my fellow creatures : I have
never  striven to iift uwnhappy ones out of the deep
slough of distress, that T have not found Ausiralian
citizens of the Jewish faith prepared fo support me
with their counsel, with their syvinpathy, with their
purge.” The Archbishop then proposed the first resolu-
tion. which ran as fellows ;— That this meeting de-
clares i1s abhorrence at the merciless outrages perpetra-
ted at Kishinefl, not only upon men, but also upon help-
less women and children of the Jewish faith, and expres-
sos further the fervent hope that the Russian Govern-
ment will take carly and effectual steps to prevent a
repetition of crimes. which are a stain on humanity and
a iscraee to civilisation.” Another resolution, proposed
v Dean Marrvat (Anglican), was passed opening a sub-
seniption for the pgfflicted Jewish flock in Kishineff.

Among the
other legacies he left to the world in general 1{is ‘the
lichthovse ITe wns the first to found a society for
wistematically putting fixed lights on dangerous head-
Tands to suide ships safelv on their way. He called it
the Gmid of St. Clement and the Most Hely Trinity ;
and Trinitv House, which now rules all Epglish light-
houses, i< its direct descendant, owing its origin and its
name 1o him. Nor is this all we have to remind us of
ms< hife and labers. He is still more closely related to
us, who are Americans, since he is the historic father
of onr Lhertics He it was who led the English barons
in Ming John's reign  to  wring from that tyrannical
monarch the Maegna Charta 3 and the constitution of the
Tniterd States is the robust offspring of that great char-
ter of Lhe peoples’ rights and liberties.
