Arbor Day

Wednesday of this week was Arbor Day. It was a
CGovernment holiday, and here and there small groups of
teachers and taught set rooted saplings, with much ade,
into holes in the ground and left them to their fate—
played at trec-planting in the dainty and dilettante style
of the ' pretty maid * of ihe tableau who ° goes a-milk-
ing * in ball-room shoes, with a gilded three-legged stool
under one arm and n pasteboard bucket under the other,
Little knots of prisoners, their clothes, decorated with
the broad-arrow, plant smaoll areas year by year about
such show-spots as Rotorun. And for the rest axe and
fire-stick and whirling saw are ecating our forests up.
Qur timber export is increasing by some £60,000 a year;
the fast-increasing demand in Engiand, America, etc., for
wood-pulp for paper-making is tolerably sure, in the
near future, to hasten the devouring of our forests; and
thus, while we are planting by the rood, we are destroy-
ing by the sguare mile, reducing year by year the value
of a great source of national reienue, denuding the hill-
sides of their natural protective covering, and preparing
the way for floods, landslips, the detrition of many of
our wich uplands and the destruction of the arable
country at their bases. A few years ago, in writing on
this subject, we instanced the warning lesson of what we
had persoually witnessed in Spain anrd in France, whero
the Governments are now engaged, at an enormous ex-
pense, in re-afforesting great denunded areas of once
valuable farm lands, which, as a result of the reckless
destruction of timber in a former generation, have been
turned into a stony, silt-strewn wilderness by the un-
broken action of rushing flood-waters. We have in our
forests one of the best of our national assets, Dut they
are being mismanaged in a way that inevitably lead to
a grave national loss We sorely need'a live and active
Forest Department, with a system of planting and cut-
ting-out by rotation-blocks which has been such a boon
to Germany, Norway, and Sweden, Switzerland, and
India. With such a system we should speedily see the
aimless and unskilled destruction of our forests cease
and

* ¥regh groves grow up and their green hranches shcot
Towards the old and still-enduring skies.’

A Journalistic * Discovery’

Mental ripeness !s commonly humble ; mental raw-
ness is inflated with pride. We are all familiar with the
aggressive controversialists of diluted Intellect who, af-
ter having read a cheap—and usuelly nasty—tract or
two, deem themselves qualified to teach Catholic theo-
logy to the Pope and the whole College of Cardinals.
The performance is, as a rule, suffieient to make 5 tomb-
stone sinile. ‘The serlous illness of the Pope furnished a

golden opportunity for blundering which omniscient joure
nalistic wights have eagerly taken adyvantage of, 'The
result has been the appearance, in our secular papers, of
a charming variety of tit-bits of misinformation about
conclaves, ‘ candidates * for the Papacy, and the laws of
succession to the See of Rome., One imaginative jours
nalist, in his search for a mare's nest, made a * discov-
ery ' that must have caused no small amusement to
Cardinal Moran. It was nothing less than this: that
nis Ennnence has the ‘ right ' to have the conclave for
the election of Leo's successor postponed until his (the
Cardinal’s) arrival in the Xternal City. And the pore
tentous news was sent tingling along the submarine
wires to the ends of the earth !

*

O0f  course no  such right  exists, Gregory
X.'s constitution of 1274 provides that, on the
death of o Pope, the Cardinals present in curia {(that is,
in residence within the Papal Court) were to await for
ten days, the arrival of their absent colleagues. At the
expiration of that time they were to meet together im
conclave and elect his successor. If any Cardinal did
not go into conclave, or was forced for any reason to
leave, the election was to proceed without him. But
provision was made thot those who came late and
wished to enter might do so. These and other provis-
lons regarding the conclave were conlirmed by Boniface
VIIL. ir 1294. Ip 1562 Pope IPius IV. issued a consti-
tution which also provided for a delay of ten days only,
and orderod that the Cardinals present should have the
right of electing at onte * without waiting for other ar-
rivals.” 7The * novemdiali ' or ten days' delay has since
then been dispensed with on only two occasions of spe-
cial danger, and for these occasions only, It was abro-
gated in 1797, when the First Napoleon's victorious
troops seized the Eternal City, proclaimed the Roman
Republic, and when the aged Pontiff, Pius VI., had re-
tired from its desecrated walls to the great Carthusian
monastery near Florence. He published a Bull author-
ising the Cardinals to meet immediately after his death
to decide whether it was desirable to ohserve the usual
ceremonies, ete., which did not aflect the essence ol the
electoral act, and to proceed to the appointment of his
successor. Similar provisions were mede by Pius IX. in
the anxious years that followed the invasion o! the
Papal States and the capture of Rome by the Pledmon-
tese troops in 1870. The fourth provision of the Buil of
Pius IX. ran es follows :(—' It the Pope dies in Bome
the Cardinals present in curia at the moment of his de-
cease are at once to decide, by a majority of votes, it
the election is to take place out of Rome, and cut of
Italy. As soon as the number of Cardinals present re-
iﬁgsmt,s the half, plus one (that is, m bare majority) of
the total number of the Sacred College, they may, If
they counsider it advisable, proceed immediately to the
clection, without waiting for the expiration of any othen
delays.” These sbrogations of the ‘ novemdiali’ wera,
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however, temporary expedients to meet anticipated at-
tempts by usurping Powers to interfere with the free-
dom of papal clections. In no case, however, is the
béginning of the conclave delayed beyond ten days; and
no Cardinal, no group of Cardinals, and not even the
Sacred College of Cardinals collectively, can, unless by
virtue of Papal instructions, either anticipate or defer
the date of the appointment of a successor to a Pope
that has passed away. A cableman in Sydney ‘ correct-
ed’ a few days ago the previous blunder gbout Cardinal
Moran's right to postpone the conclave. With the ser-
ene good faith of one who helieves that he has exclusive
and accurate information and is anxious to impart it
for the enlightenment of others, this new authority on
conclaves informed the people of New Zealand that
the new Pope mnust be actually eclected within
the ten davs ! This and a few other tit-bits of infor-
mation ebout conclaves that have lately appeared in the
secular press of New Zealand would form interesting ad-
ditions to David Macrae’s ‘ Book of Dlunders.’

We read in the life of the great painter-sculptor-
architect Michelangelo that ‘ he was the most indefatig-
able of workers. A litile bread and wine were all he
required for the chief part of the day, when employed at
his work, and very frequently he rose in the middle of
the night to resume his labors. . Sometimes he
slept fin his clothes, ready to spring to his work as
soon as refreshed by sleep.’ Sueh an enthusiast for work
is the aged and vererable Pontiff Leo XIII. Like Michel-
angelo he is a model of plain living and high thinking.
Many a time the wee, sma’ hours have seen his frail
form bending over the desk, and the thin, bony hand
guiding the flying pen.

