The News of the World.

Leo XITI. was a great reader of newspapers, or more
correctly spealing he was deeply interested in their con-
tenls s0 far as they related {o the internal afiairs of
the countries of the worid. In the evening after he had
tecited the Rosary his favorite secrefary went to his
hedroom with 1he newspapers ef the day, and read
aloud, often uni:l ihe small hours, while ihe Pope re-
tnained propped up in bed with woolien wraps around
him, listening altentively {o what was read, and making
numerous comments.

A Wonderful Memory.

The late Pope bad a wonderful memory. Some time
prior to his death he iold a surgeon who was attending
him that a small scar on his finger was caused seventy-
eight years ago, when he was a boy, by a ball striking
his hand while he was plaving a game called ¢ boccia ’
in the farden of the Palavzo Coleonna ; and he even re-
membered the name of the chemist who bound up the
wound and the situation of the shop  All through tife,
even io the very last, Leo NIIl.’s memory for faces and
events was marvellous. The edilor of the * N.Z. Tahlet, ?
was present, at an aundience given by the late Pontiff in
1882 to the students of the Panal Seminary. There was
an absence of formahty, and in the course ¢f the con-
versation one of the students aquoted a line in Itahan
from Tasso’s ' Gerusalemme Liberata.” The Pope lol-
lowed it up at once by repeating the Tollowing stanzas
from 1he immortal poem, which, 1t was stated, he knew
word fer word, notwithstanding 1he fact that it runs
into several hoohs.
