The Extra Charges are: Washing, £1 10s a year, and Medicine
and Medioal Attendance if required,

the Sontane, as well as Surplice for assistance in Choir.,

The Coillage re-opened on Saturday, Febrnary 14th,

The fleminary is under the Patronage and Direction of the
Archbishop and Bishops of New Zenland, and under the immediate
personal supervision of the Right Rev, Bishop of Dunedin.
