
Current Topics was nothing to prevent them from calling the attention
of all fair-minded men to the justice of their cause and
to defend themselves against the bitter and calumnious
things said against them. These was an organisation in
existence the avowed object of which was to exclude
Catholics from Parliamentary and municipal life and
without doubt a part of its action, if not of its policy,
was to exclude them from all positions of emolument.
At a recent election held in Melbourne there were several
candidates, but only one Catholic, and that Catholic wasthe onl> one rejected, though, according to popu-
lar opinion, he was amongst the best qualified.
One of the non -

Catholic candidates who wasreturned, in acknowledgement to his supporters,
did not hesitate to stigmatise as unfair the
anti-Catholic prejudice to which he attributed the rejec-
tions of the Catholic candidate. If that was the system
to be pursued against Catholics— if they were to be ex-
cluded as far as the operations of the organisationmight
extend, not only from public positions, but also from
positions which might be regarded as the gift of private
patronage— it would follow that a deliberate attempt
was being made to inflict grievous injury on them in al-
most every department of public life. Whilst that was
being done there were represented before the public im-
agination the supposed offences or crimes of Catholics, not
in this country, but in distant countries, and everything
that was calculated to influence sectarian strife was
brought forward, with the effect of stimulating the very
worst passions of human nature. None of their institu-
tions escaped what he must designate as the malignity
of those opposed to them.' Attacks upon ladies— the
local Good Shepherd nuns, to wit— constitute a feature
of the campaign of those saffron-sashed fanatics, who
(said his Grace) are

'
made up of a comparatively small

sectarian knot.' To them he applied the following scath-
ing words of Newman:'Therefore, ye Protestant champions, be sure to
shoot your game sitting. Keep yourselves under cover.
Choose someone who can be struck without striking,
whom it is easy to overbear, with whom it is safe to
play the bully. Let it be a prelate of advanced age and
habits, or some gentle nun, whose profession and habits
are pledges that she cannot retaliate. Triumph over the
old man and the woman. Open your wide mouth, and
collect your rumbling epithets and round your preten-
tious sentences, and discharge your concentrated malig-
nity on the defenceless. Let it all come down heavily on
them to their confusion, and a host of writers in print
and by post will follow up the outrage you have com-
menced.'

Archbishop Carr on Fanatics
Archbishop" Average fanatics have, like sharks, cold hearts, big
gapes, and no brains worth speaking about. Democritus
put out his eyes so that he might the better think. But
serious thinking is as inconsistent with bigotry as kindly
feeling is foreign to its savage nature. It is a keen hun-
ter, and, like the shark, ranges widely and swallows
with omnivorous and eager gulp every digestible and in-
digestible fish, flesh, and putrid sea-carrion that comes
its way. Your no-Popery bigot has, in other words, a
voracious appetite for stories of the monstrous and im-
possible, from romances about

' walled-up nuns
'

to the
coarse brutalities of non-Catholic gaol-birds and fallen
women like Maria Monk and Margaret Shepherd. The
organised campaigns of vilification, the propangada of
the gospel of hate and strife, are commonly headed by
half-educated or semi-illiterate clergy of a few minor de-
nominations who owe the Pope a handsome testimonial
for his extraordinary usefulness to their calling. With-
out him their occupation would be gone.

It is fortunate for the public peace that Catholics do
not imitate the tactice of their enemies, but exercise
self-control and moderation and practise that dignified
patience which is described as

' lying to and riding out
the gale.' This they did in the United States during the
savage and malevolent campaign of the A.P.A. (the
American Orangemen) a few years ago. In an article in
the 'North American Review

'
for June the learned and

broadmindedProtestant clergyman, Dr. Washington Glad-
den, wrote as follows in commendation of the bearing of
the Catholic body during those trying times :— 'During a
recent lamentable recrudescence of Protestant bigotry on
this continent, the moderation and wisdom of the Roman
Catholic clergy and the Roman Catholic people won the
grateful recognition of all good men. If they had not be-
haved much more like Christians than the zealots who
filled the air with baseless lies about them, the land
would have been deluged with blood.'

The same statement holds good so far as it relates to
the moderation, patience, and spirit of conciliation dis-
played by the Catholic hierarchy, clergy, and laity of
Australia under the furious and unprovoked onslaughts of
organised fanatics during the past few years.

Whilst

they (the Catholics),' said the Archbishop of Melbourne
in a recent discourse, ' would continue that policy, there
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nals, and goodly portions of their Conclave narratives
hold the same relation to fact as do the adventures of
llumpty-Dumpty and the exploits of the cow that jump-
ed over the moon.

Nothing could leak to the outer worldpast the well-
guarded portals of the Conclave. And thus for lack of

It was thus that we heard of the
grave, learned, and courtly Spanish Cardinals defiantly
puffing fat cigars throughout the halls of the Conclave.
Again, we were told that Cardinal Rampolla became
livid with disappointed rage when a veto was made
against him by an Austrian Cardinal. The real fact
was, that Cardinal Rampolla's habitual calm never de-
serted him, that he all along protested to his friends
against the heavy burden of papal care being thrown
upon his shoulders, and that he canvassed actively and
successfully in favor of Cardinal Sarto. It was, of
course, inevitable that we should hear the usual ringing
of the changes about

'
candidates,' cabals, caucuses, and

intrigues. There is not, in the ordinary acceptance of
the term, any such thing as a '

candidate' for the
papacy. There is no nomination. No man may vote, or
solicit votes, for himself. The electors at the late Con-
clave were men of learning, prudence, virtue, zeal. They
come from every sphere of life, they represent the
Church's democracy, and they owe their position to per-
sonal worth and distinguished service. There are few,
if any, in that august assemblage who desired to assume
the papal tiara, which, at least in the present circum-stances, is a crown of piercing thorns. The work of theConclave, too, was an act of religion. And its best
comment is the o\erwhelming choice, after a few briefsittings, of the peasant's son whose rise to the Chair of
St. Peter is welcomed by the Christian world.

stalked mysterious figures, the counterfeit presentment
of kings, emperors, and potentates. That, at least to
judge from some Continental papers, is the picture of
this last Conclave as it is painted for a world, which,
having read old history and modern novels, knows
exactly how Cardinals should behave. It would probably
be quite useless to protest that it is not a true picture.
There is always somebody who knows somebody who
has heard from somebody a very different tale. The old
traditional conception of a Conclave, being the growth of
centuries, is I'kely to endure for centuries more Also,
it must be confessed that, by the side of the stirring
sensations of melodrama, the reality of the decorous

cession was made, but Pius X. was literally carried intriumph to his cell, followed by a great concourse andpreceded by the cross. He was stopped every step ortwo by those anxious to kiss his ring and receive thePapal blessing, which the new Pontiff accorded withgreat benignity and patience. When he arrived at thedoor of his- cell the Pope turned and, raising his hands,
gave in a voice almost suffocated with emotion his be-nediction to the assembly, which received it on bended
knees.

