A larpe
proportion wers early credited in ihe papers for }mh‘:if
otic services, and were seeking that notoriety which is
the motive force of so many of the aspirations- and
shall T say of the exasperations!i- of opur own unrestful
days. Our best women nurses were the too lLimited
number of Romau Catholic Sisters.”
