Derry City has sent a third strong contingent to
join the Irish Brigade in Fernioy, and altogether over
1500 Nationalists have now joined the army from that
centre alone.

Private Michael Glyun, of the Irish Guards, a
resident of Clough Dene, near White-le-Head, Tyne-
side, has been awarded the distinguished serviee medal
for conapicuocus bravery at the Yser.

Flight Commander and Capt. ITyacinth Albert

"Roche, youngest son of Sir George ard Lady Roche,

of Merrion square, Dublin, was killed while serving
with the British Flying Corps in France.

To anvone who Loew anvihing of the
history of the Ancient Order of liberaianz, 1 weuld
indeed be strange, he said, ir the members of that
Order did not feel tor the Belgiaus in the hotiv of their
martyrdom.

Cork, which has now taken hack the freedony ol
the city conferred ou Professov Kuno Mever i 1011,
conferred it recently on the Marguis of Aberdeen and
Tara, the retiriug Viceroy. liaving signed the roll of
freedom, his Excellency, in the course of his acknow-
ledgment of the honor, sald it would be a source of
regret both to himself and Lady Aberdeen to leave so
many friends behind them, hut die hoped that their
separation from lreland wouid e wore nominal than
real, and he could, at all events, assure thew that that
would not be their last visit to Cork.

The election of the Lord Mavor of Dublin
place on February 5. Ou January 25 Aldernan Claney
was elected to the paosition, but died within a weck.
A new election was thus renderad necessary. Great
iriterest attached to the proceedings by the faei tial
tlie contest was between a  well-known  Nationalist,
namely, Couucillor Gallagher, and w Rinn Feiner,
Alderman Kelly. The voting resulted- -For Conncillor
Gallagher, 50; for Alderman Kellv, 13, The former
was then declared elected.

PROSPERITY OF IRISIT TRADT.

At the annual meeting of the Dublin Chamber of
Commerce the president, Mr. Richard K. Gawmble, re-
ferred to the effect of the war on Trish (rade. Reports
from all sides, he said, showed that trade in nearly all
cases was in an exiremely flourishing condition. The
Irish waollen and linen manufacturers were working
at full time, and overtime in some cases. The common-
sense and absence of panic shown by the Irish commer-
cial community had been well repaid, and the banking
reports showed that Ireland was in a very prosperous

condition. So far as her limited commercial and agri-
cultural interests were concerned there was plenty of
room for the development of other industries in Ireland.

MR. W. REDMOND JOINS THE IRISH BRIGADE

Mr. Williamn Redmond, M., for Bast Clare, writ-
ing to Mr. Linnane, J.¥., of Knnis, announces that he
has offered himself to the Irish Brigade, stating that
he does so because he is absolutely convinced that the
future freedom, welfare, and happingss of the Irish
people depend upon the part Ireland ﬁlays in this war.
“fhere may be a few,” he adds, *who think that the
Germans would not injuve Lreland, and that they would
even benefit her. 1 lhope the Clare people will rely on
no such statemenc. It the Germans come here, and
they will if they veach Great Britain, they will be our
masters and we shall be at theiv mercy. What that
mercy is likely to be, judge by the treatment given to
Belgivmn.,  Lf in the tiwe to come we in Ireland could
not show we bhad struck a blow for Belginm, theu in-
deed L believe that our name would he disgraced.
Apart from this, 1 regard the Act which will restore
onr nwn Parbament as a treaty of peace with the people
of Greal Britain. The British dentocracy have shown
help awil sympathy.  Hvery yeform we now enjoy we
owe o their Toval help and wonstant support. It would
be ungratefnl and ieliuman if we stond idly by while
the Brghsh, Seoteh, wnd Welsh people were in danger
and thelr wonen and children klied in cold blood, as
happened i Searborougl, Aunstralia and New Zealand
have been our loval fmends in onr hour of strife. Their
Parhinments and their statesmen have ever pleaded for
our rights. 10 Germany wins this war, these people
will Trave their homes, their property, and their lives
moclanger.  Arve we to leave these people who were our
Uriends without our aid? 11 we did so we should be
justly disgraced. I am far woe old to be a soldier, but
[ jutend to try to do my best for whatever life remains
e to show that Ireland af- feast is true to her treaties
amd not inoany way unurateful to her friends through-
out the world.”

second son of the late Mr. Denis Ilolland, Dublin, and
matried a daughter, since deveased, of the late Sir Ed-
mund Thwver Gray, M7, Ballybrack, Ireland. He
joined the Rowval Indian Marine in 1880, and retired
from that service in 1905, taking up the appointment
of Marine Superintendent. at 1lolyhead two years later.
e served with the Burma Expeditionary Forces in
1837-8%, was made Lienfenant in 18382 and Commander
12893, 1le received numersus nedals and orders, and
was {requently mentioned in despatehes.
