After the fall
ol Jerusalent, Jeremias, treated kindly by the Chal-
dacans, went Lo live at Mizpah, Flere one Ishimael, a
member of the royal family, tried to force the prophet
and other Jewish refugees to migrate witlh him across
the Jordan into the territory of the Ammonites. 1is
purpose, however, was defeated by Johanan, Then this
leader and the other refugees resolved to seek a home in
Euvpt.  Jeremias did all that was possible to dissuade
them from carrying out this purpose, and this part of
his prophecies, which is now read in the Mass, records
his taith-inspived words on the occasion: * In those days
woent all the captains of the warriors, and said to Jere-
mias the prophet: Pray thou for us to the Lord thy
(ol And the word of the Lord came to Jeremias.
And he cailed all the captains of the fighting men, and
all the people Trom the least to the greatest.  And he
satd 1o thens: Thus saith the Lord, the God of Tsrael,
to Whom vou senl me, 1o present vour supplications
Betore Hime 15 vou will Be quiet and remain in this
laved, 1 will butld veu up, and not pull vour down ; T will
plant vou, and not pluck vou up: for now 1 am
appeased Tor the ewil that | ave done to you.

AUCKLAND.

(From our own correspondent.)

8St. Patrick’s Day was fittingly celebrated in
Auckland. Active preparations had been in hand
for many weeks, and the result was that the demon-
stration was a complete success from every point of
view.

In Auckland this morning St. Patrick’s Day Lroke dull
and threatening of rain, and folks who had ne particular
concern for Ireland ov the day, proceeded, with over-
coats and umbrellas, to business, for the day was wot
observed as a public holiday.  But ne threal of rain
cauld damip the fervor or shackle the spirits of the
Trish. It was their day, and there was o be a national
demonstration and procession, followed by sports, rain
or nea rain, public holidav or no public holiday. They
raliied their bands, marshalled their ehitldren, flew their
banners and sported their sprigs of shamrock. And
at the appointed time the children's procession moved
off from Cathedral square to the Domain.  Marslialled
behind Mr. P. Gleesen they swung through the streets,
with radiant faces, colors flving, and baunds (Garvison
and Onebunga) plaving. All the city and suburban
parishes supplied thelr quotas, and the result was mag-
nificent —a. finer bodv of children 1t would be iudeed
hard to find. Roev. BroTher George was muarshal, and
he kept the processton in good order. At the Dumain
each parish group wended its way 1o it= own tent, {rom
which was hberailv dispensed these delieactes  dear to
the hearts of the little ones.

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IRELAND AND THE ALLIES

MR. W. REDMOND ON THE SITUATION.

Let me, as one who is here in Treland and meeting
people every day, say what I am sure is the true fecling
of lreland and of all classes regarding the war (writes
Mr. W. Redmond in the Daily Chronicle). By every
consideration of honor, sentiment, and interest, [reland
is beyond all’ doubt heart and scul with the Allies in
their struggle against German hrute force.

Let no one be deceived for a moment by state-
ments as to Sir Roger Casement, cr anyone else, begging
for mercy or terms for Ireland in Berlin.  Ireland
has authorised no one to beg for her at the Court of
the Kaiser, and all statements to that end are mere
weak inventions of the enemy. As if Ireland would
beg for terms from the men who have outraged every
rule of civilisation and religion and honor in Belgium !
Let no one believe such a thing, for it is a slander upon
Frishmen.

There have been some vile attempts made to have
it appear that lreland is not in full svmipathy with
England and the Allies in this war. 1 do not know
what the real object of these attemps may be, but I do
know that they are false and malicious, and no one
who has any real knowledge of Ireland will {reat them
with anything but the contempt which they deserve.
Again, T say Treland is by everv consideration of hener
and sentiment and interest in full sympathy with the
Allies.

The Tnterests of Treland.

Let me take the consideration of intercst first,
Ireland knows her interest in every direction is that
Germany should not conguer.  Ireland is not the de-
epaiving land it was thirty vears ago. To-day our
reople, breadly speaking, own'the soil.  The conditions
of the country in everwv direction have most enornonsiy
improved.  The people ave commencing to enjoy, in
thelr newlv-acquived security, some measure of confort
aud prosperity.  They feel that they have Home Rule
within theiv grasp. Ireland has something to lose
now. She knows she markets her goods in Great
Britain largely, and she wants o kioow whe wounld
buy her produce, her eattle, and where her markets
would be if Germany won.  The Trish people are no
fools, and when they are told by one or two utterly
unrepresentative wen that Germaony, if she oecupied
Treland, weuld do no harm, they ave, to say the least,
sceptical.  Thev know how Germany kept her solemn
word to Belgium, and they know that §if the Germans
set foot on the fair fields of Treland they would not be
likely to have their journey for nothing.  They know
the Germans would not visit uz o see the (Hani's
Causeway or to see Killarney.

The Sea-Divided Gael.

Besides all that, no Irshman worth his salt would
desire to he beholden to the men who bave ruined Bel-
gium for any favor, even if it were in their power or
their will to grant it.  There are not many people in
Ireland who have unt [riends and relatives in every one
of the Dominions of Canada, Australia, New Zealand,
and elsewhere. [ Germany wins, these Ivizh people -
our own flesh and blond, and mostly of our faith —will
have their homes and their property, and their very
lives, in peril.  Ts that nothing to us in Ireland?
These people all through the Empire have for more than
thirty years helped us by their unfailing generosity to
win all the reforms we now enjoy. Are we Lo sit stil]
and see their homes and countries endangered and
satisfy ourselves by saying, ' Oh, it is all right, Ger-
many won’t hurt us in Ireland’? *One in name and
one in fame is the sea-divided Gael,” and we in Ireland
can never be indifferent or neutral when we sce our
friends in the free lands over the sea menaced and in
danger.

Apart from our own kith and kin, what a,bm.tt. these
great new lands? One and all they are our friends.
Five times the Parliament of Canada and twice the
Parliament of 'Australia have passed resolutions in
favor of Home Rule. MNearly all their leading states-
men have expressed their sympathy with Ireland’s
struggle for Tome Rule. Are we to say to them all,

including Botha, ' Oh, it is true you helped us in our
time of need in Ireland, and we were very glad of your.
help, but now, when your interests are at stake, we will
not Jift a finger to help you, because we believe that
whatever may happen to you, Germany will-pot injure
Ireland at all’? .

