As to the
question of recruiting, Captain Redmond said that all
that might be stated on the point at present was con-
tained in the letter of the Irish Leader. Captain Red-
mond’s tribute to the men's couduct was couched in the
most flattering terms. lie referred to their high sense
of discipline, their cordial relations with the towns-
peaple, and the entire absence of any complaintseither
by the military authorities or by the police. The
tribute was fortified by the testimony of the Rev.
Father O Callaghau, the Administrator «t Fermoy, who
stated that the men had given an exeellent example
during their stay ai Fermoy. They were most Taithiul
to their reliciona duties, and anly during the week many
of them attended a mission in {he town. Their he-
havieur. he said, was splendid, and all the time they
had lived on ithe hest understanding wuh the people,
