St. Gall was one of a number of Irish monks who,
towards the close of the sixth century, accompanied
St. Columbanus to the Continent. Having settled near
Lake Constanee, by his preaching, example, and
miracles, he converted. to the true faith so great a
number of idolaters that he is justly regarded as the
apostle of that territory. The abbey which he founded
there hecame one of the most famous in Europe for
the number of learned men it produced, and for its
valuable and extensive library. 8t. Gall died about
646, Ome of the cantons of Switzerland is called by
his name,

St. Hedwige, Widow.

This saint was aunt of St. Elizabeth of Hlungary,
and wife of Henry, Duke of Poland. She was remark-
able for her charity to the sick and poor. Sle died
in 1243, :

8t. Luke, Evangelist.

St. Luke was a native of Antioch, capital of Syria,
and was by profession a physician. He was probably
one of the first converts to Christianity in Antioch. He
wrote his Gospel mainly for the use of the Greeks
converted by St. Panl, and, consequently, he did not
purpose proving, like 8t. Matthew, who wrote for the
Jews, that Christ was the promised Messias, but pre-
ferred rather to bring into prominence the facts which
show that He was the SBaviour of the world, and that
He had died for all—Jews and Gentiles. St. Luke also
wrote the Acts of the Apostles. He is believed to have
" been martyred in Greece, but the date of his death is
uncertain,

THE ROMAN CHURCH IN ITS INFANCY

THE COMING OF ST. PETER TO ROME--11I

We are not concerned now with the date of St.
Peter’s arrival in Rome, the duration of his apostolie
labors there, or the date of his death: all these points
are still a subject of debate among scholars. The main
fact is that St. Peter lived, taught, and died at Rome:
this is the historical foundation of the claim the Bishops
of Rome make to the Apostolic Primacy of St. Peter.

Fortunately the fact of Peter's activity and death
in Rome is susceptible of strict and scientific proof:
it cannot be denied without denying ihe hest known
facts of Roman history, and serious Protestant his-
torians of to-day have ceased to demny it. The facts
may be set forth thus: Writing almest undeubtedly
from Rome, St. Peter ended his First Epistle in this
fashion:‘ “‘“The Church that is in Babylon, elected to-
gether with you, saluteth you; and so doth my son
Mark (v. 13).”" Babylon must be here identified with
the Roman capital ; since Babylon on the Euphrates,
which lay in ruins, or New Babylon (Seleucid) on the
Tigris, or the FEgyptian Babylon near Memphis, or
Jerusalem cannot be meant, the reference must be to
Rome, the only city which is called Babylon elsewhere
in Christian literature (Apoc. xvii, 5: xviii., 10y’
(Cath. Kneye. xi., T49).

St. Clement of Rome, writing to the faithful at
Corinth in the year 96 or 97, says: ‘ Through zeal and
cunning the greatest and most righteous supports [of
the Church] have suffered persecution and been warred
to death. T.et us place before our eyes the good Apos-
tles—St. Peter, who in consequence of unjust zeal,
suffered not one or two, but numerous miseries, and
having thus given testimony has entered the merited
place of glory.” He then goes on to connect the death
of St. Paul (who certainly suffered at Rome) and of
St. Peter with ihe memory of a number of elect who, in
suffering martyrdom, gave a great example of courage
‘amongst us,” that is, among the Romans (ch. x).

Something similar occurs in a leiter written (be-
fore 117} to the Romans by St. Ignatius, Bishop of
Antioch. The venerable old man was being brought
to Rome for martyrdom, and he begged the Roman
Christians not to ask pardon for him from the Em-
peror; then he adds: ‘T beg [this of you], I issue no
commands, like Peter and Paul: they were Apostles,
while I am but a captive (Add. Romanos IV). °The
meaning of this remark must be that the two Apostles
labored personally in Rome, and with apostolic
authority preached the Gospel there’ (Tath. Ereye.,
XT., 749).

From the second century on, the witnesses speak
more explicitly. St. Ireneus of Lyons, a native of Asia
Minor, and a disciple of St. Polycarp of Smyrna, who
in turn was a disciple of St. John the Apostle, passed
a considerable time in Rowme shortly before the middle
of the second century. He tells ns that ‘ Matthew
edited a Gospel ‘written in their own tongue for the
Hebrews, whilst Peter and Paul were preaching Christ
at Rome, and laying the foundation of the Church.’
{Testimony preserved in Iusebius, History V., 8)

"Again he speaks of the Church at Rome as * the greatest

and most ancient Church, known by all, founded or
organised at Rome by the two most glorious Apostles,
Peter and Paul’ (dpr. Heresies, 111, i11).

Dionysius, Bishop of Corinth, writes thus of the
Church at Rome in the time of Fope Soter (165-174):
‘You have therefore by your urgent exhortation bound
close together the sowing of Peter and Paul at Rome
and Corinth. For both planted the seed of the Gospel
also in Corinth, and together instructed us, just as they
likewise taught in the same place in Ttaly and at the
same time suffered martyrdom’ (In Eusebius’s Hist.,
IT., xxviii).

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The great teacher at the famons school of Alex-
andria, Ctement, writes thus towards the end of the
gecond century, and wirites, be it noled, on the strength
of what he had learnt from tradition: ' After Peter
had announced the Word of God in Rome and preached
the Gospel in the spirit of God, the multitude of hearers
requested Mark, who had leng accompanied Peter in
all his journeys, to write down what the Apostles had
preached to them ’ (In Eusebius, Hist., I'V., xiv.).

Tertullian, about the same time, says: ‘1f thou
ave near lialy, thou hast Rome where authority is
ever within reach. How f{ortunate is this Clhureh for
which the Apostles have poured out their whole teach-
ing with their blood, where PPeter has emulated the
Passion of the L.ord, where Paul was crowned with the
death of John (the Baptist’ (On FPreseription, xxxv.).
Again, ‘ The budding faith Nevo first made bloody in
Rome, since he was bound to the cross’ (Neorpivce,
xv.).
At the beginning of the third century, the Roman
priest Cajus, could appeal confidently in a dispute with
heretics to the tombs of the two apostles: ‘But I can
show the trophies of ihe Apostles. 1If you care to go
to the Vatican [where St. Peter was exeented] or to
the road to Ostia [where St. Paul suffered], thou shalt
find the trophies of those who have founded this
Church’ (In Eusebius, His., IL., xxviii.). Eusebius him-
self refers to ‘ the inseription of the names of Peter and
Paul, which have been preserved lo the present day on
the burial-places " at Rome.

This documentary evidence is amply confirmed by
that of numerous monuments in Rome, the most im-
portant of them certainly autheatic, which preserve to
our own day the memory of St. Peter’s coming to the
Eternal City. Lanciani, an archaeologist. of the first
rank and a non-Catholic, sums up the position in his
book, Pagan and (hvistian Iome: TFor the archaeo-
logist the presence and exeention of SS8. Peter and
Paul in Rome are facts established beyond a shadow of
doubt by purely (monumental evidence).” ‘Must we
consider them all (that is, those who erected these
various monuments) as laboring under a delusion or as
conspiring in the commission of a gigantic fraud.’
‘ There is no event of the imperial age and of imperial
Rome, which is attested by so many noble structures,
all of which point to the same conclusion, the presence
and execution of the apostles in the capital of the
Empire’ (pp. 123, 125).

THE REVISION OF THE VULGATE

The Right Rev. Abbot Gasquet, 0.8.B., left Lon-
don on August 23 for New York, where, after a period
of rest at the Benedictine Monastery at Newark, N.J.,
and a sojourn at Hamilton, he will inavgurate a four-
month course of lectures connected with the monu-
mental enterprise over which he is presiding, namely,
the Revision of the Vulgate. The course of lectures
will take the distinguished Abbot to every important
centre of the United States, west as well as east, and
will in all probability include a visit to the provinece of
Quebec. Cardinal Farley, of New York, and Arch-
bishop. Ireland, of St. Paul, Minnesota, have bhoth
promised the Abbot their full support, and invitations
have poured in upon him from ecclesiastics and laymen
in all quarters of the Union. Not the least remarkable
fact connected with Abbot Gasquet’s visit to the States
s the number of cordial invitations and promises of
practical support which have been extended to him by
American gentlemen of social and commercial pre-
eminence who do mnct belong to the Catholic Faith.
There would scem to be every certainty, indeed, that
both Catholi¢ and non-Catholic America intend to
exert their emulous energies in doing honor to the most
distingunished and most scholarly Churchman of his
age.

g A representative of the Catholic Times lhas had
the privilege of meeting the Abbot-President of the
English Benedictines at Harper street, Blsomshury,
and found him not unwilling to talk about his approach-
ing visit to the States—mnot the first visit, it is note-
worthy.

“The lectures,” said Abbot Gasquet, ‘ have been
undertaken for the purpose of defraying the very great
expense connecied with the critical revision of the
Vulgate, to meet which a sum of about £30,000 will be
“required. My visit to the States is, therefove, one which
will call for all my energy, and beyond the pleasure of
meeting old friends and accomplishing the task in
hand, there will be little of the holiday about it. In
the course of my lectures, which will be given in capital
centres like New York, Chicago, St. L.ouis, and St.
Paul—in the last of which cities I shall meet an old
friend in Archbishop Ireland—T am to have the assist-
ance of photographic slides which will indicate the vast
variety of manuscripts exploved; as well as illuminate
the dfficulties which were encountered in the critical
revision and study of the very many texts which have
been under examination since the work was begun in

1907, in accordance with the commission laid upon us
by Pope Pius. You may gather an idea of the extent

of this work when you realise that I possess ab present
somtething like

Five Thousand Metres of Photographic Slides,

that the eritical work accomplished o date fills between
four hundred and five hundred folio volumes, that a
small army of students and research-workers are at this
time examining manuscripts in the principal publie and
private libraries of the world, and that my expenses
for the last year's work alone have come to nearly
£2000. As an example of the tentacular reach of the
Commission’s task, I cite the fact that the private
library of the late Mr. Pierpont Morgan was placed at
our disposal, and in it were found several Bible manu-
scripts of great value and antiquity, the texts of which
were duly explored in connection with ocur work.
Workers there are engaged in almost every capital of
the world, and it is fully expected that our labors will
be completed by 1915, when the results of the Revision
will appear In volume form corresponding in size and
general likeness to the actwal Catholic Encyclopedia.’

Abbot Gasquet was good enough to give some more
intimate details in connection with his labors. The
Pope, he said, had himself guaranteed all the expenses
likely to be entailed by the Revision, should the appeal
to the faithful fail of producing the sum required.
That the burden is unlikely to fall upon his Holiness
was the opinion expressed by the Abbot, who is firm
in the belief that

Irish-American Catholics

will show themselves equal to the final effort required.
France, he told our correspondent, had subscribed very
ganerously towards the work, but, as was to be ex-
pected, much could not be looked for at home. The
result would be, he said, that the honor of completing
the success of the enterprise would mainly go to Irish-
America. Apart from the fact that a member of one
of the great non-Catholic families of America, the
Cadwaladers, had promised him practical support, the
famous Catholic body, the Knights of Columbus, had
also volunteered fheir influential assistance to his mis-
sion. Personally, he said, he felt no doubt as to the
issue, and those whe were well acquainted with the
Catholic community in America had expressed to him
a similar feeling.

As regards the work of the Revision of the Vulgate,
Dr. Gasquet assured our representative that many
extracrdinary fallacies were current, even where a total
ignorance of the scope of the project did not exist.
There is, he said, no question of producing a kind of
‘standard * Latin Bible. All existing texts are based
upon that of St. Jerome, who gave his Latin version
to the world in {He fourth century. No. copy of the
actual text is khown to exist, and the corruptions intro-
duced by scribes and others in the centuries posterior
to St. Jerome, and even the well-intentioned work of
the various correctors, have rendered the labors of trying
to recover the exach text from existing manuscripis both
difficult and delicate., This, however, said the Abbot,
is the work which must be done as the first step in the
Revision of the Vulgate, since the text is admitted on
all hands to be an absolute necessity as a basis for any
more extended and critical revision. The aim, there-
fore, of the Revising Commission is to determine with
all possible exactitude the Latin text of 5t. Jerome, and
not at all to produce any new version of the Latin
Scriptures. Verbal changes there will be in large
numbers, said Dr. Gasquet, but the tale and teaching
of Holy Writ will remain as it has remained from the
beginning.

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THE CATHOLIC PRESS IN OTHER LAND3

The following paper was read at the recent Catholic -

Congress at Plymouth by Miss Irene Hernaman:—
The propaganda of the goed Press in France is
carried an by two important societies, the Bonne Presse,
of Paris, and the Action Populaire, of Rheims. The
Maison de la Bonne Presse was founded by an Agsump-
tionist Father in the year 1873 ; he launched the first
Catholic newspaper in France, La Croir, which has
now the fourth largest circulation in the country. We
have all heard of how the infidel Government in 1908
laid hands on the property of the Bonne Presse, and of
how the Catholics of France, from the poorest to the
wealthiest, subscribed three and a-half million francs
to buy it back. The Bonne Presse published upwards
of twenty-five papers and magazines; there are also
stories price sixpence each (their circulation during 1912
has doubled), and larger books for parish libraries,
while a special department is devoted te cinemato-
graph films, of which 10,000 metres can now be hived.
The methods of distributing this mass of literature are
admirable ; forty-one departments have their cantonal
committees; in many places the organisation rests in
the hands of the Ligue Patviotique des Femmes Fran-
caises—the Catholic Women's League of France, whose
boast it is that they are the workwomen of the good
press. In so short a paper it is impossible to give

Any Idea of Their Activities;
many of them personally meet the newspaper trains
every morning; others, business women, take round
their hundle of papers before going to work. At Ver-
sailles, on the eve of the municipal elections of 1912,
the press committee addressed and disiributed 6000
newspapers in twenty-four lours—250 in an hour!
The League has 250 circulating libraries, in which
excellent werk it is assisted by the (Euvres des Biblio-

theques Catholiques at Paris, whichk makes a domation.

of thirty books to struggling parish libraries. The
Bonne Presse receives valuable spiritual help from the
100,000 members of the League of the Ave Maria, who
say one ‘ Hail Mary ’ every day for the good Press, and
many priests offer Mass monthly for the same intention.
The Action Populaire is so well known to English
Catholics that it only needs brief mention. Tfs numerous
publications range from the weighty dnnée Sorinle
Ifnternationale—a mine of information for the social
student—to a host of tracts on every conceivable sub-
ject written by experts. The latest comer, a monthly
magazine, in its one year of existence, has gained 8000
readers. The Children of Mary and other confrater-
nities are taught that they cannot consider themselves
abreast with the times unless they assist the apostolate
of the good press. In threetowns they have succeeded ir
almost eradicating the anti-clerical paper.

