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Historie Vesiments.— A sel of vestmoents,
pre-Refrmation in date and with Tustorical
assoclations, has been presented to the Dean
and Chapter of York Minster by an unknown
donor. The sct is evidently that of a prelate,
for it consists of a cope and mitre, a chas-
uble and the two dalmaties. The gift has
been accepted, and will no doubt go into a
glass case to he exhibited lo visitors.  The
treasury already contains the fine silver cro-
zier of Dr. Swith, Viear Apostolic of the
North, who was appointed by James I in
1688, and had the crogzier torn from his hands
whilst walliing in a religious procession in
the city of York. Canterbury Cathedral ulsa
has a complete sct of vestmonts that have
never heen used. These are an exact replica
of the vestments of St. Thomas of Cauter-
bury, the originals of which are in the sae-
by of Sens Cathedral. The replica was
given to Canterbury as a hint for their use;
. but.go vestments have seen the light in Can-
terbury Cathedral since Cardinal Pole was
Archbishop of Canterbury.

Mistorie Vestments Used at Requiem Mass.
—1istorie interests are connccted with the
set of vestments, which Bishop Tanlon used
at Salford Cathedral, at the Requiem for the
late Cardina! Logue. These vestments, says
the Bishop of Salford in a eirenlar to his
clergy, are used in the Cathedral only on
very rare ocCasions. They were actually
worn during the celebration of Mass by Pope
Tivs VII during the venrs 1805-1809, when
that Pountiff was actually a prisoner in
France, where he was foreibly earvied off by
the Fmperor Nuapoleon.

Raphael for disabled soldiers
in Edinburgh, which is conducted by the
nuns of the Little Company of Mary, received
a visit from the Prinee of Wales during his
recent visit to Scotland.  Weleomed by the
Alother Superior, and Lady Anne Kerr and
ithe medical oflicer, the PPrinee was taken alt
aver the establishmenut, which aroused his
pratse and admiration, not only by the excel-
lenee of its organization and up-lo-dateness,
but also by the kindly charity of the muns
who give their lives to ministering to the
disabled of the war, A similar home, 8t
David’s, exists in the Westminster dincese,
at HFaling, Cavdinal Bourne being its presi-
dent. This last named provides a home for
54 tolally disabled soldiers and sailors. This
home is eonducted by a Cathbolic lay staff,
awd in spirituals is under the care of the
English Benedictines, who have a priory at
Tialing.

New Diocese for England.—A npew and im-
portant development in the progress of Cath-
olicism in Fngland is contained in the news,
ntow veeeived from Rome, that the Tope is
aboui Lo create a new diocese in the North.
The new bishopric, it is understood, will be
known as the See of Lancaster; a rich-sound-
ing title that recalls the spacious days of the

13th ceniury. Part of the territory will he -

taken from the diocese of Hexham and New-
castle, now vacant, and part from the arch-
diocese of Liverpool. The whole area is in
the province of Liverpool, of which the new
diacese is to be a suffragan See, The appoint-

ment of the first Bishop is being awailed with
interest. There being no existing Chapter,
Rome will make the first nomination direct;
so that no intimation as to who will be the
first Bishop will be made until Rome has
signified its decision to the Metropolitan,
the Archbishop of Liverpool. The new Bi-
shop will have in hi, liocese some parts of
England where the Jld Religion lingered
long after it had completely disappeared in
the sonth ; perhaps even places where it never
entirely disappeared and was forgotten.
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Spanish Protestant Pastor Converted.—
The reception into the Catholic Church of a
Protestant pastor and his family, which took
place a few weeks ago at Trujillo, has aroused
the greatest interest throughout Spain. The
pastor in question, Sefior Rodriguez, made
his abjuration at the hands of the ecclesias-
tical governor of the bishopric. A low Mass
foliowed, after which the five sons of the
pastor were baptised. Then followed a sung
Mass, at which all the converts received Com-
munion. How important this ceremony was
considered may be gathered from the fact
that the Dean of Toledo came especially to
preach a sermon at the sung Mass. The
church of Trujille was crowded to fhe doors
for the ceremony. The new convert is very
well known, and his return to the Chureh is
considered to be of great importance,
