Death has claimed another of Wellington's  oldoest
identities in the person of Mr. Michael Bohan, which
occured at his residence, Riddifard Strect, on Wednesday,
at the ripe age of 87. He was horn at Templemore, Ire-
land, and came to this country when quite a young man,
Hp was one of the fonnders of the Hihernian Society in
New Zealand, having heen one of those who made requisitinn
for the establishemnt of the first branch of the Socicty
in New Zealand. Mr. Bohan was elected the first presi-
dent of the Charleston hranch in 1869, and Tavs claim to
the distinction of being the first elected president of the
Hibernian Society in New Zealand, as the first president
of the Addison’s Flat branch was appointed for a month
by the deputy from Ballarat, which in those davs was the
lead office of tho Seciety in Australasia. Tn 1874 Mr.
Bohan was instrumental in having the Wellington bhranch
formed, and has been actively econnoeted with the Society
ever sinee, having filled the president’s chair on several
occasions, and was the treasurer (aftor the resignation
of that office by the late Mr. Alexander McDonald) for
a term of seventeen years. Up to the date of his death
Mr, Bohan was a familiar fignre at any function, religions
or socinl, organised by the Socicty. He was n stamneh
Catholic and true Trishman. The deccased gentleman
leaves a grown-up familv of five danghters, Mrs. C. O'Dris-
cell, Mrs. P. (PDriscoll. of this city, Mrs, Hunter, Mel-
howrne, and Misses D. and K. Bohan, Mr. F. T 0'Dris-
coll the hopular sceretary of the M.B.O.B. Association
s a grandson.  The late Mrs. Bolian predeceased her
hushand some vears age. The interment took place on
Friday, at Mount Street Cemetery, memhers of the Hiber-
nian Society acting as pallbeavers. Requiem Mass was
oe_]ehrated by the Rev. Father Sweeney at St. Anne’s. He
also officiated with the Ven. Archdeacen Devoy, at the
