Sir Thomas Munro.—The death of Siv Thowas Munra,
announced Iately, deprives public life in Seotland of one
of its ablest figures,  Siv Thowas Munro, who was a native
of Ross-shire, had a legal trainmg tn Edinburgh, hecane
cotmected with administration in Tanarkshire over thirty
vears ago, and in 1907 was appointed Clerk to the Loanark-
shire County Council. He was also Clevrk to the Tanark-
ghire Fduocation Aunthority and ather publie badies. and
while always bearing himselr willy proper deference Lo such
hodies, he was in reality as much their master and leader
as their servant.  For he had a very heoad and firm grasp
of public work, maiure expericnce. v ranid peveeption, and
a facudty of quick and fiem decision which made him a most
valuable public servant.  The Catholics of Tanarkshive were
breught into close contact with him, aod trom him thes
always experienced fairness and conrtesy, sa that in Cath-
olie cireles as much as in any his comparatively carly deaih
is widely amd sincerely deplorved.

Mr. O'Connor replicd
with haughty nenchalance—“Yc-es, he was upstairs a short,
time ago, hut came donwstairs to go out.” [mpressed hy
the accent and the hauteur of the arrogant Foglishman (as
they thought him), the detectives humblv fell back and
O’'Connar coolly walked out from among them—te safety.

Venerable Ursuline Nun,—Mother Mary Sales Leslie
{Mary Margares Leslie), of the Community of the Ursnlines,
St. Margaret’s Convent, Whitehouse Loan, Edinburgh, died
there lately in her 92nd year. She was the daughter of

the late Archibald Leslie, of Balnageith, in Morayshire,

whose father was a “Taird Minister” living on his own
estate, and who married a daughter of the Earl of Caith-
ness. At the age of sixteen she was reccived into the
Catholic Chureh by ihe late Bishop Gillis, Edinburgh;
Juined the Order of the Ursulines of the Inearnation in
18325 and made her fingl vows in 1860, The early part
ol her conveniual career was uneventful and hidden, hut
futer her sterling qualities of mind and heart canse(i her
to Ife placed by her Superiors and fellow-religions in posts
of Jmportance in her Order, For many vears she was
tesstant fo varions Superiors, and beeame Superior of St.
Margaret's Convent, Edinhurgh, from 1901 to 1907, She
was qwoman of strongly marked character and personality.
Her mother, Eleanor Faleoner Attee, who also was a 00}1-
vert fo the Catholic Churei,
Catholies in Seotland in early Tractavian times, and hor
oxn'm.ple and influence  helped many  Seobiish ,ladies of
pnsltmn‘ m their eeligious difficullies, The deccased nun
was aosister of the late well-known Jesait father, the Rev.
