The favourite "Shadow
Waltz" will be introduced, for which
entirely novel costumes will be used.

DPOUBTLESS many people listenedwith interest to the talk given -re-

"Causes of War." Mr. Huxley, who is
perhaps better known tothe public for
his literary works, was edueated at
Eton, and later Balliol College, Oxfo1t.
In 1919 he joined the literary staff of
the Athenaeum, and at the same time
was the dramatie critie for the ‘""West-
minster Gazette.’ He has an'immense
knowledge of music and art, and his
books are written in a very moderp
trend. Perhaps the most famons of his
works is "Point Counter Point." A
recent book. of his, "The Brave New
World," caused considerable controver-
sy and has been.banned in several coun-
tries. His outlook on-war js both novel
and interesting. One.of his -views is
that man derives enormous satisfaction
by feeling himself at one with the mem:
bers of the group, and that people -cay
get far more pleasure out of hating
foreigners whom they have never ‘seen
than by vaguely loying them. so

be transmitted at fairly regular in-
tervals throughout the course of
the flight.
