DELICIOUS OPERA WRITTEN FOR HIS EMPEROR
PATRON

AT the invitation of Prince Lich-

nowsky, a not very remote an-
cestral relative of the German
Ambassador in London in the fate-
ful vear of 1914, Mozart, after pro-
ducing “Don Giovanni” went to

"Berlin, where he was offered a

much more liberal ineome than he was
then receiving from rhe Austrian lim-
peror Franeis,

As a reward for hiy fidelity to the
Austrian Court, Mozart was  com-
manded to write the opera “Cosi an
Tatte,” or “They All Do [t.” This work
was enjoving a4 great succesy  when
Mozarl's patron, the Emperor, died, and
the new monarceh proved ito he but u
poor art devotee, so consequenily or-
ders were given to withdraw the work.

Lorenzo da Ponte, the author of the
libretto as well as those of “Don Gio
;anni” and “Figaro.” ig sald to have
based the idea for his plol an an ac-
tual wager that had deen laid in
Vienng at that time., Da Ponte, how-
ever, made Naples the scene of  his
opera and reduced the ineideni prae-
tically fo farce.

The title of this delicious opera may
be translated as “Thus Do Al Wo-
men,” or “They Al Do It It has a
jolly little Tove tangle of a story, while
the mugsic i ag refreshing as suythine
Mozart ever wrote.
