screenings. The reason? Because as a
critic-he was honest enough to say what
he thought about Grace Moore’s film "Tl
‘Take Romance.’ (‘‘Radio Record,"
April 22.)

_ We employ Mirams as an honest and
capable critic, who has specialised in film
work for many years, to write sincere views on
forthcoming films..for the guidance of nearly
quarter: of a million readers. In that work,
the interests of our readers come first. They look to
Mirams. for a genuine-and sincere expression of
opinion. Neither he nor we claim his judgment to
be infallible-not even the film producers themselves
can predict accurately how any picture will appeal to
the public-but we are prepared to guarantee it to
be honest and sincere. Otherwise there would be no
purpose in his work. The "‘Record" will always
welcome the views of readers, either agreeing or dis
agreeing with our critic’s judgment. Honest con
troversy never did anyone any harm.

The film interests as a whole have been most
helpful and appreciative of the space the "‘Record"’
gives their art and business, and have been glad to
co-operate. "Uhey are broadminded enough to appre

ciate that a true critic must be free to
express his honest view, and none has
hitherto attempted either .to bribe of
browbeat our critic to distort his genuine
opinions. We greatly appreciate that
high-minded attitude on their part. It
shows confidence in themselves and in
the merit of their films; and ‘we are sure
our readers endorse our appreciation, and
value the service of candid reviews of new
films which their attitude enables us to
provide.

We make mention of this. incidentnnaasee
with Columbia now merely to record OUF Ieilise’
subordinate our criticism of any film to commetcial-
ism. The fact that a particular firm has cancelled
advertising and withdrawn customary courtesies to
our critic is of no moment. in relation to readets
interests, except in so far as it will be impossible-
while Columbia maintains the ban-for us

to publish advance reviews on Columbia pic-
tures. However, whenever possible, we shall: con-
tinue to review Columbia pictures-honestly and
without bias-by attending screenings after public
release.

It is dificult to understand why a New Zealand
publication should be singled out for the honour of
being banned by Columbia. To be consistent, the

company should surely also bar from its previews
the representatives of several independent and influen-
tial publications overseas, including the film industry’s —

own leading authority, ‘"Harrison’s Reports," which
described "‘I’ll Take Romance’ as the worst picture
Grace Moore has made to date.

Even the "Record’s" critic had not quite the
temerity to say that ! .

BIG BEN WAS

MUCH TO DO

Big Ben was given far too big a part
when the NBS was casting "Twenty
Four Hours," the play from 3YA on
the evening of Anzac Day. In this
dramatie epitome of the events preced

ing ihe declaration
of war on August
4, 1914, the chimes
and tolling of Big
Ben marked the

passing of time, and after a while in-
terest in the play marked time while
he was doing it. It surely wasn’t
necessary for him to have been so
thorough. The only consolation was
that I was able to dash backwards

and forward preparing supper while he
was striking, without missing anything
worth hearing. The rest of the play
was pretty good, though I was amused
to’ notice that the German spy sounded
like Greta Garbo and the marching
troops sounded more like a train draw-
ing out of a station. Sir Hdward Grey’s
speech to the House of Commons was
particularly well delivered, and most
of the French and German interludes
came over better than one might have
expected. It was with a glow of per-
sonal satisfaction that I found I was
able to understand the French. It
struck me that the play should logic-
ally and dramatically have ended with
the declaration of war, instead of
earrying on for an address by the
Archbishop of Canterbury and the play-
ing of "Land of Hope and Glory" and.
other patriotic airs. To my mind this
ending shattered the feeling of humil-
ity which the play should have pro-
dueed in the listener.

There Was Hope
NCID I went every year to the ceremony. It seemed then
that everyone could rightly take a share in it.
The day. was often a still autumu morning, with a

thin, but still-warm sun filtering down its rays over the
imnxense crowd of silent people who seemed to one to stand
quie« with hope in their hearts and a mute prayer on
thei'r lips. .

Gop knows it was still a troubled world in those days.
In many ways it was as unsettled as it is to-day. But

there was still hope in it.

ideals of disarmament and the League of Nations. Though
nations mocked the ideal of peace with their deeds, they
paid it the tribute of apologies.

