- Despite
much in Sheridan's exquisite comedy
that hag lost the flavour of topicality,
and despite certain weaknesses in the
cast, -the performance somehow. did
manage to catch the spirit of a bygone
leisurely age when manners were So-
ciety’y principal study and malice their
chief amusement. Praise must go to
producer Viector 8. Tloyd for the
smooth reality of the scenes and for
the way in which the players wors
their wigs, frills and knee. breeches
without embarrassment. :
