Queen’s Hall fountain.

"T have had the idea for ‘Proms’
in mind for some time," Conductor
de Mauny said to the "Record."
"We decided to make it this year,
because of the state of the funds."

On the last of her four visits to
England in 1931, she had a seatin the balcony, looked down into
the huge pool in the centre of the

ine perfume and coolness floating
up.

Dame Hithel
Smythe and Arnold Bax-and on
the floor below a quaint mixture
of artists in odd clothes, ordinary
people and Londoners.
"Coloured lights in the water
and the coloured frocks of the
women made a vivid kaleido-
scope below.

Bowler hats would be w.ved on
walking sticks and English ‘bravos'
would come from everywhere.
"The whole audience was
keyed up after this to a high
pitch of artistic sensitivity forthe music.

A NEW radio feature which should
make keen philatelists of
many young New Zealanders, com-
mences from the four main com-
mercial stations next Monday. It
is called "The Stamp Man," andwill be heard from 5.45 to 6 p.m.
on Mondays, Tuesdays and Wednes-
days.
"The Stamp Man" is Al Sperry,
well-known American vhilatelist,
who has been broadcasting for
many years in the United States.
His stamp album before him, he
simply sits down before a micro-
phone and chais pleasantly about
unusual and interesting stamps inhis collection.
He makes no claim to be an
expert announcer; indeed, he

TMPECCABLE urbanity of BBCannouncers gives sharp surprise
to moments when they lapse into
‘"howlers."
"You have just heard the Bath-
room Orchestra from Pump," said
one announcer, at the end of a con-
cert from the Pumproom, Bath.
Another, describing a volcanic
eruption, said in a deeply serious
tone: "A large area of lager is
rapidly overcoming the village."

Describing changes in the
equipment of London’s mobile
police, one announcer remarked
recently: "Arrangements have
been made for the London policeto change their combinations
this winter."
In the musical session, the Offen-
bach work, "Orpheus in the Under-
world" was announced as "Orpheus
in the Underground" and the form-
er conductor of the BBC Military
Rand, B. Walton O’Donnell, was re
ferred to as Wee Boiton O’Donnell.
During one of the Empire pro
grammes the announcer apologis-
ed, in the small hours of the morn-
ing, for having failed to make a
preliminary announcement at the
opening of the broadcast. The
lapse, he said, was due to "partak-
ing of excessive sleep."
