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important that the results of our findings should not be lost
once the questions have been answered. Thus we compile
bibliographies, if the subject is large enough, or record
the details in catalogue form, so that we are gradually
building up an index to New Zealand’s local history. This
index is only in its infancy, and contains a strange variety
of entries, but its scope is comprehensive in the field of
historical material relating to New Zealand, and its potential
usefulness considerable.
