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and failings’, those of a historian in whom social maturity is combined
with ‘a dispassionate but kindly irreverence’. With the printing of the
Katherine Mansfield manuscripts and the three outstanding examples of
prose in the jubilee issue of August 1970, the Record not only records
and recovers, but becomes, itself, New Zealand literature.
