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But now Martin’s Redoubt, as it was then

called, is laid out in gardens that are

known through the district. There are

streams on three sides. Last year the

nursery provided seedlings that would
have cost £2OO had they been bought.
The grounds are quiet and peaceful in

the Auckland sunshine, and all the year
are beyond the dampness of the fog-line.
A better position could not have been

chosen.

The results of the treatment—the
combination of physio and occupational
therapy and specialized physical training,
under medical treatment and supervision,
and with specialist opinion where neces-

sary—have been encouraging. But at

present the depot is not used to anything
like its full capacity, and of the patients
not enough are returned men. It is

hoped that in the future more soldiers and

men of the Air Force back from overseas

service and in need of treatment will

apply for admission. All complaints and

disabilities are cared for, and Raven-

thorpe is especially suitable for those

suffering from war neurosis.

Occupational therapy is important.
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