His love of work manifested itself in a
pathetic way when, during the course of last week, he
rosa from what he felt was his death-hed to transact the
bustness of the WUniversal Church, when, two or
three days later, though apparently in extreimis, he
carried on a lengthy interview with his Cardinal Secre-
tary of State, and when, later still, he expressed his de-
termination Lo die on his feet. Acting on 8t. Iaul’s ad-
vice, he wearies notl in doing good. While tune is left
to him, he works good to all men, ‘ but especially to
those who are of the househould of the faith.’

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THE STORY OF A CONVERSION

Struck by some phrase of his (writes the Rome cor-
respondent of the Philadelphia * Catholic Standard and
Times ’) 1 asked Mr. Isaac Hendersom about his conver-
sion, for I was pugzzled to divine what had hrought
within the pale of the Church the author of the popu%a.r
anti-Catholic novel, * The Prelate,’ and of the play, ‘The
Mummy and the Hummingbird,” with which Mr., John
Drew, of the Irchman company, is now touring the
United States.

* I will tell vou the storv and then you must judge,’
replied Mr. Henderson. ‘ First of all I uever spohe of
Catholicism. to any one, nor pernutted anyone to speak
te me on ihe subject. Tlaving assulued an aghostic po-
sition 1 wondered at the faith of Christians, but at last
made up my pund to look into the question once morve
and finally determined to examine honestly and follow
my convictions wherever they might lead, I should then
be able to say to my judge, if I found one, that I had
done what lay in my power, and more no creature
could do.

‘ The first conelusiom that 1 arrived at, alfter many
months of study, was that if the Christian claims had
6 true basis, and il Christ were divine and had really
founded a Church, the Catholic Church was

The Only Institution Having Valid Claims

to be that Church. After a course of reading which
lasted two years 1L became stale of the subjpect. One
afiternoon in May, 1896, 1 met at a friend’s housc Dom
Gasquet and Monsignor Moyes, who were in Rome as
members of the commission to examine the validity of
Anglican Orders, and i1 had a long and intercsting talk
with Dom Gasquset. ILater in the afternoon I was strol-
ling on the Pincic and met them both agam. I asked
Dom Gasquet if he would drive with me the next day
and apologised to Monsignor Moyes for not asking him
also, explaining that my carriage was a victoria, and I
gxpressed the hope that he would go with me another
ay.

‘Some time after mv outing with Dom Gasquet—it
was on May 8, and a lovely afternoon—] was reading
Liddon’s ** Life of Christ,” and, weary of the subject,
T laid away the book snd decided to drive to the Villa
Pamphili. My wife had another engagement, and, after
searching in vain for some friend who was not engaged,
I vecalled my invitation, not yct made good, to Mon-
signor Moyes.

‘In the Villa Yamphili we Jeft the carriage and strot-
led to the wall from which there is, as you know, a
fine view of &t. Peter’s. 1 happened to look at my
watch and noted that 1t was exactly four o'clock—a fact
that has a certain interest, so please remember 1t.

‘ Suddenly, 1mpelled by what seemed mere impulse,
and really to my own surprise, I hroke myv long silence
on religious matters, and demanded : ** llow do  you
Catholics explam the doctrine of the Holy Trinity 9 To
me it seems untinkable '

‘ Monsignor Moyes began to explain, T following his
exposition step by step, and for two hours we never
moved, His words went home. The mystiery was  re-
vealed to me; and with its acceptance every one of the
Christian claims seemed to fall into place, andfl found
my reason convinced.

* But remember, my mind had been prepared by a
long course of reading for this hour, and T was able to
follow his nrguments closeiv and without much inter-
ruption. It was a masterly exposition, and with my
acceptance of Christian dogma and my realisation that
Christ was Divine oné had founded a Church on earth,
my previous conclusions led me naturally, inevitably, to
the acceptance of

1 said nothing to Monsignor Moyes of the effect of his
words upon e, but drove home silently, thinking and
adjusting myself to these new conditions.

INTERVIEW WITH A PRISON CHAPLAIN

{I'rom a correspondent,)

In view oi ihe recent oft’ repeated and as often re-
pudiated asseriicns regarding the alleged preponderance
of priscners 1n the gaols of the Colony described  as
Catholics, the following facts of actual experience were
tendered to me at first hand by one who for some years
has acted in the capacity of prison chaplain 1n one of
the largest and—in the official cye—most unportant
places of punishment and detention 1t New Zealand. The
statistics (said my informant) which are ofhcially com-
piled, and irom which all manper of haccurate and
ithoughticss statements are periodically giien out by
irresponsible persons with a motite to serve, are most
misleading  And here mv reverend mformant went on 1o
endorse 1 its entirety the leading article which recently
appeared in the ‘ Tablet ’ on the subyjoct. )

There passced through the prson under notice  last
year 7ol persons, of whom 147 were classified as Cath-
olics  And hcere 1t is nteresting Lo see how soi-disant
‘ Catholic ' priconers are manmuactured and te observe
the utierly misleading nalure of ofhcial statisties so
far as the particular matter under consideration 18 con-
corned. It 18 @ recognised axiom n prson disciphine
that no matter what religion a person lays claim to on
entering, such is ollicially recorded  as a matter  of
course, and whilst 1n gaol no person s allowed te change
his or her reputed faith  Manv whom he found classified
as Cathelics were, when questioned, discovered to  ‘be

nor had they ever been. When ashed why they had so
designated themselves, the 1eply was nearly always to
Lthis effect * Well, yvou hnow, we supposed the <hef
gaoler or some of the warders would be Catholes, and
as we always thought theire wuas some sort of “ free-
masolry ' existing amongst Catholies, thev would not
be unduly scvere, and would bave easier times ' There
are at the present time in this gaol about L) persons
1t is a record number, and of these about 25 are re-
uted Catholics. Of seven cor cight of these the chap-
ain said : 1 am perfectlv satisfied not one of them 1s
a ca-rehigronist of ours. They hnow ahbsolutely nothing
of Catholic doctrine ; thev can furmish no evidence what-
ever of baptism ; thev cannot name a parrsh thev ever
helonged to , they cannot even atlempt to make the
BSign of the (ross. These nre fair specimens of a large
class of the alleged ' Catholic ' criminals often met
with in my experience and in the cxperience of 1wy pre-
decessors.’