After a short rest, imposed by the fatigue and emo-tion of his election, Pius X. joined his court in theDucal Hall for the solemn benediction which he was
about to give to the people of Rome. Although to ordi-nary eyes the confusion was as great as ever, to those
practised in the mysteries of the Vatican order was
coming out of the chaos, and the bearing of all in thepresence of the Pope was much more formal. The babelof voices sank at his approach, while none addressedhim
unless he spoke first. The formal salutations havingterminated, a procession was formed. In the centre was

The Pontiff in His White Robes,
his figure standing out above those surrounding him, hissilver hair gleaming under his white cap. He was sur-rounded by the Cardinals, still in their violet robes,andpreceded by the Pontifical cross.

The procession traversed many noble halls until itapproached the window looking into St. Peter's. Frombelow rose a murmur of voices which, althoughsubduedby distance, denoted the presence of a large concourse
of people. The Pope was seen to grow pale, and then,
turning to Cardinal Bacilieri, who stood beside him, hesaid :'NowIunderstand the emotion Pope Leo always
showed when going into St. Peter's to have-the eyes
of a great crowd focussed on him. It is almost terri-
fying.' Then followed the ceremony of blessing already
described.

Although the election was ended at 11 o'clock on
Tuesday morning and was announced to the world 49
minutes later by the appearance of the new Pope at the
window of St. Peter's, the Conclave was not formally
dissolved until half-past five o'clock in the afternoon.
The Cardinals then returned to their various apart-
ments in Rome, with the exception of Cardinals Oreglla
and Rampolla, who temporarily retain their official
suites in the Vatican, and Cardinal Herrero yEspinosa,

POPE PIUS X.

CLOSE OF THE CONCLAVE

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The Rome correspondent of aNew York secular paper
gives the following account of the impressive ceremonies
which took place in St. Peter's on the occasion of the
coronation of Pope Pius X. :—

The ceremony ot the coronation of Pope Pius X. took
place to-day (August 9) in the Basilica of St. Peter in
the presence of the princes and high dignitaries of the
Church, the diplomats and the Roman nobles, and with
all the solemnity and splendor associated with this most
magnificent rite of the Church. As Cardinal Macchi, the
Dean of the Cardinal Deacons, placed the triple crown
on the head of the venerable Pontiff, the throng of
70,000 persons gathered within the Cathedral burst into
unrestrained acclamations, the choir intoned a hymn of
triumph, and the bells of Rome rang out a joyful peal.
It is fifty-seven years since the Romans assisted at
such a function inSt. Peter's.

The Great Basilica
was overflowing with humanity. The Papal throne, a
bewildering mixture of gold, red, and silver, was elected
in front of the high altar. As, contrary to custom on
these ceremonious occasions, there were no galleries, the
Basilicabore more of its normal aspect than might have
been expected. On the altar, which was dressed inwhite, stood the famous silver-gilt candlesticks and a
magnificent crucifix. All the available standing space
within the Cathedral was divided into sections by wood-en barriers, which to a certain extent kept the vast
crowd in order.

Inside the Vatican Palace there was no less move-
ment and bustle as the Papal procession, composed of
about 500 people, all of whom had gathered early in the
Apostolic Palace, was formed. The Pope seemed to be
the only tranquil one among them all lie rose unusual-
ly early and took a few turns in the Vatican gardens.
Then he allowed himself to be dressed by the Cardinals.
He evinced no nervousness.

Just before entering the sedia gestatoria his Holiness
asked for his spectacles, and, when the master of ceie-
monies discreetly hinted that his Holiness would look
better without them, he said : 'Ihave no desire to ap-
pear what Iam not,' and, in fact, he wore them during
the entire ceremony.

The Central Figure
in the long cortege was Pius X., borne in the sediages'tatona. His heavy white robes and the red and gold
mitre were worn wiuiout an effort, making a vividcon-
trast to those memorable occasions on which Pope Leowore them, for Leo seemed always unable to supporttheir weight. Before leaving the Vatican the Pope wentto the Sistine Chapel to pray before the Blessed Sacra-
ment exposed therein, and then passed through the SalaRegia and the Constantine staircase into the portico of
the Basilica. He there seated himself on a throne erec-
ted directly before the Holy Door, and with seats around
for the members of the Sacred College, the Chapter of
St. Peter's, and the Papal Court.

The Pontift was exceedingly pale, but composed his
emotion. The low ceiling sent back an exquisiteecho of the'Tv Es Petrus,1 sung by the Sistine Choir, whose voiceswere heard outside in the piazza of St Peter's Car-
dinal Rampolla advanced, knelt, and kissed the hand of
the Pontiff He then presented in a firm voice the greet-
ings of the Chapter of St. Peter's, who, he said, lofferan act of obedience to your Holiness and wish you aprosperous and glorious Pontificate

(Holy Father, thus passes away thegloryoi the world). The procession then proceeded,the Pope'sface illuminated with a smile. At the Chapel of the BlessedSacrament there was another halt, and his Holiness leftthe sedia gestatoria and prayed awhile at the altar.On re-entering the chair he was carried to the Chapeltendeid by Cardinals Macchi, 'di Pietro, Segna, and Sera-of St. Gregory, where he assisted at a Mass, being at-fino Vannutelli.

Then all the Cardinals donned their silver copes andwhite mitres, and the Pope was borne to the throne
amid the renewed acclamations and the waving of hand-kerchiefs, fans and hats. The scene presented on his
mounting the throne formed a magnificent picture, towhich no pen could do justice.

From the throne Pius X., surrounded by his suite,
walked to the high altar, standing over the crypt of
St. Peter, into which meanwhile Cardinal Macchi de-scended to pray. The altar was surmounted by a bal-
dacchino supported by four historic bronze pillars taken
from the Parthenon. The appearance of the Pope inthat elevated position called forth another burst of
enthusiasm. The Pope then blessed the altar, and after
he had said the ' Indulgentiam,1 the maniple, a symbol
of the cord with which Christ was bound on His cap-ture, was placed with great ceremony upon the Pope's
arm. At the same time prayers for the coronationwere
recited by Cardinals Vannutelli, Mocenni, Agliardi, and
Satolli.

Returning from the crypt, Cardinal Macchi placed
upon the shoulders of the Pope

The Pontifical Pallium,
attached it with three golden jewelled pins.

Mass was then celebrated, the voice of the Pope be-
coming gradually more firm and sonorous until it waseven audible in the most distant corner of the immense
church. Following this, Cardinal Macchi performed the
rite of incensing the Pope, whom he subsequently kissed
three times on the cheeks and chest, as did Cardinals
Segna and Vannutelli. Upon the Pope's return to the
throne the Cardinals offered their last obedience to the
Pontiff, kissing his hand and feet and being embracedby
him twice in turn. The bishops and archbishops kissed
his foot and his hand which was covered with a cope and
rested on his right knee, while the abbots kissed onlyhis
foot.

The Holy Father then walked to the Shrine of St.
Peter for the culminating rites of the extremely fatigu-
ing ceremony. The whole Sacred College gathered about
the Pope, singing Palestrina's

'
Corona Aurea Super

Caput Ejus,' while the choir also burst forth into song.
Cardinal Macchi then recited the

'
Pater Noster

'
and

offered the following prayer :
'

Omnipotent and ever-
eternal God, Institutor of the clergy and Author of
sovereignty, grant Thy servant, Pius X., grace fruitfully
10 govern Thy Church so that he who, by Thy clem-
ency, becomes and is crowned as Father of Kings and
Rector of all the Faithful, through Thy wise disposition
may govern well.'' Amen,' rang out from all corners of the Cathe-
dral, from the choir, the people, the clergy, and the
patricians.