ST. GENEVIEVE’S PROTECTION

Under date January 14, Lord Ashbourne writes
as follows from Paris 5 the Dublin Freeman’s Journal :
Yesterday I went into a church near here. Mass was
goiug on and a simple funeral of some poor man. Qver
the coffin was a large tricplor. * By the side of the altar
the flags of the Allies. Under the alb of the priest one
could sce the red trousers of an infantry uniform, and,
in the congregatlon, the men, about a third of whom
had their heads in bandages, seemed to be mostly
wounded, Near the door, waiting to be put on the
coffin, were some simple bundles of palm leaves, tied
wilh tricolor tape.

A short time ago, Maurice Barres, the well-known
writer, went to the front to see some friends. He was
entertained at luncheon by the staff of the army he was
visiting.  They told him he would have to respond to
a toast. When the moment came the general got up
and said : —-" Monsieur Barres, my dear comrades, there
is not one of us, T think, who imagines he is a Napo-
leon. I3ut there is not one of us who expects to see the
end of this war. Each of us has already made the
sacrifice of his life for France." And then raising his
glass, he gave the toast: ‘La France.” What could
1 add? asked Monsieur Barres afterwards. At the end
of August, the Germans were marching on Paris.
Nearer and nearer they came, burning and destroying
all before them.  The inhabitants hiad no thought of a
strategie retreat.  All they knew was that every day
brought the danger nearer to them. The Government
withdrew o Bordeaux, and the chief organs of the press
removed their offices to different parts of France., Over
a million of the population fled the city, and my wife,
who was staving in a hotel in the Avenue d'Jena, tells
e that for a week, every night was made hideous by
the rumbling of heavy military motor lorries rushing
ter the front.

Tn that hour of darkness many a weary soul turned
longinely to the memory of Bt Genevieve, the patron of
Paris aud of France. People recalled how, in the year
451 A.D.. Atttla and his Huns, burning and destroy-
i, were marching on Paris.  The Saint prayed and
fasted and comforted the inhabitants, telling them that
the enemy would never reach Paris. Nearer and nearer
they came, and then, suddenly, for no apparent reason,
the Huns turned away and were attacked and beaten
on the Marne. In the carly davs of September, last
Autemn, a Triduum was ordered in honor of St. Gene-
vievs, .

About this time, a man T koow, a ‘veleran,” was
helping to guard the railway at La Ferte sous Jouarre.
Al at ance the Germans appeared, advancing, and
there were no other troops in sight.  "Nous sommes
foutug,’ said my friend in the soldiers’ language. P.re-
sently, for no apparent reason, les Boches turned aside
and -begau to run, ‘comme des voleurs.” Then some
British soldiers came by, also running, and, some time
afterwards there was the sound of guns in the distance.

To-day, if you go up the Mont Ste. Genevieve to
the quaini little old church of St. Etienne du Mont,
which contains the shrine of Ste. Genevieve, you will
find candles burning aud crowds praying round the
shrine.

Your readers will new have some idea of wlllab
the atmosphere of Paris is like. There is something
at ounce terrible and grand about it. lmagine my feel-
ings when T saw in the English papers. about that futile
discussion on Ireland in the House of Lords. T hasten
to assure my fellow-countrymen that, in France at least,

the situation is understood, and that, everywhere, I

have met with the warmest appreciation of the attitude
of our people,

Trivate Rohert McGregor, of the Gorden il
landers, wriling to Lis father, who resides in ]‘m'kll i

The Fall ot Pizemysl

The experts have been explaining to us the signi-
cance of the fall of Przemysl-—how that it epens the
way to Cracow and Silesia, releases a large body of
Russians for field operations, strengthens the morale
of the whole Russian force, ete.  But even without
their valued assistance the most common-place citizen
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might have guessed the importance of this stronghold
from the size of the garrison which was employed to
hold it, and from the tremendous efforts which both
Austria and Germany have made to relieve the jnsistent
Russian pressure of the past six months. Some short
time ago we read of a series of terrific German drives on
Warsaw, and undoubtedly one of the majn objects of
these onslaughts was to relieve the situation in the Cra-
cow region.  Hindenburg, we were told, throwing the
ordinary maxims of military science to the winds, was
sending wave after wave of massed formation upon the
Polish capital; and the fighting before Warsaw, it was
said, was probably the bioodiest in the whole of this
bloody war.  That means, in effect, that it was the
bloodiest fighting in all history, The measure of the
sacrifices made by the Austro-German forces to relieve
Przemysl is the measure of the greatness of the Russian
victory.
%

Cowardice and inellicicney are never pleasant lo
centemplate whsther in friend or fue, and it will be
satisfactory to all parties to read that Przemys! iell
honorably, the garvison surrendering only under the
direst stress of famine and exhaustion. The trath is
that the reports which have appeared in our New Zea-
land papers have from the first consistently failed to do
justice to the work accomplishicd by the Austrian forces.
The impression las been almost uniformly conveyved
that the Austrians were worthless and inefficient
fighters, and that in spite of their numbers and train-
ing they were practically an almost altegether neglicible
quantity. From the fuller information appearing
in American papers it would appear thai the reverses
which they sustaived in tle carlier stages of the war
were due almost wholly to the fact that they were left to
face the Russians single-handed, and wers hopeless]y
out-numbered. The Kaiser, in point of fact, in detav-
ing to send any assistance to his ally, plaved right into
the hands of the Czar, whose policy 1t was o deliver
first a crushing blow o Nustria, and Lhen (o devete Lis
undivided atteution to the Germans.