The German Volksvercin

is the model of all press organisations. Founded in 1890,
numbers over 700,000, By an elaborate system of pro

vincial delegates, managers, and committees, the Volks-
verein keeps in touch withits members while encourag-
ing them to support their local Catholic press. Af the
central office a literary staff, all possessing degrees of
political economy or theology, edit and prepare the seven
magazines ; one of the largest, Soriale Studentenblatter
for university students, has a cireulation of 10,000.
The output of pamphlets in 1912 showed an increase of
eight millions over the preceding year. Another im-
portant work is the supplying of articles on apologetic
and on social questions to 400 Catholic weeklies. There
are, voughly speaking, about 250 Catholic dailies in
Germany; good press propaganda is carried on by the
Augustverein, a society of over 1000 Catholic jour-
nalists, and by the Frauenbund and the Catholic
Women Teachers’ League; the two last publish litera-
ture, and distribute leaflets, exposing the danpgers of
the bad press, while the flourishing Borromeanverein
is responsible for many hundreds of libraries. Another
useful institution is the Central Information Burean,
which in 1911 denounced 715 scandals against priests
and nuns.
The Piusverein of Austria

closely resembies the Volksverein ; its object is to assist
Catholic papers out of its funds. It was founded in
1906, at a moment when Catholic journalism was at
its lowest ebb. In two months it gained 45,000 mem-
bers; in 1910 the number had risen to 125,000, There
are now two important dailies and some 90 weeklies.
The Piusverein issues thousands of leaflets urging the
importance of press propaganda; the Press Bureau
sends articles to Catholic papers, and even supplies
sermons on the apostolate of the press. The Volksbund
started in 1910 and has lately been federated to the
Piungverein: it seeks to educate its members, who are
chiefly working-people, in Catholic principles respecting
social problems; in 1911 it numbered 14,547 associates.
The Christian syndicates have sixteen papers.

The Catholic Alliance of Hungary,

founded eighteen years ago, has its press section, which
actively combats the bad press and assists popular
libraries. The People’s (atholic Alliance is educational
in its alm; every month it distributes pamphlets to-its
300,000 members,” who are ardent supporters of the
good press, There are also several excellent libraries
under the management of the Catholic Women's
League and Mary-Ehzabeth Society; one of the latter
has 3000 volumes in five languages for the educated
classes. Catholic press propaganda in Hungary has to
avercome enormous obstacles; the majority of the news-
papers and libraries are under Jewish and Masonic
control, and the Catholics, weakened by Calvinist en-
vironment, lack that enlightened grip of their religion
which is so vitally important in the present day.

Catholics in Poland,

in spite of religlous persecution, are very earnest over
their press; the Catholic Association of Posniac, which
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includes about half the working-men in the country,
has its own review, with 29,000 subscribers; the Union
of Professionals spent in oue year 18,849 marks on
press propaganda. There is a lack of Catholic writers
owing v the restrictions laid upon higher education by
the Russian Government.
Belgian Catholics

are keenly alive to the importance of supporting their
press. Catholic journals far outnumber Socialist and
anti-clerical ones, and have a circulation varying from
70,000 for the Flemish Gazet wan Antwerpen, to
190,000 for the Nationale and Patriote combined. So-
cieties for press propaganda are to be found every-
where; one of the most flourishing is the Society of St.
Paul at Brussels, and some idea of the work it has
accomplished may be gathered from the fact that at
the time of the elections of 1884 no Catholic paper was
to be seen in the hotels and cafes. Unfortunately de-
tails of last year’s electioneering campaign are not yet
forthecoming, but we know that 50,000 leaflets were
distributed. In 1910 not only were tracts left at every
house, but they were also given away at the gates of

the factories: and 1088 newspapers were sent for two |

months to parliamentary candidates whose Catholicity
was considered doubtful. All this costs money: ‘We
must boldly face the fact that press propaganda 1s
costly,” writes the secretary. And it is largely to pro-
vide a central fund that a National Press Federation
was organised in 1911 under the presidency of Cardinal
Mercier ; at the first Press Day last March more than
eighty press committees had sent in their adhesion.
Omne of the fruits of the Press Day has been that the
Leagues of the Blessed Sacrament and of the Retraites
Fermees have taken up press propaganda. Belgian
Catholics have also started a most useful Commibtiee ol
Defence, the different branches undertaking to read
and refute all attacks published against all religion.
Since its foundation in 1910 it has issued 99 summonses,
which have all resulted in condemnations. The won-
derfut '

Expansion of the Catholic Press in Holland
mikes it difficult to realise that it is a Proiestant
country. In 1880, when the Abbe Schaepereau was
elected as the first clerical deputy to Parliament, there
was only one daily paper; at his death there were thir-
teen dailies and 150 periodicals. One of the news-
papers has a morning and evening -edition, and num-
bers over 5000 readers, while a bi-weekly has a circula-
tion of 29,500. A special feature of Catholic life 1n
Holland is the many professional and working men's
eyndicates—mixed unions are not popular; each have
their own periodical ; thus there is the Catholic Tobac-
conist, the Catholic Diwmond-makers’ Review, the
Catholic Furniture-makers’ Review, ete. Distribution of
literature is carried on chiefly by members of the
numerous propaganda clubs, the majority of which are
united into a national federation. Unfortunately, no
statistics are available, but they are indefatigable in
prayer, house-to-house visiting, and distribution at the
church doors; the Apostolate of the Catholic Press has
repeatedly been insisted upon by the Duteh Episcopate
in thtir pastorals. There are several publishing and
propaganda societies, one at Amsterdam worked by the
Jesuit. Fathers somewhat resembles the Catholic Truth
Society.
- When We Turn to Italy
we seek in vain for the same enthusiasm. The Unione
Popolare, founded in 1906, has 100,000 members,
which number could easily be doubled but for the
apathy of lay Catholics, and the lack or organisation in
rural districts. Tts brightly writien monthly pamph-
lets sent to all members deserve a wider circulation.
Unfortunately, many are lost every month; in one
village during the whole year the literature addressed
to several members was regularly sequestered by the
Socialist driver of the post-waggon, with the result
that the following January the men refused their sub-
scription, saying they got mothing for their money.
Nor is this an isolated case. At Naples a large soclety
publishes tracts and pamphlets. At Rome the Society
of St. Paul distributes literature, mostly of a religious

nature, to hospitals, barracks, and public libraries. A
special branch of the work supplies books'and maruals
to Ttalians resident in other parts of Europe and
America. Every town in Ttaly has its little press com-
mittea, nme of the strongest of which iz at Bergamo.
The different societies and dioceses have all their maga-
zines. One of the hest of the latter circulates in ten
parishes of the Ventimiglia diocese, and is a model
parish magazine. But until all these scattered forces
are united into a powerful press committee, the strength
of the Masonic press cannot be broken,
The Catholic Press in Spain
would easily control public opinion were it not for the
unfortunate poiitical divisions. As it is we find Car-
list, Integrist, Jamist, each struggling for the mastery,
Nevertheless Catholic periodicals have trebled their
circulation during the last ten years, and there are
now some 65 daily papers, There is also an Information
Bureau, which in the first year received 173,810 sub-
scriptions ; and it is delightful to find even the poor con-
tributing a halfpenny a week towards the support of
the Catholic press. Three large societies carry om press
propaganda. Thero is the Accion Social Popular, of
Barcelona, founded in 1907, which has 16,000 members.
During the first year it published 4,310,728 bocks and
pamphlets. Much the same work is done by the Aceion
Social Catolica, of Saragossa. Both societies give
numerous conferences. But the most striking feature
in the Spanish good press propaganda is the active part
taken by more than 10,000 seminarists all over the
country under the direction of the seminary at Seville.
These enthusiastic young men and boys devote a por-
tion of their recreation every day to work in the semi-
nary printing-rooms, and in order that during the
long vacation the numerous publications shall appear
as usual, three seminarists at a time sacrifice a month
to office and journalist work within the seminary, aided
by others living in the vicinity. HMHouse-to-house distri--
hution is also carried on. At Barcelona the seminar-
ists delivered in one year 13,000 periodicals to hotels,
cafes, hairdressers’ shops, and workmen’s elubs. A%
Madrid the diocesan committee has placed hoxes at the
church doors, where read papers may be deposited. A
diocesan association for priests has been lately started
at Seville, and for all—priests, religious and secular,
nuns, laymen and laywomen—there is a special manual
to direct their activities. Mention must also be made
of numerous libraries, especially those in the prisons
at Valentia, It was in 1871 that the
First Catholic Daily Paper was Launched inp
Switzerland,

amidst enormous obstacles both from the indifference of
Catholics and the bitter antagonism of the Socialist
printers.  IHelp came from an unexpected quarter.
HSeven young girls who desived to consecrate themselves
fo God came forward and offered to dedicate them-
selves to this new apostolate of the good press. It
was on Whitsun Eve that this little band of pioneers
arrived at Lyons, and climbed the hill te the sanctuary
of Notre Dame de Fourvieres to ask the protection of
our Lady in this strange work which they were to
learn on the morrow in the busy printing establishment.
They returned to Fribourg at the very moment when
the printers had struck work, leaving the journal for
the morrew half completed. In a few moments the
girls had slipped into the empty places, and, to the
disgusl of the Socialists, the paper appeared nex{ morn-
ing as usual. There are now sixty of them, belonging.
to all nationalities, who form a kind of third order, and
divide their time between labor in the workshop, done
as far ad possible in silence, and prayer in their own
chapel. The printing house, a fine building, publishes
papers and tracts, and has a library of 3000 volumes.
The Swiss Volksverein, founded in 1857, has sections for
the press all over Switzerland, and in 1%10 it num-
bered 50,000 memhbers. Its centre is at Lucerne. In
the same city is a most useful Institute of Apologetics,
whicl, besides furnishing articles on controversial sul-
jects to Catholic papers, refutes false statements against
the Church. The most important daily newspaper is
the Vaterland, with a circulation of 15,000. German
papers number forty-cight; French, thirteen, It is
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*» impossible within the scope of this paper to give more

than a brief survey of the Catholic press
In Canada and the United States,

In Canada there are no daily papers for English-
speaking Catholics. The most important weeklies, the
Casket and the Record, were established mearly forty
years age. The latter has upwards of 50,000 readers.
The monthly Messenger of the Stered Heart has a cir-
culation of 150,000, French Catholics have several
newspapers and numerous parochial bulletins, of which
50,000 are distributed gratis in Montreal, The Ecole
Sociale of Montreal brings out 1000 pamphlets on
social questions every month; the Action Populaire of
Quebec is responsibie for a daily paper, L’dction So-
ciele, with a circulation of 18,000, and some excellent
tracts. With two exceptions, the non-Catholic press
is tolerant and fair-minded, but scveral Protestant
sects in Western Canada publish leaflets which delight
in vilifying Catholic faith and practice. Their bad
influence is being actively eombated by clergy and laity
alike. There are also some scurrtlous publications
issued by the ¥reneh Freemasons, The Action Social
Populaire is also the centre of the French Leaguo of
the Catholic press in Carada and the States, which
numbers some twenty periodicals.

The Catholic Press in the United States
does not receive that widespread support which it de-

serves. Three of the largest weeklies—two German,
the other English—have a combined circulation of
37,650, The editor-in-chief has been instrumental in

helping to organise a Catholic
founded two years ago. In the first year it received
1100 dollar subscriptions. It has arranged to obtain a
weekly cable letter direct from the Vatican, and to
transmit it to those papers which subseribe for it. The
Social Service Commission of the American Federation
of Catholic Charities during the past year has supplied
thirty journals with a much appreciated article on
social problems. The Tnternational Catholic Truth
Bociety, incorporated in 1900, is active both in Canada
and the States. The report for 1910-11 shows a member-
ship of over a thousand, and 118 affiliated societies,
while 199,188 pamphle’s were distributed. It is in
communication with the small, though active, hranch
of the Catholic Truth Society in Australia, which has
some 628 members. During its eight years of existence
it has circulated more than one miilion of ifs crisply
written publications, many of which have found a
ready sale'in the States, the Argentine, Brazil, Chile,
and Mexico. Each of them has its press com-
mittee.

This brief survey of press propaganda -abroad seems
to emphasise two important facts: the one a national,
and the other an international need. First there is the
vital necessity of a central information bureau in every
country, such as those already existing in Belgium and
Bwitzerland, which shall supply news to the (latholic
papers, and shall challenge, if possible, all false state-
ments on Catholic matters which are published in the
non-Catholic press. Secondly, there is the wané of an
international Catholic press agency. ‘We need an
International News Agoency,” is tho ery which comes
from the Old World and the New. Thus alone can the
wall of calumny, misrepresentation, and silence which
the non-Catholic press have built around Catholic
thought and action be broken down; thus alone can
the whole truth be proclaimed to the world.
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YOUNG IRELAND LITERATURE

THE CAUSES THAT INFLUENCED IT

At a recent meeting of the Catholic Federation at
Palmerston North it was propesed that lectures should
from time to time be given by members of the Federa-
tion. At a meeting on Monday evening, September 22,
Rev. Father McManus presided, and after the business
had been transacted, a short lecture on the ‘ Young
Ireland literature, and the causes that influenced it,’
was deliversd by Rev. Father Kelly.

Barly in the forties of the last century (said the
Tev, lecturer) O’Connell began to vealise that his hold
on the people was not so strong as it had been ; apathy
grew around him everywhere, and his clarion voice no
longer awoke responsive chords in the hearts of Irish-
men ; so the great Repeal organisation was in peril, and,
though his lion heart never lost hope, he grew very
anxious. Then there came into the movement three
young Irishmen, who quickened and fired to new en-
thusiasm their tepid countrymen; the three were
Thomas Davis, John Dillon, and Gavan Duffy. Davis
and Dillon were lawyers, Duffy a journalist. Davis
was a Protestant, and besides is genius, his ardent love
for Ireland, and his broad sympathy for mankind, he
kad that magnetic charm which made all who knew
him Iove him. Duffy had his full share of the common
sense of the morthern Irishman, and was gifted with
rare literary qualities. Dillon was one of the truest,
purest, and mest fearless of all that gallant band of
those who loved Ireland in all ages, They liked O’Con-
nell, but did not see eye to eye with him in his policy;
and they had a deep distrust of English statesmen ; they
preached the sound gospel that. Irishmen of all creeds
and classes should be united, that in no whining sup-
pliants’ tones, but with manly independence they shonld
demand to have their wrongs made right. They wanted
Irishmen to be relf-reliant and self-respecting, and they
would have these qualities nourished and strengthened
by meditation on the storied past of Erin.