Qne could still manage to believe that the men who
died at Anzac had fought to make the world "safe for
democracy." The autumn sun still had a touch of warmth
in it.

But this year there was uo sun. There was no
light and no warmth. There were just steel grey skies
the colour of battleships and soldiers’ helmets.

J THINK it is time we gave up Anzac Day. Not
for the returned men themselves. They find some

rich meaning in it that we others can never know. They
have a peculiar and intimate bond with the dead and
they have still strong ties with their living comrades.
But their ceremonies should be their own.

2ZB HAS A MAORI

PRIME MINISTER PAYS HIGHTRIBUTE
Wellington’s commercial station, 22B,
celebrated its first birthday with a
pageant ofMeori history at the St. James
Theatre on Sunday night. Hundreds
were refused admission to the theatre,
which wes packed to the doors to see
and hear Oriwa’s symbolic play, "Reo
lri Rangi,"" played by Mr. P. K. Paikea
and his Ratana Maori pleyers.

6 EO IRI RANGI"
was probably the
most spectacular
entertainment ever

produced by Maoris in Wel-
lington. Played by a cast of
70, it captured much of the
spirit and history of an ancient
race whose civilisation was the
most advanced and virile in
the Pacific. The declamation of the fiery canve sougs and
the stirring music captured the imagination of the huge
audience. But the gathering had its ceremonial significance
as well. In a special message the Prime Minister, the Rt.
Hon. M. J. Savage, wished 2ZB "Many happy returns," and
paid a striking tribute to the success of the Commercial
Service.
"FANT MIS passes so quickly,’ he said, "that it hardly seem,

a year since 2ZB was officially opened by my friend
aud colleague, the Honourable I’, Jones. And it does)
seel.so long ago that certain people were loud in their cri-
ticism of the Government’s decision to establish Commercial
tudio stations in the Dominion. They even went so far as
to say that listeners did not waut this new form of enter-
tainment and yublicity. However, I believe Station 221
alone, during the past year, has received more than 50.000
congratulatory letters and many thousands of telephone
calls-a substantial reply to erities.

"T am sure Station 2ZB bas given good service to the
listening public. 1lts activities have by no means been entirely
commercial. Its interest in hospitals has proved a bvon tu
thousands. Not only has it broadcast special sessious for
the sick, but it has been responsible for equipping many hos-
pital wards with radio sets. Tn other direetions, too, the
station’s work has been outstanding---notably in its atten.
ttou to the Maori people of the Dominion, the returned
suldiers, and: many other sections of the community, _"It was also stated by critics that the advertisers would

not support the service be-
cause they could not. receive
value for their money. At the
present time the Commercial
stations are unable to cope
with the demand for time on
the air during their evening
prograinmes. That, again, is
a fairly sound answer, This
success was achieved in spite

of great opposition, for I de not know of any enterprise
which has had to overcome so much organised resistance
to its establishment.

"T would like all listeners to know that the policy of
the Government when the Commercial chain was established
has not been altered. We charged the Commercial Service
with two things-oune, to provide listevers with an excellent
service and, secondly, to support itself,

:
"T DON’T think there is much doubt about the service: these

stations give. Station2ZB, in common with the other
three units of the Commercial Service, operates eighteen
hours a day for seven days in the week, a greater. time on
the air than any other broadcasting station in Australia or
New Zealand. with the exception of one station in Sydney
fhat is on the air for twenty-four hours a day.

"Further, the service maintains a full 18-hour schedule
ou fifty-five days in the year when it receives no revenue
from advertising. The charges for week-day advertising
are based upon the cost of providing this service, and, such
profits as are earned from time to time will beused for im-
proving it. If there is anything over when that hag been
done, good use will be made of the money.