The fellowing few instances will also prove interest-
ing —One man, when detected in a false statement as (o
religion, sard : * Well, Father, as a matter of fact, I'm
nothing, but mv wife is a Catholie, and if I was any-
thing I would be one, and T knew that the priest, if he
thought I was a Catholie, would help myv wife while
I was here.’ Another said, when questioned—he mention-
ed his parish and parish priest, bhut on enquiry being
made it was proved his wife was a Catholic but he
himseli never was—and marcover his better half  only
wished his sentence was twelve acars Instead of as many
months. Numerous similar cases could be guoted. Again,
a great perconiage of Catholic inmates of the gnol are
what are known as

‘ In-and-out’s '—
“ gocial derelicts’—usually for drunkenness and disorderly
conduct. And here, especially, where statistical 1nac-
curacies occur. A long senlence prisoner, be he Anglican,
Presbyterian, or Wesleyan, counts one for every year of

his incarceration, whereas one Catholic who is * sent up’
perhaps once a month for some minor offence counts as
Lwelve separate eommittals in the statistics for the year.
And each ome who is wrongiy described counts really
two against Catholics, because of his failure to be pro-
perly classified to his own religion. There is, it 18 said,
one gect whose adherents make it a rule of faith, when
sent. to prison, to repudiate their religion. They are, in
turn, repudiated b%r their co-religionists, and are gene-
rally ascribed to the Anglican Churech, of which they
are not members. My informant knows of threa instan-
ces where notorious characters, representing themselves
as Catholics, are convicted and sent to prison on an
average once o month, thus constituting among them
no fewer than

26 Catholic * Criminaly *

A year. Another, who is more a lunatic than criminal,
provides another twelve, whilst there are always a nume-
ber of foreign seafaring Catholic men swellibg the num-
ber who are in for slight oflences, some of which are
unpunishable and go unnoticed in their own country. The
very worst Catholic offender at the present time in the
large gaol referred to is there for an offence com-
mitted whilst maddened with drink. He attributed drink
and poverty primarily as the cause of all the trouble
Catholics find thcemselves in. Your cooi-headed English-
man or Scotchman gets drunk and slinks off home quiet-
1y, if somewhat helplesslv., whilst the hot-headed Celt
commonly sets out in search of trouble, which he 1nvari-
ably finds, often at the cost of his hard-earned money
?znd his liberty. 'The inmates of our prisons are increas-
ing enormously. This increase is clearly attributable to
the present Godless systém of education. A great per-
centage of Catholics im our prisons, as my informant
positively knows and declares, were

Tutored in the State Schools :

many of them are still comparatively young ; and few,
if any, of those it has been his duty to deal with, know
much or anything of their religion, which therefore can-
not be hlamed for their plight. Catholic prisoners are,
however, recognised as the most amenable to discipline,
and, when once in gaol, are not often known to repeat
prison offences. He (the chaplain) defies anyone, whe-
ther layman or clergyman of whatever denomiination, to
point to a single instance in which a Catholic prisoner
has falgely described himself as an adherent of another
creed.

Irish Harps

and have been modelled on the ancient harps of the
bards. 'They were the instruments used by the band of
harpers {rom Loretto Abbey, Rathfarnham, led by Miss
Florrie Xerin, which plaved at the recent Oireachtas.
The study of the 1rish harp has progressed marvellously
since the Gaelic league undertook its revival, and the
beautiful work of the Bellast maker shows that there are
great industrial as well as artistic possibilities 1n 1ts de-
velopment.

Archdeacon O'Leary,
P.P., V.I'., was celebrated recently in the parish church,
Castleisland, The ceremonies were of a most impressive
character, and were participated in by a big gathering
of priests and people. During his 50 yeare in t%e sacred
ministry the Vven. Archdeacon has labored with inde-
jatigable zeal and solicitude for the spiritual welfare of
the flocks committed to his care throughout the Kerry
diocese, and during the eight years that he has presided
over the spiritual destinies of the Castleisland parish
his zeal and devotion to the interests—temporal as well
as splritual-of his flock, have won for him the warmest
affections of his geople. During his brief term in charge
of the parish he has built handsome new convent schools
and a mew preshytery, and has, in fact, at all times,
devoted himself earnestly and zealously to the promotion
of the moral and material weliare of his peopls.

Success of Local Government

Yocal Government in Ireland has been a great and
CONspicuous success. Contrary to the ominous fore-
bodings of Lord Salisbury and his friends the Irish
county and district councils have periormed the work
slotted to them with praiseworthy zeal and public
spirit. This slatuinelnd may appear exaggerated, bul il
is made on the authority of the annual report of the
Loecal Government Board for Jreland for the year end-
ing March, 1902, which has just been laid on the table
of the Housc of Commons, and derives special interest
from the [act that in this report the Local Government
Board authorities are able to pass judgment on the
work that has been done during the first term of office
by the county councils and rural district councils. The
Local Government Doard speaks in the highest way of
the manner in which the county councils and rural dis-
trict councils have discharged their duties.

Irish Minstrelsy

The recent purchase of a M‘Fall Irish harp by the
Lord Lieculenant (suayvs the * Frecman's Journal ') may
help to mintroduce the national instrument into  the
salons of our Irish moneyed folk. it is now almost HOO
years ago since nnother Lord Diudley, Lord Lieutcnant
of Ireland, hecame a patron of Jrish  harpers, ¥rom
the State papers 1t appears that Lord Dudley on com-
ing to Ireland ns Viceroy, in 1428, was determined to
administer justice evenly between the 1rish and Anglo-
Trish. The harsh weasures adopted by his predecessors,
Lord Furnivall and S John Gray. towards Irish bards
and harpers hod provoked lamentable reprisals, and so
Lord Dudley adopted conciliatory measures, which much
encouraged the art of music. His patronage had a
stimulating cficet for three years ; 1n fact, until the ap-
pointment of his successor, Sir Thomas Stanley, in
1432, and for a time the enactments of the Statute of
Xilkenny, as recgards minstrels, were utterly ignored.
A confirmation of this may be found on the Iatent
Rolls of the 13th of Henry VI. (1435%), whercin it is
stated definitely that ‘ the Irish murwmers, harpers, tim-
panists, minstrels, chess-players, rhymers, story-lellers,
bards, and others, contrary to the Statute of Kilkenny,
went amongst the English colonists, and exercised their
arts and minstrelsies. and afterwards proceeded to the
Irish enemies, and led them upon the King’'s liege sub-
jects.” Coming nearer to our own day, the Duke of
i{ichmond, when Lord Iieutenant, in 1809, purchased
two harps ftom John Egan, the famous harp maker, of
25 Dawson street. Dubhn, who added pedals to his harps
s0 as to conipete with the French doubie-action harp,
which had been mtroduced hy Sebastian Evard in 1801.

A Tribute to the Teaching Orders

At the mreeting of the Trotestant Swvnoed on April
23, the Dishop of Killaloe proposed the appomntment of
a committee to mmgnire mwmto the condition of secondary
education as affecting the nterests of the Chuich of
Ireland. 1l¢ said that 3n Cork, where he Jabored for
many years. the principal positions m the large mercan-
tile establishments, the positions of clerks, accountants,
and, in fact, all remuneratine positions, were occupred
by persons who huad been pupils of the Chrmistian Bro-
thers. The same thing was happening throughout Ire-
land in every place that the Christian Drothers had es-
tablished thems«elves. This admirable orpanication the
Christian Drothers, had, he sad, spread itself into every
centre in Jreland where therve was a sufliciebt mumber of
Catholic children, and following the Christian Drothers
they had the Presentation Thothers, another excellent
organisation, giving 1erv good education indeed ; and
then there were a large number of other religious Or-
ders, and pupils were being educated and trained 1n
thoroigh, sound education. . It had come to this,
that the members of the Church of Treland who wished
to give their children hetter educatien had te depend on
the monastic 1nstitutions They all saw where some
time ago the directots of the Grent Southern and Wes-
tern Railwav (o were attacked for appoimnting Protes-
tants to positinns in the service of the company in pre-
ference to Catholics The directors, the marority  of
whom arc Protestants, naturally nominated T'rotestants
to positions 1 their giving, but after the amitation of
the Catholic shareholders, the directors came to the

conclusion — and  m his  opmien it was o verv
wise conclusion—10 open  up these positions to
competition Tins would mean  that pasitions
could only te gol in future hyv competitive ex-
amination This  entirely satisfied  the Catholic

sharcholders. hecause they alwavs had plenty of well-
educated applicants, thoroughly trained up to {he re-
nuirements of these verv positions. The result would he
that the Catholies will have the whole thing in their
ewn hands when the system of examination came inlo
operation. He proposed that a committee he appointed
to inquire into the present system of primary and sce-
ondary education in Church of Ireland schools.