The Coronation.
Cardinal Deacon Segna then raised the Pontiff's

mitre, and Senior Cardinal Deacon Macchi placed on the
venerable white head the triple crown. At this moment
the church was filled with the ringing of bells, the blow-
ing of silver trumpets, the triumphant strains of the
choir, and the acclamations of the multitude.

When comparative silence had been restored, Cardinal
Macchi addressed the Pope in Latin, as follows:

'
Re-

ceive the tiara ornamented with three crowns. Remem-
ber, thou art the Father of Princes and Kings, the
Rector of the World, the Vicar on Earth of our Saviour
Jesus Christ, who is the honor and glory of all cen-
turies.''

Amen ! Amen !
' again burst forth from the con-

Pope Pius "was quite overcome, and had scarcely

strength left to impart the apostolic benediction. The
procession then reformed and left the Basilica in the
same form as it came.

A Contrast.
It appears that when Queen Alexandra was youngthe loyal Orangemen of Belfast were so roughly enthus-iastic in their reception of her and the then Prince ofWales that she was terrified, almost to fainting. Thescene was almost as wild as if the Belfasters mistookthe Princess for a Papist and meant to murder her. Shehad never before, in love or war, encountered a BelfastOrange mob, so doubtless the Queen would not return tothe northern capital of Ireland unless she could be safelrom even the over-hearty welcome of the Lodges. Itwas curious, too, that the visit to Belfast occupied justthree hours, and that every iunction was earned outwith absolutely lightning-like rapidity. But in Dublinthings went on more pleasantly, and were strictly in ac-cordance with the tolerant character of the King Thepresent Lord Mayor (Mr. T. Harrington, M.P.) could not

consistently with the political views of the majority
of the Corporation and his own pledge ontaking office, present a formal address of welcome totheir Majesties, as to, do so would be to foreswear a
promise he is under to accept no honors from the mon-arch so long as our legitimate demands for self-govern-
ment are uncomplied with. But it was plainly under-stood that every party welcomed the Royal visitors asthe honored guests of the Irish people, and everythingwas done to show this so plainly that the King appearsto have been thoroughly pleased with his reception.

The Queen at Catholic Institution?,
The visit of her Majesty to the Hospice for theDying was the most touching incident of the week. This

Hospice, the only institution of its kind in the world,
was the thought of an Irish Sister of Chanty, and is
under the care of the Sisters of that Order in their con-
vent at Harold's Cross, a subuibof Dublin Here nonecome but those for whom there is no place in an ordi-nary hospital Into the latter only those are admitted
for whom there is some hope of cure For the actually
dying, whose days are numbered, there is no admittance
into hospitals. There are hospitals for such as have
incurable diseases which may drag on for months or
years ; but there was no haven for those who are pass-
ing away in the midst of crowded, noisy, poverty-
stricken homes : tenements often so thronged that, even
with the best intentions on the part of the inhabitants,
there can be no privacy, no peace, no quiet hours, no
bodily rest or care for the poor dying man or woman,
no hours of silent preparation for the weary soul about
to face its Creator For such as these the Sisters of
Chanty opened a Hospice in what was once a Quaker
gentleman's country residence. At first a few beds,
whereon a few tired-out hearts at last found comfort for
soul and mind, then passed away peacefully amid holy
surroundings, a nun's gentle hand closing the eyes that
had done for ever with scenes of human misery Now a
magnificent hospice stands in the midst of trees and
flowers, whither hundreds annually come to die in peace
This was the one Catholic institution visited by the
Queen, who, attended by his (Jia.ec Archbishop Walsh
and two of the Sisters, went horn bed to bed m certain
of the ward1-, giving flowers and speaking a kind, woman-
ly word to each dying inmate From Harold's Cross her
Matesty went to the Hospital for Incuiablcs, which is
both for Catholic and Protestant patiervts

Dublin Urchins.
Of course it would not be Ireland without some good

scenes here and there during the Royal \isit. One of the
most amusing was during a review in Phoenix Park,
when a number of urchins, peiched up in the branches
of a tiee, saluted their Maiestics with a lustily sung'
Ireland a nation once again !

'
and then, to show they

bore no personal grudge to their wsilors, they struck up'God sa\e the King,' his Majesty laughingly and cor-
dially waving his hat to the little fellows, and the
Queen ewdently eniovmg the scene heartily.

At night the illuminations, which were on a magni-
ficent scale, were viewed by such \ast throngs that the
one subject of suipnse is how such traffic could have
been carried on without a single accident. Nothing but
universal order and good humor on the part of both
people and police Where all the tram cars came from,
no one could tell; where so many carriages, cabs, drags,
and outside cars were found is a mystery ; on went four
streams, vehicles and foot passengers, the latter in
serried ranks, and under the very horses' noses, all,
even the horses, in such good temper that no bitch
occurred, and Iheard of ladies, who had failed in secur-
ing vehicles, walking through the whole city at night
just as safely as if it were mid-day.

The Royal Visit.
The visit of the King and Queen has been a perfect

success. Be it well understood, they did not receive
the welcome that is in store for them if ever the day
comes that we hope for, when Ins Majesty will come as
the wise peacemaker, with power in his hands (willing
hands, very many believe) to re-constitute Ireland a
nation. The welcome ho would get in Dublin then would
astonish even a King. But King Edward and the Queen
were received respectfully, kindly, and gracefully by the
entire capital ;more so, in truth, by the Catholics and
Nationalists than by the Protestants, As a matter of
fact, while the Catholic people are thoroughly loyal to
Ireland, they know how to appreciate and reciprocate
the goodwill that has been hitherto shown towards them
by this King, and they are willing hopefully to credit
him with sincerity in the manifest effort to propitiate
them he has made. The Protestants, on the contrary,
cannot rid themselves of their deep-rooted antipathy to
any act that might lead to such freedom of education
and government as would place the Irish Catholics in
full possession of whatever power they could honestly
and fairly gain under equitable laws that would simply
mean

—
the fittest man foremost, without any favor. A

long course of forcible possession of all that gives' power
is apt to dull the sense of justice, and, rightly or wrong-
ly, our Protestant, and even such of our Catholic fellow-
countrymen as have won place and power by concession
of principle, secretly dread a King who seems to have
been keeping his eyes open for years past,
and who appears to have learned the wise
lesson that it is better to be loved than
feared. We did not

'
enthuse

'
gushingly, but we

gave a self-respecting, kindly, and sympathetic greeting
to our Royal visitors that was probably more appre-
ciated than any other greeting would be under the cir-
cumstances, for the good will expressed was sincere.

Queen Alexandra.
Dublin and the eight miles of road that lead to the

capital from Kingstown looked their prettiest. The
whole route was lavishly decorated, and the way lined
by spectators, many of whom were in half mourning on
account of the news received from Rome, the tidings of
the death of the great Pontiff, Leo XIII. It was grate-
fully noted that Queen Alexandraand her daughter wore
mourning colors, an act of good taste that was appre-
ciated by all Catholics. The King looked thoroughly
well pleased ; a rather handsome and very gentlemanly
man, but Ithink all the women had eyes only for the
Queen, who is not only every bit as youthful-looking and
beautiful as her well-known portraits, but, better still,
very earnest and sweet-looking, though at times she
appears exceedingly nervous and grave. The Princess Vic-
toria is very like her mother, but has not her beauty,
and is somewhat stolid in appearance, as if she had no
part In or took no interest in the proceedings that so
closely concern her father and mother.