A Very Human Pocumeat

In view of the practical suppression of the pro-
fessional war ecorvespendent, the public has heen cion-
strained to look wmore and nware to the soldiers and
officers themselves not alone for an account of actnal
military overations but even mors for some description
of the conditions under which the marching and fight-
ing are carried out, So far we have been exceedingly
well served in this matter ; and the letters of the Tommy

Atkins of all nations have thrown a flood of ]iéht on
the work and life of the men in the trenches. Hitherto,
however, the bulk of the letters published in the Eng-
lish press have been concerned exclusively with the
western arca of the conflict, and we have heard literally
nothing from the fighting men of the state of things
prevailbing in the castern theatre. A special imterest
therefore, attaches to the publication ¢f a rema.rka,b]yi
human document in the shape of the diary of Lieut,
Albert. Reinhardt, who was shot by a Russian patrol
near Skierniewice in western Russia, on September 29.
This Heutenant went originally with the German troops
mtv Belgium; but later he was withdrawn with those
troops who were hurried to the Polish frontier, where
the Russians were attempting iuvasion of Germany.
The diary furnishes a vivid picture; and frem the
carnestness with whicl the writer longs to get back to
France or Belgiom it would seery ihal conditions on
the cusiern front are degrees worse than the worst
that the west can show,  Phe clironicle begins with his

THE LATE BISHOP GRIMES

THE FUNERAL AND OBSEQUIES

IMPRESSIVE CEREMONIES.

(From our Christchureh correspondent.)

The Very Rev. Chancellor Price, who accompanied
the late Bishop Grimes to Syduey, returned to Christ-
church on Wednesday morning, bringing with him the
mortal remains of the late prelate. Kather Price was
with Bishop Grimes to the last, and in view of his
close association with the deceased prelate, felt acutely
the painful experiences he went through. To a repre-
sentative of the [lress Father Price spared a few
minutes to talk of the last hours of Bishop Grimes,

His Lordship stood the passage from New Zea-
land to Sydney very well, and on arvival at the Lewis-
ham IHospital was exawined by a prominent surgeon,
Dr. Stewart Mackay, and by a leading physician, Dr.
Veitch. They found that he was suffering from  a
dilated stomach and mitral regurgitation of the heart.
They were hopeiul of being able to restore him  to
health, though thev were of apinion that, owing to
the heart affectivu, hiz Lordship would never be able
to undertake any strenuouns work, as the least exeite-
ment might resuit in o sudden collapse.  With eare,
they thought he might lice mauv vears. On ihe
Friday mnight betfore his death, the Bihiop had  an
attack of appendicitis, but the physician thought it
might pass awav in abnul tweniv-rfour hours,  Instead
of doing so it becanne more acuic, wmnd on Saturday ai
midday it was decided that an operation was absolutely
necessary. The same evenming, Dro Stewart Mackay
operated, and he stood the operation splendidly, leav-
ing the operating table fecling well. When the effect
ol the anaesthetic wore off Jis Lovdship =aid that he
felt much more comfurtalile. Up to 1 pom. on Sunday
he was getting on as well as the docfors and nurses
could expect, but then a shght attack of pnenmonia
supervened and gave liz T.ovdship no chance, and le
gradually sank and expived about ane o’clnck on Mon-
day morning.  RBishop Grimes was conzetons up to two
or threes hours belove liix death,

When Fathier Pyice comnveved (o bhis Lovdship the
intimation that there was no hope, Bishop Grimes gave
his blessing 1o hiz people and asked for their prayers.
He spoke of the twentv-seven vears hie had labared
amongst the people of Christehurel, and expressed a
wish that his remains should vest in the Cathedral.

A Requiem serviee was held  at St Patrick’s
Church, Syduey, at which his Grace Avchhishop Kelly,
the Apostolic Delegate ¢his Grace Arvehbishop  Cer-
retti), and about sixty pricsts were present.  The fol-
lowing day the hody was yemoved on board the Manuka,
which, after a somewhat rough passage, arvived at
Wellington on Tuesday Just in time fo conuneet with
the ferry steamer.

At Wellington the remainsg of the late Bishop were
transferred from the inter-colonial steamer Manuka
to the ferry sleamer Maori, reaching Tyttelton on
last Wedneéday morning.  Meanwhile from an early
hour preparations for the reception of the remains were
in progress at the Christechurch railway station, the
sad occasion being forcibly borne in upon the people,
who had happy and vivid recellections ¢f many joyous
receptions on the same scene of their much-beloved
prelate during the past—more than a quarter of a

century—when returning to his devoted flock in the
prime of life, and in good health and spirits. The
realisation of the contrast was more than many of the
older people could bear. The gloomy weather condi-
tions prevailing, tco, appeared to harmonise with the
mournful character of the mission in which so many
hundreds were then engaged. The station was barred
to all, except the travelling public and those intimately
connected with the arrangements in hand.

.LARGE ASSEMBLAGE OF MOURNERS.

The widespread and very real love and vensrasion
in which tho late Bishop was held by his flock, ana
the great respect felt towards him by the public of
Christchurch generally, were very eloguently testified to
by the large gathering that so patiently waited the
arrival of the mortal remains of the Bishop, and by
the respect{ul grief manifested on all sides. Moor-
house avenue, from the station entrance westward al-
most to Colombo street, was filled with people, and
subsequently the sidewalks along the route of the pro-
cession were lined with crowds. Shortly after seven
o'clock the mourners began to arrive at the station,
amongst the first large bodies being the children from
Mount Magdala and the Children of Mary, the last-
mentioned being distinguished by their blue cloaks and
white veils. Tt was known early that the ferry steamer
had arrived a little late, and that, consequently, there
would be some delay. TIn the meantime the different
parts of the procession were assemnbled along  the
southern footpath of Moorhouse avenue, stretching from
the entrance from the avenue to the arrival platform
on the scuth side of the station, to the entrance to the
station. The children from Nazareth HHouse, the school
children from the two convents, the hoys from the
Marist Brothers’ Schaol and from St. Bede’s College,
the Marist Brothers’ School Cadets (looking soldierly
in their green uniforms), and the members of the
H.A.C.B. Society, as they arrived took up their ap-
pointed stations. The clergy, both local and visiting,
were present in large numbers, and with the other
mourners took up their posts. By half-past eight the
formation of the procession, as far as it was possible,
had been accomplished.

Order of the Procession.