In the summer of 1842 they sat vnder the leaves of
an elm iree in the green lawns of Phoenix Park, and,
as was their custom, spoke carnestly of such problems as
they had at heart. And there came to them the idea
of starting a newspaper to further the propaganda of
their doctrines. Thus was born that wonderful paper
known as The Nation. Tts purpose was ‘to create and
foster public opinion in Ireland, and to make it racy of
the seil.” TIts qualities of freshness, of high seriousness,
of manliness, scon made it famous, and attracted to it
a galaxy of brilliant writers, whose contributions, during
the twelve years it lasted, crowned it with a halo of

glory that will never fade in Ireland. 7The Nation was

first published in the autumn of 1842. Three years
later the blight first appeared in the County Wexford,
and quickly spread over the whole land. The terrible
years of the famine had come. The green leaves of
the potatoes shrivelled up and died, and the tubers at
the root hecame a fetid, putrid mass. The once verdant
acres grew into disgusting patches of drab-yellow that
hurt the eyes; and the heavy stench of the rotten
plants pervaded the great fields and the sweet country
hedgerows of Ireland. Their food was now poison ; and
the poor people sickened and died. They died in thou-
sands: old men and old women, boys and girls in the
full flower of youth, little children, bahes at their
molhers’ breasts, erted aloud for food, and because there
was none, they too, like the green plants, shrivelled
and died. It was a common sight to see starving, half-
naked women and children going through the empty
fields searching for turnips or mangolds which might
have been left behind when the crop was gathered m.
Eight millions of Irish people cried for food, and died
in thousands—300,000 of them in one year. And they
saw before their eyes Irish corn, which would have kept
them alive, carted away under the protection of soldiers,
to be sold to enrich the landlords. And because the
people paid un rent in these years, they were thrown
out of their lhiomes to die like dogs by the roadside.
O’Connel! was dying slowly, though at the time few
realised it. His son, John, a man utterly unworthy
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to stand in the Liberator’'s shoes, tried to do so. He
seems to have been both arrogant and narrow-minded ;
and the combination of these qualities is a curse in a
pelitical leader. 1Ie widened the breach between his
father and the Young Irelanders, and the advent of
John Mitehel, too fearless, too outspoken, too bold for
any compromise, brought on dissension.  Mitchel,

Smith, O’Brien, and Meagher-—a young Waterford man’

endowed with marvellous eratorical powers,—now advo-
cated physical force as the remedy for Ireland’s wrongs.
A poor little rebellion began and ended quickly. The
leaders were transperted or cscaped to distant lands,
and the turbulent decade of the foriies ended. Mean-
time O’Connell died. In Fcbruary, 1847, he made his
last speech in the British Parliament, and a few months
later expired in Genoa, on his way to Rome. Heart-
broken Erin hid her head in grief, and the whole Cath-
olic world kept vigil with her in her night of sorrow
by the bier of the great immortal Liberator. He, in
his own way, and, hardly less the young JTrelanders
in their way, sowed in Ireland the seeds which have
since borne fruit in better laws and better conditions
for the peopte of Ireland, which, we trust, soon will
reach the full ripeness of harvest in the passing of the
Bill which will for ever place in Irish hands the govern-
ment of Treland. Thus much, it seemed to me necessary
to say, in order that you may more surely grasp the
inner meaning of the Poetry of the ¥ation. Remember
that it was a poetry with a message, and that often
to the poet the message was more than the poetry, and
you will be ready to make due allowances for whatever
of grace and polish and melody is sacrificed for the
sake of intensity and ecarnestness. I recommend you
to read it for yourselves and let it sink deep into your
hearts 1f you love Ireland; for the deeper 1t sinks the
richer harvest will it bear in love and loyalty to Ire-
land. ‘

I purpoese to read for you a few verses chosen here
and there to illustrate the general trend of the poetry
of the period, and to give you a fair insight into the
‘ 8pirit of the Nation.” Let us first take a couple of
stanzas irom Mangan's magnificent poem, ‘ Dark Rosa-
leen,” which is & work of genius saturated through and
through with intensen: love for Ircland, and
which volces in deathless song the ardent yearning

love of their country burning in the hearts of the
Young Trelanders: —

“All day long in unvest,

To and fro do I move,

The very soul within my breast
Is wasted for vou, love!

Thke heart . . . in my bosom fainis
To think of you, my queen;

My lifo of life, my saint of saints,
My dark Resaleen,
My own Rosaleon!

To hear your sweet and sad complaints,

My life, my love, my saint of saints,
My dark Rosaleen!

‘Oh! the Erne shall run ted
With redundaunce of blood;
The earth shall rock beneath our tread
And flames wrap hill and wood ;
And gun-peal and slogan cry,
Wake many a glen serene,
Ere you shall fade, ere you skall die,
My dark Rosaleen,
My own Rosaleen!
The judgment hour must first be nigh,
Ere you can fade, ere you can die,
My dark Rosaleen!

In this poem Mangan expresses all the sorrow and
all the hope and all the love of Irish patriots, and T
don’t think the patriotic literature of any country has
a mnobler song than ‘Dark Rosaleen.’ When poor
Mangan, probably the greatest, and certainly the most
unfortunate. of Brin’s noets, came to dia, 8ir William
Wilde found him starving in a cellar, from which he
had him brought to a hospital. So Mangan’s name
naturally reminds us of Lady Wilde, who, under the
name of ‘ Speranza,” wrofe many poems for the ¥ation.

She was a young lady of fashion, daughter of a digni-
tary of the Church of Ireland, and of a different race
and a different class from the Irish peasants. But no
voice was wider heard than hers, no pen pleaded more
carnestly in the cause of the poor and oppressed people.
Her poetic work burned with a white fire of intensity ;
her voice sweeps forward with immense power and com-
pelling harmony. After Mangan she has perhaps more
real poetic genius thanm any other contributor to the
Nation, Listen to this pen picture of the famine
Years -

Little childrer, tears are strange upon your infant
faces, X

God meant you but to smile within your mothers’ soit
embraces,

‘Oh, we know not what is smiling, and we know not
what is dying;

But we’re hungry, very hungry, and we cannot atop
our crying;

And some of us grow eold and white—we know not
-what it means—

But as they lie beside us we tremble in our dreams.’

‘0 Christ, how have we sinned, that on our native
plains

We perish houseless, naked, starved, with branded brow
like Cain's? ‘

Dying, dying wearily, with a torture sure and slow—

Dying as a dog would die, by the wayside as we go.’

“We are wretches, famished, scorned, human tools to
build your pride,

But God will yet take vengeance for the souls for whom
Christ died.’

Here is a strange poem from John O'Hagan containing
an exhortation to Irishmen to read the history of their
country and draw from the past enthusiasm to stay
them in their fight for liberty:—

Deep let it sink in Irish hearts the story of their rise,

And waken thoughts of tenderest love and burning
wrath the while;

Aund press upon us one by one the fruits of English
sway, ‘

And blend the wrongs of bygone times with this we
fight to-day;

And show our fathers’ constancy by truest instinet led,

To loathe and battle with the power that on their sub-
stance fed;

And let it place beside our own the world’s vast page
to tell

That never lived the nation yet could rule another well.

- Darcy McGee, who surpassed even Thomas Franeis
Meagher as a speaker, was, more than any of the party,-
drenched with the spirit of the past, and perhaps in his
poem on ‘ The Four Masters’ does this spirit find its
clearest utterance:—

Many altars are in Banva,
Many chancels hung in white,
Many schools and many abbeys
Glorious in our fathers’ sight;
Yet whene’er T go a pilgrim
Back, dear native isle, to thee,
May my filial footsteps lead me
To that abbey by the sea.
To that abbey, roofless, doovless,
Shrineless, monkless though it bhe!

He goes on to describe the toilful, prayerful days
of the pale scholars bent over their tomes, and con-
cludes : —-

‘ Oh, that we, who now inherit
The great bequest of their toil,—
Were but fit to trace their footstens
Through the annals of the isle!
Oh, that the same angel, Duty,
Guardian of our tasks might be;
Teach us as she taught our masters,
Faithful, grateful, just, to be;—
As she taught the old “Four Masters'
In that abbey by the seal’

' How sweet she looks in her Spring Frock? Yes—but Spring will pass, and she
hotographs § won't always look tha same. (et pictures made of her now by . .

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But McGee did not confine himself Lo poetry in
praise of the past. There were many notes in his iyre,
and once in a homely ballad he depicts the honest pride
of a farmer who at length owns his land-—owns a little
it of Ireland: —

“All that I have 1s my own,
I owe duty to nobody:
I can labor or let it alone,
I give my work te nobody.
I have no agent to tease,
1 have no bailiff to hother me;
I'll vota for whoever T please,
However they try to sootier me.’

Simple enough words: but they have compact in them
the whole sad story of bad landlords and persecuted
tenants, ‘

The poetry of 7% Yation was not always so solemn
and serious as these few selections might lead you te
believe. McGee, indeed, was usually serious, bub most
of the writers knew how to write gracefully of the
humor and the mirth and the loves of the Trish people.

John O’Hagan’s poent, * The Old Story,” many of
Edward Walsh's, of Davis’s, and of Gavan Duffy’s are
well koown love songs awd arve so familiar to every
Irishman that it would be useless for me to quote from
them here. And if any do not know them and
all the other songs which build up the ‘ Spirit of the
Nation’ get them mow and read them i1f you love
Ireland, and if Trvish sentinienis means anything io
you.

The pen is mighiier than the sword. The flash of
the sword at Ballingarry in 48 has Dbeen well nigh
forgotten. But the work dene in the columns of e
Nation still lives gloriously enshrined in Trish hearts,
though the hands that wielded the peu have all now
been stricken by death.

And how they died! What various deaths, what
tragic deaths in many cases! Meagher’s brilliant genius
went out darkly and mysteriously when he who set
Ireland aflaine with his rhetoric, and who charged at
the lhead of the Irish Brigade in America like the
greatest of the dead heroes of our race, was drowned
i the rushing waters of the Mississippi; Darcy McGee
was shot through the head at his own door in Canada;
Dalton Williams breathed his lJast in Louisiana;
Mangan apd Davis died early in Ireland; Gavan Dafty
went to an honored grave, dying at Nice, after a long,
glorious life in Australia. - As we read of their deaths
1n distant lands where ‘ by tle strangers’ heedless hands
their narrow praves were made,” and of their services
for other countries than their own, we think of Sars-
field bleeding to death at Landen, and crying out as
he saw the life blood ebbing from his wounds, * Oh, that
this were for Ireland.’

Teaching the League a Lesson

The Bible in State Schools League, whose deplor-
able methods of controversy have made the name of
the organisation almost a by-word amongst decent
citizens, have at last been brought to heel, though it
required nothing less than a definite threat of legal
proceedings to awaken them to o sense of their duty.
Home short time ago the Rev, P.W. Clarkson, a clergyman
engaged in lecturing on behalf of the League, made a
grossly defamatory statement regarding Mrs, A. R.
Atkinson, of Wellington, a prominent member of the
Women's Christian Temperance organisation. - The
statement, which was made publicly in a lecture de-
livered at Ellerslie, wag as follows: ‘ That Mrs. Atkin-
son, of Wellington, when one of the deputaticn to the
Prime Minister, told a deliberato lie—knowing it to
be so—in representing that the whole of the W.C.T.T.
were against. the proposals of the Bible-in-Schools
League, when only three out of nineteen branches were
against it.” The matter was taken up by the National
Schools Defence League, and brought under the notice
of Canon Garland; and the organising secretary, with
the certain prospect of legal proceedings staring him
in the face if the League failed to make a
proper amende, duly ate the necessary humble pie. In
a letter to the National Schools Defence League, Canon
Garland, after admitting ‘ that the recital of the facts
in your resolution is substantially correct as to what
actually occurred,” proceeds to say: ‘In justice, how-
ever, to the lecturer, it is fair to state that he never
intended to reflect upon the lady personally, of whom
he writes to me in terms of great respect. Although
devoid of such personal intention, the words, in my
judgment, as used, do reflect upen the lady’s veracity.
I, therefore, in the name of the execuiive of this
- League, unreservedly express our disapprobation of such

a charge, our entire and sincere regret that anyone
. advocating our cause should have made, however un-
intentionally, such a statement, and hereby tender a
full apology to the lady whose name was mentioned.
I have taken steps to have this apology made known
in as full a manner as possible in the place in which the
lecturer made his statement; and T am also requesting
him to address to the lady personally the regret which

he has expressed to me for the annoyance she has been
caused.’

*

This apology is abt least complete and unreserved,
though the stilted and elaborate humbug in which the
writer tries to convey the impression that it is possible
to accuse a lady of ‘telling a deliberate lie, knowing
it to be $o0,” without ‘intending to reflect upon the
lady personally ’ or without ‘ reflecting upon the lady’s
veracity,” will not escape notice. The attempt in no
way deceived the members of the Natiomal Schools
Defence League, who acknowledged receipt of the Bible
League’s apology in the following caustic resalution :
‘ That the organising secretary of the Bible-in-Scheols
League be thanked for his letter, and for the unreserved
expression of ‘his executive’s disapprobation of the
charge in question, and for their full apology therefor.
This executive fail, however, to see that =z charge of
deliberate lying cannot have been intended to reflect
upon the lady personally, or is compatible with the
great respect professed by the accuser, or can have
been made ‘unintentionally,” but accept the letter as
an assurance that the lecturers of the Bible-in-Schools
League will in future be instructed to express their

respect for their opponents in a less wnconventional
fashion.’

Anti-Gossip Legislation

The public man who sets himself in dead earnest
to eradicate or even to materially abate the plague of
gossip, tittle-tattle, and calumnious small talk which is
such a fixed and constant feature of our social life, is
up against a tough proposition; but the object is such
a trapscendently praiseworthy one that good citizens

.warned against them !’

will wish success to every attempt in this direction
however imperfect they may be. "It is amazing what
an amount of mischief can be done in a community
through idle talk—uttered often lightly, without malice,
and from sheer thoughtlessness.© “By the tongue,’
says Cardinal Manning, ‘ men may weaken their whole
inmost soul; for verily it ‘‘setteth on fire the course
of nature, and iiself is set on fire of hell.””’ ‘A cruel
story,” says ‘Ouida,’ ‘runs on wheels, and every band
oils the wheels as they run.” The latest anti-slander
legislation is announced from Wisconsin, where Gover-

- mor McGovern has just signed the Tompkins Bil pro-

viding & penalty of a heavy fine or imprisonment for
gossipers. The Act provides that anyone who, in the
presence or hearing of another other than the person
slandered, whether he be present or not, shall malic-
lously speak of or concerning any person in such a
manner as shall impair his or her reputation for virtue,
or expose him or her to hatred, contempt or ridicule,
shall be punished by a fine of not more than 400 dollars
or imprisonment for a term not exceeding one year.
A somewhat similar Defamation Bill has just passed its
second reading in our own House of Representatives;
but its provisions are directed more against written
than against spoken slander. The defect of most of
our anti-defamation laws is that they are not put
into aperation except in the graver cases, and conse-
quently do nob touch the constant stream of vicious
small talk which in the aggregate works more evil than
the maore glaring scandals.

*®

A determined attempt to deal with this
less couspicuous aspect of the evil was made a
couple of years ago by the worthy burgomaster
of Hattersheim in Nassau. Because of the amount of
scandalous gossip current in his distriet, this sturdy
German issued a formal decree forbidding such defama-
tion, and establishing a black list for notorious gossips.
The Burgomaster's decree was in  these ferms:
‘ While the men are hard at work away from home the
women waste their time talking scandal and quarrel-
ling. The children are brought up all wrong, and the
liousehold is not properly looked after. The husband
gets home tired and is given an entirely false account
of the day’s quarrel. Then of course he has to “‘protect
his wife’” and run off to the police, the loeal court of
arbitration, or the nearest solicitor. And that’s the
kind of place in which the husband has to seek a real
“home.”” Tt is perfectly useless to tell this sort of
woman to stick to her real sphere, chase the scandal-
mongers out of her house, and look after her children
and her husband’s comfort. Wherefore, be it known
that the police have stringent instructions to place the
names of these litigious and quarrelsome people on a
list in order that the house owners and lodgers may be
The scheme has much to com-
mend it, but there is no reason why the list should
be confined to women. Men are able to do quite their
share in the matter of tittle-tattle and tale-bearing;
and in any black list for gossips ample room should
be left—for it will certainly be required—for the male
variety.