"Despite the faet that the service has beenin opera-tion under a year, it is already self-supporting.
"Listeners will be interested to know that the Commer-

cial Service was not financed by any special grant by the
Government; its initial capital was Jent to it ott of the

Broadcasting Fund, and the Commercial Service is
called upon to repay this capital expenditure, and,
furthermore, to pay ordinary standard rates of interest
on the money it has borrowed. For its telephone, relay
lines, postal, and all other Government services, the
Commercial Service is called upon to pay the same
rates as ally private business concern. It receives no
concessions
"It may interest you to know that this service

directly employs a staff of two hundred and eighty, andapproximately a further fifty are employed by programmeand other agencies. During the year just closed, the Com-mercial stations paid a wage bill
of over £52,000, and spent over
£17,000 on programmes. In addi-
tion, it is estimated that adver-
tisers themselves spent over
£25,000 on other feature pro-
grammes,

"T WOULD like to tuke this op-
portunity of expressing ny

congratulations to the Controller
of the Commercial Broadcasting
Service, Mr. C. G. Scrimgeour,
and his staff for their work and
enterprise. Mr. Secrimgeour has received many tongue-
thrashings, geunerally when his own tongue und hands ure
tied, but he has come through it all with the confidence and
esteem of those who love fair play, and who are in a posi-tion to judge.

"T know that I can promise the listeners even more en-
joyable listening hours during the second year of the opera-tion of 2ZB, and I leave to you, too, the decision as to
whether the action of the Government in inaugurating this
service was one Which has given something worth while"

FrELICITATIONS to the Station Director, Mr. 8. J. Duff,
and to his staff was conveyed by the Mayor of Welling-

ton, Mr. T. 0.A.Hislop, who also praised the work of Oriwa
and the Ratane party.

Later, Mr. Toko Ratana, M.P. Western Maori, con-
veyed the thanks of the Maoris of New Zealand, and
those from Taranaki particularly, to Mr. C. G. ‘Scrim-
geour, Controller of the Commercial Broadcasting Ser-
vice, first for his employment of Maori announcers,
and, secondly, for his great interest in the Native race,
which, as a direct result, was emerging from.a lethar-
gic past to a most promising future.Mr. Ratana was followedin similar straii by Mr.
Paikea, who, as a mark of respect and gratitude in
which Mr. Serimgeour was held by the Maoris, presented
him with a valuable Maori mat.

HE play itself was a drama-
tisation by Oriwa of the great

Maori migration in the four-
teenth century. Practically all
the performers had, at one time
or another, toured in other lands
with well-known companies +f
Maori entertainers, .

It fell naturally into its two
main. parts, the first dealing with
the ancient Maori, and the second
with the Maori of modern days,

Much of the scene painting was done by Oriwa, himself un
accomplished artist with the brush.

THE work itself was extremely interesting, though it su?-
fered somewhat from being too long. drawn out.
The material, however, was there, and the ability te

portray it was a significant indication of the cultural renuis-
saunce of the Maori race in the last few years.

THAT this renaissance is as welcome to the pakeha us te
the Maori was plainly evident from .the enthusiasm

with which the presentation was received.

Bands on the Air Series No. 4

Why ItNeverWins

Auckland’s Municipal
Band Is Not Ekigible

Dp: AND that has never won a contest, the Auckland
FG Municipal is one of the best-if not the best
gD band of its type in the Southern Hemisphere.~ + Not eligible for contests because it is a military
and not a brass band, the Auckland Municipal Band, in
its instrumentation, is unique in New Zealand and Aus-
tralia.

Just as Boston is known the world over for its Sym
phony Orchestra, and Philadelphia for its Philharmonic
Orchestra, so is Auckland, at least, in Australia and
New Zealand, known for its municipal band.

First Conductor
ORMED 15 years ago, the Municipal Band had as its first
conductor one of the best of British bandsmen, the late

Christopher Smith, who was specially brought from Ade-
laide, where he was then conductor of the Adelaide Muni-
cipal Tramway Trust Band.

Mr. Smith toured Australia and New Zealand as con-
ductor of the famous old English combination, the Besses
Q’ The Barn, and at the conclusion of the tour Adelaide for-
tunately secured his services. ,

This wonderful conductor built up a truly great band
in Auckland, and made it one of the most efficient cultural
amenities of the city. He met an untimely end on August
27, 1930, when, after leaving a band rehearsal, he was
knocked down and killed by a tram.

His place wag filled by another most experienced bands.
man, Captain George Buckley, who acted as conductor until
he retired in March, 1986. Captain Buckley is at present
conductor of the Auckland Artillery: Band.