People We Hear About

Sir Bryan O’Loghlin, Bart., ex-Premicr of Victoria,
has just entered on his 76th year. He is one of the few
people who have been elected to the House of Commons
in  their absence, but he never took his seat in that
Chamber,

. Mr. C. E. de Trafford, a famous Leicester County
cricketer, belongs to the old Catholic family. the Lanca-
shire de Trafiords, whose estate ncar Manchester, close
to the Ship Canal, figured largely in the financial
speculations of Mr. Hooley a few years ago.

Colonel Patrick FitzGerald Gallwey, late R.A., died
at Onslow Avenue, Richmond, Surrey, on May 20. He
was the eldest son of the late Mr, Michael Gallwey,
Dingle, Kerry, and was born in 1888. Colonel Gallwey
served in the Afghan war of 1879-80 in charge of the
field parks of the lst and 2nd divisions of the Peshawar
Valley;, Field Force, and took part in the operations
against the Zakka Kheyl Afridis in the Bazar Valley
under Lieutenant-General Maude, belng mentioned in
Gespatches for his services. He retired in 1895.

Writing of the late Archdeacon Slattery, o! Geelong,
the Daylesford ‘ Herald ’ relates that * generous him-
self, he could not bear meanness in eothers. This was
1llustrated when a swagman, heing refused work, or food
at a Daylesford farm, pulled up a billy of potatoes
from the farmer’s 20-acre crop and was given in charge
for thelft. Father Slattery assured himseli of the facts
of Lhe tcase, leclured Lhe [armer on his inhwnanity, pre-
sented himself in court, and pleaded successfully for the
discharge of the hungry tramp.’

A cable message received last week stated that the
Dubhin Universitvy had conferred the degree of Doctor of
Laws upon Sir Frederick M. Darley, Chief Justice of
New South Wales. Sir Frederick Darley is now in his
73rd year, and is a son of the late Henry Darley, of
Wicklow. He was educated at Dungannon College and
Trimty College, Dublin, where he praduated DA, in
1851. He was called to the Irish Bar just half a cen-
tury ago and went the Munster Circuit. He came out
to Australia later on, and commenced the practice of
his prefession 1n New South Wales in 1862, In 1886
he was appointed Chief Justice of New South ‘Wales,
and was knighted in the following wvear.

of the mob in this particular cose happened to be ven-
tod on the Jews for purely local reasons. Mp, Tavitt
has, it will be seen, undertaken a serious responsibility,
and, with chatracteristic ¢nurage, has gone to a scene
of real danger, where, from the very naturc of the case,
he must run many serious risks,

Though the late * Max O’Rell ' adopted an Trish form
of nem-de-guerre, and pald several visits to Ireland, he
declined to write a book about that part of the United
Kingdom. 7T have many times been asked why, having
written on the subiect of Tnrland and Scotland, I had
no intention of publishing mv impressions of the Irish,’
he wrote in his first book on America. * My answer is
this In speaking of a people T like to touch on their
net transgressions, their faults and weahnes=es, and
have never heen able to find anv in the Irish.” Accord-
mme 1o 1that ebservant Frenchman, New York is the real
capital of Treland. After the citv had heen conquered
suceessitely by the Dutch, the English, and the Yankees,
it ju to-dav “in the hands of the Trish '—zo0 he wrote
in 1880 e explained that Americans favored Homao
Tule tn the hope that * when the Trish gel Treland they
will ga home.” T, too,” he went on, " would like to see
the Trish in  posseszion of Ireland, but for other
reasons  First  and  chiefly, bhecanuse they are good
patriots, and though in a foreien land, even naturalised
Americans, thev do not foreet their heloved country. .
Thev mive their allegiance to America, but their hearts
remain true to Treland.’

NOTES FROM THE HOUSE

PROCEEDINGS IN PARLIAMENT

The debate on the Address-in-Reply was resumed on
Tuesday oand continued on Wednesday, Thursday, and
Friday. WNearly all the Opposition members who 8poke
during the week strongly condemned the co-operative
systemn as employed on public works, and declared 1t to
be wasteful and expensive.

On Thursday afternocon Sir William Russell, in the
course of his speech, condemned the manner in which the
raillway accounts were Lkept, and as g consequence it was
not possible Lo analyize them. Ile contended there was
an annual loss in the management of the raillways. The
working expenses were Increasing rapidly, and whilst our
expenses had grown 1o 68.10 per cent. those of our only
competitor, the Manawatu Cowmpany had increased
to  only 5397 per cent. e quoted figures to
show that while the profits last year from the Govern-
ment ratlways amounted to £22 961 more than that of
1801, we had te pay £53,257 in interest on the exirn
caprtal embarked. There were no provision for wear and
tewr, and renewals were paid for out of capital. He con-
trasted with this the polhicy of the Manawatu Hailway
Company to show thatl the profit of that Conmipany was
larger, whilst it paid for repewals out of the current
revenue.-

Sir J. & Ward, in vepiving 1o the eriticism of 1ihe
previous speaker with reference to the rallways adminis-
tration, said that the accounts of the Department were
kept entirely by the accountant, and he hed neiver been
instructed as to how he should charge anylhing Ite-
sponsible oflicers of the Department had cortified that
ordinary renewals were paid out of the resenue, and not
aut of caprtal S W, IR, Russell had forgotten to tell

the House that the propertion  of workig  ox-
penses  in - Fnehish  companies  was 68 per  cent
which  was  the same hpue as  shown an o New
Zaraland If the wusers of the railwavs had  to

pbrovide out of revcnwe lfor 1he cost of all new works 1t
would mean that every rate gn the rajfways would have
to be raised by 59 per cent . and that the life blood

would he erushed ont of 1he wsers of the railways. I1,
was said the Governmoent had not done anything for the
agricuiturists, whereas 1n one branch af  the  ~em ice—

the railways—concessions 1o farmers had heen granted to
the cxtent of £415,000. This was independent entirely
of concessions 1n  passenger fares to the amount of
£144,000. Sy J. G, Ward quoted figures to show the
growth of the dary industrv, and attributed this eroswth
to the grading svstem established by the Government.
Sir W T, Russcl]l had said there were L0 be no remis.
sions of taxation, but he had 1gnored the fact that 1he
Government had already given a remission in taxatjon to
the extent of no less than £1.500,000

The debate was adourned on Fridav until Tuesday,
and ig expected to last during this week,

dies 1ntestate, leaving a widow and no children, shaii,
whore the value 18 not over L5800, belong to the widow
ahsolutelv.