The same compliment was paid to the Dublin people
on this Royal entry as was paid when Queen Victoria
last visited Dublin :the guards rode at a long distance
from the Royal carriage, which means that the visitors
trusted the people. At the same time, wherever the
King and Queen subsequently drove about Dublin, it was
noticed that two or more plainly-dressed men on bicy-
cles preceded and followed the cortege. These were pu-
vate detectives ;though of what use they could be. were
there any foreign anarchists in the streets, I cannot
imagine, for in Dublin all who chose to do so could re-
main in lino within about a foot of the carriages, one
policeman only to about a thousand spectators, so that
nothing would have been easier than to do mischief
had anyone been 90 inclined. Strange to say, enormously
strong wooden barricades were brought over
from England to Belfast, and were erec-
ted all along the route of the Royal pro-
gress, a proceeding which caused a great deal
of painful overcrowding and likewise much comment un-
complimentary to his Majesty's loyal Orange subjects,
who were the only people in Ireland so penned in. In
Belfast, also, most gruesome preparations, of a kind un-
dreamt of in Dublin, were made, as if for wholesale
slaughter : there were no less than fifty poles marked
with red crosses, and near these fifty stretchers, with
surgeons, nurse-tenders, and medical appliances, all ready
for the fray.

On the Royal yacht arriving in Queenstown Harbortheir Majesties the King and Queen sailed in the warship
Vivid up the Lee to Cork city, and received a very warmwelcome on landing. Driving to the Racecourse, the
King presentednew colors to a couple of Irish regi-
ments, and afterwards paid a visit to the Cork Exhibi-tion, where a number of addresses were presented. In
reply to these his Majesty expressedhimself highly plea-
sed with his visit, and before leavinghe summoned Mr.
HoracePlunkett on board the Royal yacht and bestowedonhim the Order of Knighthood, making him a Knight
of the Royal Victorian Order. The King on leaving
Ireland directed the publication of an address to the
Irish people expressing his acknowledgments for the kind-ness and goodwill shown him. His expectations, hesaid, had been exceeded, and wherever he had gone, in
town or country, he had been received with loyalty and
affection which had made an enduring impressionon his
heart. Lord Iveagh, who was formerly Mr. Guinness, of
porter fame, intimated a gift of £50,000 to be

apleasant reminder of the essentially democratic constitu-tion of the Church. In that essential democracy lies theappeal of the Church to the imagination of men The
prince and the peasant, the aristocrat and the dreamerof a new order are the same in the contemplationof themost democratic society in the world. Holiness of lifeand fibre.of mind are the only things considered.1 Ano-ther American paper, the < New World,1 says: 'Mentalk of the opportunities existing in a republic. Wherecan greater opportunities exist than in the CatholicChurch ? Peter, the Fisherman, became head of theChurch in the first century, and in the, twentieththe sonof a peasant becomes Pope. Down through the yearsthere have been shepherd Popes and peasant Popes, andPopes of noble blood, and Popes of no blood. It is nomarvel the Church is universally called the Church of thePoor. There is no institution on earth that is so demo-cratic. Imagine, if you can, the kings of Austria, andSpain, and Portugal, and Germany, and other rulers ofthe world paying court to the son of humble Italianparents, who is himself a poor man, and who has abrother selling sausages and tobacco; yet this will takeplace to-morrow and next year and the year after. Evi-dently neither blood nor money counts in attaining thePapacy.1 *

Adrian IV.— the solitary Englishman who occupied
the papal throne— was the son of a poor bargeman androse by sheer merit and conspicuous talent from the
humble position of lay-brother in the Langley monastery
to that of visible Head of the Church on earth. SixtusV. was one of the greatest of the long line of occupants
of the See of St. Peter. This remarkableman began life
as a herdsboy, and rose by his commanding genius to
the headship of the Franciscan Order, the Cardinalate,
and finally to the Papal throne. The triple crown of the
papacy has oftener adorned the brow of the peasant than
of the aristocrat. What is known as the middle class has
probably furnished by far the most numerous contingent
to the long roll of the Roman Pontiffs. But the Popes
from the nether ranks have almost invariably been the
men that have left the deepest and most lasting impress
upon their generation. The peasant-Pope, Pius X., has
succeeded to the scion of an ancient noble house. Leo
was a diplomatist and scholar, but he was still more
the friend of the poor, and he set his hand to the solu-
tion of the knotty problems of labor and capital and
other thorny subjects that are full of menace to the civ-
ilisation of our time. Pius X. has inherited the social
policy of Leo XIII. As parish priest, bishop, and pat-
riarch, he took a keen and active interest in the agricul-
tural banks and many other activities of Catholic social
work for the improvement of the condition of the rural
and civic populations of northern Italy. The exalted
position which he now holds as head of the greatest
world-power on earth will give him the opportunity of
putting into operation over a wider field the beneficent
principles which he exercised with so much profit to his
flocks in the lesser spheres from which his own great
merit has raised him.

In connection with the question in dispute between
Dean Burke and Bishop Nevill (the Roman Episcopateof
St. Peter) we may quote an editorial utterance from a
recent issue of the

'Living Church,' an organ of Bishop
Nevill's co-religionists, the Protestant Episcopalians, in
the United States. It takes the shape of an answer- to
a correspondent, and runs as- follows :—

4 N.S.B.— The Roman claim that St. Peter was Bis-
hop of Rome rests on early tradition, dating from the
second century. That, with St. Paul, he was instrumen-
tal in founding the Church in that city is almost beyond
dispute. Beyond that, it is wholly impossible to say
what were the respective local relations of the two
Apostles to the Church of Rome. The tradition thatSt.
Clement was ordained by St. Peter as Bishop of the
See rests- on at least a probable foundation. The exact
length of St. Peter's residence in Rome, which is given
by modern Roman controversialists, is little more than
a guess, and is almost certainly much overstated.'
Bramhall, Lardner, G rotius, Liebnitz, Hall, Palmer,
and other learned Protestant historians and divines are
not so coy, half-hearted, and fact-shy as the

'Living
Church.' They assert the Roman episcopate of St. Peter
4 sans phrase.'

One man may
steal a sheep, while another may not look over the
fence. The 4 passive resistance

is a widespread conspiracy against

the enforcement of the law. Its object is to defeat the
Education Act of last year by refusal to pay the rates
levied in pursuance of that statute, which was carried
by large majorities in tooth Houses of Parliament, after
full discussion by representatives of the people elected
on a register approaching the ideal of manhood suffrage.
The passive resisters have not been proclaimed. No
Coercion Act has been proposed to bring them within
closer meshes of conspiracy and intimidation. A passive
movement of the character of the United Irish League
has the monopoly of that kind of exceptional legislation
in the Three Kingdoms. The United Irish League, by
its passive action, effectually prevented disorders and
promoted the just administration of the land code and
the necessary reform of its abuses. Passiveness in the
public was met with police provocation in Ireland. In
England passiveness is translated into riot, and the
Prime Minister contents himself with the writing of
long and persuasive epistles addressed to the reasonable
people who indulge in what he would call in Ireland
organised disorder and resistance to the law and its
agents.'