A quarter of an bour later the hearse conveying
the body of Bishep Grimes emerged into the avenue
from the southern side of the station, and the procession
finally formed. The order of the procession and those
comprising it were:—The cross-bearers ; altar boys; the
clergy ; Nazareth ITousc children (in charge of the Sis-
ters of Nazarveth); Mount Magdala children (in charge
of the Sisters of the Good Shepherd); St. Bede's Col-
lege students; hoarders and school children of Our Lady
of the Missions Sacred ITeart College and Couvent
Bchoolsy School children of 8t. Mary’s Convent and
representatives from Ifouses on the West Coast; Marist
Brotlhers” schoelboys; schoelboys from St. Mary's; visit-
ing <lergy; the hearse; guard of Ilibernians; motor
ear (8ir George Clifford, Mr. II. II. Loughnan, and
Mr. J. A. Cassidy); carriages (visiting clergy); the
Bishop's car (with curtains drawn): Marist Brothers’
Behool Cadets {under Lieut. Roche): members of the
I.A.C.B. Society; the general public.

The procession presented a very picturesque ap-
pearance. At the head the cross-bearer, holding aloft
the ecross, was aceompanicd by altar boys bearing
livhled candles. The banners borne by the two branches
of the Children of Mary—the Sacred Ileart Convent
and 8t. Mary’'s parish—lent color to the array, as did
also the Iibernians with their sashes of green, A
medieval note was added by the ceremonial torch lan-
terns borne by the guard of Hibernians with the hearse.
Some idea of the total length of the procession can be
gained from the fact that it tock ten minutes to pass
one point.

The Hibernians were led by Bro. J. Griffen (pre-
sident) and Bro. M. Grimes (secretary of St. Patrick’s
branch), and there were representatives present from
the Darfield, Ashburton, Kaiapoi, Leeston, and Timaru
branches.

O7=hea, =ALL Coadjntor Avchhizhop of Wellingtou,
whe, i addressing the epormous eongregation, said :——

My Lords, Right Rev. M ousignort, Very Rev. and Rev.
Faihers, and beloved brethren,--Might 1, first of all,
veturn the thanlks of the Avebbishops and Bishops, and
the <ergy and laity, not only of ihis diocese, but of
the whole Demiuion, for the kind sympathy that we
Lave received from the whole of the citizens. We are
especially grateful {o his Exccllency the Governor, to
the Prime Minister, and the Mayor of this eity, and
other public and representative men for the kind mess-

-
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ages which they have sent to the Bishops and the
ecclesiastical authorities in ithis diocese. This has
touched us very deeply, and it is most consoling, and
will serve to dvaw tighter the bonds of affection that
should exist, especially in these perilous times, between
the people of all classes and creeds in this Dominien,

His Grace based his discourse on the following
text:— And T heard a voice from heaven saying te
me: Write: Blessed are the dead who die in the Lord.
From henceforth now, saith the Spirit, that they may
rest from their labors; for their works follow them’
(Apac. XIV. 13). Proceeding, his Grace said: A great
calamity has overtaken this diocese of Christchurch,
and a great sorrow in consequence fills all parts. Your
beloved Bishop, who for nearly eight and twenty years
ruled so successfully and so well over this portion of
the Lord’s vinevard, is no more. After a long, stren-
uous, and active life that passed the allotted span, he
has laid down the burden, and the whole diocese 1s in
meourning. It is hard to vealise that the stout heart
has ceased to beat, and that an active Dbrain 1s now
stilled in death. But the sad faet is beforo us, and we
are assembled here in this beaniiful Cathedral, which
the departed prelate raised with such loving care, to
pay our last iribute to all that is mortal of the first
Bishop of Christchurch.  To me personally the task of
addressing vou ou this occasion is the more diffienlt,
because 1 was bouud to your Bishiep by the closest of
ties. It was uat his haunds that T received the creat
dignity of the priesthood, and this fact naturally drew
me towards him, made me lock up to hiny with feelings
af filial alfection.

Early Days of the Departed Prelate.

Bear with ne then, my  brethren, while
I discharee the sad  duly ot reealling  fo
mind, before we consign his body {o the tomb, the chiet
incidents of his life—the work {hat he accomplished,
the virtues that he gave example of. The Right Rev.
John Joseph Grimes was bovn in the vear 1542 at
Bromley, Keur, e was a bricht, intellizent lad who,
from an carly uze showed that hie possessed excepilonnd
talentz. Tle stwdied 1u various colleges of the darist
Fathers in Treland and Franee, and. as he showed
signs of a decided vocation 1o the relivious and priestly
life, he was rveceivedd into the Sovieiy of Mary in ihe
year 1867, and was ovdained priest in R840 Foroa
time he taueht in the colleges ot bis Opder in Treland
and England, and atier o while he was sent to the
United States, where he was attached i the stall of
Jefferson Uolleve. New OQrleans, eventually hecoming
head of that institution.

While in New (hleans the
vellow fever broke aut. Az many of the dincesan clerpy
were down with it, Dr. Grimes and ihe college priests
offered their services 1o assist 1 ministerine 1o the sick,

‘and he too caught the fever. Happily he recov.ered,

but no doubt the attack weakened hiy by no means
robust constitution. He was sent back to Englangd in
1880, and appeinted Superior of 8t. Mary’s College,
Paignton, in the Scuth of England. He held this
position until the year 1837. Tt was in that year that
the Holy See decided to separate Christchurch from
Wellington, and Dr. Grimes was selected by the Holy
Father to be the first Bishop of the new -dioceis,

Bishop of Christehurch.