I.W.W_. Intolerance

‘Liberty, equality, and fraternity’ has always
been supposed to be the motto and the watchword of
our social and industrial revolutionaries; but in prac-
tice the recognition of the rights and = the
display of the virtues embodied in the words
have been strictly reserved for those who in
all points agreed with the professors of violence and
upheaval. In former times for those who differed there
was the guillotine; to-day, the guillotine, indeed, has
gone, but the apostles of revolution still exhibit their
peculiar notion of ‘fraternity’ by repaying any of
their fellows who dissent from their industrial creed
with the extremest forms of intolerance and intimida-
tion. An illustration in point is furnished by an inci-
dent which has just occurred at Baltimore, and which
is yecorded in the Philadelphia Catholic Standard and
m other of our exchanges. In the United States, as

u_ r
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sur readers know, there are two large rival industrial
organisations—the Industrial Workers of the World,
or 1L.W.W., which stands for the general strike, sabot-
age, and revolutionary Socialism, and the Federation
of Labor, which seeks to right industrial wrongs and
improve the workers’ conditions without recourse to
violence, The other day—at the suggestion, it is said,
of their priests—between 100 and 150 Catholic mem-
"bers of the 1.W.W. in Baltimore who were employed
in the High street factory of the firm of Schloss Bros.
. and Co. withdrew from the LW.W. and joined the
Federation of -Labor. Thereupon the I.W.W. leaders
—the industrial representatives of ‘liberty, equality,
and fraternity '—had the colossal impudence to go to
the head of the firm (Mr. M. Schloss) and ask that all
the employees who had seceded from the I.W.W. should

be dismissed !
"

According to the statemenis made by the members
who left and joined the Federation of Labor, the priests
had told them that the teachings of the Industrial
Workers of the World were inimical to the doctrines
of tile Catholic Cliurch and the principles of morality ;
and that they were in duty bound to sever their con-
nection with the organisation. It is siated thal these
priests were informed that the members of the Indus-
trial Workers took an oath that placed ohedience to the
organisation above Almighty God and the Constitution
of the United States. As we have said, the T.\W,W.
leaders went to Mr. Schloss and demanded that the
Catholics who Lad left their ranks be dismissed. This
Mr. Schloss peremptorily refused to de. It was then
suggested that e remove seme of these Catholics from
the High street factory to cthers and give them lower
" positions. Mr. Schloss said he could not punish any one
of his employees for [ollowing the dictates of his con-
science ; that religious beliefs and political creeds were
not to be interfered wih by him or any other man in
2 position of respousibility in the firm. Ths T.W.W.
representatives then gave word that they wanted to
hold a meeting to take action on the matter at 2 o'clock
in the afternoon, saving they would veturn tu the High
street shop at three. The nen were told that the firm
could not permit business to be interfered with in this
way. The reealcitrants then decided to walk out and
hold the meeting in spite of the relusal of permission.
When the one hundred meun left the faciory the doors
were closed behind them, and they were told that they
need not return.

The natural comment on the incident is supplied
by the Baltimore Sun. ‘No better illustration,’ it
says, ‘of the dangerous character of the Industrial
Workers of the World could he furnished than is found
in their demand that certain members whe had left
the organisation on account of religicus seruples shouid
be discharged by their employers. Fortunately, their
employers had the manhood and good sense to refuse
compliance with (his extraordinary demand. It will
be a bad day for this country when men can be pre-
vented from earning their bread because they are true
to their religious convictions and heczuse they place
conscience above the orders of labor agitators.’

Archbishop Mannix on Home Rule

Many of our dailies are still a little novrvous on the
subject of ° Ulster,” their perturbation evidently arising
from the fact that they take at their face value the
exaggoraled and highly-colored cables with which they
are supplied. So far as the actual utterances of the
‘ Ulsterettes ” are concerned, they are for the most part
fair subject for taughter. Who, for instance, could
take seriously such an utteranco as the following, which
was solemnly cabled out to us a day or two ago: ‘Lord
Londonderry, who presided, was greeted with ringing
cheers wlen he remarked: * We await the signal. We
can to-day say lo the Government, “ We are ready:
you can strike when you please.”” ' It is urged by many

order every cffort should be made to effect a com-
promise; and the abstract desirableness of a settlement

by consent cannot, of course, be gainsaid. But when
one party to the dispute says that it will not abate its
resistance to the Government of Ireland Bill though
it were ratified by the verdict of twenty general elec-
tions what opening or*inducement is there for confer-
ence or compromise? Speaking some little time ago in
the House of Commons, Mr. John Redmond, on behalf
of the Irish Party, announced not for the first time
that they desired to come to terms with ‘ Ulster.’ But
the Irish Leader added: ' But, Sir, I must be quite
Lonest. There is another side {0 this question. Twenty-
eight counties will not permit themselves to be intimi-

-dated by four, and, in the last resort, the ery of Lon.

gentlemen above the gangway, “* We will not have
Home Rule,” will be met by the answering cry from
the rest of Iveland, ** We will, we must, and we shall
have an Irish Parliament, and for an Ireland one and
indivisible.” > That is the irreducible minimum; and
in view of the past sufferings of Ireland, and of her
long struggle for justice, it is not an unreasonable
demand to make. Almost without exception the hig
city dailies have discussed the IHome Rule question
broadly, tolerantly, and sympathetically; and their
utterances are entitled to the fullest measure of respect.
The same cannot be said of some of the journalistic
lesser lights-—such, for example, as the Wairarapa
Daily Times, which devotes more than a column of its
editorial space to cock-and-bull stories about the
Ancient Order of Hibernians, the Gaelic League, and
the Commissioners of National Education, who are
accused of altering the Ter Commandments *to con-
ciliate the Nationalists’ because they are promulgating
a version of the Decalogue which was officially adopted
in Ireland—with the full consent of Archbishop
Whately and the other Protestant members of the
Commission—as far back as 1837! The whole article
is marked by a scarcely disguised tone of bigotry and
biag, happily rare amongst cur New Zealand papers.
In view of the fact that Home Rule is now on the eve
of accomplishment no New Zealand Nationalist need
allow his equanimity to be disturbed for a moment by
such vaporings, whiclh may be fittingly treated with
silent contempt.
*

That Home Rule is now inevitable and well within
sight iz atiested by men whose competency to judge is
beyond all question. The latest witness is Dr. Mannix,
the recently appointed Coadjutor-Archbishop of Mel-
bourne, whose thoughtfui, well-informed, and weighty
utterances on public questions have already made a
marked and lighly favorable impression om the Vie-
torian public. Speaking the otlher day at Ballarat, his
Grace, who is quite a recent arrival from Ireland and
entitled, therefore, to speak with special authority,
vemarked : ‘e felt that he would disappeint many of
them, if he made no reference to. Ireland and her
outlook. He believed that Treland was on the eve of
a triumph after hor long struggle. He was glad to
know that the people of Australia were sympathetic
with Treland in her claims and demands. e had
promised Irish members of Parliament that whenever
he had an opportunity Te would thank the people of
Australia for the sympathy that had always gone from
this land back to Ireland-—sympathy that was not’
barren, but which carried along with it the sinews of
war. No doubt there were clouds in the political
atmosphere at presemnt, but unless all the sane prophets
were wrong, Ireland was aké last going to obtain con-
trol of her own. domestic affairs. People told them
that TIreland could never get Home Rule because
““Ulster " would never consent. “Ulster”” never
consented to anything which meant giving up mon-
opoly and privilege. *‘ Ulster” would never consent

- to Home Rule, but nnce the Biil was passed he thought

he was safe in assuring them that the riftes and the
drums would never be Theard in Ulster, much less
Leyond its border. All the talk of which they heard
so muclt in Australian papers about civil war in Ire-
tand if Home Rule was granted was moonshine. The
Provisional Government would go to pleces as soon as
the Home TRule Bill became the law of the land.’

In the Sacred Heart Convent there was recently
installed one of the largest and most up-te-date heating
systems.to be found in the Dominion. The mode of
heating adopted is low-pressure, hot water, the
“Ydeal’ system being considered most efficient. The
engineers have just completed the final tests, and every-
thing is working very satisfactorily. The hygenic ad-
vantages of a low-pressure water-heating plant are not
shared by any other system of heating, and the fact
that this method of heating is adopted nowadays by
every hospital and similar establishment is conclusiva
evidence of the value attacked to it by the medical pro-
fossion. The system at the convent is set to maintain
a temperature of 60deg. Fahr. inside, when the outside
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registers 30deg. and gives a mean water temperature
at the-boiler of 150deg. Fahr. There are no cold rooms,
entrance halls, corridors, or dormitories—the whole
space throughout the large building is evenly warmed
by 83 radiators, a thermometer varying but a degree
or two at any point in the interior of the convent. No
sudden fall in the room temperature can take place
during the night, for the fuel capacity of the boiler is
sufficient {0 maintain a fire from eight to twelve hours
without attention. No more fuel is used than the
amount needed to warm the air to the degree desired.
The radiators are easily regulated in each room, and
any number can be turned on or off by a valve at each
radiator, without affecting the perfect operation of the
remainder of the system. Messrs. Lusk and Moriarty
supervised the installation of this plant.

BISHOP CLEARY’S ‘ BLESSING®

—— e

The following ietter from his Lordship Bishop
Cleary appeared in the Qutlook of October 7:—

Sir,—As a matter of elementary fair play, I ask
I was entitled to expect
that Rev. Gray Dizon would either clearly prove or
frankly withdraw his statement that the National
Schools Defence League was ‘ blessed by Bishop Cleary.’
But he has done neither. He merely ‘explaing’ (1)

“that ‘ Bishop Cleary and Bishop (’Shea’ (according

to the Domsnion) declined to take part in the Defence
League’s recent deputation to the Prime Minister ; and
(2) he clearly intimates that this refusal constitutes,
in some mysterious way, a ‘blessing’ of the Defence
League by Bishop Cleary! He, furthermore, conveys
the seriously wrong impression that this refusal of an
invitation is a flab contradiction of the following state-
ment in my letter: that the Defence League declares
that it has recéived ‘no communication’ *from the
authorities of my Church.’

The just-quoted statement of the Defence League,
though written some weeks ago; is still literally true.
Archbishop (not Bishop) O’Shea and Bishop Cleary
are not ‘the authorities’ of my Church in New Zea-
Our courteous refusals of circular invitations
were our own personal and individual act as private
citizens. ‘ The-authorities’ of my Church in New Zea-
land are two Archbishops, three Bishops, and five other
prelates (vicars-gemeral) who constitute ‘the same
court’ with the several episcopal heads, in accordance
with the provisions of our canon law. No communica-
tion has been sent to, or received from, the National
Schools Defence League by the authorities’ of our
Church, or even by our episcopal body, in New Zed-
land.

2. In the ‘Century’ and other voluminous die-
tiomaries in my possession, there are nine grouped
meanings to the word ‘bless” In mo one of all these
various meanings could I, by any stretch of legitimate
interpretation, he deemed to ‘bless’ a league with
whose fundamental principles I am, and have always
been, in irreconcilable antagonism. A *blessing’ (no
matter in which of its meanings) is something positive ;
a refusal of an invitation is a “mo’ or negative. How
could a ‘no’ constitute the ‘yes’ of a ‘blessing” ?
Did my refusal to attend prizefights, aud Orange
lodge functions, constitute a *blessing’ of those funec-
tions? Did the written refusal of certain Bible-in-
schools officials and branches to meet me in question
or debate spell a ‘blessing’ of my antagonism to cer-
tain planks of the League’s platform? Did my several
communications with the League Executive, and the
League Executive’s communication with me, constitute

"a mutual blessing, each of the other?

You editorially accepted the disclaimer of Mr.
Atkinson, even though there was evidence—of a sort—
in your favor. Why does not the Rev. Gray Dizon as
frankly accept my disclaimer of ‘blessing’ the Defence

- League, when that disclaimer is backed uwp by my

public and notorious attitude of long years, and when
he has not so much as a scrap or atom of evidence to
sustain his statement? His own credit is here at stake,
as woll as the duty of truth and justice towards me.

THE DOMINION EXECUTIVE.

(From our Wellington correspondent.)

The Dominion Executive of the New Zealand
Catholic Federation has, after careful consideration,
appointed Mr. George Girling-Butcher as secretary and
organiser. Mr. Girling-Butcher is well known in almost
every part of New Zealand. Ile has been connected
with the Federation movement since its inception, and
acted as chairman of the committee which drafted
the ISrovisional constitution. He was the first president
of the Dominion Council and Executive, and also presi-
dent of the Wellington Diocesan Council. Mr. Girling-
Butcher is a journalist, of Anglo-Irish descent,‘ and_ha.s
spent 26 years in New Zealand. ¥e was received into
the Church in Nelson, 20 years ago, by the late Rev.
Father Landour, 3.M. Hse is a pleasant and forcible
speaker, and his experience of general organising work
is comsiderable. It is proposed that he shall visit
various districts to assist in the formation and working
of committees, and if our people will co-operate with
him, he should make a big success of the work he has
undertaken. He has now taken over the duties, and
the offices of the Federation have been opened for the
transaction of business. Officers and members of the
Federation in other parts passing through Wellington
will be welcomed if they visit the offices, 51 Lower
Cuba street. All communications in future on Federa
tion matters should he addressed fo the mew secretary
at P.O. Box 958. At the last meeting of the Executive,
Mr. F. K. Reeves was unanimously elected president of
the Dominion Council vice Mr. Girling-Bufcher, and
Mr. J. J. L. Burke was elected to fill the vacancy on
the Executive.

The following letter, which has been addressed to
the Hon. J. Allen, Minister of FKducation, by the
Executive of the New Zealand Catholic Federation, ex-
plains itself:—

‘ New Zealand Catholic Federation,
‘P.O. Box 958,
‘ Wellington, October 3.

‘Dear Sir,—] am instructed by the Executive of
the New Zealand Catholic Federation to direct your
attention to the fact that on the 27th ult. a lecture was
delivered to the students of Wellington College by Mr.
G. W. Ray, a visitor to New Zealand, described as
“Pioneer Missionary and Government Explorer,”
allegedly upon his travels in South America, in the
course of which a number of false and abomiuable
charges were made in respect to the doctrines, practices,
and conduct of the Roman Catholic Church. The
principal, Mr. J. P. Firth, on heing officially inter-
viewed by myself, expressed his regret (which he asked
to be conveyed to the Catholic community) at having
unwittingly allowed such a lecture to be delivered:
which lecture, as he admitted, was calculated to give
pain and offence to the Catholic students atbending
the college. He further promised that in future he
would allow no lecture to be delivered until he had

satisfied himself that nothing therein contained could
give offence to any section of society, '

‘The object of the Federation in bringing this
matter under your notice is to place on record a most
emphatic protest against sueh pernicious lectures being
aliowed in instituilons towards the support of which
State funds are contributed, and the Federation con-
fidently trusts that you will, in your capacity as Minis-
ter of Education, give such directions as will obviate
the possibility in any part of the Dominion of the
recurrence of such an offence,

‘It appears to the Federation that the chief object;

of these lectures is the sale of a book published by

Mr. Ray, the whole tone of which is grossly offensive,
apd abusive towards the Cathslic Church, and the
fact that Mr. Firth offered to re-purchase (with a view
to_destruetion) all copies disposed of by Mr. Ray to
college students, is a clear indication that he is at one
with us as to the subject matter of this unpleasant
publication, an offer which was declined.—1I have, ete.,

The president reported that the proposed Government
subsidy for hostels was so small that the idea was
practically abandoned, at any rate for the present.
Members reported visiting the Ruapehu, and meeting
saveral Catholics. Miss Wheeler proposed, and Miss
Burke seconded—' That efforts be made to ensure
publicity in Ireland of the fact that Catholic ladies
meet immigrants in New Zealand,’ and it was decided
‘ That the Federation suggest the immigration scheme
to be more widely advertised in Treland.’ Both these
proposals were carried, and the president suggested
that the C.1.C. get in touch with the Trish papers.