AYTER the ap-
pointment of

the present conduc-
tor, Mr TT J.
O’Connor, the band
was placed under
the control of a
sub-committee of
the Auckland City
Council, comprising
the ©

mayor, Sir
Ernest Davis, the
Hon. Bernard Mar-
tin, M.L.C., deputy-
mayor, and Coun-
cillor C. Bailey, as
chairman. Mr.
Bailey was one of
the original mem-
bers of the Auck-land Municipal
Band as a player
of the euphonium.

Known to his
intimate friends as
"Tim," Mr. O’Con-
nor Was born andeducated iu
Timaru, Where, us
a very young boy,
he started off his

musical career by learning to play the tin-whistle
left-handed, too.

He took music seriously at the age of 17, when he
began to learn the clarinet, and later joined the then
Timaru Garrison Band under Herr Paul. Old-time
bandsmen will remember that at this time Harry Elgin —

was drum-major and guided the band through many a
quick-step to contest victories. Later, Mr. O’Connor
was for several years a member of Derry’s Military
Band, Christchurch. His first professional engagement
was when he played in a band at the races.

His First Sovereign
"You have no idea how proud I was when I raced home

to my mother with the sovereign that I earned,"
"Tim" told me, adding that he learned to play the clarinet
in his spare time. His first important engagement was
when he played in an orchestra at St. James Theatre (then
His Majesty’s) in Wellington, on Boxing Night, 1912.

He says he was distinctly fortunate in receiving such
sound musical tuition and general advice from two well
known Wellington musicians, Frank Crowther and Jack
Garry. They guided him in his early days and taught him
the vaudeville side of playing. This might sound strange
to some, but vaudeville playing is regarded as the finest
grounding any musician can have.

HE first post of Mr. O’Connor as a conductor was in 1914,
when he formed an orchestra in Timaru. When he en

listed for the war in 1915, his tin-whistle came into its own.
Returning to New Zealand in 1917, "Tim" took over the musi

cal directorship of

His present
tour is the culmination of five years’ effort, by both the
singer and J. C. Williamson, Ltd., to bring him to this
part of the world, and after his Australian seasons have
finished he will make a tour of the main centres in this
Dominion, beginning about the end of August.

Tibbett has been such a long time visiting us because
he has had his hands completely full with engagements
in America to the Metropolitan Opera, the films, concert
tours, and---very important-his radio work, Even now
he is fully booked up for 18months ahead,

ACCORDING to Frank Ansell, who went to Auck-
land on behalf of J. C. Williamson to meet Tib-

bett, he is one star whom the Hollywood cameras have
never flattered. And when one comes to look back on
Tibbett’s films that is probably a very sound judgment.
Turning back the files one comes across this typical
remark in a criticism of one of his pictures: "A mar-

vellous voice to come out
of a person with such a
funny little face."

And another: "He cer-
tainly does look like a baby
with a moustache stuck on its
top lip.’

Anyone who met Tibbett
in Auckland would probably
be willing to cross swords
with the critic who made
those remarks, such is the
charm of the singer.

Yet Tibbett himseif
probably wouldn’t take
them so seriously, for he
frankly admits that
he was never built or in-
tended for some of the
over-sentimental romantic
roles allocated to him by

Hollywood in the past.

As to the suggestion, made at the time "Metropolitan"
was released, that he had been to a plastic surgeon and
had his tip-tilted nose lengthened and straightened, one
doubts if that was anything more than an inspiration by a
publicity writer; for Tibbett strikes one as being the last
person on earth to bother with plastic surgeons,

Haphazard Methods Fail
HOWEVER, that’s pure speculation. More to the point

is Tibbett’s attitude toward his film appearances. He
thinks that the movie people have come to realise that
there must be a formula for successfully adapting opera te
the screen that so far has not been discovered.

THE theory thet, through being treated with
pedantic respect, Shakespeare has lest the

affection that is his due from the people is put
forward in this article by "Emile." (He sees a
hopeful sign in the modern dressing for redio
of "The Merchant of Venice,’ the latest
Shakespearean production of the NBS, which
is due for early release at the National stations.

HE trouble with most
of us in our relations
with Shakespeare is
that we are too polite

toward him. And you never
vet intimate with people to
whom you always have to be
polite.