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HEN o former Earl of Argyle was executing a
P masterly tetrest beforse MonTROSE, he realised
that tliere sre oncasiors on which one pair of
legs i3 worth two pair of hands. For a
retreat from an untenable position may be,
and often i3, like XENOPHON'S, a gallant feat
of arms; and In politics, as in war, an
honorable defeat is preferable to a dishonor-
able victory which, like that of Chacrones, is * fatalto liberty.’
There is at present before our House of Representatives a
Bill which, if it shonlt ever find its way upon the statute-
book, would be a serious blow to the liberties which
Cutholics, Jews, and other religions minorities at present
enjoy under the free Constitution of New Zealand. We
refer to the Bill ‘intituled an Act to provide for taking a
Poll of the Elec:ors on the Question of giving Uible Lessons
in the Publie Schools of the Colony.” 'This Biil is a brazen
assertion of the princip'c whizh lies at the root of religions
persecution—namely, the principle of decidiug religious
-questions and matters of creed and conscience by the brate
furce of a majority vote. The Bill has been apuly described
us * a subterfoge for pol tical cowardice,! 1t i3, we believe,
the first time thut such a principle of government has ever
been mooted in our legislative Chambers. We earnestly
trust that it will be the last, and that this vicious and dan-
*gerous Bill will speedily meet, not its Chwmrones, bat its
Marathon, on the floor of our Honse of Representatives.
Briefly, the Bill proposes to .ake, on the second Tharsday of
March, 1904, a plebiscite on these two issnes : * I vote for

Bible lessons in public scheols,” and ¢ I vote agnirisi Bible;”
lessons in public schools.' It provides that * Bible leskona '
shall include ¢ simple literary, histarical, and ethical explana~
tions,’ with & conscience clause in favor of teachers and of
children whose parents object.

We may here uscfully repeat what has so often found::
expression in our editorial columns: ¢ We Catholi¢s do 5ot
object to & s{atem of education because it is religions, [t is-.
equally neediess to say that we are not oppused to denomina~
tional sehools having the Bible read nm?ua tanght in -them.
We teach it in onr own schools, under proper direction snd”
with judicions selection, and we wish that a knowledge of its -
truths conld be imparted, under due supervision, to every.
child, Protestant, Jewish, and Catholic, in the Colony, .
But we do object to Bible lessons in schools of mixed
religion. We hold that the Bible is the depositary, not the :
organ, of GOD'S revelation to man. We hold that, there-
fore, it requires an interpreter; and we hold that the
Church, through its representatives, is the divinely don-
stituted interpreter or organ of revealed truth. We hold,
too, that dogmatic trath is the basis both of faith and .of
morality. Oar position is, therefore, wholly irreconcileable
with that which is taken up by rationalists and agnostics,
who abjure dogmatic trath and reject the Bible as the,
depositary of revelation, and by Protestants, who reject the:
living authority of the Catholic Church and adopt, instead,
%sriousi methods of private interpretation of the Sacred

ord.

Ag to the plebescite or Referendum Bill iteeif: It is
ansound and dangerovs in prineiple ; and, in the issuea
which it proposes to lay before the electors, there lurk a
trickery and disingenuousness that are deserving of the
strongest reprobation. We readily acknowledge that there
are questions for the decision of which the Referendom
may be a political expedient of great value. Buch are
questions on which the average elector is competent to
s fair and unbiassed judgment. But there are om
which are empliaticalty not of the submittable kind, Such,
for instance, are, in mixed communities, all religious
questions, questions affecting the natural rights of
minorities, and all matters on which sectarian, racml,
or political passion has heen, or is likely to be,
aroused to a degree that may clond the issues and
prevent a ealm and jost verdict. Now the yuestion of
Bible-in-schools is a religious question. It is also, unfor-
tunately, one in which the demon of sectarian strife has
already shown his tail and cloven hoof. It, moreover,
directly affects the rights of conscience of minorities. It is,
therefore, not one on which the majority of the electors of
the Colony have any right or tille whatever to dictate to the
minority,  Under our Constitution there is no State
Church. The religious rights of all are equal. No one
creed has Lhe right to destermine or dictate what form of
religion shall be taught in our public schools. No nggre-
gate of denominations has authority to do so. Bunt the
proposal contained in the Bill, with its provision for
‘ethical” or moral instruction, is nothing less than an
attempt, by the representatives of half-a-dozen discordant
denominations, Lo create & new State creed, to have it
eramtmned into the brain-boxes of the rising generation at
thej general taxpayers’ expense, and to change the public
school system from free, compulsory, and agnostic into free,
compulsory, and Unitarian.

-

It was asserted by the aunthors of the new State creed
that they had definite and specific propesals to go before
the country. Butthe two bare alternatives that are print-
ed in the schedule are ambignous to a degree ans are
highly calculated, and apparently directly intended, to con-
fuse the issne and to entrap the incantions voter into agree-
ment with proposals that do not appear on the ballot-paper,
The issucs of the Keferendum appear, in fact, to be stated
in termns of siudied ambiguity. They are a paltry and con-
temptible sophism. Take, for instance, (1) the word
*Bible.! No hint is given, no mention made, that the
¢ Bible’ referred to in the Bill is & sectariun and admitted
incorrect version of the Scriptures. King James’s Bible is
the book which the anthors of the new compromise-creed
propose to force upon our public schools, And to Cath-
olics and the vast majority of Christians in the world, King’
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JaMEs’s Bible, with its mistranslations and its missing books
and parts of books, is no more a true Bible than our * Hansard,’
with a dozen volumes left out, wonld still be * Hansard.
The reading of this Protestant and sectarian version of the
Seriptures in our public subools wounld naturally be regat-
ded a8 a Protestant service, and onr rulers have no more
right to sapply and teach King Jamrs's Bible, at the
general taxpagers’ expense, in our public schools of mixed
religion than they have to supply and teach the Douay
Bible or the Jewish Bible or the Mormon Bible or the
Mohamedan Koran. (2} But the conlusion is still worse
confounded when we come to the term * Bible-lessons’ on
the proposed ballot-paper. The wnexplained term, as it
appears there,fhas 2 saflicient variety of meanings to puzzle
& philosopher, much less an average elector. (o) It might,
on the face of it, mean that the Bible is to be nsed as a
common text book in our schools, like, for instance, the
‘fourth reader.” Now all Catholics and many thoughtful
and intelligent Proteatants object to this, as it would almost
inevitably lead to the written Word of Gob being handled
by the great majority of pupils with irreverent familiarity.
Or (#) it might mean that the ¢ Bible lessons’ would be
given, on the Protestant principle, ‘without note or
comment.” But this would be an openly sectarian use
of an openly sectarisn book., Or (¢) it might wmean
that the lessons would be given with gencral note
and comment. This would, in practice, come to the
same thing ; for experience shows that it is morally impos-
sible for teachers to give explanations of the Hacred Word
without tinging them with their own beliefs or unbeliefs.
Again: (d) the unexplained term * Bible lessons’ night
mean Bible lessons with merely historical, Literary, and
geographical explanations. If this proposal were strictly
carried out, it would reduce the Sacred Volume to the level
of an ordinary text-book. Buat the experience of other
countries goes to show that the merely historical, literary,
and geographical explanations’ are, consciously or nncon-
sciously, made the vebicle of distinctively sectariau instruc-
tion. (¢) The proposal embodied in the Bill {bus nowhere
mentioned on the ballot-paper) provides for * siimple Literay,
historical, and ethical explanations’ by the State school
teachers. *Ethical’1 Wht percentage of electo's nnider-
stand that this Greek derivative means ‘moral’? And
why did the framers of this precions Bill go so far ont of
their way to use a word which ‘is not understanded of the
people '—which is. as it were, *a Hebrew speteh’ to thun 7
1% is plainly part and parcel of the studiel vaguencss, the un-
worthy playing upon words, the disereditable cateluness
which characterise this wretched Bill, and which can have
no other object than to confuse the clectors of the Colony,
and to snalch a victory by ways that are dark and tnicks
that are vain rather than by a straightforward appenl to
the country on a clear-cut and definite issne. I he sumo
invidions tactics find expression in the ¢ Qutiook,” whose
heading for the subject i * The Battle for the Bible'! We
mey remark that the manual of B.ble lessons proposcd to be
taught in our schools is, with very slight modificutions, that
which was drawn up by the Victorian Commission in 1900,
and which was thrown ont by the Legislative Council in
the course of last year.