DIOCESE OF DUNEDIN

' It is rather a pity,' says a Dunedin secular paper,

a challenge to fight, seeing that the Catholic hierarchy
allowed the installation— or whatever they call it— of
the last Archbishop of Canterbury to proceed without
comment. The Bishop and Dean Burke have apparently
both been training hard on a Eusebius-Irenaeus-Tertul-
lian diet, and the combatants entered the ring with the
betting about evens. To those who are in a position to
judge, the fight ought to be awarded to the Dean, his
logic being weightier and his knowledge of the subject
being better than that of his opponent.'
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The Admiralty declines to listen to the strong re-
presentations that Lyttelton is the best port of depar-
ture for the Antarctic relief expedition.

The Agricultural Department has been advised of an
outbreak of anthrax on Mr. Campbell's farm at Kaupo-
konui, in the Taranaki district. Three cows have cuc-
cumbed to the disease. It is understood that imported
bones were used to manure the paddocks in which the
animals had been grazing.

We have to thank the secretary of the Fremantle
Catholic Institute for a copy of the syllabus for the cur-
rent year. The Institute has a library of over 400 vol-
umes by popular authors. The receipts for the half year
onded June 30 were over £90, which shows that there is
a goodly roll of members.

An English company has decided to start trawling
operations on a large scale in New Zealand waters. The
company's representative, who arrived from London by
the Gothic, states that its operations will embrace the
whole of the deep-sea fishing areas off the New Zealand
coast It is proposed to employ 10 trawlers, and these
will be built in the Colony if shipbuilders will undertake
to produce boats in accordance with Grinisby specifica-
tions.

At St. Francis's Church, Thames, on Sunday evening
(September 6) during Vespers a life-size statue of the
Sacred Heart was solemnly and impressively unveiled and
blessed by the Right Rev. Mgr. O'Reilly, in the presence
of a large congregation. The statue, a beautiful work,
imported from Sydney, was kindly presented by Mrs S.
McDonnell, in memory of her late husband, Mr. Edwaid
McDonnell, so well and favorably known to the residents
of the Thames and surrounding districts.

The authorities propose to proceed immediately with
the rebuilding of the Stoke Orphanage, day labor being
employed, as the tenders received were considered ex-
cessive. The bricks for the purpose will be made on
the ground, as the property has an excellent bed of
clay particularly suited for the purpose. This item
alone will necessarily result in a great saving, and it is
expected the total cost of the building will not exceed
the estimate of the architect. The Catholics of Nelson,
with their enercetic and popular pastor, the Rev. George
Mahony, who has just been gazetted legal manager of
the orphanage, are actively engaged in making prepara-
tions for holding a monster bazaar in aid of the build-
ing fund. This will take place in February and will be
accompanied by an art union. The Rev. Father Mahcny
and his committee earnestly trust that the Catholics of
other districts will generousjy contribute articles for the
bazaar and prices for the art union. Such donations will
be gratefully and thankfully received.
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The annual social of members of St. Joseph's Cathe-dral Ouoir was held in St. Paul's Schoolroom on Fri-
day evening. Various forms of amusement were provid-
ed, among which was an euchre tournament. During
the evening songs were rendered by Miss Leonard and
Mr. Errington. At an interval in the proceedings Mrs.
Nolan (nee Miss Pearson) was presented by her fellow-
choristers with a set of toilet accessories in honor of
her recent marriage, and as a token of the appreciation
of the services rendered by her to the choir. The pre-
sentation was made by Mr. Woods, chairman of the com-
mittee, who referred in highly complimentary terms to
the many kindnesses of Mrs. Nolan. The arrangements
made by the committee were all that could be desired,
and contributed largely to the success of the gathering.

There is nothing to add to what has already been
said elsewhere of Cardinal Sarto's public life in Venice.
*)i his private life one can only say that its main char-
acteristic is its absolute simplicity and modesty. He is
reported to be even more frugal in the matter of meals
than Leo XIII.himself, and, though bearing himself with
a great natural dignity on all occasions, is no lover of
outward pomp and state. In nearly every respect he
offers a strong contrast to his predecessor. But Pontiffs,
when once they have assumed pontifical names, have a
way of resembling each other more closely than their
personal difference in character would lead one to be-
lieve, and it would be premature to prophesy yet any
radical chages in the Vatican itself. This, at least, may
be said of the new Pontift— if it was desirable to have an
Italian Pope, it was even more desirable to have one
who, like Giuseppe Sarto, combined the very best quali-
ties of the Italian character

Physique of the Irish Race
We (' Saturday Review ') have often been struck by

the astonishing number of Irishmen to be found among
American athletes It is scarcely too much to say that
the greatest weight-putters, hammer-throwers, and jum-
pers in Britain and the States have all been Irishmen,
or of Irish extraction. The success of the Americans in
the Palma competition at Bisley, though done in the
main to the perfection, we may say the excessive per-
fection, of their weapon, may be claimed as an Irish
victory. The first three names were all Irish— surely an
extraordinary instance of the way in which Irishmen
come to the front as soon as they leave their own
country. But, in these days, Ireland is being claimed as
the play-ground of the Empire One may hope that it
will become a playground on which Irishmen will re-
main to develop their native genius. We,have heard
much lately of the degeneration of British physique." It
is probable that the physique of the men in some parts
of Ireland is the best in the civilised world, not exclud-
ing the Sikhs ;and perhaps the Tawarcks only excel them
fiom among the less civilised. As to the perfection of
the weapon which these three Irishmen held so straight,
i is said that the elevation, the test of the gun, and its

sights, rather than the man's steadiness were perfectly
accurate in every shot fired by the American team.

AN APPRECIATION
The Rome correspondent of the London

'Times,'
writing on August 5, supplied the following sketch of
the new Pope's career and character, the particularsbe-
ing gleaned from trustworthy sources :—

Riese, the birthplace of Giuseppe Sarto, is a very
small country town of some 5000 inhabitants a little to
the north of Uastlefranco Veneto, which is its nearest
station on the railway between Vicenza and Treviso. The
family of the new Pope, simple people of the peasant
class, was fairly large, and he has still living one bro-
ther, Angelo, a collector in the post office of Granzie,
near Mantua; three sisters who are married, and threeunmarried, two of whom have been living with him in
Venice. His mother, who is also living, still inhabits
the little house where the future Pope was born and
where the Patriarch of Venice was wont to pay her not
infrequent visits. Absolutely simple and modest in his
own ideas, Giuseppe Sarto, even after he became Car-
dinal, had no wish to change the position or way of life
of his family. His sisters are married respectively to a
tailor, a sacristan,^ and an innkeeper, and their husbands
still ply their several professions on the most modest
scale.