So he was consecrated by the late Cardinal Vaughan
in St. Anne’s Church, London, in the middle of the
year 1887, and he arrived in Christchurch at the be-
ginning of the following year, just twenty-seven years
ago. 'The Colony, as it was in those days, was not a3
advanced as it is at present. Things were more or less
in a state of formation, and there was a lot of building
up to be dome. A new diocese always presents diffi-
culties to 1ts first ruler that would not confront a
bishop who takes up the reins in a diocese that has
already been well established and ruled over by ahle
predecessors.  The new diccese has to be organised.
Things have to he gradually brought into shape and
into line with the requirements of ecclesiastical law,
ATl this involves on the part of the Bishop an im-
mense amount of energy, skill, tact, and perseverance.
The work of visitation alone in these days was a heavy
one. The means of communication, especially in West-
land, thirty years ago were not as up-to-date as they
are at present. But visitation is one of the chief duties
of a bishop, and it is always niore necessary in case of
tho organising of a new diccese. We know how con-
scientiously Dr. Grimes carried out that part of his
office down to the very last, 1Te went into every dis-
frict—becoming acquainted with his people, giving
Confirmation, preaching, exhorting, and in a word
setting all things in order like the first bishops of whom
we read in the New Testament.  The strain of the
fivsi: three years was so great that he very nearly broke
down in health and had te go te Europe for a prolonged
holiday.  Even there he did net altogether rest, but
diel something towards raizsing the nucleus of a fund
for the erection of a Cathedral worthy of this city.
When he returned restored in health, he set to work
vigorously to further this last-menticned project. At
the same {time he did not neglect attending to the other
wanls of the diccese, especially the educational and
charitable institutions, which made very great progress
soon after his advent te Christchurch.  But the work
oi raising the large sum of money for the new Cathedral
was indeed a formidable one, especially in view of the
many other requirements of the diocese.  Iowever, he
wag nob dismayed at the greatness of the undertaking.
ile threw himself heart and soul into the work, for he
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knew that if the large sum of money required were to

be obtained it must come through him and in answer to
his direct and personal appeal. 80 he set to work
to visit every part under his jurisdiction, even to have,
if possible, a personal interview with every Catholic
in the diocesc and beg for the Cathedral. ITe wrote
innumerable letters.  The work of collecting money is,
as everyone knows, a distasteful ene. It brings plenty
of mortifications and rebulfs, and God alone knows how
many humiliations the late Bishop had to go through.
But he had the courage of his cause, and he was deter-
mined that the erection of a Cathedral should be a
public profession of faith on the part of his people.
There are some people who would like to identify veli-
glon' exclusively with the corporal works of mercy, aud
who think that money spent upon a magnificent Cathe-
dral is a waste and would be far better spent upon
charitable or educational institutions.  With these up
to a certain point the Bishop agreed, but there he parted
company. By all means raise money for these other
institutions, but do not neglect the 1louse of God. The
service of man is most necessary, bub it must not be
looked upon as au all-suflicient substitute for the ser-
vice of God.  Ilis Cathedral was to be a centre ol the
public worship of God, and to his mind could in no
way interfere with the progress of other necessary insti-
tutions of education and charity. As events have
proved, it Las ot done so in the Christehureh diocese.
Nowbere have vou finer parochial churches, convent
schools, and charitable institutions.
A Wonderiul Achievement.

The work of collecting fur the Cathedral oceupiced
most of the middle period of his Lovdship's episcopate,
and he bad tiwe bappiness of completing the beantiful
building in which we wre ascembled, and  secing 0t
solemnly opened Ior public worship just ten vears ago.
ITe was surrcunded on that memorable covazimr by dis-
tinguished prelutes from Australic and Now Zealand,
and he received  many woll-deserved  comgratudations
from all quarters, and the then Guoverner and Prime
Minister of the Dominion were present in person at the
epening, 1t s true a large delit <0l remained o the
building, but the Hishop, with his usnal enervy amd
success, alniost entiveiy wiped it onr befowe his deatt
and mow A swm of less than LHn0 vemaing 1o be puid,
From whatever wav vou ok at it this was wonderiul
achievement.  Tor nne Dizhon 1o begin and complete
such a macnificent Cathedral durinzg his lifetime waz
indeed a cveal thing, but he had done anre, T Diedd
during Lis epizenpate practieally vaised all the money
required for the huildiug, No wonder, then, that this
Cathedral will alwavs be losked upon as the hest movs
ment to the fivst Bishop of this Hee.

Other Works,

I shall not detain vou, but will merely enumerate
the wvarious other works that be wuas fustewmental iu
establishing in the diocese Aduring bis episenpate of a
little over a quarter of a century. Several now re-
ligious Orders were introduced : the number of priests
and churches were greatly increased. AMany ol the
older churciies have been replaced by beautiful and sub-
stantiai modern buildings.  The Marist Brothers were
introduced under his rule. A new eollege for Dhoys
(conducted by the Marist Fathers) was opened.  The
splendid Magdalene Asylum was greatly extended, and
an orphanage built in connection will if, as well as o
very line chapel. The educational establishiments nof
the Sisters of the Mission, Sisters of Merey, Sisters of
the Sacred TTeart, aud of 8t. Joseph were multiplicd
and Improved. Then we had the cstablishment of
the Sisters of Nazaveth, which is deoing snueh good work
for the old pecple and for the orphans in Sydenham.
Tast, but not least, we have the Nwsing Sisters of the
Little Company of Mary, who began last vear at the
small hospital at Lewisham, for whom the late Bishop
performed his last public function, and who nursed
and cared for him so tenderly and devotedly during the
last weeks of his life.  To-day, my dear brethren, he
leaves the diccese, that he saw grow from infancy, one
of the best organised and equipped in Australasia,

Now, my brethren, the “Bishop, whe under God
accomplished all this, must have been no ordinary man.
I know that in all his undertakings he had the loyal co-
operation of his priests and people, without which very
Lictle can be accomplished by any Bishop. But, as in
an armny, more depends upon the qualities and ability
of the general than upon anything else, so it is in the
great army of God, in which the bishops of His Church

are the generals. And Dr. Grimes was no ordinary
man.  lie was eundowed with gifts of heart and head
above his fellows.  lle had a ¢harming manner and

personality that made himn friends everywhere, not only
amongst his own people, but amengst people of all
classes and creeds.  lle was a very able administrator.
He was very thorough in all that he undertook, and, as
Le was a man of tireless energy, there was little that
escaped his attention.  Ile was a man of wide sym-
pathies. He took an active, practical interest in
cverytihing that concerned the welfare of this young
country, that he loved so well. lle was especially
proud of his own city of Christchurch, and was never
tired of showing lhis visitors around it, and pointing
aub, to them its many features of interest and beauty.
Nathing that concerned his people’s welfare was too
trivial or bheneath his attention.  ile was always think-
g of them and working for them. Busy as he was
aud oecupied with a mulliplicity of duties, he always
foumd time 1o devate to the duties of hospitality, and
indecd hie was an adeal host, as many visitors to this
fuir city can testifv.
The BSecret of 1is Success.