Grace
in his hest days, says the Major, was a finer all-round
cricketer than Tarrant is to-day.

BIBLE LEAGUERS AND DENOMINATIONALISM

g3 'ﬁ NE of the devices adopted by the advocates

9 and representatives-of the Bible in State
Schools League for beguiling the unwary
elector into voting for the League pro-
gramme i3 to pose as the real and only
friend of the ‘national’ system, and as
the party which has expressly and definitely
rejected deneminationalism in education.
Again and again have League leaders
stressed this point as one of -their strongest
claims to public support. ‘It ought to be emphasised,’
said the Rev. J. Mackenzie, a Presbyterian minister
of Christchurch and the first secretary of the League,
in an interview given to the Christchurch Fress, ‘ that
the advocates of this (the League} system stand solidly
for the maintenance of our national system of educa-
tion.! And Canon Garland, in his address before the
Presbyterian Assembly last November, expatiated at
length on this professed position of the League as the
friend and champion of a non-denominational national
system. ‘There were those of us,” he said, ‘who in
days past believed honestly that the only system of
education was denominational schools, supported by the
State; and those of us who believed that have dis-
tinctly and definitely abandoned that policy. ..
We will stand by and support the national system. We
are prepared to stand by it; we do not condemn it and
seek to shatter it; we are only asking that one thing,
the keystone, should be added, that it may stand firm
forever.” And he impeaches as the enemies of tho
national system all who attempt, by building schools of
their own, to withdraw children from attendance at
the State institutions. ‘T would ask the question,” he

and the institutions we refer to will, presumably, he
mostly concerned with secondary subjects. But the
State secondary colleges are a part, and an essential
part, of the national system; and the policy of with-
drawing children from the State secondary iustitutions
will, according to Canon Garland’s argument, ' if suffi-
ciently successtul, wreck that national system.” Already
one such Presbyterian college—for ladies—is in course
of construction at Havelock North, and will be opencd
next February. The whole available accommodation las
been booked in advance; and the attractions provided
for alluring Presbyterian children to withdraw from
attendance at the State institutions include—according
to an enthusiastic writer in the OQutlook—* 80 apple
trees, 20 peaches, 100 lemens, 100 oranges, 100 flower-
ing acacias, 600 scarlet flowering gum trees, 400 pepper-
mint gum trees, and 200 different shrubs’! The Exe-
cutive Committe of Tona College—for that is the name
of the institution—'mean it to be in the best sense a
firgb-class school, attracting pupils from all parts of
the country.” And now a project ison foot for the estab-
lishment of a second such college at Dumedin, and the
scheme was elaborated by the Rev. Alexander Whyte,
of Port Chalmers, in a sermon preached by him at
Knox Church on Sunday last, IHe wrged that ‘the
foundation stome of the second ccllege should be Iaid
now, and in Dunedin, and, if this was done, then a
month from the date of the laying of the stone that
college also would be full.’

*

And the denominationalism of these institutions
is to be no mere name or make-believe—the children
are to be thoroughly drilled in Presbyterianism cof the
old, gentine, downright, true blue, uncompromising
kind. So much we clearly gather from tlhe picture
painted by Mr. Whyte of the proposed Dunedin estab-
lishment, e would have it named ‘Langside’'—this
being the name of a hill in Scotland where, according to
the veracious preacher,éOOO men under the Regent
Moray routed 8000 men under Queen Marv, and thus
secured ‘the deliverance of the nation frem Popery.’
Langside is not mentioned in Creasy’s standard volume
on The Fifteen Decisive Battles of the TVorld: but it
clearly ought to have been, for, but for Langside, there
would have been no Brilish Empire, no Otago, ‘no
nuthin’.”  Tlear the reverend orator: ‘Langside was
the Waterloo of the Seoltish Church. . . | Had the
Regent fled Mary would have regained the crown and
crushed Knox and the Scoltish Reformation, There
would have been no Free Church of Scotiand, no Otago
Settlement, and no Knox Church. But Mary would
also have secured the English ecrown and crushed Eliza-
beth and the English Reformation. Thers would have
been no British Empire, and no Dominion of New
Zealand.” Presumahly there would also have been no
N.Z. Tablet and no editor therof, so by all means let
us be grateful to Hegent Moray and Langside. And
the preacher leaves us in no manner of doubt as tn
the type of character which it is loped to turn out
at the place with the soul-stirring and epoch-making
name. IHere is the idyllic picture which he painted
for his hearers: By and by, one of them (the gixls)
would be appointed to & small town in the North Island.
The first week a friend would visit her, saying, “You
are a Presbyterian. The Presbyterian Chureh is very
small here, All the best people go past it.”’ And she
would answer ,'Shall such a one as I flee? I will go

to my own church, though it be no bigger than a buggy
shed.” Later on, some Roman Catholic gentleman
would ask another of them in marriage. He would
say, ‘‘There is only one church. We must not be
be married by Mr. Davies or in Kpox Church, We
must be married in the Roman Catholic Church and
by the priest.” And she would look him fair ig the
ffwce and answer, “'I will rather dieamaid. I was bred,
sir, at Langside.”” And ke, knowing of course all about
Langside and the Regent Moray, would feel ruefully for
his hat, and flee the field,
*

Tu spito of the hard fate which awaits the ‘ Roman
Catholic gentieman’ who dares to make advances to
& Langside maid, and in spite of the fact that it is in
flat violation of the Bible League’s declaration of
loyalty to the national system and of its professed
repudiation of denominationalism, we ‘welcome this
Inauguration on the part of the Presbyterian body of
a frapnkly denominational educational policy. Tt 1s at
least a partial affirmation of the principle for which
Catholics have in the past contended, still contend, and
always will contend—that for Christians the true ideal
in education is schools permeated through and through
with a religious atmosphere. This movement of Pres-
byterians towards denominationalism is a sign of the
times; and it will not end with the building of a
couple of secondary colleges for pirls, As the Lady
Principal of the Havelock North institution remarks in
a letter published in the OQutlook: ‘I feel that the
founding of Tona is a beginning whose importance we
cannot over-estimate, and that Mr. Campbell and Mr.
Mason Chambers were doing “wiselier than they knew"
when they gave their pifts.’

The Social Study Scheme

Tzumarunui Catholic Federation has the credit of
being the first in the field to take up the social study
scheme as a Federation. " The secretary writes that
‘at a meeting of the Federation held on the 24th wlt.
it was unanimously decided to fall in with the proposal
contained in the Tablet leader of September 18.7  The
Federation will present at least half a dozen candi-
dates; and when the scheme is properly launched it is
expected that more will come forward. Taihape has also
taken the matier up as a parish; and the secretary of
the Parish Committee writes that even in this some-
what small parish four candidates have been secured.
In regard to the matter of the text-books, a Christ-
church candidate writes to make a sensible suggestion.
*As vou are no doubt aware,’ hLe says, ‘we in New
Zealand are somewhat handicapped by the time lost
in getting the books. By the time you get the syllabus
and the books arrive it will probably be January. By
that time the students at Home will have been hali-
way througl the course. 1f it should be anything like
faitly well taken up here this year, do you think it
would be possible next year to have some of the books
required for the 1915 exam. sent out directly they are
ready without waiting for the syllabus to come out,
and then to send Howe? In replv we have only to
say that such a course would be quite feasible, and will
be adopied. We may add that the first year's course,
though extremely valuable, is not a very heavy one;
and if our New Zealand candidates get a clear six
months’ run at the books we are confident that they
will give a good account of themselves.

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which they were incorporated in 1905 for the special
purpase of publishing the Euneyclopedia. The new
name has been chosen to do away with the confusion
that had gradually arisen between the former name
and that of the older house of D. Appleton and Co.
When the Catholic Encyclopedia was started, as there
was no Catholic publishing house ready to undertake
its publication, a special company was formed for this
purpose. This company was always a distinct corpora-
tion, entirely independent of any other house, with its own
capital, officers, and Board of Directors cunsisting of
men prominent in Catholie aflairs. It was named
Robert Appleton Co. because two members of the
Appleton family, who had formerly heen partners in
the D. Appleton Company, but who had retired from
the same, offered their services for the purpose of
publishing the Catholic Kncyelopedia, one as manager
and the other as superintendent of the works. As
their name was well-known in the publishing world
there was no reason why it should not be used for the
name of the new Company.’
*

‘ Gradually, however, confusion arose between the
names of the two Appleton companies, so that the
Editors and Directors of the Eneyclopedia decided that
it was advisable to change the name. In cloosing
their new title, The Lncyclopedia Press, they have
chosen one that suits the character of the publication
already compleled, whilst it will also be suitable for
other similar publications whichk they are urged on all
sides to undertake. This change of mame  does not
mean that the company itself will be changed in any
sense; the Directors, Officers, the Board of Editors,
the administration and the policy of the company will
remain the same.

GENERAL.

At Foynes the steamer Assos recently embarked
four hundred horses for transport to Greece, where they
are to be used for military purposes.

It is announced that Messrs, Arthur Guinness, Son,
and Co., of Dublin, have acquired 100 acres at the
Barton end of Trafford Park, Manchester, for a branch
brewery to serve English and Scottish customers,

An immense gathering of people attended at Kil-
colman, when the Right Rev. Dr. O'Dwyer, Bishop of
Limerick, laid the foundation stone of a new church
in, honor of St. Colman, the patron of the parish.

The Very Rev. Canon Holohan, Rosbercon, South
Kilkenny, celebrated the golden jubilee of his priesi-
hood on August 16, and was the recipient of numercus
congratulations and gifts from all over the diocese.

The Hon. J. M. Sullivan, who has been appointed
United States Minister to the Dominion of Canada by
President Wilson, is a County Kerry man. He 1s
related to Mr. J. Sullivan, M.P., also to Dr. W. Sul-
livan, Killarney.

A fund has been opened in Maeroom, County
Cork, for a memorial to the martyred Bishop of Ross,
Frater Boetius Egan, who was hanged before Carriga-
drohid Castle in 16560, for having advised the garrison
not to surrender. <Canon Murphy of Macroom has
recently pointed out a little stone in Aghina Cemetery
as marking the grave of the martyred prelate.

In the Chesterfield election one of the Unionist
speakers, in assailing Home Rule, said that the priests
in Sligo prevented the election of Protestants to public
bodies there for mnine years. Mr. Dolon, of Chester-
field, immediately wired to the Catholic Bishop in
Bligo, and received reply:—' Statement an absolute
untruth, No foundation whatever.’ The Bishop
threatens libel, failing apology from the Tory romancer.

Mr. Redmond gave splendid example to his fol-
lowers during the past session. The Freeman says he
never asked a man to do what hs was not prepared to
do himself, and, except when political fixtures took him
out of London, he voted in every single division of the
session. Out of 279 divisions last session, Mr. O'Brien
voted in 13, Mr. Healy in 12, Mr. Maurice ITealy iz 7,
and Mr. Walsh and Mr. Guiney, O'Brienite luminaries,
in 4 divisions and 3 respectively.

The Parliamentary correspondent of the Manches-
ter Guardian pays a strong tribute to the fidelity of
the Irish members during the past session: ‘All through
the session, sometimes from the noonday blaze of one
day to the dawn of the next, the sentinels of the Home
Rule cause have remained in their places or within
call, constant witnesses, despite their long spell of seif-
imposed silence, to the greatness of the task which they
have now brought to its last stage but one.’

Very Rev. Canon Morrissy, P.P., Banteer, received
sevaral presentations from his flock on the occasion of
hig golden jubilee. In the course of his reply he said:
‘I thank God to be spared to see the original owners
of the land, whose possessions were so often confiscated,
and for whose extermination so many laws were enacted,
once more rooted in the secil, with a home Parliament.
Thanks {o the great Liberal Party, supported by the
unpurchasable, incorruptible Irish members, under the
leadership of Mr. J. E. Redmond.’

His Eminence Cardinal Logue solemnly blessed and
laid the foundation stone of the new Catholic church
to be erected at Pomeroy. There was a very large
attendance of clergy from the archdiocese of Armagh.
At the collection for the new church, his Eminence
subscribed £20, and the cther sums subscribed amoun-
ted to over £258. The people of the town, Father
McDonald said, had already given more than they had
promised, and were now giving fresh subscriptions,

while he had received generous aid from eminent New
Yorkers.

PRAISE FOR THE 1RISH PARTY.

Truth, the great English weekly, is no less brilliant
and influential now than when its founder, the late Mr.
Henry Labouchere, a true friend of Ireland, was its
editor. In a recent issue it had the following tribute
to the Irish Party: ‘The Mationalist Party retire to
their native heath at the end of the sessiom, the ad-
mired of all Parliamentary beholders. The amazing
regularity of their attendance, their instinctive know-
ledge of a ‘“‘snap’ in prospect, and their impregnable
party discipline have made them the respective joy and
despair of Mr. Tilingworth and Mr. Pike Pease. The
honors of Parliamentary warfare are certainly theirs.

THE CARSON COMEDY.

In the course of a humorcus sketch of Sir Edward
Carson, as leader of the Ulster rebels, London Truth
says:—The mischief with Carson has been from the
beginning that he has failed to get himself hated. Mil-
lions of people would like to murder Lloyd George—who
bothers about old Carson? It is very hard om him:
that he should be so popular, and if I could do any-
thing to stir up the required animus against him,
nothing would give me greater pleasure. People are
fond of Carson because he is such a typical Irishman.
Redmond and Deavlin are more or less Anglicised, and
under Home Rule they will turn Ireland into a kind of
annexe to Sussex. But in Carson you have not only
the brogue but the very essence of the national spirib
that has made the Ancient Order of Hibernians what
it is. Carson’s whole case is that we English do not
appreciate his native land. His accusation against Red-
mond is that Redmond is too friendly with the British
Government. If Redmond goes to Windsor and weara
gold lace, Carson will see to it that Ulster at any rate
preserves the separatist tradition which was immor-
talised by patriots like Parnell and by the Invincibles.
Carson ctings to the drum and brass band, the flags and
processions, the annual rioting, and the pugnacious
prayer meetings, which remind him of times he had
when he was 2 boy. The thought of Ircland being
smoothed out like velvet by that model of old-fashioned
Toryism the hon. and learned. member for Waterford
1s intolerable.

Yet no one knows better than Carson that the linen
lords of Belfast do not want a provisional Government.
Covenanters have at times faced sudden death, but thia
slow mortification by loss of orders from the South and
West—this dwindling of dividends—is heartrending to
the Prosbyterian conscience. Carson’s speeches always
give me the impression of having been first submitted
to his solicitors. His is a limited liability rebellion. He
firmly plants his toe as near to the line as makes the
difference, but not an inch further. ILike the Seven
Bishops, he wants to get himself prosecuted, but under
circumstances where acquittal is certain, whiech, he
thinks, would put the Government in an awkward
positien. His difficulty at the moment is that he must
keep on with the thunder without the other fun com-
mencing. The audience shouts encore, but Carson looks
in vain for the Adelphi policeman to take up the cue.
Week by week his threats receive less notice in the press,
for where so much is said news editors ask that some-
thing. should begin to happen. The Ulster Republic
may be a great peril, but at present it is not even pay-
ing its own old-age pensions. Indeed, Carson himself
is no longer an extremist. The days are over when he
chivied his political opponents inte jail for making
Home Rule speeches, and he is now the friend of Cath-
olic Universities.

DEATH OF A COUNTY DOWN PRIEST.