From the time English-
speakine people are intro
duced to Shakespeare at the age of 12 or so, in the schouls
they are taught to look on him with reverence and awe.
He is put on a pedestal so high that he seems to be quite
out of reach of the ordinary person’s grasp.

I suggest that this is one of the worst crimes that
English teachers, parents and writers commit. It is a
crime against the young and against literature and
against Shakespeare himself..

pleased with the NBS production of "The Merchant of
Venice," if he had heard it, as I did, in a radio previewlast week,

The play that takes over three hours on the stage has
been shorn to a performance of just over the hour. The
blank verse that usually beats relentlessly against the ear
has been spoken in aw way that gives the words freshness
und charm and the ring of the twentieth century.

And the plot has a pace that stirs the blood and speeds
on its way to a climax that comes with all the impactof a first-class thriller.

Considered purely as a thriller,
Edgar Wallace couldn’t have bet-
tered this version of "The Mer-
chant of Venice."

"THE cast for the production was
something new for New Zealand.

For the first time in radio, players
were druwn from the Auckland, Can-
terbury.

F the views and facts in Mr. G. T. Garratt’s book,
"Mussolini’s Roman Empire" are correct-and the
supporting evidence is so weighty as to appareutly
put them beyond argument-then Mussolini must

supplant Ananias.
This book, published by the Penguin Press as a

"special," is acclaimed as the most important book on
Mussolini for some years. The author was the "Man-
chester Guardian’s" correspondent during the Abys:
sinian War and spent most of the year 1937 in Spain,
of the history of which troubled country he gives a very
succinct and concise account.

In his opinion Mussolini is definitely mure dangerous
than most Euglishmen believe, and, he exclaims, "in every
eountry bordering on the Mediterranean, people are asking
why don’t the English take Mussolini’s ambitions more
seriously ?"

Since this book went to _ press,
Anthony Eden has fallen from power
and Neville Chamberlain has concluded
an agreement with Mussolini, the full
value of which remains yet to be
proven.

yBritain’s Part
ME. GARRATT’S book, together with

a companion Penguin "special,"
"Blackmail or War," by the noted
French diplomatic writer, Genevieve
Tabouis, is an absolute essential to
anyone seeking even moderately to un
derstand the present diplomatic situa
tion in Europe, and in particular the
danger represented by the totalitarian
States under the blackmailing and
bluffing policies of Hitler and Musso
lini.

Both writers show how great
a dis-service was rendered to Bri
tain and humanity by, in the first
place, Woodrow Wilson, and, in
the second place, Ramsay Mac

Donald, through their idealist and disarmament policies,
The visions conceived by these two elderly gentlemen
have directly fostered the present international mesg
and created the opportunity for the "gangster" tactics’
now threatening humanity. Through Britain’s assist-
ance of their aims and reliance upon the ideal of col-
lective security, the opportunity has been presented to
the dictators to hold the world to ransom.

THE most recent humiliating examples so far as
Britain is concerned, are Abyssinia and Spain. In

both cases, Britain’s record is far from good. The French
writer treats Britain with the politeness and consideration
one would expect from both her nationality and sex. but
it is left for Mr. Garratt, an Englishman himself, quietly
but effectively to tear the veil from the secret diplomacy

of recent years and reveal iust how
Britain has heen humiliated, side-
stepped and cajoled to the point of
imperilling her own position and the
very future of humanity.

HE blunt statements are made
and proven to the hilt that

Britain’s Foreign Office had full
foreknowledge of Mussolini’s aims
and objectives in Abyssinia. Two
years before he made his first
move, they were aware of his
plans.

Far from offering any opposi-
tion, the Foreign Office, by the
Passage of an Order-in-Council
prohibiting any British volunteer
assisting Abyssinia and restrieting
by every means possible the export
of arms to Abyssinia, rendered in-
valuable service to Mussolini in his
raid upon that Christian and harm-
less people.