*

A mightydpm'ade is made about the ¢ conscience clunse
for papils and teachers. But the * couscience clayse’ is a
delusion and a snare. What right hes any creed, or any
aggregate of creeds, or the State itself, to compel Catholic,
Jewish, or Protestant children to reccive instruction in a
residuum of Protestant theology unless their parents sign a
conscience-clause paper #—to turn little dissidents into pariuhs
and expose them Lo the ridicule or iil-treatment of their com-
panions by compelling them to stay outside in rain orslect or
Bun while Bible lessons from a sectarian book are going on
inside, and to stand up day by day and declare themsolves
noncenformists to the State relizion 7 The Rev, Mr.
Hinton (Dunedin) Las properly denounced the conscienco
clause as * a clumsy and inefficient protection to objectors” ;
ond this is precisely what Vietoria's expericnce  has
abundantly proved it to be. If teachers generally took
advantage of the clause, it wonld, in a great mecasure or
altogether, defeat the purpose of the framers of the Bill—to
have the new Unitarian cieed taught by State officials at
the pubiic expense. In practice, Lowever, the result wonld
be the creation and application of a religious test in the

appointment of teachers, For the rest, the proposals of the
Bible--in-schools party, even if they found their way into
the statute-book, would by no mesns settle the education
difficalty. They would ‘merely substitute half-a~dozen
grievances for one, alter our Constitution by the creation of
an official or State cieed, and consecrate by Act of Parlia-
ment the principle that underlies religions persecution.
Protestants in and out of New Zealand are profoundly
divided on this subject of Bible-lessons in public schools,
And great numbers of them will join with Catholics and
Jews in a vigorous protest against being compelled to pay
for the State teaching of Unitarianism in the schoois.
This pettifogging Bill is an odions aterapt to catch hostile
votes, on an indefinite and confused issue, for an issue which
is kept out of the elector’s view. The obvIious remedy fo
our educationai difficulty has long been in operation in
England, Scotland, Canada, and Germany. It is, apparently,
too advanced for the advocates of the Bible-in-Schools. They
will, however, probably live long enough to regard it as the
ouly way out of a situation that has become even fmore

ruinous to them than it is financially burdensome to their
Catholic fellow-colonists.

Notes

A Question of Criminality

People who make odious and ill-taken comparisons
should clothe themselves in armor like a medieval
knight or o modern Arerican foothaller. For they pro~
vohe reprisals and must expect hard knocks. A Secot-
Lish clergyman in Palmerston North would have done
well to have looked to his own land before going out
of his way to fing unfair, unprovoked, and groundless
charges of cxcessive relative criminality against the
Catlholits of New Yealand, who, as he falsely awverred,
do not give their children the Bible. As his whole con-
tention was based upon an absurd wisreading of our
Drison  statisties, we invite him to exercise his mind
upon the fact that the commitments in his native coun-
try alone ure, proportionately, greatly in excess of
thase ot England or Ireland,  'The annual report of the
Scottish FPrison Comussioners shows that there wero
63,721 comnutments to prison last year in the Land o’
Cakes. Of these, 46,000 wore for breaches of the peace,
drunkenness, and obscene behavior., For offences closely
associted with  exeessive  drinking, Scottish commitf-
ments aie, in proportion to population, twice as nume-
rous as those of England or Ireland. In Ireland, on the
other hand, the authorities have closed prison after pri-
son for want of occupants, the presentuation of  white
gloves to judges is the order of the day, last year's re-
tinn of nisdemeancts shows an excecdingly low calen-
dar, grave offences are almost unknown, and, with the
agranan guestion happily  sotlled, the record of real
cruue 1 Ireland will almost be hihe the hustone chapter
on its snakes : * there are no snakes 1n Ireland.’

A Sensation that Failed

The Sydney * Evening News ™ recently lapsed  into
temporary  forgetiulness of Billings's cautious maxim :
“YWhen you find a mare’s nest, he sure that ihe old
mare 138 in .’ ft found a mare's nest ard announced
the discovery with a triple screaun @ * A Mysterious In-
(uiry  Humored  Death ot a Priest. Information re-
fused Lo the Pres<.’ And then followed a startling ac-
count of a mysterious death of a priest by suicide at
Marrichville. The sequel js briefly told by the ¢ Cath-
olic Press’ of July 2 * The morning papers,’ says our
valued Sydney contemporary, “were meore guarded. They
spohg of a wmysterious death, and said nothing more,
but this rather confirmed the report of the '* Evening
News.”” 1lowever, that paper next day came out with
the jollowing, but not with the prominence they gave
to the oviginal report : * We learn that the rcport that
the subject of the nquiry was a priest or theological
student was unfounded, and we regret having giving
publicaaty to the rutnov which was in persistent circula-
tion in the disirict. Ewven up Lo the present the facts
of the case arc unoblamalle, Dut all inguiries show
that the supposed suicide was not a priest.” We under-
stand that belore the contradiction appeared legal pro-
ceedings were heing tahen by the priests of Marrickville.
For the desth in guestion was not that of a priest or
of a theological student. The deccased was not even a
Catholic. He was a Protestant, and he was in no way
connected with any Catholic institution. It is likely,
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however, that the first * News ”’ fabrication will be ro-
peated in other States, and in other parts of the world

in order to confuse Catholics. The contradiction mav be
ignored.’ .