As a child Giuseppe Sarto was first sent to the
parish school of Riese to learn the rudiments of letters
and religion. His aptitude induced his family to send
him to a school in Castlefranco Veneto, where he won
a small scholarship wihich had been given to the school
by a former Patriarch of Venice. Thence he passed first
to the seminary of Treviso atid afterwards to that of
Padua, distinguishing himself in the study of theology,
and in 1858 was ordained priest. He was sent first as
curate to the parish of Tombola, where he remained
nine years. In 1867 he was appointed palish pnest oi
Salzano. This promotion seemed to many of his col-
leagues over-sudden, and some complaints were made on
account of the youth of the new pastor— he was then
32— but his zeal in his new post soon satisfied them of
his fitness to hold it. Here he remained nine years
more, attracting the attention of his Bishop by the
devotion and tact with which he discharged his parish
duties.

A parish priest in a very small and unimportant
country parish, at the age of 40, Giuseppe Sarto can
hardly be said to have been specially fa\ored by for-
tune At this period of his life, however, the tide
began to turn for him decidedly, if at first slowly The
Bishop of Treviso had long marked his exceptional qual-
ities, and in 1875 made him a canon of the Cathedral. In
1876 he relinquished his parish for his canonry, becoming
at the same time a professor of ecclesiasticalhistory in
the seminary of Treviso, and afterwards episcopal chan-
cellor and vicar-general of the diocese. On the death of
the Bishop the Chapter of Treviso showed their appre-
ciation of his merits by unanimously electing him \icar
of the Chapter. He then passed to the diocese of Man-
tua, where for two years he was rector of the seminary.
Here he attracted the notice of Leo XIII, who, in 1884,

Created Him Bishop of that City
The excellent results that he had achieved under such

difficult conditions won the sympathy and protectorship
of a powerful protector in the shape of Cardinal Paroc-
chi, then intimately connected with Venice. It was
partly owing to his good offices that, in 1893, Sarto was
summoned to Rome by Leo XIII , and created a Cardi-
nal in the Consistory of June 12 that year. Three days
later, on June 15, he was appointed to the vacant Pat-
riarchate of Venice. This appointment gave rise to a
political incident which, at the time, made a certain
stir. The Italian 'Government refused to grant the'exequatur ' on the score that this nomination was a
right inherited by the new kingdom of Italy from the
ancient Republic of Venice. The Holy See, on the other
hand, held that the nominations which used to be made
by the Republic of Venice were only made under favor of
a special privilege, granted temporarily to the Republic,
which could not be transmitted to the heirs of the Re-
public. It was while this dispute was still going on that

.c late King Humbert visited Venice for the purpose'of
meeting the German Emperor. The Cardinal Patriarch
waited on him there, and the King expressed his perso-
nal sympathy with the new Patriarch, and his regret
that the question should have arisen. Crispi, who was
then Prime Minister, also had a great respect and liking
for the ex-Bishop of Mantua, and it was not long before
the Italian Government yielded on the legal point and
granted his

' exequatur '
His work in Venice was as successful as that in Man-

tua. The Venetian authorities found in him
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THE NEW POPE A Man of Great Common Sense,
and, moreover, one who was strongly imbued with theprinciple of giving to Caesar that which was Caesar's.Cardinal Sarto has often been accused by his Liberalopponents with time-serving. The accusation was mainly
due to the annoyance that they felt at his never givingcause for offence.^.He recognised the great desirability of
working in harmony with the official authorities and didhis best, without yielding any crucial points, to preserve
that harmony. Of the Sindaoo, Count Grimani, he be-
came a personal friend, and il was no time-serving mot-
ive that allowed him to take part in the official cere-
mony of laying the foundation stone of the new Cam-panile, when he stood before the people of Venice in
company with the Count of Turin and the Italian Minis-
ter Nasi. Heacted then as agood Venetian, and also as
a Cardinal-Bishop who had the true sense of the dig-
nity of his office. And it was no time-serving motive
that brought him later to the ante-chamber of King Vic-
tor Emmanuel when the latter visited Venice. That was
an act of courtesy which the King himself certainly did
not misunderstand.

He bequeathed £4000 tothe late Bishop of Salford for the time being, in trust,
to found burses at Ushaw College, near Durham, fortraining priests for the diocese of Salford; £1000 to theCatholic Protection and Rescue Society, £1000 to thebt. Joseph's Society of the Sacred Heart for foreign
missions, and £830 to the St. Peter's Brotherhood forthe education of priests.
A Venerable Prelate

The Right Rev. Mgr. Goddard was the first Englishpriest raised to the dignity of a Domestic Prelate by
the late Sovereign Pontiff. He was nominated by Pope
Pius IX., and received notice of his nomination on Feb-ruary Bth, 1878, the day after the death of this greatPope. Pope Leo XIII. was elected on February 20th ofthe same year, and on March 19th, the Feast of St.Joseph, patron of the Universal Church, the Brief of ap-
pointment—' sub annulo Piscatoris '—was duly signed andforwarded to the new Prelate. The Monsignor is pro-bably the senior English Prelate, and he is this yearkeeping the silver jubilee of his appointment.

The centenary of the Benedictine Abbey of Ample-forth, commemorating the hundredth anniversary of thesettlement, after many wanderings, of the exiled com-
munity of St. Lawrence's in their present home in thebeautiful Vale of Mowbray, was celebrated with muchsuccess and rejoicing during the last week in July. The
celebrations extended over three days, during which up-
wards of a hundred guests were entertained within theAbbey walls , and a large number of distinguished visi-tors, clerical and lay, graced the proceedings by theirpresence. The news of the death of Pope Leo XIII. was
a saddening incident at the outset of the celebration,
and prevented some of the expected priests from coming.

The French Government have issued the following
notice to members of dissolved Congregations :— 'Under
the law of 1901 any member of a dissolved Congregation
who has no means of earning a living or who can show
that he has contributed by his personal work to the in-
crease of the Congregation's property, is entitled to
claim from the liquidator an allowance which shall be
paid out to him either in capital amount or in theshape
of a pension. This claim must be made within six
months of the appointment of a liquidator over the Con-
gregation's property. As regards* the Congregations of
men whose demand for authorisation was rejected last
March, claims must be sent in before the Ist of October
in the present year.

long block,' as
New Yorkers reckon, of walls and floors inlaid with
colored marbles, of gigantic statues, gieat pictuies,
huge columns. Four piers carry the huge dome, and each
of these pillars alone is laiger than not a few whole
churches in New York. The

' baldacclnno,' mark-
ing the tom"b of St Peter and the high altar where
only Popes say Mass, seems a light, graceful canopy,
yet it towers a hundied feet, and its columns are like
trunks of great trees. The nave is twenty feet higher
than the span of the Brooklyn Bridge ; the dome, low
and massive as it looks from a distance, rises far taller
than any

'
sky-scraper.'