Now, what was 1t that rendeved the late Bishop’s
career so remarkable nud so suecessiul 7 It was nothing
else thau his zeal for God's glory.  Heremn we have the
reason wiy he worked so hard for the salvation of
souls, and why he labored so strenunvusly Lo build this
viand Cathedral, and 1o raise up all thuse institutions
el edneation and charity fur the benefit of his fellow-

crevatures. AN these things contributed to God's glory.
e saw in Jus fellow-men the Image of the Creator, and
in iaboring fur thein e labored for God. No merely

humanitarian motive ean make men persistently work’

for their fellows, Nop 1t must be supernatural. Poor
winnan nature 15 oso weak, 1to1s often so repulsive and
=ooungratelul i lert to itsell that only there are higher
mntlves, many & rood man would soun be discouraged
wied give up o working for his fellow-men. 1t was
these higher motives that prompted Bishop Grimes in
all that he did. Like the Aposiles, he wished to make
el alt to all, that e wmight gain all for Christ.
It was his delicht to have all the ceremonies of Hely
Chareeh eaveied out with as mweh splendor and magni-
ficenee as possible, unt because hie loved show, but be-
cattse e riehi!y believed that nething can be too grand
in the publie worship of the Creator.  Ie was a man
of praver and union with God, and therein he found
drencth and ennselation o afl his difhiealties. For,
creat and exalted as 1s {he position of a Inshop in the
Churehi, creal, alsn, are his responsibilities. 1le has
soomch o answer For, sueh diffienls paths to tread, and
olten alone. Bishiop Grimes cherished a tender de-
votion 1o our Blessed Toady, Feee Mater tua, the
words econtained 1 the motte on his eoat of arms, meant
s reality for him. and in the constant devetion to
Mary ihe Mother of the priest, he was a true son of
the Order to which he belenged.

1t has pleased Cod to eall him oub of this world
ot the tenwend when our Empire is passing through
what is perbaps the greal erisis in its history, when we
need our best. and slvongest men.  The loss of such a
prelate in these clrcumstances is thereiore the more
deplorable. But welcome be the holy will of God.
ITe has left a rich heritage behind him—a heritage of
example that should inspire us all te work more strenu-
ovsly for God and country and our fellow-men.

Our Consolation.

Though our learts are sad to-day, we are not as
people who have no hope.  For it is our consolation as
Christians to be able lo look ferward with confidence
to that glorious immortality of which the Apostle

Tt T
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speaks: ‘Behold, T tell you a mystery, we shall all
indeed rise again for this corruptable must put on
incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality.
Then shall come to pass the saying that is written :
death is swallowed up in vietery; O grave, where is
thy victory; O death, where is thy sting?” This is the
Lope and firm expectation that cousoles us to-day, that
softens the heavy blow that has fallen on this diocese.
We shall rise again, and it is in our power, by co-
operating with God's grace, to make our resurrection a
glorious and a happy one, so that we mway be reunited,
never again to part froin those whom we have known and
loved upon earth, We are not, then, as those who
Lhave no hope, for in God's vwn time this happy re-
union will comne about,

1 need hardly remind you that there is one great
duty which youw must not neglect. It is the duly of
praying for his soul.  Great, no doubt, were Lthe graces
that your late Bishop recelved from God: bul great,
also, were his respousibilities, and he may sill stand
i need of your help and assistance, of the help and
assistance that you can afford him by your Masses and
your prayers. I know and feel sure that vou, with
your strang Catholic belief in the eflicacy of praver for
the dead, will, for the love you bear him, pour forth
vour pravers and supplications hefore the thirone of God
for the soul of vour departed Pontifl, tliat the time of
his purgatory may be shortencd, and 1hal he may soon
be admitted ta the jovs of the Beatific Vision, And,
though we say Tarvewell to-dav 1o all that s nortal of
the first Bishiep of Christebureh, we know thad ins
mewory will romain in benediction 1n the CUhareh of
this voung land, in the Chiureh wiieh he has adorned
by his virtues and helped =0 much by his labers For,
whether we loak at hitn as a studious vouddh in the busy
metropolis of the world, ax a bright student at collewe,
as a young priest working amenest the ravages of the
fever in Leuisiana, or as a holv and enerpetic Bishop
deveted to bLis work, we always reonemise his singleness
of atm and purpece, avd the supesrnaturad nature of the

A resolution of sympathy with the Catholic com-
munity in the death of Bishop Grimes was passed by
the Canterbury Agvicultural and Pastoral Association
at 1tg annual meeting last, week.

At a meeting of the general committee of the Poor
of Great Britain, Ireland, and Belgium relief fund,
reference was made by Major Oakes to the fact that
the late Bishop Grimes was a member of the committee,
and had taken great interest in its work. He moved
that the commilice should record its regret at the death
of  Bishop Grimes.

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GERMAN NAVAL POLICY

<4 o
4&% ATE English and American papers throw
w some Interesting side-lights  on  German
naval policy, and bring out some aspects
of recent happenings and official utterances
which have not, so far as we have seen, yet
recetved publicity in this country. The
commonly accepied  explanation, fer ex-
ample, at this end of the world, of the
great running fight in thie North Sea on
Januvary 24, which culminated in the sink-
g of the "Bliicher,” was that the Germans weére on
their way onee again to shell some English seaside
towns, and that they were surprised in the attempt.
Well-informed Euglish papers, however, discredit this

theory. They  point  out  that  on previous
nerasions when the  raiders  came  on such
au errwidd they alwavs crossed the Norvtlh Sea Dy