In the North of Ireland general regret is felt at
the death of Very Rev. Murtagh Hamill, P.P., Kil-
keel, County Down, whick took place in hte Mater
Hospital, Belfast, on August 18. Father Hamill was
one of the senior priests of the diocese of Down and
Connor, and though he had labored zealously for more
than forty years in the service of the Church, still he
had always been a man of physique so robust and
health so vigorous that the news of his death came aw

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a shock even to those who knew him best.  Father
Hamill was born at Crosskeys, in the parish of Dun-
eane, in the year 1846, and is a younger brother of the
Very Rev. James Hamill, P.P., Whitehopse, the
venerated senior priest and Vicar-General of the dio-
cese. He pursued his earlier studies at St. Malachy's
College, Belfast. He entered the class of First Year'’s
Philosophy in Maynooth College on January 15, 1869,
and was ordained in Maynooth by Dr. Lynch, Bishop
of Kildare, on May 80, 1871. After ministering in
many parishes of the diocese he was appointed in 1906
pastor of Kilkeel, where he was greatly esteemed.
During his seven years in Kilkeel Father Hamill labored
in season and out of season for the welfare of his flock.
Quite recently he had been engaged in various works
for the improvement of the churches in his parish, and
had brought these works te a successful conclusion.
He erected three beautiful altars in the rural church
at Atticoll, and added a.belfry and bell to the church;
renovated and decorated the interior of St. Colman’s,
the parish church at Mass Forth, Kilkeel; and com-
pleted the tower of this same church and erected
therein a beautiful bell, the tones of which he was not
destined long to hear,

THE DERRY RIOTS.

Commenting upon the Derry riots, the Westminster
Gazette states:-~Ireland may be a place where things
happen differently, but it really cannot be as topsy-
turvy as the Times would have us believe. A corres-
pondent of that journal thinks that the Constabulary
has almost exhausted its usefulness, and in Derry has
failed in its duty. He tells of the Protestant 'prentice
boys’ procession which ‘ did, undoubtedly, before being
attacked, display a certain amount of bravade.’ ‘It
was firing revolver shots in the air and playing party
tunes long before it had reache? Waterloo square,
where the first disturbance took place.’ Now, we put
it to ourselves, what would be the duty of the police
in London if a procession of unemployed, say, began
to fire revolver shots in the Strand? The police would
have, as quickly as possible, to break up the procession
and capture the people with revolvers. Transfer the
acene to Ireland, and what does the Times tell us?
*The police failed in their first duty, which was to
protect the processionists against assault.’ ‘If, in a
place like Derry, party processions of this kind are to
be allowed at all, the rowdies on the opposite side must
be hemmed inte their own guarters.’
is broken in Ireland the argument seems to be, you
must not arrest the law-breaker, but you must devote
all your energies to holding down the man who is
threatened by the revolver of the law-breaker.

CENTENARY OF A CHURCH.

August 17, the centenary of the opening of the
parochial Church of 8t. Mary’s, Westport, was
celebrated with great and impressive solemnity.
The occasion was one of very exceptional interest, and
must ever remain a memorable day in the annals of
Catholicity in the great archdiocese. As the eloquent
preacher of the day, the Most Rev. Dr. Higgins, pointed
out, it was not to be wondered at that at this unique
event in the history of their church, the Catholic people
of Westport should have made such special efforts to
beautify and adorn the holy edifice, which a hundred
years after its foundation stands to-day as firm and
solid and substantial as when first dedicated to the
worship of God. It was to the zeal of the Most Rev.
Oliver EKelly in 1813, then the administrator, of the
parish, and subsequently Archbishop, that they owed
this church, of which the people of Westport had al-
ways been so justly proud. His Lordship dwelt upon
the fact that if the church could speak it could tell
them of the extraordinary progress the Catholic reli-
gion had made during these 100 years. The church has
recently undergone extensive improvements, and the
sacred edifice is now one of the most perfectly equipped
in the country.

People We Hear About

Colonel Cody, the famous aeronant, who was killed
recently, though himself a native of Texas, was the
son of an Irishman, as indeéd his name would imply.
He was related to the older Colonel Cody, more poepu-
larly known as ‘ Buffalo Bill.’

One of the candidates for the Mayoralty of New
York iz Mr. P. Mitchel, the son of John Mitchel, the
famous Irish patriot and historian. Mr. Mitchsl is
already Collector of Customs in New York. Another

candidate is Mr. James O’Gorman, who represents New
York in the U.8. Senate.

The Most Rev. Dr. Dunne, Archbishop of Brisbane,
as well as his Coadjutor, Archbishop Duhig, celobrated
their birthday anniversaries last month. His Grace
Archhishop Dunne was born on September 5, 1830, at
Clonmel, and is therefore in his 84th year. Archbishop
Duhig was born in Drumcolloher, Limerick, on Sep-

tember 2, 1871, so that his Grace is now in hiz 43rd
year,

The vilage of Pitthem, in Belgium, is about to erect
a monument to one of the most remarkable of the Jesuit
missionaries, Father Ferdinand Verbiest, who went out
to China in 1567. Father Veribest constructed some re-
markable astronomical instruments, which were used in
the Pekin Observatory until the time of the Boxzer

Rebellion, when they were removed by the Germans to
Beriin.

Father Bernard Vaughan (says the Freeman's
Journal) is one of the best-known priests in England
at the present day. Born at Courtfield in 1847—a
memorable year in the sad history of Ireland—he was
the twelfth of fourteen children—eight boys and six
girls. Of the former six became priests, including the
late Cardinal Vanghan. As a preacher Father Vaughan
has attracted to his sermons and addresses in various
parts of Europe all sorts and cenditions. of men. In
Dublin he is probably best known in connection with
the several addresses he has delivered in the city from

time time to time in aid of charitable and philanthropic
movements.

The Very Rev. Thomas Esser, O.P., who for more
than fifteen years has been Secretary to the Sacred
Congregation of the Index, was recently on a visit to
the United States. Father Esser is one of the most
scholarly Dominicans in the world. For several years
he was professor of philosophy at Maynooth College.
He also taught philosophy and theology at.Vienna and
at the University of Fribourg, Switzerland. For five
years he taught canon law in the Eternal City. The
present Apostolic Delegate to the United States was
his pupil. Father Esser is one of the best linguists in
Rome, bis knowledge of languages being practically
necessary for his office of Secretary to the Yndex.

Miss Emily Henrietta Hickey, who was recently
decorated by the Pope with the gold cross, ‘ Pro Ecclesia
et Pontifice,” is an Irish lady, the daughter of the late
Rev, Canon Hickey, Protestant rector of Enniscorthy,
Co. Wexford, her grandfather being the Rev. Mr.
Hickey, rector of Mulrarkin, who wrote a popular series
of handbooks for farmers under the nom de plume of
‘Martin Doyle.” Miss Hickey joined the Catholic
Church some seven years ago, and has devoted herself
since to Catholic soctal and philanthropic work. One of
her first volumes since she became a Catholic, Thoughts
for Creedless TWomen, has been the means of attracting
more than one of her scholarly friends to join the
Catholic Church. Miss Hickey holds Cambridge Uni-
versity first-class honors, and has published more than
a dozen volumes.

ANNUAL MEETING

(From our own correspendent.)

The thirteenth annual meeting of the Christehurch
Catholic Club was held on last Saturday evening in
the clubrooms, Wiltshire Buildings, High street. The
president (Mr. ¥. Rowe) was in the chair, and about
twenty members were present. After the minutes of
the previous annual meeting were read and confirmed,
the president read the annual report, which was as
follows: —

In presenting the annual report and balance shieet,
members have every reason to feel satisfied with the
position of the club in this, the thirteenth year of its
existence. The financial position is entirely satisfac-
tory, there being a balance of assets over liabilities of
£173 128 5d, and this after writing off the heavy item
of £8 95 3d for depreciation. The credit balance for
the year just closed stands at £20 6s 1d, which is very
satisfactory when it is remembered that the year began
with a slight debit. The membership shows 93 finan-
cial members, and owing to the large mumber who
through removal, ete., left the club during the past
season, this must be considered very satisfactory. Ten
new members were admitted during the year, and the
prospects of increased membership are very bright.
Your committee felt that owing to the forthecoming
bazaar, and the large amount of work that alone would
entail, they were nof justified in organising the usual
number of winter entertainments. However, those
functions that were held proved thoroughly enjoyable.
During the month of May the H.M.8. New Zealand
arrived in Lyttelton, and, acting on the advice of the
Federated Executlve, vour committee made arrange-
ments with Captain Halsey to entertain the Catholie
officers anid men at a smoke concert on Monday, May
19. The patron of the club (Sir George Clifford) pre-
sided. Members ave to be sincerely congratulated on the
great success of this unique function, your club being,
with Wellington, the only Catholic body throughout
New Zealand to eutertain the members of the battle-
ship. The speeches on that evening were of a very
high order, and Sir George Clifford, in his address of
welcome, was particularly happy in his remarks. Your
late president (Mr. E. T. Harper) was tendered a fare-
well evening and made the recipient of several very
nice presents on behalf of members on the occasion of
his deparfure for England. At Easter the annual
conference of Federated Catholic Clubs was held in
your rooms, the conference being a most successful
one. At its conclusion a series of debating, tennis,
and billiard tournaments was held for the shield.
After a most closely contested series Greymouth were
successful, beating your representatives by half a point.
We sincerely congratulate the Coast representatives on
their splendid win. Dr. Hight, of Canterbury Col-
lege, very kindly acted as judge in the debates, and
both the Federation and your committee desire to
express sincere thanks to our worthy vice-president for
his kindness. The concluding function of the season
was a most enjoyable social evening tendered io our
lady friends for many kindnesses received, and wo
again take the oppotrunmity of expressing thanks for
past favors. The club has every reason to be very
thankful to its many patrons and friends for their
generous supporb, particularly the following: Very
Rev. Chancellor Price, Rev. Father O'Boyle (chaplain),
Sir George Clifford. Messts. H. . Loughnan, B. F,
Darby, E. T. Harper, Miss R. White, Drs. O'Brien
and Morkane, and many others. During the year Dr.
Hight, of Canlerbury College, was elected a vice-
president. The work done by Mr. E. L. McKeon
must not be overlooked. The position of secretary is
an arduous one, entailing much time, and our thanks
are due to him for keeping the club together, main-
taining its financial standing, and generously con-
tributing to club funds competition winnings. During
the year your late secretary, Mr. Geo. Dobbs, gave
most valuable assistance in keeping the club’s books.
We wish to place on record our hearty appreciation of

his generous: services. Mr, Frank O’Connell proved
himselT invaluable as an able and willing assistant
secrebary. Mr. Percy Augarde has more than earned
our thanks as musical accompanist. The Tablet,
Times, and P’ress have as usual courteously published
our club fixtures. We also wish to thank Mr. James
Ainger for acting in the capacity of hon. auditor.
Mr. E. L. McKeon (secretary) presented the
balance sheet, which showed that the receipts for the
' year amounted to £67 45 5d, the principal items being—
Subscriptions, £48 6s; billiard takings, £12 18s 9d.
The principal items of expenditure were—Rent, £20;
salaries, £7; gas, £7 25 9d; leaving cash in hands of
secretary and treasurer, £20 6s 1d. Thé excess of
assets over liabilities was £173 12s 5d, including furni-
ture valued at £130 Ts 6d. ‘
On the motion of Mr. J. R. Hayward, seconded by
Mr. . Dobbs, the report and balance sheet were
unanimously adopted. Speaking to the motion, Mr.
Dobbs commented on "the apparent decline of the
literary and debating elements of the club, and recom-
mended to the atteution of the incoming executive
committeo a resumption of what, in the past, was one
of the club’s strong features. In view of the falling
off in revenue as indicated in connection with the’
billiard table, Mr. Dobbs advocated a renewal of the
balliard tournaments,

Mr. Rowe said he was distinctly optimistic regard-
ing the future of the club. He advocated the promotion
of larger patherings in one or other of the city halls,
affording accommodation not possible in their own club
premises. This, he contended, was justified by recent
esperiences. Mr, Rowe agreed that there was more
profit, educationally, in debates than in any other
feature of club work, and although not prominent of
late, the report showed that many other functions had
been carried out, showing hew unseful an institution the
club was as a centre, available and accessible, when
occasion arose, for Catholic social events.

His Lordship Bishop Grimes, and Sir George Clif-
ford, Bart., are patrons of the club, and ‘the following
officers were elected for the eusuing year:—President,
Mr. F. Rowe (unopposed): honarary vice-presidents—
Dr. A. O’Brien, Dr. C. Morkane, Professor Hight,
Messrs. M. Donnolly, H. H. Loughnan, C. L. Clifford,
P. F. Darby, M. Nolan, E. T. Harper, and A. J.
O’Malley ; active vice-presidents—Messrs. J. R. Hay-
ward, E. I.. McKeon, and P. McNamara - treasurer,
Me. W. Tayward, junm.; secretary, Mr. L .Madden;
executive commitiee—Messrs J. McNamara, B. O’Con-
nor, J. Cronin, B. Murphy, and J. Devenport;
honorary auditor, Mr. J. Ainger. By existing appoint-
ment the Rev. Father (¥Boyle is spiritual director, and
Mr. Rowe undertook to act as librarian. A vote of
thanks was passed to outgoing officers and members of
the executive committee.

DBITUARY

MR. MARTIN SALTER, MANSFORD TOWN.

On Thursday, September 11, there passed away ab
kis residence, Mansford Town, Port Chalmers, Mr.
Martin Salter, in his sixty-ninth year. Mr. Salter was
born in the County Kilkenny, and was the youngest
son of the late Sergeant James Salter (Royal Irish
Constabulary). Mr. Balter came out to V\ictoria, when
very young, and, with his mother and others of the
family, resided in Geelong until he left for Port Chal-
mers in 1861, and on arrival here went up to the gold-
fields,” where he stayed for about two years. Ie then
returned to Victoria, where he married, and left again
for Port Chalmers.

Eventually he removed
to Mansford Town, where he continued to reside till
the time of his death. A just, upright, and honest
man, he had the respect of the whole population of
the Port, where he brought up a family of thirteen, all
of whom are alive, except one son, whom he lost during
the late South African war. Mr. Salter was pre-
deceased by his wife some years ago, and had since

resided with his youngest danghter, Mrs. W, ‘Wood, of
Mansford Town.—R.I.P.

VISIT OF ARCHBISHOP O’'SHEA.

(By telegraph, from our own cerrespondent.)
October 3.

The parisk of Wanganui was en fete on Bunday,
September 29, on the occasion of the first official visit
of his Grace Archbishop O’'Shea. The day’s ceremonies
commenced with Mass at 7.30 o’clock, his Grace being
celebrant. Large numbers received Holy Communion.
The Sacrament of Confirmation was administered at
3 p.m., the church being crowded with a large congre-
gation, which listened attentively to the instruction
delivered by his Grace. There were 112 candidates
confirmed, including 30 adults, most of the latter being
converts. Advantage was taken of the opportunity to
present to his Grace on the occasion of his first oflicial
visit to the parish, since his consecration, a beautifully
illuminated address from the parishioners, containing
views of the old and new convents and presbyteries and
present church.

Very Rev. Dean Holley, in his introductory re-
marks, dwelt on the large share his Grace had had in
shaping the material progress of the parish.