Richard Strauss
was a musical rebel.
Virtually brought
up on music, at the

age of six he composed a polka, and
before he was sixteen he had a list of
compositions to his credit that few of
even the very greatest could equal at
that age. These compositions were in
the traditional form, and because they
were traditional they did not satisfy
Strauss, At the age of twenty-three,
Strauss rebelled against conventional-
ism, and by rebelling acceded to the
urge of his soul. In 1887 he composed
his first symphonic or "tone" poem, The
crities objected violently to this new
descriptive music and condemned
Strauss out of hand. But Strauss
heeded not, he went on with his "mod-
ern" music, and tone poem after tone

poem came from him. He was scoffed
at, openly hooted, and accused of coim-
mitting sacrilege. The interpretation
of everyday sounds as part of a musi-
cal score was a heinous thing. But
Strauss conquered, and to-day he is
justly acclaimed as one of the greatest
of modern composers, modern in either
sense of the term,

On Sunday next at 2.30 p.m. from
4YA, will be presented the second sym-
phonic poem composed by Strauss (in
1888). This tone poem, "Don Juan,"will be played by the London Philhar-
monic Orchestra.

The Launching Of "H.M.S. Pinafore"
GILBERT AND SULLIVAN DIAMOND JUBILEE

WITHIN a month of the sixtieth
anniversary of the first perfor

mance of "H.M.S. Pinafore," we
turn back the pages of history and
glimpse a memorable first night of
the days of our grandparents.
This initial performance fell on a

Saturday, on May 25, 1878, to be exact-the place the Opera Comique in
the Strand.
The theatre has vanished and the

author and the composer have long
since passed to make merriment and
Imusic in some other sphere. The
opera is still with us, seemingly as
fresh as a bunch of spring violets,It is continually being performed by
professionals and amateurs all over the
English-speaking world, with searcely a
word of its libretto, a bar of its music,or a scrap of its "business" altered,In the London of that far-off day in
1878, the Queen’s birthday had been
officially celebrated that morning with
the Trooping of the Colour; the Royal
Academy was drawing its May crowds;
and an Australian eleven, which inelud
ed Spofforth, the "demon. bowler," the
two Bannermans, Blackham, the great
wicket-keeper, and W. L. Murdoch, was
beginning to open the eyes of the publicat Lord’s and the Oval.
Mrs, Langtry, in the early glow ofher beauty, had just’ been presented at

one of the Queen’s Drawing Rooms,carrying a. bouquet of Marshal Niel
roses ,SoO enormous that it perfumedthe whole room; a Mr. Oscar Wilde, of
Magdelen, had just carried off the
Newdigate, to the delight of his Col
lege; 9
The opening weeks of the operawere by no means successful, There

was even a good deal of talk of its be
ing taken off. It is quite possiblethat its reception by some of the othercritics contributed to its early difficul

ties. A number left it alone altogetherwhile several of those who wrote abou.it seemed to have heen completely
wildered.

The eritics were utterly at a loss
to find themselves suddenly in the
presence of an extravaganza so.
polished and so shapely, so prepos-
teroug and yet so logical, so fan-

' tastical and at the same time so
realistic as "H.M.S. Pinafore." —

Happily for radio listeners, sixty
years after that red letter night in Lon-
don’s stage history, there are such
things as complete recorded musical
renderings of this and other G. and S.
operas.

Link Between Grovlez And Chopin
MAN OF COURAGE DESTROYED EARLY WORK

‘THERE is a link between Gabriel
_ Grovlez, the modern French
composer, and Chopin. His mother,
a talented amateur, was of Polish
descent, and his maternal grand
mother, also a brilliant pianist, had
been a pupil of Chopin in her youth.
From his mother, Grovlez received

his first lessons on the piano, and there
seems never to have been a time when
he could not make music, as he im
provised little tunes almost before he
could speak.
Grovlez was trained in Paris, became

a brilliant pianist, later a conductor,
and ultimately a hard-working teacher
and capable composer. The stage has
naturally claimed a share of his own
composition, but he has given us pure
ly orchestral and chamber music as
well,
But his pieces for pianoforte-his

own original instrument-are naturally
admirably laid out to display its best
qualities,