On July 12 Mr. Francois Lelievre, the oldest

Trench settler in Bank’s Peninsula, died in his 94th

Normandy, and after an adventurous career went to sea
on board a whaler and arrived in Akmoa in 1837. After
a short stay he returned to France and came out agein
in 1840 in the * Comte de T'aris,” which brought 82
French piconeers to found a settlement on the peninsula,
They were granted five-acre sectiona each Ly the DBritish
Government, and it was in the house built on the sec-
tion allotted to Mr. Lelievre in 1840 that he passed
away, he being the last of those to whom the grant
was made. Four sons and three daughters survive him,
Mr. Lelievre leaving 105 descendants in all, including
many great-grandechildren. The late Mr. Lelievre was a
rood settler, an excellent neighbor, and highly respected
by all who had the privilege of knowing him.—R.1.P.

SERIOUS ILLNESS OF THE HOLY
FATHER
P —

The fellowing is a summary of the principal ecable
messages received regarding the condition of lus Holiness
the Tope since our last issue i—

On Wednesday of last week 1. Marzoni, after ap-
plying cocaine, punctured the thorax and extracted B00
grammes of sanguinecus fluid fromn the pleura, which
afforded i‘he Poye much relief. Tt was then considered
that his Holiness might possiblv live {or three davs

The Kaiser, on Sunday when praving aboard his
vacht, concluded with the words : ' The world needs
great and good men. May the Almighty grant the Pope
many more years of life’

On Thursday the ncows was more reassuring, as we
were informed that his HHoliness had a fairly quiet
night, hig pulse hemng frequent but regular. The evening
bulletins, issued on July 10, stated that the Pope's con-
dition was grave, the depression had increased, and the
pleuratic liquid was accumulating rapidly. On Lthe same
date his Holiness had a lons confercence wilh Cardinal
Rampolla, and was remarkahly Iucid. On leaving the
Vatican Dr. Mazzoni intimated that the Pope was no
worse.

Towards morning the Tope experienced preat diffi-
culty in breathing, and the discomfort increased the on-
pression, and the pulse hecame weak., An operation was
performed hy the medical men, who extracted 2Ib of
serchernatic fluid,

According to a message dated Rome, July 11, the
T'ope was so netive that he disregarded the injunction
to remain in bed, and often walked srithout assistance
to his armchair, where the doctors generallv found him.
and ordered him to return to bed. Replying to their

——i

remonsirances, he waid that he wished to die standing.

A bulletin issued on Sunday evening stated that his
Holiness spent a fairly quiet day in bed. His Holiness
is reported to have remarked to a Cardinal ; ‘I have
biden in great danger, but T feel that it has disappeared.’

On Monday his pulse was stronger. He spent a
cheorful eveming, and the improvement was maintained.

A cable message received on Tuesday night stated
that his Holiness is hecoming weaker and breathing
more difficuit. He conversed with the Cardinals during
the evening with great difficulty, articulating monosyl-
Tables, and his metnory was less clear. The I’ope moade
o slipht rg.lly Inte in the evening, and eonversed with
Cardinal Satolli lucidly regarding the Diblical Commit-
tee  The Pope had a further relapse at midnight.

rom a cable message received by us on Tuesday w
learn that his Eminence Cardinal Moran left for y1;hg
Eternal Citv on Monday.
. The following letter from the Right Hon. R. J.
Seddon was read in the Snered Heart Dasilica, Welling-
ton, on Sunday morning :—' Premier's Office, Wellington,
July 12, 1903. Year  Archbishop Redwood,—At this
time not only yourself and priests, but the laity of
vour Church, will be greatly exercised, and vour heart-
felt sympathy and fervent prayers will be unceasingly
offered to the Almighty on behalf of his Holiness, the
head of your Church. 'T had the great honor and plea-
sure of an audience with him, and in his time of affie.
tion my fervent hope and earnest prayer is that Cod
may give him strength and ecomfort him in his hour of
trial. "It may Dbe some solace to you to know that
through his Fixeellencev the Governor and Secretary of
State our sympathy has been officially extended. It is
almost hoping against hope to anticipate recovery, but
as a good and faithful servant an everlasting reward
W;II assuredly follow, and his good works will live after
him a‘,nd humanity  henefit therehy —Believe me, dear
Archhlsbon. yours very sincerely, R, J. Seddon.’

King Fdward’s antograph letter delighted the Pope,
also Mr. Seddon’s telegram. The Vatican sends to the
Tritish Ambassador daily messages for transmission to
Kineg Edward.

A message received on Wednesday morning reported
that the Pope was wasting rapidlv, his eves only show-
ing signs ol life, Reuter stated that his Holiness was
sinking rapidly.

Mr. John Hanley, of Waihao, South Canterbury, has
presented to the local Catholie church a section of two
acres of land to he used us a cemetery for the sole usae
of the Catholics of the district. All legal conditions in
connection with Mr., Hanlev’'s generous gift have heen
campleted, and the followinz board of management has
heen gazetted : Messrs.  Michael  Corrigan {chairman},
Donald Kennedy (secretary), John Hanley, John Mor-
riss, and Maurice Leonard, jun, The board has already
heid a couple of mectings, at which it was decided to
enclose and mmprove the grounds. His liordship Bishop
Grimes will consecrate the cemetery in a short time.
One intermoent has already tahen place in the new ceme-
iery, the remains of the late Miss Margaret Hanley,
tlaughter ol Mr. Patrick Ianley, being buried there.

After this thicconrse D Kar! Torndorf took Ieave of
his thirec fasthiul pupils  and left auditerium No. 8 to
take an eovening walk 1 the woods and work out pocti-
cally the cubstance of his learned romarks

ITeaven hnd endowed Tl Hiberally The voutn? pro-
fessor  had already a fair reputation for scholarship,
and, in additton to heing well connected, he was  the
furorite rnpil of 1he  welldinnwn Geheimrath Schaffnen
and nephew of old Profesecor Wendelin Borndorf, who
occumed the chair of bhetanv in the university and was
as famous for his learning as for his ahgentmindedness
But as o budding poet Dr Borndorf was the soul of all
private theatricals and cnch affaurs in eolloge eircles e
was o valuable assistant, whe alwavs found something
anpropriaie (o write for a ' nealter-abend, a iuhilee, a
dedication, or a charifv farr Without imagining him-
sell a Goethe, he  plied {his art of versemaking with
untiving wilhngnese and even with pleasure, when the
name of Oreta Schafiner was among thnse whe had need
of il

mark in the same  tone and with the same resignoed

smile with which Creta, when she was invited to take
part in these entertainmenfs, said

Death of a Priest

from the fact that on the day of the funéral a very
large number of the shophkeepers closed their shops
Hundreds of people, including many priests, attended
the funeral.