anf £ hantable man> built a new wing and spent£10,000 of his own money on it, and took up his resi-dence there, and will it be believed, that although henever transferred this wing in any way to the Benedic-tines, and thought it was, therefore, his own propertyhe has been turned out of it and his property therewhich cost £10,000, is gone, and even his own privateproperty-his furniture, his books-he had the greatestdifficulty inretaining. It seems inconceivable. The com-plaint which the Douai Benedictines make is not abouttheir expulsion. They were there, in a sense,Iagree asguests of the French nation, enjoying French hospitalityon French soil. If France wished to withdraw that hos-pitality and put them out of the country that is a mat-ter for France. We have no right to complain, althoughwe know such conduct is a reproach to the civilisationof the 20th century. WhatIam complainingof here is

priua.te ProPert7 of these English gentlemen, whodevoted their lives and all their English money to theeducation of English students. Surely the boast hasalways been of the British Government that they candeiend the property as well as the lives of their fellow-subjects in all parts of the world. The Benedictines nat-urally appealed to the Government, and Abbot Gasquetthe head of the Order in England, entered into communi-cation with Lord Lansdowne upon the subject Iwillread some extracts from the correspondence to showihe attitude taken up by the Foreign Office on this mat-ter. Abbot Gasquet wrote on the 19th of April fromDouai —'We have been repeatedly assuredby the autho-rities of ibis town, including the Mayor and the Depu-

ties to the Chamber, that the laws lately passed in re-gard to the French religious corporations would not befouna to affect our position as a wholly English estab-lishment. Beyond this, the English ambassador in Parisdeclared most positively that even if our college shouldbe closed by an application of the laws there could be inour case nothing in the way of confiscation of goodsnorany taking possession of our movables with a view to acompulsory sale of what was unquestionably the pro-perty of English subjects. Iwas astonished, therefore,
to find on my arrival here yesterday, that not only hada decree been received directing that this establishmentshould be closed within three months, but that a " liq-uidator

"
had been appointed and had commenced his

work of sequestering ourgoods and compiling an inventory
with a view to their being sold.' He enclosed with thatletter to Lord Lansdowne a memorandum setting forththe history of the college, and showing how the founda-
tion was made from purely English money. Here is theanswer Abbot Gasquet received frbm the Foreign Office:'
Iam to inform you that the Benedictine college atDouai, being situate in France, is governed by the laws

of that country, and not by the laws of England. HisMaiesty's ambassador in Paris took every step whichwas possible in the interests of the English bodies in
France durine; the consideration of the Associations Bill
in the Chamber of Deputies, but it is beyond the power
of his Majesty's Government to interfere to protect the
community at Douai from the operation of the law of
the country in which their establishment is situate.'Abbot Gasquet replied to that letter on the sth of May
as follows :—

'
Imade no appeal to you to use the in-

firence and authority of the British Government to en-
able us to stay in France in opposition to the law clos-
ing; similar establishments. My appeal was as English-men for

The Protection of Our Property— all of which is undoubtedly English— from the confisca-tion by the French Government, which not only threatensit, but which has already begun.' Lord Lansdowne re-
plied to that letter to say :

'
His Majesty's ambassador

at Paris is fully aware of the circumstances of the case,
and has done what is possible to obtain considerate
treatment for the English Benedictines, but his Majesty's
Government have no locus standi for further interven-
tion. The points raised in your letter will, however, be
carefully examined in consultation with Sir Edmond
Monson and the law officers of the Crown.' They had no
locus standi in Venezuela ? It is always the boast of
the English Government that they have locus standi
whore robbery and oppressionare meted out to their sub-
iccts Then came the final letter from Abbot Gasquet,
in which he stated: 'The question Iraised was a claim
for compensation for the confiscation of British pro-
perty by the application of the new French laws. It is
not a question of law, for, as Iunderstand, no question
of law arises as to a claim for compensation made by
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MR REDMOND ON THEIR EXPULSION
The confiscation of the property of the English Bene-dictines of Douai by the French Government was thesubject of a debate in the Imperial Parliament on July23. The question was raised by Mr. John Redmondwho, after reminding the House that it was always theboast of the British Government that it had an arm loneenough and strong enough to protect British subjectsthroughout the world, went on to say :— Now Iamquite aware of the fact that it is not competent for meon this occasion to discuss the policy which the French.Government has been pursuing with reference to theseOrders in France. Whatever our individual ideas uponthat subject may be, and however strongly some of usmay believe that that policy is a disgrace to Christen-dom, at the same time it would not be in order for meto enter upon a discussion of that kind at this momentThe point Idesire to raise is a very narrow and avery simple one, and does not call in question the gen-eral policy of the French Government with reference tothe expulsion of these Orders from France. The history

of the Benedictine establishment at Douai is a most in-teresting one. The foundation dates back to the seven-teenth century. It was established entirely by
English Money and by Englishmen,

and it has devoted itself entirely to the education ofEnglish youths, and, asIunderstand, it has not beenpossible lor this institution either to have French priestsamongst them or to educate a French boy. The pro-perty of the institution was always recognised by theFrench Government as English property. It is very in-teresting to remember that at the time of the great Re-volution, when the National Assembly in Paris orderedthe suppression of all si..alar religious institutionsthroughout the country, a special exception was madein the case of Douai on the distinct ground that it wasBritish property. But shortly afterwards, when warbroke out between France and this country, the propertywas seized by the French Government because it wasBritish property. The National Convention decreed thearrest of British subjects and the confiscation of theirproperty, and under that order tne monks of Douai werearrested and sent to gaol and their property confiscatedBut after a while, when Napoleon came upon the scenea better frame of mind sprang up in France. Investiga-
tions whether this property should be given back wereset on foot. Some of it could not be returned becauseit was destroyed. Other parts of it were intact and
could be restored. What happened was this, that a sumof money amounting, Ibelieve, to something like £300,000was given by the French Go\ernment to the English
Government as compensation for that portion of the pro-perty which had been ruined and destroyed, and the Bri-tish Government, when it came to the distribution ofthe money to their subjects, held that because this pro-
perty lad been used for Catholic purposes— that being
before the Catholic Emancipation Act was passed— they
conld not restore it, and they did not restore it, and, Ibelieve, from that day to this it has remained in theirhands But Ionly mention that incidentally, becausethat is not at all the property Iam speaking of now.Iput the question whether they ought not to get a shaieof that £300,000 aside altogether. I am not dealing
with the property which was destroyed at the time ofthe Revolution and which remained intact and which wasgiven back to them, I think, in the year 1818. Fiomthat day to this this institution remained therewith the
enjoyment of its property, and nobody suggested that itwas anything else than British property, and the Gov-ernment themselves do not deny that it is essentially
British property. When the Law was passed in France
for the suppression of collegiate institutions of thiskind everybody thought, that by reason of the past his-
tory of the institution the new Law would not apply
to it at all, and the monks of Douai were informed hy
the British representative in France that in theiropinion

They Would be Perfectly Safe,
but notwithstanding that, to make assurance doubly
sure, they sent in a petition for authorisation. Theirpetition for authorisation was never even examined. Theexamination was refused, and they were told that at the
end of two or three months they would have to leavetheir college, and when the time was up, to their intense
surprise, not only were they forced to Irave, but an offi-
cial of the Government walked in and seized their entire
property. Their country house and grounds, their college
buildings, their chapels, their library of 20,000 bool-s,
even their personal property was seized and they wereturned out with the clothes on their backs ard their bre-viaries. Every penny of this property was British pro-perty invested by British subjects for British purposes,
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law. The Government had done the very best they
could for the Benedictines at Douai.