vight, launched their bolt in the first hours of daylight,
and steamned  away  again before any  considerable
British foree Liad time to get near them.  On January
24, Dlowever, the German ships were lieading towards
the Tnglish coast, and apparvently still a long way from
it, i daylight. 1t lovked as If they wanted to be
discaverad by the British ships.  On being sighted and
chased by Biritish destroyers, they unmediately turned
tail.  No sensible person believes that the Germans are
tacking in courage : and their procedure in so promptly
toking flight is cortainly suspicious.  \What, then, was
the ohject of their little excursion ! Apparently noth-
Bir dess (han to draw the British ships on by appearing
1o run away from them, and se to entive them into a
mincfield and amoug submiarines, or to destroy them
singly during a long pursuit by dropping mines 1n their
path. That, at any rate, is the Tondon Spee-
fofur's  theory, It would seem as  if  Admiral
Bealty tovk a similar view: for in the very heal of
victory, when it locked as if he lad only to steam a
few more miles 1o be certain of sinking another cruiser,
he deliberately refrained. Admiral Beatty 1is de-
servedly recelving as much applause for his level-headed-
ness and sound judgment in knowing when to stop, as
lor the gallantry and dash which characterised his more
spectacular work in this execiting skirmish.  This new
German manocuvre is interesting as giving the British
naval authorilies a clue to 1he sort of wearing down
tactics which they may expect Germany to pursue
until she deems it safe to venture uporn an open fight,
and as indicating that the British Navy will have to
fieht with their heads as well as with their guns so
lcilg as this waiting long-range warfare continues.

Addressing the Grand Jury at Magherafelt Quar-
ter Sessions the other day, Judge Todd said it seemed
to him that his circuit was turning into a pilgrimage
of congratulations., There was but one small case to
go before them.

To anvone who Loew anvihing of the
history of the Ancient Order of liberaianz, 1 weuld
indeed be strange, he said, ir the members of that
Order did not feel tor the Belgiaus in the hotiv of their
martyrdom.

Cork, which has now taken hack the freedony ol
the city conferred ou Professov Kuno Mever i 1011,
conferred it recently on the Marguis of Aberdeen and
Tara, the retiriug Viceroy. liaving signed the roll of
freedom, his Excellency, in the course of his acknow-
ledgment of the honor, sald it would be a source of
regret both to himself and Lady Aberdeen to leave so
many friends behind them, hut die hoped that their
separation from lreland wouid e wore nominal than
real, and he could, at all events, assure thew that that
would not be their last visit to Cork.

The election of the Lord Mavor of Dublin
place on February 5. Ou January 25 Aldernan Claney
was elected to the paosition, but died within a weck.
A new election was thus renderad necessary. Great
iriterest attached to the proceedings by the faei tial
tlie contest was between a  well-known  Nationalist,
namely, Couucillor Gallagher, and w Rinn Feiner,
Alderman Kelly.

PROSPERITY OF IRISIT TRADT.

At the annual meeting of the Dublin Chamber of
Commerce the president, Mr. Richard K. Gawmble, re-
ferred to the effect of the war on Trish (rade. Reports
from all sides, he said, showed that trade in nearly all
cases was in an exiremely flourishing condition. The
Irish waollen and linen manufacturers were working
at full time, and overtime in some cases. The common-
sense and absence of panic shown by the Irish commer-
cial community had been well repaid, and the banking
reports showed that Ireland was in a very prosperous

condition. So far as her limited commercial and agri-
cultural interests were concerned there was plenty of
room for the development of other industries in Ireland.

MR. W. REDMOND JOINS THE IRISH BRIGADE

Mr. Williamn Redmond, M., for Bast Clare, writ-
ing to Mr. Linnane, J.¥., of Knnis, announces that he
has offered himself to the Irish Brigade, stating that
he does so because he is absolutely convinced that the
future freedom, welfare, and happingss of the Irish
people depend upon the part Ireland ﬁlays in this war.
“fhere may be a few,” he adds, *who think that the
Germans would not injuve Lreland, and that they would
even benefit her. 1 lhope the Clare people will rely on
no such statemenc. It the Germans come here, and
they will if they veach Great Britain, they will be our
masters and we shall be at theiv mercy. What that
mercy is likely to be, judge by the treatment given to
Belgivmn.,  Lf in the tiwe to come we in Ireland could
not show we bhad struck a blow for Belginm, theu in-
deed L believe that our name would he disgraced.
Apart from this, 1 regard the Act which will restore
onr nwn Parbament as a treaty of peace with the people
of Greal Britain. The British dentocracy have shown
help awil sympathy.  Hvery yeform we now enjoy we
owe o their Toval help and wonstant support. It would
be ungratefnl and ieliuman if we stond idly by while
the Brghsh, Seoteh, wnd Welsh people were in danger
and thelr wonen and children klied in cold blood, as
happened i Searborougl, Aunstralia and New Zealand
have been our loval fmends in onr hour of strife. Their
Parhinments and their statesmen have ever pleaded for
our rights. 10 Germany wins this war, these people
will Trave their homes, their property, and their lives
moclanger.  Arve we to leave these people who were our
Uriends without our aid? 11 we did so we should be
justly disgraced. I am far woe old to be a soldier, but
[ jutend to try to do my best for whatever life remains
e to show that Ireland af- feast is true to her treaties
amd not inoany way unurateful to her friends through-
out the world.”

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OUR COMMON VEGETABLES

a g

People owe a big debt to the forefathers of the
Boers. More than balf of the vegetables eaten every
day go to England straight from Holland. 1t 1s
ditficult to imagine that three hundred years ago a
boiled potato or a dish of mashed turnips was not to
be had in Great Britain for love or money.  In those
days English people lived chiefly on bread and meat
and beer, and the bread and meat were as a rule of
such qguality as would have caused a riot in the work.
house of to-day.

Beans they did have—at least, the upper classes
had the. Henry VIIL. was very fond of beans, wnd
had a Duteh gardener over, whd found English suil
would grow Lroad beans every bit as well as Dutch.
They vather sneered at peas in the vear 1600, Huch
as were eaten were imported from Holland. < Fat
dainties for ladies; they came so Tar, and cost so dear,’
says one writer,

Some years ago, in the Tsle of Bute, & splendid ¢rop
of peas was raised from seed which was at least 2000,
and prebably nearly 3000 vears old.  This seed came
from an Egyptian tomb. The flower had & beautitul
red centre, surrounded by white petals, and the peas
were well up to the modern market-garden standard.
Cabbage has always been a pel vegetable of the Tutch.
We got it from them in 1510, aud in 1915 westill use
thousands of pounds of Duteh cabbage-seed.  And the
extraordinary part of it is that cabbave is in reality a
native of Great Britain.