The address, which was read by Mr. Thomas
Lloyd, was as follows: —

*May it please your Grace,~—On this, the occasion
of your first visit to us after your elevation to the epis-
copate, we, the laity of Wanganui, desire to offer you
our most hearty congratulations. For the past six years,
as Vicar-General, and on occasions as Administrator,
you have been associated with his Grace Archbishop
Redwood in the government of the archdiocese, and in

appointing you Coadjutor- Archbishop, the Floly See has '

paid a fitting tribute to your zeal and ability. That the
Holy Father should have called one of our native-
trained clergy to such a high dignity is a matter of

whick we, as New Zealanders, may justly feel proud.
You have ever devoted yourself to the advancemeny of
the spiritual and temporal interests of your people.
In the promotion of Catholic education you have taken
an active and intelligent part, and in our own parish
of Wanganui we see evidence of your zeal in the
beautiful convent en St. John’s Hill. Realising that
unity is strength, you have lent your able assistance
in forming the Catholic Federation, an organisation
which bids fair to confer great benefits on the Catholic
people.

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Mr. John McCormack, the famous Irish tenor, was
welcomed in Brisbane by the Queensland Irish Asso-
ciation.

Mother Gabriel Hayes, Superioress of the Ursuline
Nuns at Armidale, died at the convent there on Sep-
tember 22. Though she had been ailing for some lime,
the illness which eaused her death attacked ler only
on September 15. She was the first Australian to enter
the Usurline Order, of which she has been Superioress
at Armidale—the only community in New South Wales
—for the past two years. She was in the 38th year of
her age, and the 20th of lLer religious life.

The Coadjutor-Archbishop of Melbonine was ac-
corded a civic reception at the City Hall, Ballarat, by
the Mayor of the eity (Cr. Brokenshire), on the occasion
of his first visit to Ballarat. He was accompanied by
the Archbishop of Melhourne, their Tordships Du.
Reville (Bishop of Bendigo), Dr. Higgins (Bishop of
Ballarat), and a number of clergymen. In the party
also was a Tepresentative assemblage of the Catholic
laity of Ballarat and adjoining parishes, together with
the ex-Mayor (Cr. Croker), and others representing
Protestant denominations,

The late Mr. T. G. Macarthy, of Wellington, New
Zoaland, was a former resident of Geelong, Vicloria
(says an Australian exchange). In his will he stipulated
that £1000 was to be divided among Geelong charities
A cheque for that amount has reached the Mayor of
Geelong, who has distributed it as follows:—Geelong
Hospital, £300; St. Agustine’s Orphanage, Geelong,
Protestant Orphanage, St. Catherine’s Orphanage,

Ladies’ Benevolent Association, St. Vincent de Paul
Society, District Nursing Society, and Geelong City
Maission, £100 each.

On September 24 a large and representative depu-
tation, representing the Catholic Federation, waited on
the Premier of Victorig to place before him the resolu-
lions which were carried at the monster public meeting
liold in the Town Hall, Melbpurne, on August 10. Mr.
F. E. ’Counell, president of the Federation, in ad-
dressing the Premier, said thaé the deputation repre-
sented 350,000 Catholics, and tiliey looked to the
Government for some reliefl from the present unjust
educational burden. Dr. A. L. Kemny, C.8., K.8.G,,
pointed out that for forty years Catholics had borne a
double educational tax, and in 1905 and 1910 additional
burdens were placed upon their shoulders by the
Registration of Teachers Act and by the Amending
Education Act. Catholics, who were 22 per cent. of
the population, were not amongst the richest classes.
Moreover, they were called upon to give their Catholic
teachers a higler standard of efficiency than was re-
quired by the State school teachers. Catholie schools
were thus made a part of the State system. The Direc-
tor of Education had admitted that 190 teachers who
would not be permitted to teach in Catholic schools,
on the ground of their want of full qualifications, were
employed in the State schools. In the archdiocese of
Melbourne alene, in 1912, there were 24,463 children
on the the rolls of the Catholic schools, the sum of
£31,631 had been expended on new schools for the
same period, and on repairs, £3920: on maintenance,
£30,220. From 1890 to 1912 new schools cost £165,000,
the sum of £27,500 was spent ou repairs, and on maln-
tenance £457,000 was expended.

In
conclusion, the speaker reminded parents that they were
placed over their children by God, and that God never
placed children over their parents, consequently parents
ghould instil into the minds of their.children a whole-
some regard for, and appreciation of, the Fourth Com-
mandment of God. Tn most cases this can be done by
moral suasion, but where that fails pareuts should not
scruple to resort to physical methods.

“Law and order reigns in the moral and spiritual
world as well as in the physical universe. ‘ The King-
dom is like unto a seed which a man cast into the earth,
which of itself bringeth forth fruit, first the blade, then
the ear, afterwards the full corn in the ear.” Men are
often the sport of circumstance and unbridled passions,
yet the resulting character is not the product of their
environment; we may not always be able to trace their
downward steps, but we know that Law controls them.
The lives of the Saints make us familiar with men who
apparently take delight in fresh, daring, and reckless
deeds: they carry out to the letter the advice of St.
Augustine: Love God, and do what you will. Yet if
we look beneath the surface we soon find that their
lives, despite astonishing variety and individuality,
were all built upon and developed under well-known
laws. The Truth, in the spiritual life as elsewhere,
shall make you free. .

It is not necessary for growth in holiness to have
& scientific knowledge of these laws. Many of the
Saints were unlettered, and even a St. Thomas of Aguin
was happy to confess that he learnt more from his
erucifix than from ponderous tomes, Their passionate
love of God led them along, but net in any blind
fashion : instinctively, and, if you like, unconsciously,
they learnt the laws of the soul, and in following them
attained to the heights of sanctity. Their characters
were fashioned by the action of these laws, and so must
ours be if we wish to make any progress.

It is well, therefore, to have a systematic treat-
ment of these laws, and we have nothing but the
warmest welcome for and commendation of Tlhe Tnterior
Life, edited from the papers of some unnamed religious
by Father Tissot, Superior-General of the Missionaries
of St. Francis of Sales.

The aim of the work is ‘to outline the framework
of the Christian life, showing it from foundation to
voof, setiing forth its structure, the work to be done,
and the tools to he used.” Tt is divided into three
parts. ‘ Part I. is entitled *“ The End,”’ and deals with
the life to be lived. It gives the building to be erected,
and shows the plan. Part IT, is entitled *“ The Way,”
and deals with the work to be done. Tt gives the mode
of erection and shows the rules. Part ITI. is entitled
"“The Means,” and deals with the instruments to be
used. It gives the maferials, and shows their use’
(p. 365).

The author deals in masterly fashion with almost
every phase of the spiritual life, and everywhere and
always gets down to bed-rock principles. The book
should prove of great benefit to priests, religiows, and
lay people who wish their piety to be deep and sincere.

The Mother of Jesus in Holy Seripture: Biblical-
Theological Addresses by Aloys Schaefer, Biskop
of Dresden, Saxony; translated by Ferdinand

Brossart. Frederick Pustet, Rome, 1913 pPp. 274,
Price 8s 6d,

The substance of these addresses was delivered by
Dr. Schaefer, now Bishop of Saxzony, at the University
of Muenster, in Westphalia, during the winter of 1885-
B6. Their scope was ‘to follow the entire biblical
doctrine concerning the Mother of God in its progres-
sive development through the entire history of the
redemption to its completion in Christ, and to present
it as onme united and perfect picture, drawn from the
entire scripturally recounted revelation’ (p. 11). This
leads the author, after a brief introduction on the exist-
ence of types in the Old Testament, to deal, in the light
of Scripture, with Mary—the Virgin, the Mother of
God, the Mother of the Redeemer, the Highly-favored,
Her Co-operation in the Life-Work of her Son, and
her Mediatorship. Scripture is ransacked from Genesis
to Apocalypse for passages that in any way bear upon
the life-story of the Mother of God or her position in

the economy of salvation, and these passages are ex-
plained with wealth of learning and, on the whole, with
true critical sense.  The interpretations are, hpwever,'
occasionally rather forced and fanciful, while the
chapters on Isalas vii., 14, the incident of the wedding
of Cana, and ‘the brethren of our Lord’ need tlo be
revised, and in the last instance, considerably amplified,
in the light of modern studies by Catholic scholars.
Otherwise, the work is the most complete on the Serip-
tural side that we possess,

We could wish that the translator had not _stuck
so closely to the original ; the book is not easy reading.

The Synopiic Problem. By ¥. W. Frankland, F.I.A,,
J.P. '

In our present editions of the New Testament St.
Matthew’'s Gospel comes first, then 8t. Mark’s, and in
the third place 8t. Luke’s. But as the Church has not
yet definitely decided either the dates or the mutual -
relations of these three documents we are still free to
discuss these matters. The perplexing Problem 18 known
to scholars as ‘ The Synoptic Problem.” We know from
St. Luke that many attempts, public and private, were
made from earliest times to set down the teaching and
chief evapts of our Lord’s life; in what relation do
our present Gospels stand to these? In what order wers
our Gospels written? The Apostles loved to repeat the
story of their Divine Master’s life on earth, and to
instruct the faithful as far as possible in His words:
how again do our Gospels stand in relation to these cate-
chetical instructions? And how are we to account for
the likenesses and the differences between our three
evangelists ? Theories almost withont number have been
propounded on the subject: no single one has yet proved
generally acceptable. 1t is worthy of note, l.mwever,
that scholars even outside the Church, are coming back
to traditional dates.

Mr. Frankland, of Foxton, New Zealand, has
recently published a pamphlet of some 20 pages on this
question, in which he explains, and, with some slight
modifications, defends a theory put forward in the
Monthly Iieview, 1904, and the Journal of Theological
Studies, 1905, by Monsignor A. 8. Barnes, a Cathelic
scholar of note in England. The theory ‘ assumes three
successive editions or recensions of our second Gospel,
each fuller and more amplified than its predecessor, all
compiled by 8t. Mark, the first two editions beiore the
martyrdom of St. Peter at Rome in the Neronian
Persecution, and the third and last soom after that
event. The first and shortest edition (on which St.
Luke bases a large part of his Gospel) Monsignor Barnes
supposes to have been issued about A.D. 42 at the time
of the dispersion of the Apostles from Palestine, the
Gospel being needed owing to that very dispersion. The
sccond and much faller edition would be
issued shortly before the martyrdom of St. Peter in
A.D, 64; and the third, the fullest of all our
extant ¢ Gospel according to 8t. Mark, was compiled
about A.D. 657 (p. 9). St. Matthew would have used
the second edition mentioned. Some points of this
theory are pure guess-work, while others have much to
recommend them by reason of their holding to dates
handed down from the beginning. Mr. Frankland hag
no new light to throw on the subject, but he explains
this theory satisfactorily; and gives evidence of wide
reading and accurate knowledge on the general guestion.

ENGLAND

FORTY-SIX MASSES IN A DAY.

Between six o’clock and noon on the Feast of the
Assumption, 46 Masses were celebrated at Westminster
Cathedral. This abnormal number is accounted for by
the fact that there were just then some hundreds of
clergy in Lendon from the United States and elsewhere.
Counting the ordinary Calhedral services, there were
well over half a hundred separate services during the
day. _

A MEMORIAL CHURCH.

Bishop Brindle, D.8.0., of Nottingham, per-
formed the ceremony of laying a memorial stone of the
new church at Ashby-de-la-Zouch on Angust 18, in the
presence of a large assembly, including the Duke and
Duchess of Norfolk, the Earl of Loudoun, Lord Walter
Kerr, and Lady Maud Hastings. The building will
be in the Norman style, of Weldon stone. The esti-
mated cost is about £25,000. Under the stone, the
following, on a scroll, was placed with medailions and
coins:—° Flora Paulyna Hetty DBarbara (Hastings),
Duchess of Norfolk, who died on April 11, 1887, left
jewsllery to be sold for the purpose of huilding a church
at Ashby-de-la-Zouch, Her hushand, Henry, 15th Duk_e
of Norfolk, sold the jewels, and with the money is
building this church in henor of the Blessed Virgin

Mary under the invocation of our lLady of Lourdes. .

The Duchess was the danghter of Edith Countess of
Loudoun, and of Charles, first Baron Donington. She
was granddaughter of George, second Marquis of
Hastings. The corner stone is being laid this 18th day
of August, 1913, by Robert, Bishop of Nottingham,
it being the 11Ith year of the pontificate of Pope Pius
X. and the fourth year of the reign of King George
V.—Aloysius . V. Crowther, Priest.” The Bishop,
in the course of a short address, said the church was
being built in memory of the late Duchess of Norfollk,
and he asked that those who came to worship in it
should remember her in their prayers.

FRANCE

THE WRITING ON THE WALL.

The writing on the wall in Franuce is alarming its
rulers. They contemplate their handiwork in crushing
religion oub of the schools, and they find it 1s bad,
The depopulation of France by the decline of the birth-
rate (says the Universe) has deprived the country of
recruits, and compelled resort to extended and oppres-
sive military service. DBetween 1900 and 1912 Ger-
many rose 1n population to close on 66 millions, an
increase of about 9 millions. France in the same
period increased from a little Tess than 39 millions to
a little more than 39} millions, an increase, to be exact,
of 710,000. At the same rate of progress twelve years
hence, a short time, France will have 40 millions with
which to face the 77 million Germans, or nearly twice
as many. In twenty-four years later there will be 250
Germans for every 100 Frenchmen. The French are
by their own haund blolting France from the map of
Europe, and only one thing ean stay the downfall.
Religion alone can save France. - A wise Frenchmen,
looking at the crowds of men pouring into the new
Church of the Sacred Heart on Montmartre, said:
*The Sacred Heart will save France.” The increase
in the number of men in the churches is doing more
for France than all the politicians in their own imagin-
ings. There they ave learning the meaning of duty.
And the ‘ white train’ carrying the ‘Grandes Mal-
ades' to Lourdes is opening the eyes of France, not-
withstanding the boycott of the Government and its
servile press.

THE GRANDE CHARTREUSE.

If there were less sectarian bitterness amongst the
enemies of the Catholic Church in France the appeal

which the Saturdey Review makes to the French
Government to permit the monks to véburn to their old
home at the Grande Chartreuse would doubtless meet
with favor. The trecatment of the Chartreux was one of
the worst phases of the persecution in France. Greed
was the main motive of their expulsion. Men who
spent little on themselves and much on the people
around them were plundered and banished in order that
dishonest rascals might get hold of their property and -
squander in riotous living the procseds of its sale. In
addition, an act of vandalism was in contemplation.
It was proposed- to demolish the monastic buildings
which were falling into decay ‘and to sell the stones and
woodwork by public auction. But, thanks to an agita-
tlon in which journalists, politicians, mayors, town
councillors, and merchants joined, the project was aban-
doned, and the Ministry of Fine Avts consented to
class the Grande Chartreuse as a ¢ historical monument,’
The Scturday Review suggests that the monks should
be allowed to take up their abode there again. Such
an act of justice would assuredly be welcome to people
of all classes in the department, for they have a vivid
memory of the benefactions of the Chartreux ; but has
the French Government sufficieni courage and gen-
erosity to perform it?