We are told that during the
activities of directing and conduct
ing ballet he composed regularly.
This activity is characteristic of a
man of progress who had courage
to destroy a great mass of his
early work.
One of Grovlez’s best-known come

positions for piano is "L’Almanach aux
Images," a suite of eight pieces in

spired by the poems of Tristan Kling-
sor. They are beautiful examples of
clean-cut writing and delicate-imagery.
The quaint humour of "Les Marion-

ettes" dancing the minuet and reel, or
exchanging tender glances; the wiste
ful "Berceuse de la Poupee,"’ featuring
the remote effect of consecutive fifths,
and the folk-song element in its frag-
mentary stilted melody; "Les Anes"
(The Donkeys), galloping joyously
and braying in unison; the stately
"sarabande," its classic formal line
ornamented by trills and turns written
as part of the design; "Chanson de
VEscarpolette’ (Song of the Seee
Saw), a Viennese waltz; "Le Pastour,"
an exquisite pastoral trifle representing
a woodland cascade; "Petites Litaines
de Jesus" (Little Prayers to Jesus),
movingly fervent in its appeal; "Chan-
son du Chasseur" (Song of the Hunts-
man), very rhythmical and jolly-all
eight pieces are perfect in characterisa-
tion.
This work is the creation of a man

of high culture and charming persone
ality, who is interested in life and art
generally. His knowledge of litera-
ture, philosophy and languages is vast,
and with it all he maintains his love
of simple things-children, birds,
flowers.

Money Changes Well-meaning
"Crank" into Pitiless Racketeerof Industry.

AST week I read two books,
both novels, dealing with a

problem that has begun to
hurt American civilisation

(if we are to believe the news
papers) only within the last
generation-the problem of rela
tionship between capital and labour,
The first is a modest book, Goetze

Jeter’s "The Strikers," published by
Methuen. The second is much more
ambitions-Upton Sinclair’s "The Fliv
ver King," published by T. Werner

. Laurie,
Both are as worth reading as any

recent novel,
INCLAIR’S pen has lost nothing of
its corroding bitterness since he

wrote "The Jungle." I am inclined to
think his libellous and probably justi
fied attack on Billionaire Ford is as
great a book as his expose of the
Chicago Stockyard horrors.
But the world-and the American

world in particular-can no longer reel
before exposures. It is far too well
used to them, "The Flivver King" will
not, alas, set the Hudson on fire, much
Jess the Thames; but if it ever falls into
the hands of Ford, it should make him
wriggle more unhappily than anything
since the memorable day he had to ad
mit before the Superior Court of Michi
gan that he was not quite certain of
the difference between Arnold Ben
nett and Benedict Arnold!
Fortunately for pigmy Sinclair, a

thousand-million-dollar fortune does
not to stop to squash a writing worm,
however menacingly it has turned... .

"The Flivver King" employs a very
simple and unartistie device to tell] its
story. Coincidentally it discloses the
rise and fall of Ford with the rise and
fall of the family of one of his spindle
nut-screwer suhb-foremen.
‘The reader follows, sympathetically.

the career of the little ‘"erank" who
perfected a horseless carriage in a side
street in Detroit, side by side with the
career of the apologetic little buck
toothed workman who went to him for
a job in the first motor works. One
reads with hope how mass production
made the workman content, how it
raised his wages and shortened his
working hours, gave him a home of his
own and eventually even his own
"flivver."
With that and promise of more good

things, one learns tolerantly of Ford
earning his first paltry five million, of
his silly "Peace Ship" in 1915, of his
well-meaning and often defrauded so
cial department-which was estab

lished to see profits were shared only
by those among his workmen who lived
nice, clean, Christian lives!

HEN, when everything in the Ameri-
can industrial garden is as lovely as

ean be, with a growing sense of terror
we see the money machine giving poor,
well-meaning Henry. his first licking.
We see him pass on the buck to the
avorkmen whom he had tried so nicely
to help, We see the ruthless system of
speeding up, the dry rot of production
eat into the foundations of Ford’s con-
cept of social security.
At last the machine conquers the

man,
Obsessed with keeping his hundred

millions safe, Ford weathers the de-
pression, sailing triumphantly across
seas studded with drowning, worn-out
workers. He dare not float one dollar
bill for the oldest and hungriest of
them to clutch and be saved.
The end?
Since the depression did not abolish

motor cars, Ford and most of his work-
ers sutviye. "Things" get back to ‘"nor-
mal’-except that for all time the faith
of the working people in God Ford is
shattered. They hate him worse than
any other man in all the world.
So the son of the spindle-nut-screw-

er foreman turns labour organiser and,
one night, while the silver-haired and
benevolent master of a billion dollars
is enjoying ceremonia] dinner, his
gangster hirelings are busy kicking that
young man in the groins and loosening
up his kidneys to make quite sure the
evil of organised labour won’t be per-
petuated in another generation.