A Catholic Procession

On Sunday, May 24, a great gathering of the mem-
bers of the Cathohc Young Men's societies of Liverpool
and district assemhled at the St. George's Pier Head
for their annual parade through the city. Thero were
several thousands of the members, who were marshalled
into three large contingents and marched through the
streets to St. John's Church, Kitkdale; St. Alban’s,
Athol street ; and St. Alexander’s, Bootle. The pro-
cegsionista, who wore the different cclored sashes of the
various orders, were accompanied by a number of bands,
playing ‘ Faith of our Fathers,” ' Hymn to the Sacred
Heart,” * Arm for deadly fight,’ etc. The routes of the
procession were lined by thousands of interested spec-
tators, who could not but admure the order and fine
appearance whirh the marching masses presented. At
cach of the churches appropiiate addresses were deli-
vered, and when the devetions were over the procession-
ists were mustered acain and marched back to the
starting point, where they dispersed.

The orator
discoursed upon the Ascension as the festival of peace,
and the mission in the modern world of the Benedictina
Order, whose motto was ‘ Pax.” Then, turning to the
bereaved Sovereign, Canon Vallegzo bade her take cour-
ago 1n her social efforts towards peace and conciliation,
from the example of the sainted Patriarch of Western
Monasticism. 'The preacher continuing, paid a touch-
ing tribute to the memory of the assassinated monarch
King Humbert, as a peacemaker. Queen Margherita, who
was moved to tears, afterwards expressed her gratitude
to the preacher. The service heing concluded, the Queen-
DNowager was escorted through the vast corridors of the
ancient abbey to the State apartments prepared for the
recent visits of King Fmmanucl and the German Em-
peraor.

The ‘ BEducational News ' states that Scotland has

schools employ 869 teachers, 606 of whom are Catholic,
147 Episcopalian, and 116 Presbylerian. ‘Fhe non-certi-
ficated teachers number 583, 476 of whom are Catholic,
89 Episcopalian, and 19 Presbyterian  There are 56,484
pupils in the Catholic schools, 10,691 in the Episcopal-
ian schools, and 5698 in the wvoluntary Presbyterian
schools.

Father Salvado was a very cul-
tured musician, T do not mean that he was an instru-
mentalist only. His skill was of the highest in theory
as well as in practice, and he was an improviser on the
orngan of very exceptional skill. I have often sat and
listened to him ag he played a hymn tune of my giving—
rlayed it twenty times through and always with har-
monies of a different kind. Mr, Sampson had immedia-~
tely tickets printed for a concert to he given in his own
drawing-room. Me acted as unpaid cunvasser for the
sale of the tickets. He found the piano—a rare article
of Tuxury in those early days—and when the hour arri-
ved had the concert room packed. A few days later
Father Salvado set his face homewards. He wore hig
jumper and his belt, and carried his whip again. His
team was well laden. He had flour and rice and sugar
and lea in sufficient quantities to last him for a whole
twelve months,

‘ Father .Salvado, then Dishop Salvado, was already
advanced in years when it was my privilege to make his
acquaintance, T was young and had all the impression-
ableness of youth. His words sank into my heart.

I Never Torgot the Lessons

he taught me of gratitude towards those of the Jewish
tarth, and of kindliness towards their race. For Austra-
ban eitizens of the Jewish faith I am conscious of no
feelings save those of respect and goodwill. For over
thirty vears I have been trving to labor in the interests
ol the weak, the suffering. the afflicted. I take no cre-
dit to myself for what I have done. 1 have acted as
best T could, and yet T know my acting has oft been
amiss  let me say this. I have never made an effort
te aid the helpless among my fellow creatures : I have
never  striven to iift uwnhappy ones out of the deep
slough of distress, that T have not found Ausiralian
citizens of the Jewish faith prepared fo support me
with their counsel, with their syvinpathy, with their
purge.” The Archbishop then proposed the first resolu-
tion. which ran as fellows ;— That this meeting de-
clares i1s abhorrence at the merciless outrages perpetra-
ted at Kishinefl, not only upon men, but also upon help-
less women and children of the Jewish faith, and expres-
sos further the fervent hope that the Russian Govern-
ment will take carly and effectual steps to prevent a
repetition of crimes. which are a stain on humanity and
a iscraee to civilisation.” Another resolution, proposed
v Dean Marrvat (Anglican), was passed opening a sub-
seniption for the pgfflicted Jewish flock in Kishineff.

Tands to suide ships safelv on their way. He called it
the Gmid of St. Clement and the Most Hely Trinity ;
and Trinitv House, which now rules all Epglish light-
houses, i< its direct descendant, owing its origin and its
name 1o him. Nor is this all we have to remind us of
ms< hife and labers. He is still more closely related to
us, who are Americans, since he is the historic father
of onr Lhertics He it was who led the English barons
in Ming John's reign  to  wring from that tyrannical
monarch the Maegna Charta 3 and the constitution of the
Tniterd States is the robust offspring of that great char-
ter of Lhe peoples’ rights and liberties.

5t, Symmachus, who was Pope from 498 to 514, was
born in Sardinia. He was the successor of Athan-
asiug 11. He zealously combated the heresies of Nestor-
iug and Futyches, and some writers attribute to him the
mtroduction into the Mass of the  Gloria in Fxcelsis.’

"St, Jerome Emilian, Confessor.

5t. Jerome Fmilian belonged to a noble Vene-
tian  famaly. Upon the .death of his father,
when he was about fifteen years of age he en-
wied the army, to the great saffliction of his
mother, who soon beheld him fall into a dissolute
way of lifc through the bad example of his companions,
Having received a commission from the Venetian Senate
to relieve the garrison of Castlenuvo, which was invest~
ed by a German army, Jerome succeeded 1n effecting R
entrance to the citadel, and in repelling for some time
the assaults of the enemy. Upon the fall of the castle he
was seized, loaded with chains, and casl into e dark
dungeon. In these siraits he began to reflect with an-
guirh on the state of his soul, and with sighs and tears
achnowledged the justice of God in thus treating him
aeccording to his merits. Suddenly a ray of hope pene-
trated his heart when he thought of the tender mercy of
our Blessed Lady, and he made a vow on the spot, in
case of his deliverance, to visit barefoot her celebrated
shrine at Treviso, and there publish aloud her bounty
m his regard.  As soon as he completed the terms of his
vow he returned to Venice, and, repouncing the honors
and oihees of the State, devoted himself henceforth to
the service of God and the relief of the afflicted poor.

5t. Mary Magdalen, Penitent.

According to an old tradition, St. Mary Magdalen
was the sister of Martha and Lararus, snd was that
sinner who anointed the Saviour’s feet. After her con-
version she Dbecame the most faithful and zealous ser-
vant of the Lord. She stood with Mary, the Mother of
Jesns, and Mary, the wite of Cleophas, under the Cross ;
she was first at the sepulchre after the Sabbath, and
there saw Jesus, whom she thought to be a gardener,
until He Lindly made Himsell known, and commanded
her to announce the news of His resuriection to the
Apostles and Insciples. She came into Provence, Gaul,
with Larsarus and Martha, and passed the rest of her
davs at St Bauiue, n penance, prayer, and contempla-
tion