On the 10th August, 1853, Van Dieman's Land cele-
'

brated the official notification of the abolition of trans-
portation, and medals v%ere struck in honor of the event.
By a strange coincidence it was also the jubilee of thecolony, and it was further marked by a change in the
name of the island. Van Dieman's Land disappearedand
was leplaced by Tasmania. The people passed out of
Ihe darkness into the light of freedom and free institu-
tions. We have no desire (says the

'
Monitor ') to

dwell upon the dark days of long, long ago, further than
to recall to our readers the part the Catholic Church
took in supressing inhumanity and improving the social
condition of the people. The then Bishop of Hobart (Dr.
Willson) made a personal investigation of the system, and
as a result demanded reform. There can be little doubt
lhat the opinions expressed by the Bishop carried great
weight with the Imperial authorities and led to reform.
Under the new constitution the destiny of the colony-was placed in the keeping of the people.

one civilised nation to another for injury done to pro-
perty, even if it is a question of diplomatic representa-
tion and international equity, and even after the great
French Revolution compensation was made for similar
property under the Treaty of Paris.

Commemoration of All the Canonised Roman Pontiffs.
In this feast we commemorate the virtues of thosesaintly men who, called by God to govern His Churchupon earth, have lived lives in keeping with their exalt-ed office.

St Wenceslaus, King and Martyr.
St. Wenceslaus, Duke of Bohemia, was remarkableforhis devotion to the Blessed Sacrament. His zeal for the

propagation of the true Faith led to his death at thehands of his brother, A.D. 982.
Dedication of the Basilica of St. Michael, Archangel.

The dedication of the famous Church of St. Michael,on Monte Gargano, in Italy, gave occasion to the pre-
sent feast ; but the Church also proposes to our devo-tion on this day the veneration of all the angels. To-day, therefore, we are called upon to give thanks toGod for the glory and happiness which the angels enjoy,
and to join with them in adoring, blessing, and praising
Him.

St. Jerome, Confessor and Doctor.
St. Jerome was born at Stridon, in Dalmatia, in

340 His youth was passed in Rome, whither he wassent to complete his studies under Aelius Donatus, acelebrated grammarian. His thirst for knowledge causedhim to visit foreign cities, among others Treves, wherehe transcribed for his friend Rufmus a commentary onthe Psalms and a treatise on Synods by St Hilary. Incompany with several friends, Jerome, in 372, set out
for the East, travelling through Asia Minor to Antioch.Here he attended the Biblical lectures of Apolhnaris, thefuture hcresiarch. He afterwards withdrew into the
Syrian desert of Chalcis, where, for four years, he led a
solitary life, learning at the same time from a convertedJew the rudiments of the Hebrew language. While living
in the dcseit he wrote the life of St Paul, the first
hermit, and his dialogue against the Lucifenan Schis-
matics The Meletian schism caused him to return to
Antioch, where he was ordained priest in 379. In 381Jeiome went to Constantinople to study the Holy Scrip-
tincs under St. Gregory Naxian/en, and thence returned
to Romp lie was the intimate tucnd of Pope Damasus,
who appo nted him his secretary At the Pope's re-
quest, Jerome began his revision of the old Latin, or
Italic version of the Bible After the death of Damasus
he set out again for Palestine, where he founded and
superintended several monasteries until his death, which
occurred at Bethlehem in 420 He was buried amid the
ruins of one of his monasteries, which had been destroy-
ed by the partisans of Pelagius St. Jerome, who is
called by the Chinch

'
the greatest doctor raised by the

Dmne hand to interpret the Sacred Scriptures,' was the
auihor of the Latin translation of the Bible, known as
the Vulgate Oi all his writings this is the most useful
and most widely known.

St. Gregory, Bishop and Martyr
St Gregory, Apostle of the Armenians, was born

about 257 at Valarshabad, in the province of Ararat,
Armenia, and educated at Caesarea, Cappadocia. In
302 he baptised King Tiridatcs, and, with the aid of
Greek priests, propagated the faith throughout the
whole country of Armenia Haung been consecrated bi-
shop by Leontius, Archbishop of Caesarea, in Cappa-
docia, and constituted Metropolitan of Armenia, he or-
dained a great number of bishops (it is said about 400)
for the converted nation. lie left the Church of Armenia
in a flourishing condition when he died, in 332.

Dr. Lowther Clarke, the new Anglican Bishop ofMelbourne, was in Sydney recently, and in a

interview he said : 'I feel that all honor and

credit are due to the Catholics throughout Victoria, who
have so tenaciously and persistently maintained theirown schools at very great cost to themselves.

During the past,year the railways of New South
Wales carried over 32,000,000 passengers, without a
single death caused by default of the railways.

A large and enthusiastic meeting of Catholics was

held in Goulburn recently for the purpose of organising
a reception to Bishop Gallagher on his return from
Euiope. Very Rev. Father O'Sulhvan (Adm.) presided
and addressed the meeting, pointing out the desire of
clergy and laity to give a hearty welcome to their es-
teemed Bishop on his home-coming. Very Rev. M. Slat-
tery, V.G., of Wagga Wagga, spoke affectionately of the
Bishop, who had been his fellow-student at College, and
a fellow-worker in Australia since they first arrived inGoulburn, 33 years ago. Very Rev. Dean O'Keefe, of
Yass, desired that the welcome should take the form of
an address and purse of sovereigns from all parts of
the diocese, the clergy and laity of each district to
work in their own parishes, and all to unite their con-
gratulations ard contributions, to be presented to the
Bishop in his Cathedral at Goulbum Captain C. J
M'Shane ino\ed, and it was agreed to, that an address
and purse of so\ereigns, the aggiegate collections of all
the parishes of the Ooulburn diocese, be presented to the
Bishop in the Cathedral on his return. A subscription
list was then opened, and promises' given, Very Rev M
Slattery heading; the list with £25. Very Rev. the Dean
promised £10 LOs.

One of the most notable figures in the early histoiy
of Melbourne's ecclesiastical circles was the late Mon-
signor O'llea, who, for 40 years (writes the Melbourne
correspondent of the

'
Freeman's Journal '), was pastor

of Coburg and chaplain to the Pentridge Stockade, who;e
frowning walls are only separated from St Paul's
Church by a roadway. Like the late Dean Backhaus, of
Bendigo, Monsignor O'llea accumulated a considerable
fortune in real estate It is explained, however, that he
acquired landed property through the outburst of the
gold fe\er Cobuig is surrounded by a fairly good agri-
cultural district, and the pioneer Irishmen yoemen weie
not slow to take up allotments, which they asked their
pastor to take over, and with the money so obtained
they either went m search of the precious metal or
started storekeeping— a very lucrative business at that
time As a matter of fact the venerable priest possessed
but a modest sum in personal property True, he en-
joyed an annuity of £1000 a year, which, of course, ex-
pired at his death lie gave generously to works of
charity, religion, and education, and his benefactions
were unknown to the public at large It is only now,
that people are learning of some of his acts of munifi-
cence For instance, he gave £1500 to the building fund
of St Patuck's Cathedral, and £500 to the presbytery,
Coburg The obsequies of the laic Monsignor O'llea
were attended by a large congregation, and between 30
and 40 priests from the city, the suburbs, and the coun-
try. His Grace the Archbishop presided at the solemn
Dirge and Requiem High Mass, which was sung by Ihe
Yen Archpnest McKenna, PP, V G (Geclong). The
Archbishop delivered a short panegyric, in the course of
which he eulogised the deceased priest for his nobility of
life and his charitable benefactions.