All our garden vegetables are merely types Lin-
proved by long cultivation of wild species.  The Britich
cabbage is common enough in places by the sex in the
South of England, but it iz no use for food in its wild

state. Indeed, it would take a botanist to tell that it
was a cabbage at all. Scotland owes the cabbage to
Cromwell’s soldiers, The caulifiower is hut a cultivated
improvement on the cabbage. It was brought to per-
fection in Cyprus, and was very little known in Eng-
land till about z century ago.

The parsnip is another native of Britain. You
will find it along almost any hedge-row, but it is small,
and intensely bitter in its wild state, Parsnip is grown
more in Ireland than in England. In Ulster a sort of
beer iz made from the root.

Celery is a third native of Great Britain. It
grows luxnviantly in ditches and brocks; but, like the
oibers, wild celery is nasty, even poisonous. We owe
the delicicus eatable celery to a French prisoner of
war, Field-Marshal Tullard, whom Marlborough beat
at Blenheint in 1704.

It asked what was the moest important event in
the history of Hritish vegetables, most people would
say the bringing vver of the potato {rom its home in
America,  They would be wrong.  The introduction of
the turnip—that is, of the Swede varicty—was of much
greater value.  Until we got the field-turnip, all Eng-
fand had to live during the winter chiefly on salted
meat.  And severe winters were dreaded, on account
of the tervible mortality  amongst sheep, which were
then feft ount pastre all throurh the eold weather,
The growing of swedes chanved all that, by providing
cheap and wholesome food for stock when penned up.
Turaips, like s many ofher vecelables, came to us
from Holland aboul 1690,

The artichoke is a vegetable nob as popular now

KITCHEN GARDEN: WORK FOR APRIL.

All strawberry plantations should be finished this
month, so that they may be well established for the
winter. If planted too late, they have not sufficient
roothold of the soil, the consequence being that they
are lifted out of the gvound by the severe frusts.  They
must be kept free from weeds, so that they mav have
pienty of sun and air.  The old leaves should not be
removed from strawberey beds. they are best feft on the
l)lants witil .-;]tl'iIl}_:. ('L‘l(‘l'_\' can neew be moukded up.
L1 is hetter not to mould too hieh, unti! the plants are
fully grown, wher they cin be earthed un again, It
wust be done toodryv weather, and care should be taken
that the soil dees not et nto the heart of the plant.

Ttalians live in the Kternal City, aiding the Supreme
Pontiff in the ruling of the Cathelie Cliurch as prefects
of the Sacred Congregations, or presidents of the differ-
ent commussions. Great Britain may be said to be
represented at the Pontifical Court by two cardinals. -
namely, Cardinal Gasquet and Cardinal Mervy del Val
Though the lutter is a Spaniard, he is Bnelish by birth,
education, and svimpathy,

Tt has been computed that the bishops and arch-
bisltops of the world are venewed by death about overy
fourteen vears.

GOLDEN JUBILEE OF A NUX,

The Rev. Mother Mary Agnes, of St. Caiherine's
Convent, Lauriston Gardens, Edinburgh, a sister of
the late Abbot Snow, celebrated recently the fiftieth
anniversary of her profession as a Sister of Merey. Tho
ceremonies began with the celebration of Tigh Mass
in the convent chapel. A number of lay friends of tle
Sisters were present, as well as a large attendauce of
the clergy of the archdiocese. The Rev. Father Maher,

Three years afterwards
she was appointed Mother Assistant of Novices, and
in 1872 was for the first tima elected Rev. Mother,
Sinee then, for aver forty years, she had been again
and again entrusted with the Tespongibilities. and
anxictics of the office. She had given her whole heart
and- seul to the work and labored for its suceess with
the utniost devotion. In the Providence of God she was
the main instrament in its growth and development
by her zecal, courage, prudence, generosity, and charity.
Ilis Grace Archbishop Smith afterwards held a recep-
tion in the spacious music hall of the convent, at which
Liord Skerrington, on behalf of the Catholie community
of Edinburgh, offered his respectiul congratulations to
the Rev. Mother.

Some of these religious have heen sent to Egypt,
others to Alexandria, Many <havitable works will
sulter by the absenee of these priests and nuuns, such as,
far instanee, the mmense Ilospice in Jerusalem under
the care of the Freneh Sisters of Charity, where shelter
wits given 16 deserted ehildren, the aged blind, and the
v of every deseription. The Sisters also nursed in
the municipal hespitals and the lepers in the Silue dis-
iriet. The nuns of the same Order have likewise been
turned  out of their convents st Bethlehem, Caiffra,
dand Nazarctl, and consequentiv frmn the perfermance
of thelr varions works of merey ot their different justi-
tutions. We (Jeish Catholiey onlv take this Congrega-
ton as an exanple, Many others are ondnring the same
fate.  Fven the Poor Clares and Carmelite Nuns have
not heen aflowed Lo vemain in Nazarelly, Jerusalem,
Canfiva. or Bethlebem. T Palestine alone, more {han
0 Freneh priests and Religions and mmore than 300
nuns have bren expelled by the Turks: their 35 con-
vents, hespitals, pocr sehiools, ane homwrdine sehools have
citier boen oeeupied Ty the Turks or losod. Some few
ol the canvents have been allowed to remain open with
s of Gttaman, Cerman, or Duteh oriein in charge,
Fue they will ot be able (o continue heir gaod works
For very long.

THE OBJECT OF APPLYING FERTILISERS.

Wilien a farmer applies a fertiliser to the soil, what
does e do it for? e ig simply supplying so many
pounds of food to his plants, just as he gives rations
of fodder to his live stuck.

The crop, as it grows, consumes or assimilates,
hestdes other substances, a certaln quantity of nitrogen,
phosphate of lime, and potash, and when we put on
the soil deessings of nitrate of soda, superphosphate,
katutt, or other fertilisers o are providing the crop
witlt a stock of food for the neriod of its growth.,