QERMANY

THE CATHOLIC CONGRESS.
Ever since the conclusion of peace between Ger-
many and France in 1871 discussions in the press of
both countries have shown from time to time that the

-wound caused by the enforced cession of Alsace-Lor-

raine is hard te heal. It must therefore have heen with
some anxiety that Metz, the capital of Germar Lor-
raine, was chosen as the place for the meeting of the
sixtieth General Congress of the Catholics of Germany.
Meniories of the war must have been awakened anongst
the Irench delegates during their visit (says the
Catholie Times), Iere Napoleon IIT. assumed chief
command of the army of the Rhine; here, after the
disasters at Woeissenberg, Woerth, and Forbach, the
Fronch forces were concentrated and hemmed in; and
here Bazaine surrendered 173,000 men. The Germans
took care that nothing should be done during the Con-
gress to revive the memories of those events. The
Catholic religion powerfully tends to remove interna-
tional friction, and the relations that have prevailed
between the German and French delegates have been
most kindly. The two languages—German and French
—have been used, and the speakers in both have been
listened to by enthusiastic audiences. Once again the
members of the Congress have proved that they are fear-
less advocates of Catholic rights and that they know
kow to organise with skill for the purpose of defending
them effectively. ;

CLOSING UP THEIR RANKS.

During the German Catholic Congress at Metz,
Prince Lowenstein, the President of the Congreds, made
& most important speech, which will, it is hoped, go far
to solidify the Catholic vote in Germany (says the-
{Tniversey.  His Highuess recalling the wording of the
Euncyclical Singulari quandam reminded those assem-
bled at the Congress that the Holy Father did not dis-
approve of Catholic working-men belonging to wuon-
Catholic Unions, and that consequently any antagonism
between men who helonged to purely Catholic unions
and others who belonged to non-Catholic unions should
at once cease. His strong pronouncement was met
with universal applanse. If the effect desired comes to
pass the position of Catholics in Germany will be im-
mensely strengthened, in so far as it is oppesed to
Socialism, which hitherto has derived great advantage
from the divisions which have up to the present some-
what divided the rank and file of the Catholic body in
the Empire,

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Assorted Cakes,

Four eggs, three ounces of sugar, three ounces of
flour, three ounces of butter, one level teaspoonful of
baking powder, and one teaspoonful of vanilla
extract. Beat up the eggs and sugar together
over & saucepan of hot water for twenty minutes; re-
move the basin from the pan and beat up the contents
until they are cool. Sift in the flour and baking powder,
add the butter, melted. Mix carefully, adding the
oxtract. Turn into a flat buttered and papered tin, and
bake in a moderately hot oven for twenty minutes.
When ready, remove the paper, and when cool cut into
neat cakes. Cover them with pink, white, and chocolate
frosting.

To Dry Herbs.

Herbs should be pulled on a dry day and just before

they flower. Cut up the roots and free them from dust;
it may be necessary to wash them. Put them either in
a slow oven or in the sun till they are quite dry and
crisp, hut not at all brown. Pull ali the leaves off and
rub them down, then rub them through a coarse sieve
and bottle for use, or they may be tied in bunches by
the stems and hung till dry, then put in paper bags
for use. Mushrooms may be dried slowly in the same
way, pounded, and rubbed through a sieve. This mush-
room powder is excellent added to soups and stews.
Rutlaud Crumpets.

IHalf a pint of buttermilk, half a pound of flour,
a pinch of salt, half an ounce of sugar, a pinch of
bicarbonate of soda, one egg. Put the flour and salt in
a bowl, add the sugar, make a weil in the ceutre of
the flour, put in the beaten egg, add a Ititle of the
buttermilk, stirring the flour with a wooden spoon
from the sides into the centre, beat well to get out the
lumps, add the rest of the buttermilk, blend the bicar-
bonate of soda in a little buttermilk, and add last thing
before cooking. Heat a very clean griddle, rub over
with a small piece of dripping or lard, take a spoonful
of the batter, and pour on the griddle as many spoon-
fuls as it will hold; cock wuntil a light brown
on one side, turn over and cook through. Butter;
put two crumpets together and serve very hot.

Household Hints. -

Sponges that have lost their freshness should he
soaked in milk for several hours, wrung out, and then
rinsed thoroughly in warm water to which a teaspoon-
ful of carbolic acid has been added. They will come
out as good as new, -

Three tablespoonfuls of baking soda in a quart
of water applied with a rough cloth will remove the old
varnish very easily when you wish to revarnish furni-
ture.

To cleanse a frying-pan which sinells of onions or
fish, fill the pan with water, and when it boils drop in
a red-hot cinder. Afterwards rinse and wash in the
usual way.

“Apples cut in irregular pleces will cook more
quickly in a pie than if sliced, for they do not pack
closely as slices do, and so the hot air comes more easily
in contact with the fruit and cookmg is facilitated.

If you get a cut that will not stop bleeding, there
is nothing like cold water. Don’t bandage the hand,
but hold 1t above the head and pour the coldest water
procurable over it. The worst case of bleeding will
usually vield to this treatment. ’

For hoarseness bake a lemon as one would an apple.
Squeeze a little of the thickened and heated juice over
lumps of sugar and take frequently.

A Large Block of Stone.

Probably the largest block of stone ever moved in
Australia was moved by explosive force at the Harcourt
granite quarries recently. Thisstone isin one piece, and
measures approximately 60ft long, 54ft wide, and 30ft
deep. It contains between 90,000 and 100,000 cubie
feet, and weighs nearly 8000 tons. The preparations
for this blast included the blasting out of a gullet 80ft
long and 30ft deep along ore side of the block. Parallel
to the gullet, and at a distance of 54ft, a natural joint
runs through the block. The object was to make a
break from this joint to the gullet. A hole 4in in dia-
meter and 20ft deep was drilled in the solid stone, and
charged with half a hundredweight of powder. When
exploded, the block was broken across 54ft of solid
stone 30ft deep, and shifted bodily a distance of 4in
from the break.

Saving the Dust of Metals.

In copper smelting there is an immenso waste due
te the dust of metals which is thrown out by the
smelter smoké.  One greab smelting works in the
Wostern States of America, having complaints of the
damage done to the crops of the surrounding farmers
dua to the deposit of arsenic, copper, etc., spent
£200,000 in building long flues fo endeavor to get some
of the metailic dust deposited from the smoke into such
flues, and during the first year saved £100,000 worth
of copper in the shape of dust. A few years later
analyses were made of this same smelter smoke, and in
tace of sucli large saving something like 4000lh of cop-
per, 4775lb lead, 6000lb zine, 4300Ib antimony were
gtill being discharged into the atmosplere in the shape
of dust, representing about £80,000 worth of metal
annually. Now it has been discovered by Sir Oliver
Lodge that by means of an electrical apparatus which
diffuses electrical currvents amongst the fumes, a great
part, as much as 90 per cent., of the metal dust can
bo recovered by preeipitation; and if this process turns
out to be satisfactery many millions of pounds per
annum will be saved in the shape of such dust. 1In
wool sorting -there is a dusi which, to the ordinary man
would appear sbsolutely useless. Yet from Bradford
alone the Kent hopfields received 1200 tons of this
dust, which is a valuable fertiliser,

The Thermometer.

Thermometers are of interest to the great majority
only in extremely cold or extremely hot weather.
Physicians say that what is called *the thermometer
habit’ is apt to be a bacd habit in Lot weather, when
a visible rise in temperature seems to accentuate the
heat itself and to increase the suffering. Thermometers
are of comparatively recent invention. According to
Sir Samuel Wilkes, Fahrenleit construected his ther-
mometer from one made many years befere by Sir
Isaac Newfon. He invented an instrument for measur-
ing the degree of heat in fluids by taking a tube and
filling it with linseed oil. On-this he marked the
freezing point at zero by putting the tube in ice, and
in the same way he marked the point when placed in
boiling water. The very awkward scale which we now
use is evidently that of Newton, for, the decimal sys-
tewr not being then in use, he took the number 12 to
denote the heat of the body. This he found and .made
it the starting point of his scale, both upward and
downward. It was some time after this that, for the
sake of convenience, the. degrees were divided into two,
and thus the body heat was 24 above zero and boiling
point 53. When, many years alterward, Fahrenheit
“made his instruoment and used mercury insiead of
lingeed oil, which wws far more couvenient, he again
divided these degrees into four, so if the number be
multiplied accordingly we have 212 for the beiling
point and 96 for the Lody heat. Fahrenheil, finding
ho could get & lower temperalure than freezing, made
this point zevo, which brought the number 8 of New-
ton’s to 32 of Fahrenheit. 1In this way the ther-
mometer was constructed.

The Jersey bulls under one year of age sold by the
Ruakura Farm of Iustruction this year bave averaged
-slightly over £40.

Experience has shown that the best temperatures
for pasteurising cream for butter-making in New Zea-
land are 176 degrees to 185 degrees F'., varying accord-
ing to the quality of the article dealt with.

_ The very satisfactory price of £15 15s per head
was paid a few days ago by an Auckland buyer to a
Taneatua grazier for a small live of fat bullocks. The
figures. are probably a record for fat cattle in the Bay
of Plenty.

A land deal on a fairly substantial scale was re-
cently effected by a Napier firm in the purchase at
Motoroa, on the Main Trunk, of some 10,000 acres of
Jdand for Mr. A. H. Russell, of Hawke’s Bay. It is
‘stated that the purchase price runs into about £70,000.

During the past season over 25,000 cows, pure-
bred ‘and crossbred members of ordinary dairy herds,

were tested in New Zealand, while over 300 pedigree

cows were officially tested in connection with the

Register of Merit scheme by officers of +he Depart-
ment.

In order to give effect to the resolutiorn of the City
Council that milk shall not be supplied within the city
except from cows that have passed the tuberculin test,
the Public Health Committee (says the Press) reported
to the Christchurch City Council that it was having a

» by-law prepared.

Buyers of lambs are already operating in South
Canterbury, and a number of farmers have already
sold, though lambing is not yet finished. Sales are
being made at up to 13s for lambs off their mothers. A
South Canterbury farmer who sold in advance in this
way last year, lost £500 by so doing.

A day or two since Mr. Lonsdale sent into Wanga-
mui the first consignment of this season’s lambs from
the Moumamaki State Farm. Tt was a splendid little
lot of eight Ryland-Romney lambs, the heaviest of
which scaled 691b live weight. To the majority of lamb-
raisers this was rather ‘an eye-opener’ (says the
Waverley Tribune). '

A catch-crop of barley and tares at the Ruakura
"Experimental Farm is being fed of with dairy cows,
-and the results are confirming last year's experience
at Ruakura with this erop. Previous to their removal
- to the barley and tares field all the cows in milk were
reach Teceiving 1lb decorticated cotton-cake and about
“6lb of oaten-sheaf chaff, and although these two feeds
~have now been dropped the milk-yield per cow has
“increased.

A good constitution is an absolute necessity in a
«dairy cow. Owing to the very great strain on a cow
igiving a large gquantity of milk, she is more prone to
«olds and ailments of various kinds than one which is
only rearing her calf. Also, it should always be remem-
bered that young stock from very heavy milking cows
require extra care and feed, as they would otherwise
seom to thrive less well than do the offspring of mode-
rate milking cows. .

At the Addington live stock market there were
moderate entries of stock in almost all departments and
a fair attendance of buyers. ¥at cattle sold at about
late rates. Store sheep were firm and without change.
Fat lambs were easier in consequence of a large entry,
and fat sheep opened firm, but the market was sowme-
what irregular. ¥at ewes showed a considerable ad-
vance in prices. There was a good sale for store cattle.

of late values.

DAIRYING IN TARANAKI.

Some very illuminating figures are now available
concerning the operations of several of tlre herd-testing
associations in Taranaki. ‘The Mangorei Association
returns show that for the testing period. the poorest
cow paid her owner about 9s per month (estimating
butter-fat at Is per 1b) and the bhest earners about,
£2 15s 6d. It is estimated that it costs about 13s per
month to keep a cow, so the inference is obvious. The
operations of the Stratford and Midhirst Herd Testing
Association also show interesting returns. The Strat-
ford period ended on September 20. The best herd
averaged 37.89lb butter fat and the worst 19.851h,
while the average cow produced 27.951b. The best cow
gave 53.82ih and the worst 9.191b. The 10 highest
cows averaged 42.81lb and the lowest 10 14.331b. The
highest quantity of milk given by any one cow was
12751h, which at a test of 3.3 produced 42.071b of but-
ter fat, while the lowest quantity of one cow was 2851b,
testing 3.2, which produced 8.121b of butter fat. The
Midhirst period ended on September 15. The best herd
averaged 45.31b and the worst 16.631b of butter-fat,
The best cow gave 59.671b and the worst gave only
3.41b, while the average was 28.67lb. The ten highest,
cows gave 45.6ib and the lowest 12.4]b. The highest
quantity of milk given by one cow was 16201b, which
at a test of 3.8 produced 58.321b of butter-fat. The
lowest quantity given by one cow was 1351b, testing
4.0, and producing 5.41b of butter-fat. ‘

FAMILY FUN

TRICKS AND ILLUSIONS.
(Special to the N.Z. Tablet by MaBATMA.)

The Suspended Matches.—The performer shows an
ordinary box of wooden matches, one of which he re-
moves, uses, and throws aside, He then turns the
box upside down and slowly removes the inner compart-
ment. of the box. The matches, however, do not fall
out. This inner compartment, still upside down, is
now placed on top of the cover which is transferred to
the opposite hand. The free Land then takes the
interior, still upside down, and slowly returns it to the
cover vie the opposite end. The effect is very pretty.
The box and matches are immediately handed for
examination. The secret in this case is a piece of match
placed across the centre of the box from side to side.
This must be broken off the right length to pinch
securely across the hox, but must not bulge out the
sides so as to prevent it being pushed in and out of
the cover easily. Place a loose match on top of the
cross piece—or, if the box is not too full one or more
matches may be removed from under it, and all is
ready. In conclusion, when offering the box for exam-
ination purposely spill the matches, thereby conceal-
‘ing the short piece.

A Miniature Firework.—Some of the best tricks
depend upon chemical action, To make this little
firework it is nob -mecessary to be a skilled workman.
All the mechanism required is an ordinary clay pipe
aud a candle. You take some leaves of tinfoil (that
in which chocolates’ are often wrappéd will do), and
cut them into strips about half an inch wide. Then,
holding one of the strips mear a lighted candle, you
use the tobacco pipe as a blow pipe, and blow the
flame on to the tinfoil, wien the metallic leaf takes
fire and falls in balls of five, which roll about over the
table, sometimes for s considerable distance, and some-
times dividing and giving birth to other balls of fire,
which run about in similar fashion. When the flame is
strong, and the tinfoil burns quickly, the globules are
very abundant, and present the appearance of a verit-
able shower of fire in miniature. 'The experiment is
absolutely without danger. The combustion of the
globules of the oxygen evolved is so complste that they
might even drop on a wax tablet without leaving any
trace. The experiment is really a very pretty one.

The Vanishing Matches.—This is an amusing trick
at the expense of one of the company. The effect is as
follows:~-The performer asks one of the company to
oblige him with a match, He must make sure first of
all that his victim uses wooden matches. *Receiving the
box the performer proceeds to open it, remove a match,

“and ‘light up.” He then returns the box with profuse

thanks, and the victim puts the box in his pocket—
vietim, because the box is empty. The explanation is
this: Previous to borrowing the matchbox, the per-

former has palmed in his left hand an empty interior

of a similar box. Receiving the box in the right hand
he transfers it to the left, forcing one end on to the
concealed ‘' empty,” which action pushes open the box
in the most natural manner, and exposes the matches,
one of which is now removed for the usual purpose.
The box is then transferred to the right hand, the action
enabling him to push in the empty interior which
pushes the one which is full into the right hand, where

-1tis “ palmed.” The box is then returned empty.