The fee
offered is said to have been about 10
times lesg than the sum of £500 ndmed
by Tibbett’s manager-a sum, inciden-
tally, that is also said to be a long
way below anything Tibbett would ex-
pect for a similar engagement in the
States.

the death of Chaliapin, who had heen
his great personal friend. He believes
that Chaliapin has exercised the most
profound influence on opera of any
man of the present age,

THE Auckland Municipal Band has
35 players-11 clarinets, two flutes,

one oboe, one. bassoon, three saxo-
phones, four french horns, three trum-
pets, three trombones, one baritone,
one euphonium, three brass bass, one
string bass and two drums,

The band broadcasts through
1YA every first and third Sunday
of the month throughout the whole
year. There are four parades-
two rehearsals and two perform-
ances 2 week, and during the sum-
mer months the band plays twice
every Sunday in the city’s various
parks.

»GAIN in Spain, Britain’s record

makes deplorable reading. Mr.
Garratt adds force to his claims by
the very temperate manner in which he
presents his case. Britain knew from
the outset of Iitaly’s and Germany’s
interest in Spain, and of their active
participation in fomenting Franco's
rebellion.
Instead of protesting, the loreign

Cflice-possibly, to put it charitably,
because of their knowledge of Britain’s
unpreparedness for war-made no re-
sistance against this aggression.
On the contrary, they took the view

that an easy success was bound to
fall to the Mediterranean brigand; thar
under those conditions it was better
to play friends with him, and accord-
ingly from the outset their policy was
designed to help rather than to hinder
Mussolini’s campaign.
The British people, as a people, were

deliberately misled through a long
period of time by Anthony Eden and
other Parliamentary spokesmen for the
Foreign Office. The evidence on this
point is overwhelmingly clear.
This book tears the veil from those

misrepresentations, subterfuges and
half-truths, and states quite clearly
that Britain’s policy has been based
based upon a misconception of the true
situation in Spain.

HE blame for this is placed upon
the personnel of the Foreign

Office and upon their status and mental
outlook in life. The Foreign Office, it
is claimed, is largely influenced hy the
religious outlook of some of its leading
figures. Their whole training pre-
vented the development of any sympa
thy for the revolt of the Spanish peas-
antry against recognised land evils,
church domination and wndue army
exploitation.

She categorically lists the forces
that can be arrayed for and

lini. If they do not do that, then
the outlook ahead is black indeed.

Both of these books can be whole-
recommended to everyone

interested in the most important ques-
tions of the day-peace or war? The
dangers of the past are fully revealed.It is common knowledge that Britain
and the democracies are undertaking
rearmament at fever pace. Both Ger-
many and Italy have strained their
whole economic structure to breaking
point in their gamble for sovereignty.
When and where will their people

break under the strain, and when and
where will the peace-loving democra-
cies say-"Thus far shalt thou go and
no farther?"

cricket commentator.on the Commis-
sion’s staff, has been sent to England
to supply the cables, and he will be
assisted by Mr. C. Gardner, the Mel-
bourne Sun’s cricket writer. When
the cables reach Australia, they. are
being re-transmitted by telegraph cir-
cuits throughout Australia to every
broadcasting station requiring the ser-
vice. Elaborate and efficient arrange-
ments have been’ made with the co-
operation of the Postmaster-General’s
department to ensure that the messages
will reach all statiqgns simultaneously,
and the time between the moment of
dispatch from the ground until time of
receipt at the broadcasting stations is
expected not to exceed-to minutes.
As there can be no guarantee that the
shortwave transmission will remain
,audible, even if it does came in clearly’

at any stage, the organisers have ar
ranged to maintain the supply of cab-
les throughout the whole of each day’s
play. Each station’s audience will de-
pend on its individual treatment of the
messages and on its own technica] cove
erage, Many stations taking the ser-
vice will broadcast the cricket story in
full from 10.0 -pm.
